SPELLIHOJIATCEE3.

A New Suggestion for Conducting Them
To the Editor of the national Republican:

Sib While the present "spelling mania' Is
would It not be well to vary the methuds

or conducting the "spelling matches?" There
are many or our most experienced educators who

Io not consider "oral spelling" the best method
of learning to spell correctly. We have saea that
many of the words which were misspelled in the
first of the matches have been misspelled in each
ot the successive matche. As a general thing
we do not correct our spelling by hearing the
words spelled correctly, but by seeing them In
tbelr correct forms, but we will not argue this
point here, because I wish to propose a plan
which, 1 think, will draw out all tbe Interest,
pleasure, (and fun, if yon please,) which are
directly derived frem tbe present maibods ol con-
ducting these, and at the lame time make the
exercises more praetlcally useful, both to the
scholars and to tbe sj'eetators.

1. Let there be provided a large btac'rimrd, or
a number of good blackboards, to be placed upin
tbe stage In tbe lull view of tbe audience. There
should be blackboard enough to allow all tho
words pronounced to be written In neat and legi-
ble characters.

2. After arranging the two sides in the usual
way let tbe scholars In order step to the board
as tbe word Is pronounced for each, and write It
plainly in a regular column, which should re-

main until the close of the exercises.
3. The misspelled word should be corrected at

tbe time It la written, and then the speller should
write It correctly upon a portion of the board set
apart for the purpose, so that a correct Impres-
sion of each word may be made upon the minds
ol all who see It.

4. t the schoolmaster, as usual, declare at
once when a word has been misspelled, and then
let the scholar step aside after wrltlnglt correctly.

(Jther regulations may bo necessary, but, I
think. It Is evident that mnch better results will
be secured, and all the Interest kept up, by
idcptlnif the plan above indicated. via.

could be preserved try keeping them In Ignorance.
Tie speaker thanked God It was so. We had
eaten tbe fruit of the tree of knowledge of good
and evil, and we must learn, and ourchlldren
must learn to know both tbe evil and the good
that Is In the world, and to discriminate between
them. But since the dally paper dldaotaad
could not make that discrimination, there was all
the more reason why the Christian Church
should, by a Christian literature, afford the means
for such discrimination. Tbe dally paper bought
both straw and wheat; tbe church must use the
Hall and tbe tan to slit out tbe grain from the
chaff. The speaker had coasldered the religious
press, which he said was of very great Import-
ance, but was for religious readers. It red tbe
Church, but It did not supplant nor counteract
vicious literature outside the Church. It was a
commissary department. But baggage wagons
are cot artillery, nor loaves of bread and cans of
meat grape and canntster.

The third substitute prepared for a Union
Tract Society waa that furnlahed by the denomi-
national boards. These were probaby useful as a
means or teaching the particular ercods o( partic-
ular churches, but In those days, when infidelity
denied tbat there was any God but force, any
Providence but law, any Immortality but annihi-
lation, or any prayer but a dream, was not a time
for relinquishing united effort to maintain those
lundamental trutns which are held by all Evan-
gelical Churches In common. The speaker Anally
considered tbe question whether trade could sup-
ply all the Christian literature that was needed.
He Insisted that It could cot; that trado would
supply what was already demanded, while tbe
Church must create the demand, and heurgrd
that tbe Church must create as well as employ
literature; that it must cot send, as Israel did In
Its degenerate days, to the Philistines to forge and
sharpen Its coulters and Its mattocks. He closed
by an appeal to the example set us by God, who
did not merely select from human literature the
best books to make a Bible, but Inspired men es-
pecially to write tbe Christian book, whloh was
to bo the fountain from which all Christian litera-
ture was to be forever drawn.

BKXARXB Or REV. E. r. BCBCQ.

Mr. Strong then Introduced Rev. E. P. Burch,
ot New York, who Introduced bis remarks with
tbe scriptural passage, "Darkness covers the
eartb, and gross datkness the people." None, he
said, could conceive how gross tbe darkness. The
aim or tbe society was to dispel tbls gloom that
hung over tbe masses where heathenism and Ro-

manism had grcund them to the dust. What
they wanted was the Gospel truth to waken up
their minds acd energies.

"March 22, 1610. Before I left my honse this

morning to go to my tfoce, W. S. Smith cime In
and told me tbat Commodore Decatur bad Just
been brought la from Bladensburg mortally
wounded In a duel with Commodore James ltir-ro-

who was also wounded, but not dangerously.
I went Immediately to Decatur's house. Ua the
way met Captains McDonougb and Ballard, who
were coming Irom it, and whose Information was
discouraging but not decisive. Attbehousol
saw Generals Brown and Harper, Colonel Bom-for- d

end E. Wycr. Brown and Harper were Bat-

tered by some uncertainties of Dr. Lovell, tbe
surgeon general, who, I suppose, thinks It humane
to keep Mis. Decatur and her rather, who Is with
her. In suspense as long as possible, Wyer, who
had seen Decatur, told me that ho could cot sur-
vive the dav. He died between 9 and 10 o'clock
this evening. The nation has lost In him one ot
Its heroes, cno who baa Illustrated lis history, and
given grace and disnlty to lis character la the
eyes of the world. Ho was warm-hearte- cheer-
ful, unassuming, gentle In deportment, friendly
and hospitable, beloved In social lire; with a soul
all devoted to bis country, and a sease ol hoaor
too disdainful of lite, since It could not attain tbat
highest summit of magnanimity which delib-
erately refuses the guilt and exposure of private
war. lie has fallen In a duel, and his dying
breath was a sigh of compunction tbat It was not
In bis country's cause. The sensation In the city
and ceignoornooa proaucea oy mi csiaiuuiiua
was uccsually great. But tbe lamentations at
tbe practice of dueling were, and will be, fruit-
less, as they always are."

On the 24th of March there Is an account of a
solemnity at the Roman Cathollo church for the
murdered Duke dl Berrl, (rather or the present
Bourbon claimant to the throne of France,) to
which Mr. Adams went by invitation of the French
Miclster.

The Personal Tax Law.
Washington Correspondence Chicago Tribune.
The legislation ot the last Congress for this

District meets with remarkable and united oppo-
sition from the eatlre community. The act which
excites resistance is the personal tax law. The
law Is denounced as nnjust, unequal and oppres-
sive, and as a deadly blow to business Interests.
So great has this opposltioa become tbat one of
tbe local newspapers tbls morning propose; an
organised rebellion. It says :

"We can pay no part or this tax, and this being
understood, our rulers may as well know tbat we
will not. We bad better pay lawyers to resist
tban collectors to ruin. Our citizens meet

night to determine upon a line of defence.
We trust tbat their action will be calm out deter-mine-

We will appeal to tbe courts, and by tho
tlmo a decision Is reached. If ndverso to us, we
will be able to appeal to another Congress for ro-

ller."
There evidently was a blunder In drafting the

law. It Is conceded by tbe Commissioners, and
positively asserted by a prominent member of tbe
committee tbat framed the 1)111, that the construc-
tion placed upon tbe law was never Intended by
Congress. Mr. Randall stated. when tbe bill was
under consideration In the House, upon the
authority or Commissioner Dennlson, that the
amount or tax which it was expected could be
realised Irom taxing personal property was $100,.
OOO, while by tbe schedule prepared by the attor-
ney for the District the amount will reach $1,030,-00- 0.

The main points of objection are: First, that
the tax npoo goods for sale Is unjust aad Illegal,
In tbat It makes a double tax, a license tax hav-
ing already been patd; and second, that it Imposes
a Tu nj.6n rntney, wfill, it is held, cannot be
taxed, legal tenders being exempt from taxation,
and tbe Issue of national bank notes being based
upon bonds, which are exempt from tuition, and
li has lnrther been decided by the Supremo Court
that money Is not taxable.

Ihe Betnlt of Mr. Gtore Smith's Attempt to

Mr. smun, alter giviugan
account of the discovery or the tablets, says that
when complete they must have numbered nine or
ten, and that the history as recorded ontnemor
what occurred in the beginning" was much
longer and fuller than tho corresponding report
In the Book ol Oeneals. Ho continues as follows:

"Tbe narrative on the Assyrian tablets com-

mences with a deacrlptloa of the period before the
world was created, whea there existed a chapsor
cocfusion. The desolate and empty state or the
universe anl the generation by cnaos of monsters
are vividly given. Tbe chaos Is presided over by
alemalepowernamedTlsalat and Tlamat,

to tbe Tbalattts or Berosus : but as It
proceeds tbe Assyrian account agrees rather with
the Bible than with tho short account from Be-

rosus, We are told. In tbe Inscriptions or the rail
of the celestial oemg wnu racw. m uunrw
to Satan. In bis ambition he raises his hand
against the sanctuary of the God of heaven, and
the deacrlptlon or him is really magnificent. He
Istepresentedrldlnglna chariot through celes-

tial space, surrounded by the storms, with the
lightning playing before him, and wielding a
thundsrboltasaweapon.

"This rebellion leads to a war la heaven and the
conquest of the powers ot evlUtho gods laduo
course creatlog the UBlverse In stages, as In the
Mosaic narrative, surveylog each step or the
work and pronouncing It good. Tbe dlvfuework
culminates la tbe creation or man, who is made
upright atdftee from evil, and endowed by the
goda with the noble raeulty or speech.

"The Deity then delivers a long address to the
newlr-ereste- d being, Instructing him In all his
duties and privileges, aad iwlnung out the glory
or his state. But this condition or blessing does
not last long before man, yielding to temptation.
Tails; and the Deity then pronouncss upon him a
terrible curse, invoking on his bead all the evils
wblch have since afflicted humanity. These last
details are upon the fragment which 1 excavated
during my first jouroey to Assyria.

Swindling Departed Souls.
A curious ease was decided on March 14 by the

Criminal Court, la Paris. Three
VIdal, Houmeau and Lacombe were charged
with unauthorized trlfflc In moneys paid for cele-
brating Masses. In France tbero exists a system
by which anyone desiring to have a Mass sail for
the repose of the soul oi a relative or friend eaa
go to certain agencies In Paris, pay bis monay,
and Insure the celebration In any desired parish
In France. This system, however. Is only author-
ised by tbe laws ot the Church when It takes the
form of a free exchange and recelros the permis-
sion or the blsnop or tbe diocese. Vlial began as
early as 1855 to make a good Income by the ad-
vantages the system presented, and ou several
occasions he bas been convicted of malpractices
and condemned to fines and terms or imprison-
ments. His plan was to obtain tho Tees for the
Masses, and never to have them performed. He
gaveblmseir out as an agent lor transmission of
Masses. VIdal and his accomplices also estab-
lished a fictitious society called the Union Inter-
nationale, which combined the various advan-
tages of an lesuraace company, the publishing or
books, a lurnlture agency, and the issuing ot
twelve religious newspapers and periodicals. The
principal victims or theso swindlers were country
priests, who subscribed to tbe society and effected
tke exchange of their Masses with the most per-
fect simplicity. From February, 1ST2, to March,
1874, Vlaal realised 51,444 francs by trading in
ordinary Masses at 83 centimes apiece. He was
sentenced to ton years' Imprisonment, to a fine of
3.010 fraccs.and to ten years' deprivation or social
rights. Houmeau was sentenced to three years'
Imprisonment and a fine of 1,CI0 francs, and La-
combe, who has escaped, to two years' Imprison-
ment and a fine of too francs.

Seme simple folks In West Boylstoo, Mass.,
have just been " done" in a very contemptible
way. Two scamps found oat the
deaf people la town, and then proposed to euro
them for frtm 50 to 100 each, according to their
extremity, asking, or course, an advance pay-
ment.
