New York, April 13. Despite the mow and
sleet which fell tbis morning, nnmbera or women
forced their way through it to be in attendance in
the Brooklyn city court-room- . Beecher came Into
court accompanied byhis wife and daughter, Mrs .
Scorllle, and took bl place on the witness stand.
He testified Henry A. Bowen, who spoke to me
or General Butler, is a member of Edward Bow-en- 's

family, who belong to my congregation. lie
nu only a boy, and was sent to me with a mes-
sage, which he believed, Moulton neTer told me
that Tllton was willing to make a statement be-
fore the investigating committee which would
exclude the charge of adultery between me and
Sirs. Tilton. Moulton did not tell me at an inter-
view that

TILTOX WAS IXCESSED
because his wife had b-- before the committee.
The conversation about 15,000 I remember. lie
asked me If I had mentioned the $5,000 to any
person. I ta'd I had, and he said that he should
deny it. I told him that I mentioned It to Oliver
Johnson, b cause he a'd he had been t. siting In
ftew York, and had beard remarks about my re-
fusing to assist Sir. Tllton. I told him Z had
done something and was willing to do anything; 1
could, and that I had already advanced $5,000 In
his difficulties. Moulton did not say anything
about Gene-- al Tracer brvlng been told of the
$2,000. Witness' atlent'on was called to the card
pabllshed in the Brooklyn Union in 1873, and he
was asked how it came to be printed. He said it
was printed

at Tan srGGzsTiox or me. clevelaxd,
en account of the publication In the New York
Sun of the vstt of Olaflln and Bowen to Mrs.
"Woodhull in search of documents. When 1 pre-
pared this card 1 took It to Mr. Moulton and left
it with him He told me there might be a little
prefatory matter, which he said should be in-
serted. The suggestion of a card was not from
Moulton, but from Cleveland. 1 never asked
Moulton If Tilton would produce any document,
nor did be say he would not In addition to the
three letters

I RECEIVED TOO XBS. WOODHULL,

I received a fourth enclosing a note from Mrs.
Isabella Hooker I am not able to tell the date
of that letter. It was in reference to the meeting
of the New York wing of the woman suffrage
movement to be held in Stelnway hall. 1 never
said u Tllton that the publication of the true
story would kill me. I said that I would not bear
It. After the publication of the tripartite agree-
ment I never said to Moulton that if Tllton pub-
lished bis letter that it would be my death. I
said that It was charged that ne clergyman could
stand op under It, and that

I WOULD riCBT IT OUT TO THE EXD.
Moulton never iald that Tilton was opposed to
the publication of the resignation, as be said it
would be exposing his wife. Nor did he tell me
that Mr. Tllton was Incensed about it, and threat-
ened to shoot me if it were published. Shown a
letter I think tbis Is Mrs. Woodhull's fourth
letter to me. Lvartsrezd. It was dated Febru.
ary 7, 1S72, stating that the writer was endeavor-
ing to obtain Stelnway hall for tholr meeting.
Witness said : I have no recollection of any other
letters ol Mrs. Woodhull sent to me. I wrote
other letters than these that have been produced
to Mr. Tllton. Moulton never told me that be
told Mr. Woodruff and Mr. Bobinson of my rela-
tions with Elizabeth Tllton. Moulton never told
roe that be had tried to mislead Mr. Baiter and
others in regard to the matter. He did say he
taw Baxter, and said that

IF XT LIFE Was SOT A DEXIAL
of Woodhull scandal, then character was noth-
ing. He never said to me that be had lied for
me, or in statements he bad made for me he had
spoken falsely. I never read any work of the
younger Dumas; In one summer I read works of
tne elder Dumas, that series of which the "Three
Musketlers" and the "Twenty Y ears After" form
apart. 1 never received or asked any improper
ft Tors from Mrs. Tllton from the 1st of December,
1870, until now, and 1 never had any sexual Inter-
course with her during that oerlod. From my
first acquaintance with Mrs Tilton until now, I
never asked or reedved any Improper favors from
ber nor had any sexual lntercour.e with her.
There has been nothing of the kind answering
these questions between us. Tllton never used
to me or in my presence any language or intima-
tion that there had been criminal relations be-
tween Mrs. Tllton and myself. In relation to an
Imputation or Intimation In regard to this matter,
I never said to Tilton that the blame lay only
with myselt, nor that I was the guilty one and
should suffer. Moulton never made accusation
or Imputation of sexual relations between me and
Mrs. Tllton.

This concluded the direct examination, and the
was begun by Mr. Fullerton.

Witness raid 1 have no custom of taking an
oath with the uplifted hand; when I was before
the grand jury, I presume that

1 did not say, then, 1 bad conscientious scruples
against taking the oath in this manner. I do not
remember swearing on the Gospel in the answer
to the complaint in this ease. The oath was ad-
ministered to me .In New Hampsblre, and what-
ever the form of eath was there I took it. In Jan-nar-

1871, Mrs. Beecher may bave been gone. I
recollect tbatMonlton spoke to my wife and my-
self of meeting Mrs. Beecher In Florida. I can-
not tell the exact time Mrs Beecher left for the
Soutb. (The witness here examlaed bis book of
dates. I do not see any entry of It here. I think
she returned In May. My housekeeper during
ber absence I cannot recollect; but during two
absences of my wire, Mrs. Perkins, my sister, kept
bouse for me I do not tblnk Mrs. Beecher was
ever absent In the booth when II bad no house-
keeper. I did not hear of Theodore Tllton falling
from bis orthodox faith until quite lately. As
early as If 65 1 beard of bis becoming

LOOSE IH HIS RELIGIOUS XOTI0X8.
There were some of his articles In tbe Inde-
pendent which spoke of the catholicity of tbe pa-
per. 1 thought tbe policy of tbe conduct of the
paper was not sound, ldld not approved the
articles. I do not recall ever having brought to
my mind any article by him discussing doctrinal
questions. There was brought to my mind an

In tbe conduct of the paper. Judg-
ing from what I heard of bis teachings on the

nolle mind 1 should not bave said that I thoughtE 1m to be a safe teacher of doctrinal matters.
The Independent was In some sense a religious
paper, but not in theological matters. When the
paper came Into Mr. Tilton's hands It fell from
teaching doctrinal truths. I regarded Tllton as
being In a transition state, and holding Imperfect
views. I first heard of his wile complaining of
bis religious views as early as 1865 or i860. She
consulted me about him being a safe person to
bring op children under about I860. I regarded
bis doctrine of the

divixitt or chbist
as loose and roost heretical. I thought that if
be was at tbe bead of a theological paper be was
tbe last man who should be there, but if It was a
paper Inculcating Christian ethics he might do.

Fullerton read from witness' published state-
ment wltb retard to the storm of applause called
forth In the West by tbe views expressed by Tll-
ton In the Independent.

Tbe witness continued : I remember this, and
It Is true. I indignantly disclaimed any connec-
tion with these articles, snd received a very se-

vere letter Irom my brother Edward on the sub-
ject. Tbe Advance was only started in Chicago
partly to supercede tbe Independent. This state-
ment was only a sketch which left out a multi-
tude ol other matters from It. I did not investi-
gate Tilton's teaching wltb regard to marriage
and divorce In 1870. I believed that be bad en-
larged tbe causes of divorce, and made them so
loose as to be mischievous. I was Informed that
be held tbe doctrine of divorce so passive as to
make it highly dangerous. I did not believe In
bis doctrines, and 1 never read bis articles. The
question of whether be was a fit moral teacher
did not come before my mind. He was not unfit,
in my mind, to conduct a large paper. I believed
that these views of Mr. Tllton In regard to divorce
were very crude. I judged that they were perni-
cious. In regard to this Mrs. Tllton did not say
much to me in tbe conversations I bad wltb ber.

on two occasions to ride, I tblnk. In the early
part of 1870. They were Is each Instance in a
buggy. I do not remember If on these occasions
we alighted from tbe buggy. We went on both
occasions to the Park. I do not recollect of
going to Greenwood on one of these occasions. I
do not recollect the details of these rides. I
think before then we bad some rides, but In what
year I could not say. 1 bare no recollection of
them wbatever. nor where I cot the carriage and
who the driver was. I do not remember taking
ber when one or other or tbe children accom-
panied us. In 1888 I do not remember taking ber
ut in a dote carriage, or of ber entering or leav-

ing tbe carriage at any other place than at ber
own bouse. She was never at Feeksklll. I bave
a dim recollection or visiting a photograph gal-
lery wltn ber, but cannot remember the circum-
stances cf that visit. I cannot recall the occasion.
J bave fixed the date of my visit to Mr. Tllton In
August, 1870, by Investigation. I received tbe
note from ber at Peeksklll. I bave not the note,
and suppose It Is destroyed and gone. I have not
seen it since. She said In It (he was sick. I bad
business in tbe city, and

at the tame time. During my vacations I visited
sick parishioners when they sent for me. 1 saw
Mrs. Tllton that day lying on a lounge la the
second story reception room. I called the next
day to see her before I returned to Feeksklll. 1
bave searched my bouse for letters from Mrs.
Tllton, but bave found none. 1 never returned
ber any of ber letters, ntr did she return any to
me. On tbe second dsya scrap or piper was sent
down to me from Mrs. Tllton. I did not keep It.
I am not a preserver of documents.

Tbe court here took a recess.

was eon"-s- d. Ft said 1 was requested to visit
tin. Tllton is December, 1870, by Mrs. Morse,

through Bessie Turner. Bhe found me at my
bouse, and said she bad called at Mrs. Morse's
request to ask me to come to ber bouse that
Mrs. Tllton was there and had left ber husband's
house. I expressed my astonishment. She said
Mrs. Tllton had been treated to at borne she
thought she was Justified in taking son-- o sneb
step; that Tllton abnsed his wife, and that on
one occasion In btr pretence be bad struck her
(Bessie) and made

IXFBOPEB SOLICITATIONS TO HEB
on two occasions. 1 said It must be a mistake, and
she said be bad come to ber bed and told ber that
the matter be solicited was as much an expres-
sion of love as a kiss or a caress. Tbis was told
to me by Bessie wltb a modest, downcast look.
She gave some ether particulars, but this was
the substance ol it. She said that be had treated
bis wife with great rudeness and cruelty. I be-
lieved this just as a man who bad not verified any
statement believes It. I supposed It was so. I
was, however, shocked by ber relation of this
story. In this conversation she may bave told
me something Tllton said to bis wife, but I do
not recall It. I told her 1 would go, and went
either that or the next day, and found Mrs. Tll-
ton at ber mother's. I can hardly say whether
Tilton and 1 were then intimate, but there was
an external friendship. On my part he had my
best wishes, and I felt well disposed toward blm.
When 1 went there I saw Mrs. Morse and Mrs.
Tllton, but I do not think

BESSIE TUBHEB TV AS THESE.
1 entered into some conversation, and stated
what had brought me; I expressed regret that
there had been some need for my call; Mrs. Morse
did all the talking, and in ber earnest way told
me that her daughter bad lived a life of great
unbapplness; that sbe had suffered great cruelty
and degradation, and that sbe bad Intended to
separate from ber husband. I do not remember
that she said he struck ber; the violence of bis
temper was one of the cruelties, and his failure
to provide for her another. I do not recall that
she repeated any charges Tllton bad made
against her; I cannot tell whether anything was
then said about the housekeeper. Mrs. Tilton
said but very little; sbe acquiesced In what Mrs.
Morse said, out 1 cannot remember what It was; I
bave forgotten and cannot recall what sne said on
that occasion; this interview was a brief one, and
I cannot recall it In joints and sections. They
wanted advice from me on tbe subject of perpetu-
ating tbe separation that had begun.

all tbe time, but do not remember bow long It
lasted. I suppose I believed what Mrs. Morse
and Mrs. Tllton told me. I supposed It was so.
1 advised that sbe should see my wife, which sbe
did tbe next day. I was there, but there were no
statements made In my presence, 1 heard

next day. Mrs. Morse talked with
my wife In private. Nothing occurred after that
Interview. Tbe result we came to was that we
should go tome and talk the matter over, and let
them know the result afterwards. My wife fa-
vored a separation, and to this 1 finally agreed.
W hen my wife was going to communicate the re-

sult to Mrs. Morse, 1 wrote and banded ber the
s'lp of paper containing my views before giving
thisrdvlco. I bad not seen Tllton. 1 bad known
b'ra then 18 or 17 years. I do not know that any
great degree of Intimacy existed between Mrs.
Tllton and Mrs. Beecher. The former called
sometimes on my wife, but I cannot remember
the date of tbe last call she made on my wife. I
bad some conversation wltb Mrs. Tllton at the
bouse then. 1 said to her, with the blessing of
God she would see light yet.

SHE WAS TEBT DESrOXDEXT.
1 do not remember saying "Let patience have her
work ' 1 do not remember using any such lan-
guage on my direct examination.

Mr. Fullerton read from the witness' direct
testimony to show that he did say so.

Witness said: I advised patience on one day
and separation tbe next; never pretended to
give the precise language. Witness' attention
was called to the letter received by him from
Mrs. Morse, January 27, 1871, and to a clause
saying that he was lnnoeent of making seme mis-
understanding If there was any; and he said: I
do not remember to what she referred. 1 never
asked ber to keep quiet about any call 1 had
made, nor do I know to what It refers In this let-
ter at all. 1 remember taking this letter to
Thornton. 1 do not remember to bave made any
call on Mrs. Tllton about this period. I cannot
recall tbe date of receiving this letter. Tbe part
ol the memorandum on the letter, received Jan.
nary 27, 1871, was written, I tblnk. by me, between
January 1, 1871. and tbe 27th of that month. 1 do
not recall any visit of mine to Mrs. Tllton, or I
might not remember calling on her at this time.
I do not remember being told by Mr. Tilton not
to call at bis house, but there Is an Impression on
my mind that there was such an Injunction. If X

called after this I have no recollection of It. I
received no message telling me not to visit

xe. tiltoh's house.
I do not know wbat Mrs. Morse reforred to in
ber letter by "the most crushing of all trouble
that had taken the Hie out of ber." 1 do not know
bow I Interpreted It, I did not understand what
she meant by saying that be bad told twelve per-
sons and they In turn bad told others. 1 remem-
ber having a conversation with Moulton abent
tbe letter, out not about this clause In it. Do
not recollect Tllton was sent for to explain why
be told tbe twelve persons, but I do remember he
was sent for on a similar subject. Do not recollect
this letter was the subject of conversation between
Moulton, Tllton and myself. Do not know that
Tllton named Mrs. Bradsbaw and Oliver John-
son as parties be bad told ot the story, but this 1
would not swear to. I do not recollect that be
said be told the story to Joseph KIchards at tbe
time of tbe receipt of

MRS. morse's letter.
I do not remember what ber allusions were made
to, but at tbe time of the letter I suppose I knew
to what sbe referred, but I do not know now. I
did not, to my recollection, ask ber at the time
wnai sue meant oy inese allusions wnen sne said
in tbe letter that he (Tllton) swears he will make
this whole subject known when the breath left
her body. I do not know wbat she meant, but I
could now make out a theory. Did not
know a servant In tbe employ of Tilton
known as Kate Carey. Never remember seeing
Mr. Blcbards Is the bouse wben I was visiting
Mrs. Tllton, nor do I remember bearing that he
was there. 1 never remember blm coming to tbe
door and opening It wben I was with Mrs. Tllton,
but 1 will not say be did sot, I did not bear bis
testimony. 1 recall no such scene as blm opening
the door and Mrs. Tllton retreating from me with
baste, but I will not say that so such thing oc-
curred. I was Is

in his absence. Sbe never showed me any letters
she received from ber husband, nor do I remem-
ber her showing me the ones she had written. I
remember calling on the Wneelocks. I do not
remember kissing Mrs. Tllton on that occasion.
I often kissed ber aiter returning from an ab-
sence. 1 sometimes kissed ber Is Mr. Tilton's
presence, but abstained from kissing her In the
cbildrens' presence sometimes. Did not

omit to kiss ber In the servants' or cbil-
drens' presence. Do not recall Florence ever be-
ing present on such an occasion, but sbe may
bave been. I recall Mrs. Tilton's cheek flushing
at my visits, but never ascribed It to any undue
affection for me. I bave walked out wltb Mrs.
Tllton, but not very frequently. I remember go-
ing wltb ber to look at the bust of Mr. Tllton,
but do not know whether It was in bit absence.
Do not remember a visit to Mrs. Tllton Is which

I rCT THE BABY ASLEEP
or kissed ber. My visits lasted from five minutes
to three-quarte- of anbouroranbour. Tblnk 1
only corresponded with Mrs. Tllton once Is my
absence. On the 10th or October, 1863, I call to
mind being in town by means of documents, and
alto on the 17th ol that month. I cannot say thaton tbe latter date Mrs. Tllton visited my house.
Do not remember visiting ber on the loth or Oc-
tober, 1888. at ber own dwelling. When Mr.
Bowen delivered the letter or the 28th or Decem-
ber, 1870, to me. It was at my bouse. I think it
was delivered to me on the 28th. Tbe Intimacy
between Bowen and myself at tbe time of this let-
ter and before it was not very close. I bad re-
ceived as Invitation to be a goett at bit bouse at
Woodstock In tbe summer, when General Grant
was to be there on a visit, Tbe letter was sealed
wben be gave It to me. He said he did not know
Its contents. When I read tbe letter 1 said this
is pure Insanity; this man Is craty: or words to
that effect, 1 do not know that I bad any further
conversation on tbe letter that evening. We
talked about Mr. Tllton when 1 banded tbe
letter to him, and it was laid aside.

WE TALEED ABOUT TILTOX.
He said be bad been having an interview with
Tllton, and be began totellmo about the step i
be bad taken to dispossess Mr Tllton of bis posi-
tion; that he found tbe paper was being de-
stroyed by blf, editorship, but he wonld let him
be a contributor, and that no sooner than It was
known people began to tell stories about Mr.
Tllton, and said these stories poured in on blm
like a cloud. He alluded to tbe Wintted story
and a story from the Northwest. He also spoke
something about an occurrence In bis office. I
told Mr. Bowes that It verified tbe stories I bad
heard wbat Bessie Turner bad told me and
also said rumor connected blm wltn another
woman. He said Mr. Tllton was no friend of
mine, as was shown In bis discussions. He said
be wonld stop bit csntrlbutonblp to tne Inde-
pendent and remove blm from the Brooklyn
Union. I said 1 thought to continue Mr. Tllton
on the papers would be Impracticable, and would
bring them into trouble. I suggested be should
see my wife, and sbe wjnld tell blm what sbe
knew of Theodore Tllton. 1 do not recall that be
spoke of baying received letters about Tllton. I
believed wbat Mr. Bowen told me then, and what
lsald about not continuing blm on the papers
was

SAID IX GOOD PA1TH.
This letter demanding my resignation aroused
the feeling In me that tbe man was beside him-te- l.

1 knew of no justifying cause for this letter,
and felt partly Indignant, but was not angry. I
took no means of ascertaining wbat the threat
was In that letter. On Friday night Mr. Moul-
ton called on me with a message from Tilton. I
bad no Intimate acquaintance wltb blm berore
that, Wben be came In we bade each other good
evening. He said Tllton requested blm to call
down and tell me be wanted to see me. I told
him about my Friday evening meeting. He said
this Interview was more Important than tbe
prayer meeting. 1 left tbe prayer meeting and
went, I did not regard this message as strange
after tbe receipt of the letter. I knew Mr. Moul-
ton was a friend of Tllton. When Mr. Moulton
came there that night bis manner was that of a

'man who felt he bad an Important errand. I In-
ferred this f.om bis tone and bearing.

HE WAS EOT EXCITED,
and bis manner was tbat of a gentleman. His
manner was earnest, but be did sot talk loud and
excited.

Mr. Fullerton read tbe account of tbe interview
as given by tbe witness on direct examination. In
which he stated that Moulton said, "You must
go."

Tbe witness continued: Mr. Moulton did not
emphasise It so mieb as yon do. I then west to
Moulton's bouse with blm, where Mr. Tiltoa was.
It was a very Inclement night, I do sot remem-
ber having an umbrella or getting very wet from
the tlmewe leftmy house until we got to Mont-ton'-

I cannot recall any distinct conversation,
but tblnk we bad some conversation about Mr.
Bowes. I think I asked blm

Tbe Postmaster General has for some time bad
bis suspicions aroused that in tbe matter of re-

pairing mall bags at the various depositories is
the United States considerable frauds bave been
perpetrated, the cost of tbat work having been
reported to tbe Post Office Department at 0

annually. Satisfied tbat tbis was an exorb-
itant charge, a special agent ot the Department,
Mr. Wm. T. Henderson, was directed to Investi-
gate and report upon tbe matter, asd tbe returns
from that official more tain justify the suspicions
of tbe Postmaster General. The Investigations
of Agent Henderson developed tbe fact that

AT ST. LOUIS POUCHES,

for which, of course, no repairs were neoessary,
bave been cut and patched in tbe most absurd man-
ner; repairs wben no repairs were necessary were
made, and. In fact, first-cla- bags, having noth-
ing whatever to condemn them, have been pur-
posely mutilated in the Interests of fraudulent
contractors. Altogether there bave bees fifty
depositories where mall pouches bave been sent
when necessary repairing was Is order, and at
some of these points a wholesale system of frauds
bas bees enacted until they bave reached an ex-
tent

XEABLT SEVEXTT.PIVE TH0CSAXD DOLLARS

Special Agent Wm. T. Henderson, to whom Post-
master General Jewell entrusted the matter of
Investigation into the fraudulent operations, bas
made extensive reports to the Department, con-
taining lull evidence respecting tbe illegal trans-
actions.

THE ASSAILANT 6EN. SAMUEL ROSS.

STATEMENT BY THE WOUNDED MAN.

Place Arrest of the Aeensed
Ills Positive Denial-F- ull

FsurtlCDlara of tbe Case.

A curious and that far Inexplicable case, which
may have a fatal termination, oeaurred yetterday
afternoon is a house on Pennsylvania avenue.
The facta as given below, while theyshow conclu-
sively that an outrageous crime was perpetrated,
fall to give any real or Imaginary cause for It, and
In the event of the death or the Injured man, his
plain statement on the one tide and the equally
plain denial ol tbe man be accuses, will combine
to make this ease one celebrated In criminal an-

nals. As Is well known by frequenters of Penn-
sylvania avenue, the building on that street, near
Seventh, formerly occupied by Lockwood, Hufty
k Taylor, Is now undergoing extensive repairs,
tbe plasterers being engaged at tbelr work Is the
second story. Yesterday afternoon, about 4.30
o'clock, tbe workmes were surprised and horrified
by tbe entrance of a man whose bead and faee
were covered wltb blood, and who asked In aweak
voice ror a glass of water. Tbe water was handed
to blm, and in response to the anxious Inquiries of
the men, be lnfcrmed them that he had been as-
saulted and brutally beaten Is the building. A
glance satisfied them that

HIS WOUXSS WERE 8EBIOCS,
and one ol the number was Immediately dis-
patched lor an officer, and In response Otseers
Bally and Lawton were soon on the spot. Tbe
first move was to secure tbe attendance ol a pby.
steian, which was done by calling In Dr. Corne-
lius Boyle, who dressed tbe wounds, eight In num-
ber. In various portions of tbe bead, several or
them being or a very serious nature. Mr. Lawton
was left in charge of the wounded man, and Mr.
Bally proceeded to headquarters and reported the
fact.

Thlt part of the Job was an easy one, for It was
toon ascertained that Boss boarded In tbe Metro-poilto- n,

and the number of bis room being ascer-
tained, tbe two officials toon knocked at tbe door.
There wtt no answer to tbe rap, and It was re-
peated, wben tbe door was opened by Gen. Boss,
tbe gentleman tbey were looking for. As tbey
stepped into tbe room It was noticed
General bad Jnst completed clothing himself In
clean garments, and tbe quick and practiced eyes
also discovered that there was a cut on one of
tbe fingers or tbe right band, which had but re-
cently bees wrapped with a clean lines elotb.
On a table was lying a cigar-cas- e and some
papers, which, on a hurried examination, proved
to be stained with blood. Tbe objeet of their
visit was made known by the officers, at which
tbe General expressed great surprise, and, on
bearing tbe full statement of the case at related
to blm and the condition or the wounded man,
Mrt.

It has been
observed tbat straw had tbe quality or discharg-
ing Leyden jars without spark or explosion, and
some one In tbe neighborhood of Tazbes conceived
the Idea or constructing lightning conductors by
fattening a wisp or rope of straw to a deal sties:
by means of brass wire, and capping the con-
ductor with a copper point. It Is asserted that
tbe experiment bas been tried on a large scale
around Tarbet, eighteen communes having been
provided wltb such straw conductors, only one
being erected for every sixty arpents, or seven
hundred and fifty acres, and that the whole
region bas thus been preserved from the effects
not only of lightning, but or hall also.

The Brazil (Ind.) Echo gives the following de-
scription of one or those rare monstrosities a
donble female child bom a few days agora
Staunton: "From the hips to tbe breasts there
was only one body, joined In a lateral position;
only one breast-bon-e and only one set of ribs pass-

feet, and all faultless in their anatomical con-
struction.''

An Ingenious system of lighting buildings Is
'tiggetted by the Sclentijlc American as among
the probabilities of the future. Given, say, a large
hotel to be furnished with light, the plan sug-
gested is. Instead or laying a networa ot gas-pip-

leading to the different rooms and to different
burners Is each room, according to the present
method, to bave the light ror tbe whole building
generated ra one place, say the main ventilating
shaft, for the utilising of the surplus beat. The
dlstribsllOB ef tbe Dgbt wonld he effected by
means ol reflectors, each throwing Into its appro-
priate tube a bundle of rays made parallel by a
Itss sufficiently Intense to flood tbe room to
which they were directed with a pure white ra-
diance, whleh could be turned on or off, or gradu-
ated, by simply pressing a knob or turning a key.
In size the light tubes need be no greater than
ordinary and even much smaller, since
all tbe light required for the largest room might
be transmitted to the reflector as an extremely
slender beam. Tbe terminal leases wonld close
the tube against smoke and dust, wbloh would
dim the reflectors at tbe angles; and by keeping
the enclosed air pure and dry the absortlon of
Bght would be Inappreciable.

A London paper contains Ian aeeountot a test-mad-

orarolled hoop-Iro- n two-inc-h chain, show-
ing Its great Itrength and power. It was attached
to a testing chain of two. and oneialf Inches tn
diameter, and, on the hydraulio powers being
applied, one of the links was lengthened five
eighths of an Inch when It reached a strain of ose
hundred and ten tons; the two and one half Inch
teitiag-chal- n broke off In two places when the
strain reached ose hundred and fourteen tons.
Tbe hoop-iro- n chain had some openings In one of
the links which had been Imperfectly brazed, but
It did not appear to bave been made otherwise
defective. One link of the same dimensions, two
Inches thick asd two lscbes broad, was afterward,
placed la the testing frame, and wben a strain or
seventy tons was applied it lengthened one
twelfth or an Inch; with eighty tons, one eighth
or an Inch; with one hundred tons, threo six-
teenths otas Inch; with one hundred and ton tens-o- ne

fourth of an inch; with one hundred, and
tons, five sixteenths of as Inch: anj when it

reached one hundred and twenty tons strata Itwas considered not advisable to continue the
strain, as it wax so great as to loosju the stone
frame cn.whleh the machine rested.
