Kit Tosk, May 7. A dispatch from Port an
Prlnee, May a, rla Kingston, Jamaica, May 6,
ays the rerolutlon was suppressed by the troops.

Genera Pierre was also killed. Upon the break-
ing out of the trouble the foreign consulates were
Immediately crowded with refugees. Martial
law was proclaimed, the proclamation containing
a promise cf amnesty to those who would surren-
der at once. Tranquillity haa been restored.

Xixgstok, Jamaica, May 0. Later advices
from Fort an Prince are to the effect that the at-

tempted reTOlutlon waa discovered during a na-
tional festival on Saturlay last, while the presi-
dent was at church. OoTernment troops proceed-
ed at cnoe to arrest Bryee, Monpleaslr, Pierre
and Canal, aiplranti for the presidency. Each

r them resisted arrest and fought furiously.
Bryce was wounded, and died at the English
rossulate : Pierre committed suicide, and Canal
sought the shelter of the American consulate.
Order was restored on Monday. Arrests or Im-
plicated parties still continue. Only two foreign-cr- s

were killed during the outbreak, and they ac-
cidentally.

CUBA.

Stpoitcd Battle at Palma Sola, with a Victory
for the Spaniards.

New York, May 7. A Havana letter or the
1st says: The battle or Palma Sola has greatly
elated the Spaniards, and they declare It hat
been the mest Important battle fought since the
epenlng ol the campaign, and that, In conse-
quence or their victory, it will only take the
Spanish army about three months to crush the
rebellion completely. The battle or Palma Sola
took place near Las Coneet, between 900 or 1,000
Insurgents and Colonel Leon and Major Jul with
too Spanish cavalry. Some accounts ef the battle
estimate the Spanish loss to have been one officer
killed and six soldiers wounded, and the Insur-
gents' loss to have been fifty killed. Other ac-

counts represent the Insurgent loss to have been
cue hundred and fifty killed. The bodies were
lett on the field ot battle. The engagement
lasted two hours, and the Insurgents were com-
pletely routed, according to the Spanish accounts
of the battle. It Is Impossible Just now to hear
the Cuban side or the story. In the Spanish
newspapers the only news allowed to be pub-
lished is favorable to the Spanish cause.

Mr. Oladstone censured the method or stating
the Treasury accounts, whereby, he said, de-

ficiencies were concealed. He pointed out that
the expenditures had Increased daring the year
of the Conservative Government to the amount of
XLseo.000. He contended that, counting the In
tcretton loans. Interest on the deficiency, the
savings bank and friendly societies account',
which are rot mentioned In the budget, the
Irish educational charge, ett, no surplus ex-

isted.
Mr. Oladstone also contended that the propesal

for reducing the public dect It totally unreal And
visionary; that the experience or thirty years has
showed that tke debt had been increased by fresh
loan more than It had been reduced by surpluses.
Yet Sir Stafford Northeete had anticipated that
the surpluses during the next thirty yean would
amount to 18,000,000. Mr. O. said that a party
priding Itself on Its veneration for the traditions
of its past ought net to delude the country from
the sale road in finance.

Sir Stafford Nortbeote, In reply to Mr. Olad-
stone, conceded the figures of the budget might
be so taken as to show a dinelency, but said tuat
the system that he had adopted waa one or many
years' standing.

He declared that the Interest nn loans had been
folly considered In his et"wstes and that no vote
en acconat of the tavlr banks res necessary for
the present year. P"btleea supplementary esti-
mates might merhan absorb the surplus, but
If he anticipated additional charges he had a full
right to antic pate to--. the addition will be bal-
anced byctlir items or revenue.

The Baagise of Eturtevant, the Triple Mur
derer.

Plymouth. Mack., May 7. Wm. E. Sturte-van- t,

the triple murderer, (who killed his uncle,
his brother and a female detective,) wat hanged
thlt Bomlng In the county jall.yard. To the last
moment the doomed man maintained the compo-

sure and stolidity which had characterised him
throughout, and was apparently unmoved by any
conception of the possible horrors or the future.
The arrangements for the execution were peifect,
and from a professional point of view It wat

a cojrr lxtx scccrss.
The old ttyle ol scaffold, with 1U platrorm and
drop, was discarded in thlt cue, and the more
modern arrangement or pulleys and weights was
adopted, by which the body It jerked Into the air
by tbe momentum of a railing weight attaehedto
the ether end or tke rope. Thlt wat the first oc-

casion en which tblt Instrument had ever been
used In thlt State. AJarge number of sheriffs or
dlfiereat counties or the State were In attendance,
with a view or witnessing the experiment.

Tbe prisoner took a farewell leave of hit wire
and child last evening, tinea which time ha, has
seen no one but prison officials. He retire about
B.30 o'clock and slept soundly and undisturbed
until 6 o'clock this morning.

nothing whatever to lay, for it hat nothing what-
ever to do with Its merits; nor, at a work or arts
la it entitled to praise because made by a lady;
aor yet because It Is tbe statue of a man dear to

Terr true American heart, and crowned wltn
martyrdom, is It entitled to praise, but we fear
that these facts have had very great control In
what hat been written and published about It,
for and against. The little lady herself will not
thank any oae to Judge of It otherwise than by
the rules aad standards, the loglo asd rhetoric of
her profession. The subject itself li one of great
exaltation. Is the minds of people bat little ac-
customed to the consideration or tueh matters. It
has heroic proportions, and any artist undertak-
ing lti treatment will find It a very difficult thing
to satisfy the public.

Partial friendt will admire artlstt who endeavor
to do It, asd the public will justly applaud all
approach toward the falallmeat of lit detlre.
bet not until eome great artist proves that he cast
comprehend the matchless love and tenderness ol
Ltxeoia's heart, th mighty care aad burden,
which oppressed his soul, and the breadth and
grandeur or hit mind, and, at tha lame time,
glltad with geniui to enable him to express tha
qualltlei In marble, shall we have .proper itatue
ef the prote-mart- Pretldint. The artist haa
not only to eostead with these demands, balwlta
a figure peculiarly ungraceful and loose, but,
whether or not abaolata fidelity to this point la
demanded by either art or the generations to
come after as Is an open question. When a na-
tion's heroes rise to the dignity et gods the cut
and fit of their clothes while on earth becomes a
matter of little eonsequenee. Th clothing orher
statue must have earned Mist Beam great anx-
iety.. She wat much too generous In the matter,
and has fairly weighted down every part of It
with broadcloth.

The idea that the statue Is encumbered
Is tbe first suggesting Itself to the criti-

cal observer. It ts plied over and everonhla
right arm; It Is tacked In great folds under hta
left, and la addition to this the lelt hand la em-
ployed In en unsuccessful attempt to hold ap tea
or fifteen yards more. There may be another
statue In the world over which the disposition or
the drapery less bad, but we doubt It-- Mr. Lls-eo- ta

was not partlcnlaily noted as a good dresser.
but la comparison with the dressing or this stales
ha waa a Beaa BmrameL. Perhaoa Mr. Ltneoraw

sot a model ror sculptor, but ItSnly WedrSt aaoiwtaiu. foot of the ttata resembles, never having
seen anything like it before. The line of tha
shoulders with the head are all wrong, the left
being more oat or place. If possible, than tha
right. The posing of the head ta weak, rar too
drooping, aaa the entire statue Is wanting in
vigor and force. It will not bo likely to hold Its
position. From year to year less and lext rever-
ence wUl be felt for It.

Soger Williams Sinnons, Sculptor.
This statue maybe fairly regarded at eae of

the acceptable ooes la the group. It has a thor-
ough claim to respectability, and some undoubt-
edly regard it as a very great work of our art.
To oar mind, the treatment of the subject Is alto-
gether too teme. BogrWUIIamswasthe;friend
and companion soldier of Oliver Cromwell, asd
he was also a greet friead of Milton's. He was a
religious bigot, a Puritan or the extremest tort.
He wet theiousder or the State of Rhode Island.
There wis no likeness or him left, and the con-

ception or the sculptor Is purely ideal with the
exception or the Puritan dress as a minister,
which, of course, Roger Williams wore. Consid-
ering the character of the man. tha itatae teems
a little tame, lacking, especially In the expression
or the ftee, that religious fire aad seal to well
known to be hit. He wat a controversialist, and
dogmatic and dictatorial to the last degree, but
the ttstae make! him a very look-
ing man. more Ilk a shepkerd oTihtepthaa a
"Son of Thandtr." At a work of art, however,
thlt tutu itaadt high la the estimation of
