HOERIBLE CALAMITY.

A Catholie Chureh Burned and Ssventiy-five
Lives Lost.

SruixoriaLn M ass, May21.—The most terrible
disaster in the hbistory of Holyoke, Mussachu-
setts, occurred to-might in the burniog of the
French Ustbolls chureh al South Helyoks during
the evening service, involving the loes of sixty-
¢ix men, women and children.

The cxercises hadl sesrly clossd, and a vesper
rervico was being sung, when the draperins on
the altar esught fire from a candle, and the wall
being low, and the flames streaming up, the
building was set on fire, The audience numbered
aboul seven hundred. The people la the body of
the ckurch escaped, but on the stairway leading
from the gailery humsn beiogs wers packed in o
dense mass, struggling to esoape. As the Names
rurhed towsrd them many leaped to the floor be-
pesth, and were trampled Lo death.

The gallary skirted both sides of the ballding,
with oniy onoe enirance from the (romt. The
ecene was fenrful in the extreme during the little
while it larted. Hesides pixty-six desd, thorears
encugh feizlly wounded to carry the total joss of
life up to reventy-Ave.
