Tbelong-delaye- Interview between the Indian
enters and the Secretary or the Interior took
place yesterday. After the party bad arrived at
the littTlor Department, and had been intro-
duced to tbe Secretary, the Commissioner of
Indian Affairs said to tbem. "You called upon
the Great Father yesterday, and he dlrectedj-o-
to go to the Secretary of the Interior. He Is
bere now, and Is ready to talk with yost-- You
have already shaken hands with him, and he Is
now ready to speak to you respecting the object

r visit to Washington."
The Secretary then addressed them as fellows:

I say anything to tbe delegation of
Indians I wish to say to tbe Interpreters that If
any Inaccuracies occur at any tlmel wish them
to report such Inaccuracies at once. My object Is
10 obtain a correct acconnt of what Is said.

"Chiefs and bead men or tbe Sloux,l am glad to
eee you bere You have been Invited here
on the part or the Government and your Great
Father, and the object ol this conference Is for
your welfare and that or the white people ot tho
United States. I want yon to remember and un-
derstand all 1 shall say to yon. Before 1S3I tbe
Great Father and yourselves had no lnendly re-
lations, except with tbe Sante and Yanktons
Kimbering about tbreo thousand. All the other
Sioux were living In their native condition, and
the result was war, bloodshed and death both to
you and the whites. Men ought not to kill each
other. They onebt to live in friendship and peace.
In Ises you entered Into a treaty with the Greit
Father, since which time there fats been peace.
That treaty was signed by Generals Sherman,
Augur and Terry on the part of the Great Father,
and on tbe part of the Sioux by Spotted Tall,
Swift Bear. Red Cloud and a great many other
chiefs unnecessary to name. By tbe lO'.h article
or the treaty tbe Great Father agreed to provide
clothing for you for thirty years. He also agreed

He also agreed to provide for each of you a cer.
tain amount of provisions, meat, flour, and so
forth, for four years. Stnce tbat time the Gov.
eminent, In pursuance of the treaty, has famished
you with all it agreed ts tarnish, and a great deal
more. I am glad to be able to say that you have
lived at peace, and substantially kept the treaty
like good Indians. I want you now to see how
much better off you are, anl how much happier
you have been than 11 tbat treaty bad not been
made, and you had lived at war and on hard
terms with tbe Government. I want to say how
much better off the white people have been; how
many lives havo been spared, and how much
more happy they have been because of that treaty
and the way It has been kept.

"I want you to remember tbat this treaty of ISM
setoff a large tract or country for your occupation
lj log In tho northern part or the United Statesawav west. It nrovldes that vou mae tinne in
all the country north or the Platte and west of
tbe mountains, and on the Smoky Hill side of the
Republican rlrer at long as hunting may be pro-
fitable. That was nearly seven years ago.
Now the

rurprAto AM wot focnd
on the Smoky Hill side or the Republican SO as to
jnstiry the chase, and buffala north or tho Platte
have been driven away to such an extent that you
cannot find large quantities there. The white
people are pressing the Government to permit
them to settlo In that country. We cannot stop
them Irom going out there, especially as tbe buf-
falo are gone so as render ft undesirable for yon
to remain there. Now, the Government has more
children than yon have. You are the children or
tbe Great Father; so are the white people, and ho
must do the best he can for all.

"1 want you to'conslder these things, that you
may do the best ror yourselves and what is best
for the other children of the Great Father.
The country that was set off for you to live In is
cold and barren, and not good for agriculture,
I nt It Is yoar country by treaty, and tbe Govern-
ment will protect your rights as long as you re-
main in it-- We do not Intend to force you to
leave your own country without your consent,
butwe want yon to conslderall tbeso other things,
and to believe us when we tell you that we want
to do that which will be bet for you and your
children Besides being cold and barren, and
tot fit lor agriculture, the country Is supposed to
contain gold and sliver. I do not know whether
it contains

GOLD AD8!LVEIt
or not, tut white people think It does, anl this
makes them very anxious to go there, and you
don't know how much trouble the President, the
Commissioner and I have to keep tbem from
going We have done the best for you, and shall
continue to do so. What we rear Is tut the
anxiety or white people to go Into your country
to hunt for goid and silver will increase and tho
trouble to keep tbem out will Increase until there
will te blood shed over a country which Is too
cold and barren for you. Now, to show you the
faith of the Gcernment, I want to remind you
that, although tbe four years have gone by In
which food was to have been provided for you,
the Government has continued to provide for you
at an expense of one iz llllon two hundred thou,
rand dollars a year. U hat I fear is If we cannot
make some satisfactory arrangement that Con.

f ss may refuse to continue this appropriation.
"l ou mutt remember tbat the President has no

money, 1 have no money, tbe CommIsiooer has
no money. We have to depend npon Congress

It is also the friend or the white pcoplo, and IT
mey luiutt. )u uu not uo wuat is nxni, tney may
refuie to give us this money, and wc cannot help
It All these things 1 want you to think over,
and help me and tte Great Father to do that
which will benefit yourselves and yonr children
alter you. Yon must not rorget what I said be-
fore c have not called jou here to force yoa,
but to rearon with you like men I am going to
tell you wbat. In my opinion, is belt for you to do
1 want you to consider what 1 am going to pro-
pose to you, and 1 want you to do It of yonr own
free will mere Is a tract of country west or the
Mississippi, south or Kansas and west or Arkan-
sas, called the Indian Terrltorr.

"The Indian name for it Is Oplabama,the home
of tie Indian. It was set apart a long time ago
by Congress as a home ror all the Indians. It isa large territory, rich and fertile, with a mllJ,
warm and genial climate. It la tbe opinion of
all trne friend ol tbe Indians that It Is the best
place for tbem to settle In and make their home.

e can keep the white people out of that coun-
try, and prevent them irom coming into It, be.
cause treatlesand laws have created It a home
fcr the Indians There we can teah tho Indians
totskecare of themselves ant live like white
people, and when the In tlat s are there there
will be no daniter of war and bloodshed oca irrlng
between tbem and the wb te people We can
give you a country there wnere your children
win learn to live like white people, where they
will be

COUPORTABLE A3.D HArPV,
and soon learn to become Independent, If you
think ravorably oUhls proposition wewlll send a
delegation or yonr chiefs to see the country tor
the in selves, and we will give you as good a loca-
tion as can be fonnd there. If you should consent
I am sure Congress will contlone to give the
President money for yonr subsistence and cloth-
ing until you are able to live like white Deople
and take care oryourselres. In this way weshall
avoid all tbe trouble about the Black Hills coun-
try between you and tbe whites, and you will get
a country in exchange for It a great deal better
than tbe one you now have, and where you andyour children will be mado happier than vou can
be In tbe cold country you now occupy. Ve have
not called you here to force you to do this. We
want you to settle this proposition, and to con-
sider the reasons for It eandldlv like unrwi men

"II you are not prepared to answer now.consultamong yoarielves aad let me know what your
conclusions may be. If, after fully considering
tbe matter, you are unwilling to accept this, we
will talk about some other way, that we may
avoid these threatened difficulties about tne
Black Hilts cenntrr. U you do notagreo withnsasto what you had better do, I want you to
remember tbat

and are striving to do what la best ror you. We
do not want to make you unhappy, but want to
make you more happy. I can very well under-
stand bow yen may not wish to go away fro iiyour native hones. We all get attached to oar
homes, white people and Indians. But white
people more away from their homes and make
themselves happy, and It Is often better for peo-
ple to go to another place.

"I have been telling you truthful things aboutthe troubles we have had over your country, fortbe purpose or having yon think with me, Ir you
can, that It is better for yon to go to the IndianTerritory. I want you to take this subject up
and consider It among yourselves, with tberta.sons 1 have given you, and then tell me what you
have to say in answer "

At the cltse of the Secretary's address Commis-
sioner Smith made some remarks, after whichSpotted Tall said:

year of his age. The fact that he was 111

was not generally known, and the announcement
of his death caused a profound sensation. No
eltlienvrthis community was better known or
mere deeply respected, and In his long career or
business he won the reputalleo of spotlcs integ-
rity. At the age or sixteen Mr. Nairn entered as
a clerk in tbe drug store at tbe corner of Ninth
street and Pennsylvania avenue. It was then
kept by Mr. It- - F. Patterson, who had

Dr. Gnnton in the proprietorship or the
same stand. On the death or Mr. Patterson, Mr.
Nairn formed a copartnershlp'nlth Mr. Palmer,
and for a longtime the firm of Narrn & Palmer
was a leading one In the drag bnlnesa in this
city.

Since Mr. Parmer's retirement Mr. Nairn has
continued tbo business. He has been for thirty-si-x

years located In the same place, probably
being one of the very oldest business stands in

ashlngton.
Mr. Nam was a prominent Mason, being a

member of Federal Lodge, No. 1; the Washing-
ton Commandery, No. 1; Mithras Lodge or Per-
fection, lice eJrolx, and lor several terms he
has been Deputy Grand Master of York Ma-
sons. , Mr. Nairn was always one of the most
quiet and unobtrusive of men, but he was largely
known and much beloved lor his direct and
numerous charities.

He was especially kind to tbe widow and fath-
erless; and te orphan asylums, without distinction
of creed, he never made charges for medicines,
and was only too glad cf an opportunity to fur-nt- h

Mr. Nairn was a good husband and an indul-
gent, discreet father, and he leaves a wife and
four children to mourn his loss.
