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At the afternoon session of the National
Temperance Association Convention in
Chicago yesterday the nomination of Vice
President 'Wilson for the Presidency was
received with much commendation. There
is little doubt that Wilson and Colfax
would make the strongest temperance
nominees in the country.

"Fighting Joe Hooker" is among the
latest critics of the Memoirs of General
Sherman. He promises to write a book
also, but contents himself for the present
with the pithy remark that Sherman "made
" war like a brigand, while many other
"generals never forgot that they were
" making war on their own countrymen."

President Grant did not S3ek his first
or second nomination. His enemies raised
the alarm about his seeking it for the third
time. lie lias explicitly denied that there
is any foundation for this alarm. The
country will accept this denial as sufficient;

but his enemies continue to deride him,
and profess to believe that he is still en-

gaged in an intrigue to secure his
The real cause of their chagrin is

that they have not induced him to ask for
what they claim he desires. If he had
done this they would have been satisfied.

"When the Opposition press speaks of
President Grant as an intriguer, the ma-

jority of those who know anything of his
character are inclined to smile. While he
has always sought to serve the best in-

terests of the Government, by the selec-

tion of Cabinet officers, for example, who
are capable of administering its affairs
with justice and economy, he has never
sought to strengthen his own personal
following by favoring this or that especial
interest. An intriguer would not have
selected two Cabinet officers from Massa-

chusetts, or New York, or one from such
a deplorably Democratic State as Georgia,
or Maryland; but would have bestowed
some distinguishing favor upon a repre-
sentative man from such a State as Penn-
sylvania. These are but a few indications
of his utter forgetfulness of personal in-

terest in his desire to give the people
honest and capable officials.

As will be seen from the report, a
committee of the petitioners for a new pave-
ment on Pennsylvania avenue had a pleas-

ant interview with the Commissioners on
the subject yesterday. The Commissioners
promised to give the matter that direct and
early consideration its importance demands.
We must congratulate the merchants and
business men of the Avenue upon the suc-

cess of the movement thus far. No obstacle
of a serious nature has been encountered,
and all influential opinion seems to be de-

cidedly in favor of having a new pavement
as soon as possible. The way in which
the general beauty of the city is marred
by this unsightly pavement, and the utter
destruction of all pleasure in driving on
the Avenue arc by no means the most im-

portant considerations. Its condition is
such as to actually drive away much of
the legitimate and natural business belong-
ing to the principal street of the city, and
the longer the remedy is delayed the more
manifest will this loss become. There is
hardly a merchant on Pennsylvania avenue
who would not lose more money within a
year if the new pavement is not laid than
his ratio of taxation for the proposed im-

provement. Then, again, it is the first
great thoroughfare a stranger sees on en-

tering the Capital, and all are aware of the
force of first impressions. It is fair to
estimate that during the year of 1STG seve-

ral hundreds of thousands of strangers will
visit Washington, and very many of these
visitors will be from the old capitals of
Europe. The pride of our citizens revolts
at once from presenting Pennsylvania ave-

nue, especially as it will look in a year
from now, if not repaired, to the inspection
of the courtly representatives of the Old
World. We trust that there will be no re-

laxation on the part of those interested,
and that the Commissioners will heartily
second what seems to be an absolutely ne-
cessary measure.

TEE OHIO CAMPAIGN.
It is already apparent that Ohio will be-

come the battle-groun- d for the preliminary
Presidential contest. Pennsylvania may
be safely counted upon as Republican.
With Hartranft at the head of the ticket,
and the campaign cleared of all possible
Third Term complications, there is every
reason to believe that the regular majority
of the party will be increased. In fact, it
is now confidently predicted that large
numbers of Democrats, satisfied that no im-

provement of the condition of affairs would
follow the election of one of their own
party to succeed the present popular and
efficient Governor, will vote for General
Hartranft But Ohio offers so many possi-

ble Presidential candidates to the Democ-
racy that the efforts of that party to retain
control of the State administration will
savor of personal as well as general inter-
est. Allen, Thurman, Pendleton and other
Democratic leaders reside in the State, and
while they may have diverse individual ob-

jects in view, they will combine to secure
the success of their party at large, each one
hoping that such success will strengthen
him as a candidate before the national con-

vention. In fact, with the exception of
Bayard, of Delaware ; Hendricks, of Indi-
ana ; Tilden, of New Tork, and a few
others, the foremost leaders of the Demo-
cratic parry are citizens of the Buckeye
State. Divided as they may be regarding
the public school question and other vital
issues, they axe able to agree upon the
main principle which holds their party to-

gether. They one and all deny that the
original States oftheUnion relinquished any
part of their sovereignty when the Nation-
al Government was organized, and insist
that the States admitted to the Union since
then are entitled to recognition by citizens
as the superior power to which allegiance
is due. Mr. Thurman has repeatedly an-

nounced this doctrine, both in and out of
the Senate, and the other gentlemen whose
names" we have mentioned are equally
earnest In their devotion to the same fal-

lacy. It is therefore fair to presume that
the platform to be adopted by their State
convention will have for its most promi-
nent plank a declaration of the infallibility
of State Bights. This plank will subse-
quently, at the dictation of the same men,
be introduced into the National Democratic
platform. In short, the Ohio leaders of
that party will mold the policy of the na-

tional party, and their struggle in the State
will be, as we have said, invested with all
the importance of the first battle of the

"V hile Ohio is not so deeply interested in
the condition of Southern affairs as other
States may be, it is nevertheless true, as

bilities is nurtured within the limits of
that State.

THEEEiEEAILWAY7
This piece of extravagant magnificence

is once more prostrate before the robbers of
Wall street. Wo hardly dare hazard a
guess as to how many times during its ex-

istence it has stood confessedly insolvent.
That this is somewhere between the third
and sixth we feel tolerably certain. But it
has always been the sport of the fancy men
at the Board of Brokers and the easy prey
of sharp and unscrupulous managers.

It was conceived by the merchants of
New York as a short cut to the lake trade
and an offset to the Western railway pro-

ject of Bostonians. The latter threatened
to tap the Erie canal trade at Albany and
divert it over the Western line to Boston.
The New York merchants were not to be
outdone by the capitalists of New England.
They would instigate the people of the
southern tier of counties to demand of the
State some improvement which would as-

sist in the development of their section of
the Commonwealth which was not directly
benefited by the canals. The Legislature,
in response to these memorials, granted a
loan of its credit for ?3, 000, 000 to the Erie
railway. This was then a large sum. It
was about one fourth of the estimated cost
of the line from New York to Dunkirk.
Twelve millions was the estimate of Edwin
F. Johnson and John B. Jervis, the first
engineers of the work. This loan by the
State was afterward enacted into a
free gift at the pitiful prayer
of the capitalist merchants ot New York.
And it was paid from the earnings of the
despised Erie canal, which they had con-

temptuously turned over to Boston when
they dreamed of their magnificent

railway.
From that day to this the Erie railway

has been a suppliant mendicant at every-
body's door for) assistance. And each time
that its organization has been rehabilitated
and its treasury replenished it has again
become the sport of .the street, and its fair
fame has been prostrated by the bulls and
the bears of that locality for the purpose of
getting up or breaking down corners, re-

gardless of the intrinsic value of the stock
or the ability of the company to pay

from the net earnings of the road. It
was first robbed by its contractors, and next
by its managers. The stock of the com-

pany has probably never hadjany intrinsic
value during the last quarter of a century.
It has been quoted by the Board all the
way from 7J to 03, through interested influ- -

ences. Cooked reports of earnings, pay-

ments of dividends never earned, the
money having been borrowed on the street
and charged to construction, and many
other devices have been resorted to by the
managers at various periods for the purpose
of boosting the stock upon the market.

In 1854 Ramsdell gave place to Mo ran as
president, and the stock, which had sold
down to 7J, advanced rapidly to 29. Mo-ra- n

represented the interests of the foreign
bondholders at that time, and had an idea
that he could bring order out of chaos and
coin money for the stockholders. He had
a salary of $25,000, against $10,000, which
had been paid to Homer Ramsdell, and
though a brilliant financier and aided by
the practical industry and mechanical ge-

nius ofD.U. McCallum as superintendent, he
proved an utter and stupendous impracti-
cable, and soon stepped down and out

From that time to the present the Erie
line has been a speculative experiment
It has never seen solvent day. It was
started originally upon false premises, and
has been for thirty-fiv-e years a continuous
failure. It has "been the bottle imp of its
managers. It has enriched engineers, con-

tractors and officers without number at the
expense of the stock and bondholders.
Fisk and Gould and Daniel Drew, fast
freight and express lines, little credit s,

etc., have manipulated its earnings,
watered its stock and hypothecated its
bonds until it is the veriest lame duck on
the street It now stands forth thoroughly
plucked, with none but poor old Mr. Jew-e- tt

to cover its nakedness. It was started
to show to the world what New York
money could do in the way of cheapen-
ing transportation. Its objective point
was the demonstration of the practi-
cability of hauling Western products
cheaper and quicker by rail over land
than they could be floated over water.
This was then characterized as an utter
absurdity by almost everybody except the
merchants and press of New York. They
have ever insisted upon its practicability.
When it first failed the trouble was charged
upon the bad location of its eastern and
western termini. The former, at Dunkirk,
was then changed to Buffalo by an expensive
independent line from Hornellsville, and the
latter from Fiermont, first to Newburgh
and then through Faterson to Jersey City.
These expensive devises operated no bet
ter, and the Bergen tunnel was resorted to
at the eastern end, and a connection with
the Atlantic and Western broad-gaug- e at
the west connected with Cincinnati. But
all these devices have been failures.
Through mismanagement and extra cost
the- broad-gaug- e has everywhere proved
disastrous.

And now, as receiver, Mr. H. J: Jewett
is a railway king, through the intervention
of the court, of the first magnitude. He is
clothed with arbitrary powers. If he has
the genius and application to manage suc-

cessfully a magnificen t railway property
valued at one hundred and thirty millions,
and is let alone for ten years, the Erie rail-

way may yet become a paying property;
but this is almost too much to hope for in
New York. The Detective press will at-ta-

aid malign him if he cannot find some
means of procuring its silence. His only
true course is to devpte Ms energies to the
transaction of the carrying trade at paying
rates. He should cherish, foster and pro-

tect his local traffic at all points, regardless
'of through traffic. It is the local trade

that pays. And it increases just in propor-
tion to the encouragement it receives. He
should not trouble himself at all about tho
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quotations of the stock in Wall street If
he can make the road earn dividends by
careful attention to its traffic and the true
economy of its running expenses, the value
of the stock will soon take care of itself.
Moreover, just as soon as the Wall street
operators find that he discountenances all
tricks for the purpose of stock speculations
they will turn their attention to other fancy
stocks upon which to practice their arts,
and let the Erie alone. It is to be hoped
that Mr. Jewett will be able to redeem the
Erie management from the cloud of scandal
which has heretofore disgraced it

"OUT OF TOWN."

The watering place season is now fairly
inaugurated, and those accustomed to leave
the city for the summer are already mak-

ing preparations. While hundreds will go
away, thousands will remain, at home, and
we are by no means sure that the latter
class are not the most fortunate. In trav-

eling one encounters the dust, heat and
peril ofthe roads. If sojourning at a fash-

ionable watering place they must submit
to the terrors of a first-clas- s hotel, to all its
inconveniences, its discomforts, the inso-

lence of feed servants, and to charges in
comparison with which that of the "gal-

lant six hundred" was mere child's play.
And what is the compensating gain!
Wheroisthe satisfaction? In what does
the comfort consist? Is it in wearing ones
"nine o'clock, twelve o'clock and three
"o'clock clothes?" and being made to
realize all the time that you are outdressed
by some parrenu? Is it in going into a cage,
called a din'ng room, to be fed like the
animals in a menagerie with just such cuts
as your hotel keepers choose to give you,
and without any of the surrounding
graces and refinements of a civilized home?

Is it in being obliged to "bundle" with all
sorts and conditions of people, and of
whose character and antecedents you know
nothing, from a "Lord Massey" on the one
hand, to the adventuress on the other? Is it
in a daily exhibition on the beach of
human bones, scrags and deformities, amid
the jeers and ridicule of gaping crowds;
and is it in the squandering of thousands
of dollars without getting one solid comfort
in return, or in all of these combined ?

There are some quiet and delightful re-

sorts more in the country, away from a
good portion of the evils and trials enume-

rated, but as a rule they are not rated as
"fashionable," hence not popular. Those
whose means compel them to remain at
home may congratulate themselves as being
in the enjoyment of the comforts of home,
and we take it that during the summer
months no more healthful spot can be
found than even this same city of Washing,
ton, and it is so situated that for a trifling
expense the country can be extensively
enjoyed. The drives beyond Georgetown ;

the splendid scenery of the Upper Potomac,
with its facilities for sports; the springs of
healing waters just beyond us in
Virginia; the grand advantages of Mount
Vernon's groves and classical shades;
the historic excursion grounds of Mar-

shall Hall and Glymont; the weekly
excursions to points on Chesapeake Bay,
affording all the genuine delights of sea- -

water food and bathing and breezes; the
interesting points on the different railroads
are all within easy command, and within
the resources of every citizen. It should
also be remembered by tho "stay-at-home-

that Washington is the grand winter re-

sort, the Mecca of fashion then, and that
for its full enjoyment in the tide of its
winter glory means should be husbanded
in the summer. However, people will be
their own advisers in this matter, and it is
probable that as usual imperious fashion
will have its swav.
