Surrender of Comanches.
LonsviLLL, June 7 A letter to the tourter-Journa- l

from Fort Sill, Indian Territory, dated
May 31, says Uuahada tribe or wild Co-
manches are expected at Fort Sill to-d- to sur-
render, agreeing to turn over to the military
authorities all their arms, horses and mules.
The band has been raiding In Texas for the past
eve years, and the authorities have always failed
to Induce tbem to come on the reservation.

"They have been looked for by the Fourth
United States cavalry on staked plains, under
command ol General McKenzle, but seldom were
they on any portion of tbem found, but one small
band of Apaches are now out, and It is rumored
that they will follow the example of their
Quahada friends, which would leave the south-
ern staked plains free from hostile Indians."

In which they state the
municipal debt to Be 4676,724, mainly contracted
by fraudulent practices of the municipal govern-
ment.

During the time Indicated the commissioners
have differed in opinion In eighty-tw- o cases of
the American docket, in each or which the
American commissioner favors an award and
the Mexican commissioner a dismissal. All
these cases are referred, as provided by the
treaty, to the umpire (Sir Edward Thornton)
for final decision.

The following Is a summary of the action
taken during the same period on the claims or
Mexican citizens against the United States, viz:
Dismissed by the umpire, 4 cases; by the com-

missioners, 49; referred to the umpire on differ-
ence In opinion between the commissioners, 23.

In each or these last 23 cases the American
commissioner favors the dismissal or the claims,
and the Mexican commlsloncr favors an award.

The commissioners are rapidly disposing of
the claims before them, but the many differ-
ences of opinion throw a herculean labor on the
umpire.

No More Straw Bids.
The Postinrster General yesterday Issued the

folkwlcg: "The Postmaster General fears that a
large cumber of mall routes awarded under re-

cent lettings have fallen Into the hands of straw
bidders. They will commence the service so as
to Insure the return or their certified checks which
they were required under the law to deposit with
their bids, as security that they would not exe-
cute their contracts and then become falling con-
tractors. In such cases temporary service must
be promptly contracted for during a period not
exceeding six months. Heretofore such failures
have almost uniformly resulted In putting the
service In the hands of the old contractors on the
routes, who were ready with their stock to per-
form it, and at such prices as they might dic-

tate.''
Anticipating the recurrence of these failures

alter the 1st or July next, at which time tho new
service will commence, the Postmaster General
now announces that in every case of failure on an
Important route he will give notice of It through
the Press dispatches, and withhold a contract for
temporary service until others besides the old
contractors shall have an opportunity to offer to
do It. He Is desirous or breaking up the vicious
system of "straw bidding," and the consequent
perpetration of contracts in the same parties from
term to term. He anticipates failures especially
In Texas, Louisiana and Arkansas, where mall
routes are long and profitable.

In all probability, ere this article reaches the
readers of The Fatio.ial Bepdblicax, a mur-
der will be added to the annals or crime which
have been recorded In this city within the last
fortnight. Day after day has been chronicled the
fact of cutting and shooting affrays, but fortu-
nately, foithe assailants, none resulted seriously,
except in the Stephenson case, the homljlde
bears the semblance of These en
counters multiplying so rapidly led many to con-

jecture, especially those moving In police circles,
that they would continue to grew worse until
murder would prove the crowning deed. It
would seem as If this prediction was about being
verified, as the man Injured last night has re-

ceived such fearful wounds that his recovery Is
almost hopeless. From all the Information that
conld be obtained It would appear as If the attack

was prompted bt jealoclt,
for which apparently there was little foundation.
In an old y frame shanty located some
distance back from the building line, on Tenth,
between Q, and K streets northwest, resides four
colored families. The building Is dilapidated,
the rooms smal., the ceilings low, and the atmos-
phere within doors elose and sickening. Board
partitions separate the family precincts, and a
conversation conducted in one apartment can
plainly be heard and understood in the others
each side. There Is sufficient vacant ground be-
tween the building and adjoining house to afford
a passageway to the entrances of each hovel. In
these places resided Oeorge Washington and
wire, Sallle Fox and James Johnson, all colored.
The tenent of the last apartment Is unknown.

James Johnson occupies the third one from the
Eight street way, and adjoins that of George
Washington. He Is employed by Mr. Gleason,
contractor, as an assistant to the pipe men; Is a
sober, reliable man, and yesterday was working
on Tenth, between B and L streets. At the close
ot his days' labors he received his wages for last
weeks work, and came to his home for food and
rest. The balance of the story was received from
Johnson's lips as he lay In a miserable bed suffer-
ing lrom the wounds In his head.

JOHXSON'8 STATEMENT.
He says that between 8 and t) o'clock George

Washington came into his house and asked IT ho
had any whisky, and he told him no. He might
have been drinking, but certainly was not drunk.
After receiving the negative reply be went out,
and Johnson began preparing his supper, intend-
ing to do the cooking hlmseir, as his sister had
gone to a meeting or her soclc'.v. He put some
pork. chop on the stove to Try, and at that time
George Washington appeared at the door again,
and and asked If he had any money. He re-

plied that he had, and would go out and treat
him, which he started to do. In passing Wash'
lngton's door he spoke to Mrs. Washlngtod and
asked her to look alter the chop, and not let
thorn burn during his absence, which she prom-
ised to do.

The two then proceeded to Keid's restaurant,
en Q, street, between Tenth and Eleventh, where
he treated his companion. After obtaining the
drink Washington hurried out, and lore Johnsou
to come back alone, which he did. On his arrival

Washington Immediately ordered him
to leave, but not moving last enough he put his
hand In Johnson's collar and assisted him into
the yard. By this time another or their neigh-
bors, named Sallle Fox, atracted by the high
words, came out and witnessed the trouble. John-
son, finding that Washington was becoming des-

perate, told him that he could not fight, he was
cot strong enough, and grappled with him, so
that ae was unablo to use his lists. A colored
man named Kdwards then ran Into the yard and
separated them. Washington Immediately went
Into his room and

he raised the ax and, striking over Sallle Fox's
shoulder, be brought down a powerful blow on
Johnson's head, striking with the sharp edge.
The man sank to the earth, and Washington
dropped the weapon and ran away. Oa being car.
ricd Into the house Dr. Winter was sent rer, and
an examination of the head revealed the Tact that
Johnson bad been struck across the frontal bone,

Tertiary. Third formation, order or rank. This

period Is divided Into three; the Pliocene Includ-
ing the most recent tertiary deposits, and In which
there are fully forty per cent, of the fossil shells
of the species of the present day.

The Miocene, a period less recent than the
Pliocene. It Is simply the middle division or tbe
Tertiary strata; tbe Eocene, which is the first
period In the three divisions of the Tertiary
period: all together, these are called Cenozote
time and the Mammalian age. The geologic time
below this Is called Mesozolc, and Is known as the
Bepetllian age, Mesozolc means middle life.

Tho first deposit below the Eocene Iscilletl the
Cretaceous period or chalk period, which Is sub-
divided Into the upper and lower chalk and green-san- d

formations. Included in the Reptilian age
he Jurassic petlod Is below the cretaceous, and
below the Jurassic the Triasslc rests on the foun
datiens of the Permian period la tbe Carbonlferoas
age, and this Is as far down toward atolo or
original time as we need to go In search ef com-

parisons to Illustrate the age of Laelaps, and to
gaze upon his peers In size and strength. Thee
geologic definitions are grouped, but tbe definl
tlons of the names of animals will be given as we
have occasion to use them.

He belongs to the order Delnosaurla ( Greek,
dtinoi, terrible; taara, lizard,) and may well be
called a terrible lizard. He was disentombed
from tbe Cretaceous greensand or New Jersey,
near Barnesbroln Gloucester county. His skele-
ton was not preserved complete, and as we now
see It, it has been restored from portions of the
under jaw with teeth, portions of the scapular
arch or shoulder blade; two hamerl or bones be-

tween the shoulder and elbows, the left femur or
thigh bones; tibia and fibula or the larger and
smaller bones between the knee and anckle;
memerous phalanges, or the small bones forming
the toes; lumbar sacral and caudal vertebrae and
several other "elements quite sufficient for tho
guide of a competent naturalist in making the
complete rastoratlon as now exhibited at the
Smithsonian Institution.

The small, modern lizards with which we are
all acquainted are always In a horizontal posi-

tion, but this huge terrestrial creature walked
erect on his powerful hind legs, and, like the
kangaroo, could make enormous leaps. When he
stood erect his tall, which was round and taper-
ing like that or a dog, trailed on the ground, but
It was not or sufficient strength to afford him
much, ir any, support, while resting on bis
haunches. It Is probable that he was not a pow-

erful swimmer, and that his ventures Into the
ocean were but short distances from the shore.
His food must have been the turtles and croco-

diles of that day, and It is more than probable
that he often sat down tea sumptuous repast fur-
nished by some of the other delnosaurla which
his Immense strength enabled him to kill.

He could leap thirty or forty feet, and light on
the back of a hard-she- turtle or an armored
crocodile, and crush them Into jelly. His toes
were long and slender, and furnished with claws.
so that he could easily tear any flesh to pieces.
Imagine a company of monsters of this
kind, twenty-fiv- e or thirty feet high, stalking
along the shores of the Potomac, or sitting on
their haunches, grim and cold as the ruins ot Tad-m-

or Stenehenge! And yet they once peopled the
ocean-boun- d coast of New Jersey millions of years
before
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was stretchedacross the face ofnature. The shores
of the sea where Laelaps was found, were lined
with crocodlles.and when he stepped into the water
he was saluted by kindred reptiles as worthy as
he of being classed among the terrible, the Mosa-sauru- s,

a water lizard with a skull like a ser-
pent's, front paddles like a turtle, and a tall like
an eel, propelling a length of sixty or seventy-fiv- e

feet through the turbulent Crataeeous. sea;
Plesiosaurus, (Gr.plesiot, near to; scuro, lizard,)
and the Ichthyosaurus or fish liiard.each stretch-
ing over the waves a coll or more than thirty feet;
and, too, Laelaps would meet the dreadful

whose back-bon- e was as big as the
largest elephant's; whose body was like a
whale's; whose neck was long and flexible like
the Plesiosaurus, and whose tail was like a ser-

pent'!, enabling him to speed through the water
with tbe velocity of lightning, and to laugh
at primordial tempests and to mock at the
drifting avalanches of forests and rocks. When
Laelaps left the ocean and looked np toward the
gray, cold sky, not yet Illumined with even the
promise of the appearance of the Star in the East,
the sun was eclipsed by the wings or the Pterc-tauri- a,

(Or., sferon, wing: laura, lizard.) The
wings or these terrible monsters grew to the
length of thirty feet and supported a body in the
air sixty or seventy fe at long and heavy as a
whales. These, and such as these we. 0 Laelaps'
friends and companion!.

the ruirxRAL or Laelaps.
Is arriving at any competent Idea of the nature

of this great event It Is necessary to pass in brief
review, as far as we are able to understand It, the
geology of the cretaceous period as revealed by
that portion of the State of New Jersey in which
Laelaps lived.

In traveling Irom the northwest to the south-
east one passes over rocks and soils which were
deposited by an ocean whose coast has continu-
ously and constantly moved toward the southeast.
Now the soil laid down nearest to the coast line Is
of course the newest, and as one proceeds toward
the northwest each underlying sediment Is older.
Is successively older than the one above it, and
when In the journey back New Brunswick is
reached It Is discovered that the sedimentary for-

mations have been sufficiently heated and pressed
to form stone. The ocean receded as the land
rose In its rear, bit even the red sandstone near
New Brunswick was once within the shore of the
ocean.

In this period of activity beds were made out-
side of a still older coast line, and when these
subsided they were again covered. The deep
strata buried by the side of the red sandstone is
named Lower Cretaceous, and the formation
resting upon that is called Upper Cretaceous.
At tbe tame time this formation was going on
In New Jersey a similar one was being made
In the far West of our country, in many parts
or Europe and in England. Geologists assume
that tremendous changes occurred on the face
of tbe earth at this time, and one fact In the
formation of the Wealden group, confined to the
southeastern part of England, France, Ac, fairly
leads to that conclusion.

Its thickness Is from 500 to 1,000 feet, and Is re-
garded as the delta oi ariver(whtch flowed irom
as ancient contrneuoecupylcg what Is now the
Atlantic ocean, tneur country the development
or the upper cretaceous rocks is most extensive,
continuing from New Jersey to South Carolina.
These rocks are principally sands, marls, clays
and limestones, and the marls are dug for agri-
cultural purposes. The vegetation or the upper
cretaceous period wss assimilated to this. It saw
the oak, willow, walnut, fig, beech, poplar, and
for tbe first time in the history of creation the
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one geologic day In advance oT the time when it
should become the symbol for man of victory,
salvation and peace. The changes referred
to were then so great as to cause the destruction
of animal life, and Laelaps, with all his com-

panions we have described, laid down to die In
the Greensand beds. Mighty winds, coming out
or the caverns of the north. Intoned the anthem
for the dead, and the murmuring tea commenced
their endless requiem. Their graves were orna-
mented and filled up with little shells, which,
time has transformed Into marl.

Tho break In the lire or the Mesozolc and Ceno-zo-ie

periods was complete. No; one or the Cre-
taceous series survived. There is no conformity,
whatever. In tbe animal life or the two periods.
The change In the form of lire is also radically
dlstniet. The first new formation above e

of Laelaps was the Eocene. The two are
separated by a lapse or time longer than that con-

sumed In building up the entire reptilian age.
Five hundred thousand years are none too many
in which to account for the construction of a new
form of life and to prepare the earth for Its sus-
tenance. The plants and animals of this period
resemble those cow in existence, but monkeys did
cot then exist.

Tho next deposit above the grave of Laelaps is
Included In tbe Miocene period, and In this the
character of the life shows a great advance over
tbe Eocene. The true elephant Is represented tor
the first time, and the nearly allied mastodons.
True deer also made their appearance, and mon-
keys began to chatter in the trees and bears and
tigers began to show themselves. OI the smaller
animals the Miocene period was greeted with-ants- ,

grasshoppers and butterflles.andamongthe
plants were the tulip and cypress tree, cinnamon
and the magnolia, shrubs and fern'
But man was not yet. The next deposit above
tbe grave of Laelaps was the pliocene formation.
The Introduction oi existing species of animals
cow on the earth was very rapid during this
rerlod. The Climate or the Northern Hemis-
phere grew colder. Camels and horses made
their appearance. Above this was the

period, in which the Glacial deposit
were made together with the e

gravels, and hers
the existence or ma is revealed

along with tho boa'eTbf extinct mammals, acd with
these are tcund flints. The Recent period com-
mences with the Age of Stoce. which was fol-

lowed by the Age or Bronze, and then the Age of
Iron. How long man has been upon the earth It
Is Impossible for science to tell. Geologists, the
makers or all disagree. Five hundred
thousand years affords none too much time for all
the changes he has passed thrcash. Hirers have
plowed through solid rocks more than one hun-
dred feet below his remains.

Alter his long sleep, so long we cannot appreci-
ate the time, but by all analogy a sleep of five
millions of years, Laelaps now comes forth from
his grave at the bidding of Science to stand before
all the world as a Prophet or the Past; as a
Itevelator of the omnipotent power ot the eternal
Gud.
