"With money worth remarkably high
high rates of interest many of the tax-

payers or the District have been will-

ing to incur the penalties of not paying

their taxes promptly and even of allowing

their real estate to be sold after advertise-

ment for of taxes, relying

upon the equities-o- f title to redeem it be-

fore the expiration of the legal limit of two
vcars, by the payment of the required

additional fifteen per cent, per annum.

In other words it appears to have been
advantageous to some of our citizens to

use their ready money during the past

six mcnlhs in available business transac-

tions rather than for the payment of taxes.

We allude to these facts in explanation of

the large list of delinquent taxes adver-

tised in the supplements and appendixes

which accompany to day's Issue of The
Nation ax Republican. There are other
reasons, however, why the list is so large,

net the least of which is that it includes
every ittm of unpaid taxes for ten years

past. Under thel aw of Congress author-

izing the publication of the list the Collec-

tor was required to include all back, un-

paid, or overdue taxes, and it consequently

embraces a clean balance sheet, so to speak,

of the accounts of the old corporation, the

Territorial govemment and the govern-

ment by the Commissioners, with the citi-

zens of the District. Congress was to some
cxtentinducedtopass the law providing

for this publication for the simple purpose

of effecting this definite and comprehensive

balance of a series of accounts which have
never been completely settle!, and the fur-

ther delay in the settlement or which
would not only be demoralizing but serve

to complicate realty titles.
"While the sale of property will bear hard

upon many of the delinquents, it must be
remembered that in no other way can gov-

ernments be supported, and that the pay-

ment of taxes is one of the onerous duties

which accompanies the many privileges of
citizenship. It is also due to those who
have promptly paid that the delinquents
should be no longer accommodated.

An inference from this that the District

is in any way crippled as regards its finan-

cial resources would be unjust. The truth
is, the treasury was never in better condi-

tion than it is now, and under the discreet
management of the present Commissioners

. there is every reason to believe that this
condition will continue.

The utmost leniency has been conceded

to tax payers in the preparation of the list,

it having been kept open fully five days
after the law permitted it to be closed, and
even after the copy had reached this offlco

payments were received by the Collector,
