All concur Judge Miller concurs In
the result. Judge Grovcr was absent. The case
was that of the people ex reL Wm Tweed, plain-
tiff in error, vs Joseph L. Lipscomb, defendant
in error Allen, justice.

OriNIOV OF THF COURT.

The,uestlon of greatest importance which is to
be considered in limine, is that upon which the
jurisdiction of the court to consider other qne-ti- s

presented depends, relates to the office and
effect of tbe writ of kabeat corpus under our sys-

tem of jurisprudence and the statutes of the
States regulating proceedings under It. Belief
from illegal Imprisonment by means of this reme-
dial writ Is not tbe creature of any statute. The
blncrj of the writ is lost in antiquity. It was In
ttee belore Mana Charta, and came to us as a
psrt of our inheritance from tbe mother country,
ana as a part of the common law of the
State.

It Is Intended and well adapted to effect the
frreat object secured in England by Matrna Char-
ta, and it Is made part or our Constitution that
no person shall be deprived of his liberty with,
out due process of law.1 Whenever the virtue
and atpiicablllty of the writ have been attacked
or impugned It has been defined and its vigor and
efficiency reasserted as tbe

OREAT BULWARK OF LtBERTT.
The statutes which have been pissed In Eng

land from the time of Charles the Second and In
this Slate from the time of Its organization have
hot been Intended to detract from Its foreo but
ratber to add to Its eificlenrv and thev have been
Intended to prevent the writ being rendered Inop-
erative by fncrejs'ug the facilities for procuring
It Enlarging tbe class ui o Ulcers having juris-
diction In respect of It, improving penalties for re-
fusing to grant It or obey it, and providing for a
speedy return and a and discharge
of tbe percon If not held aording to the law of
the land

Theea-lle- r statute" or this State did net pro-
fess to deal with or regulate the common law
jurisdiction over this writ which existed In the
Supreme Court and Court of Chancery, but had
respect only to the jurisdiction conferred by stat-
ute upon and exercised bv judicial officers out of
court The revbed statutes regulate tLe exercise
el this jurisdiction as well hj courts as magis-
trates, eikbrac'ng not only Ci es In vacation, but
in term time This writ cannot be abrogated, or
Its efficiency curtailed by legislative action, and
cases within relief afforded by It at comnon law
eanrot, until people voluntarily surrender the
right to this greatest of all writs by an amend-
ment or organic law, be placed beyond reach or
remedial action. Tbe privilege of the writ cannot
be even temporarily suspended except Ir safety
of the State, in cases of rebellion or incnrslon.

art. 1 sec 4 ) Tbe remedy against
Illegal Imprisonment afforded by this writ, as It
was known and used at common law, is placed be-
yond the pale of legislative discretion, except that
it may be suspended when public safety requires
it In either of the emergencies named In the

This provision of the Constitution Is a transcript
of a former constitution of the State, and It can-
not be intended that tbe framers or the revised
statute; by which tbe practice of tbe courts In
term time was placed nndertbe same regulations
as tbat which had from the nrst been prescribed
lor officers upon whom power bad been conferred
from time to time by statute designed to Inter-fet- e

with principles fcovernlng the exercise of
jnridiction, or lessen the value, the efficiency or
importance or the writ itseir, which In re'pectof
the jurisdiction of tbe Supreme Vourt and Court
of Chancery was beyond the reachor legislation.
Bringing procedure In term time, as well as In

ALLTKErOWrr. EXETCISED ATf OMlfOf LAW
by tbe Court or King's Bench in England and the
Supreme Court or tbis State as corresponding
tribunals with us. There is no occasion to be
alarmed or to be lrightened out of our propriety
lest by reason of a number of magistrates to whom
this great power has been committed the Judg-
ments of Superior Courts will be nullified and
judicial proceedings rendered nugatory, so far as
they interfere with personal llDerty Tbe powar
has existed in many lnfrr!or magistrates for more
than three quarters of a century. The laws and

CORTINA OOAFJS AT TH! DEATH Of HIS MO.

BiIBIlL OF THE BEAD TEXH SOLDIER.

MEIICAH ADTH0E1TIES DEPIED BY IOSZDU.

tween Texans and Raiders Anxiety

Galveston, June 15. A special dispatch from
Brownsville to the ews gives the following In
reference to a fight between Captain McNeely't
detachment of State troops and a band of cattle
thieves, below Brownsville, on the 12th instant,
in which twelve raiders were killed. One of the
raiders escaped He was wounded and feigned
death and crawled Into tbe high grass where he
escrped notice. He Is now in Matamoras and yes-

terday had the ball extracted from bis wound.
Tbe casualties of raiders sum up twelve killed
and one wounded. They lost besides eleven
horses and saddles and all their arms.conslstlng
of pistols and repeating rlCcs.

Private A. JL S k Ith, of tbe State troors, who was
killed in the fight, was burled yesterday. There-wa- s

a large funeral proeesslen, soldiers and citi-

zens generally turning out. Col. Merrlam, of the
regular army, and Col. Ford acted as marshals.
The deceased received military burial. Captain
McNeely was unable tolpursue tbe raiders under
BIchard Flares,;because his horses were broken
down by hard service.

GENERAL COnTIS A 18 IKCZSSED
at the killlBg of bis cattle-thieve- s. The Mexican
papers say the raiders were assassinated while
asleep. Capt. McNeely says if they were asleep
be don't want to find any of them awake.

Cortina swears he will have revenge, Cortina
is arminc and has been preparing for a fight for
more than a week. He has received a peremp-
tory order to report In person at the Oity oi Mex-
ico. Gen Frlero left Monterey this morning.on
the march to Matamoras with 3,003 men. It Is
understood that he comes to apprehend Cortina.
It Is not known what the brigand chief Intends to
do, but he is preparing lor some devilment, and
will doubtlcs fight Qen. Frlero. Ho may con-

clude to cross over to hit side of tbe border line,
place himself at the head of the Mexican squat-
ters and lay waste the country, and get pardoned
b tbe supreme Government. The troops here are
on the alert, and the citizens of Brownsville

ARE ADOriJfO OFFXFatVE MEASURES.
No one knows what a day or hour may bring
forth. There Is no doubt at all as to the account-
ability of the Mexican authorities for the enor-
mity of outrages perpetrated by Mexicans and
for the danger now threatening the frontier.
Some Mexican officials are watching Cortlna's
movements with anxiety. Should he succeed,
more than one of tbem will be marched to tbe
Tsguna and shot. They are earnestly trying to
pnt him down, not for what he hat done to Amer-
icans, but for wbat he may do to themselves.

TREASURES FEOM THE DEEP.

Ihe Safe of the Ship-of-W- Cumberland
$75,000 in Gold.

XonrOLK, Jnne 14, 1875.
To, the Editor of the Saitonal Sepubliean:

Sir: The Iron safe lately taken from the wreck
of the d United States r Cum-
berland, run Into and tunk by the confederate
ram Merrlmac, in Hamnton Roads, In 1871, Is now
on exhibition in this city. It Is an old lashloned
concern, square, about the size of a size

t, and built of east Iron. When round it
was lying on its tide, buried in about four feet of
mud on a deck next to the one where it stood
when the ship went down. Rusthat eaten through
it In several placet and there Is an opening on Its
side about three Inches wide, caused. It is

by the explosion of a torpedo. It is said
that through this opening a shower of nearly
tS,CO0 In gold coin marked the track er Its ascent
irom the wreck to the schooner. None of it of
course can ever be recovered, at tho water there
it nearly 100 feet deep, and the tide very twifc
The parties who bare tbe sare are silent in regard
to its contents and are not likely to tell the
amount of Its treasure, but It it confidently be-
lieved that their banking account has been in-
creased about $75,000 In gold. Fully this amount
has been expended In the various vain endeavors
to find it before these parties undertook the Job.
One company alone, at the head of which was ex.
Gov. Gilbert C. Walker, Is known to have tunk.
4,ceo in the fruitless enterprise. It it known
now that those who formerly searched for this
money were many tines either standing on the
very spot or very near it, and had they known It
could have easily pnt their hands on It, The
deck arennd It had been shattered and the safe
Itseirbetn partly blown open by torpedoes being
exploded beside it.

The commencement exercises consisted of music,
select readings and original essays by the gradu-
ating das:, which included the names or the
Misses Rede Bnshee, Alice Clapp, Agnes

Carrie O. Pratt, snd Ida Sheriff. After
prayer by Rev. Dr. Rankin, a march wat played,
and a salutation wat read by tbe members or the
Junior class. The title or the first essay was
-- Woman's Successes In Woman's Sphere," by
Miss Rede Bushee. Her essay embraced printed
historical allusions, tasteful imagery and much
oi womaiuy mougnt, sna closing wun inese
wcrds.

"Wherever woman may employ her talentt sbe
looks upon home as the most sacred field lor her
activities. In the home she Is both councillor
and teacher. When the husband It in difficulty
tbe advice or hit wife brightens his course and
agtln steers his bark right. When the children
are perplexed they think first or mother as the
one to help them, and her example and Instruc-
tions gradually prepare them to battle victo-
riously with life's difficulties. The servants are
not forgotten. They receive Instructions which
better fit tbem to enjoy their share of tbe world's
good. So tho mother becomes the Ilxht orhotne,
leading through tbe troublesome world to the
haven of rest, at the mariner's light guides
thrcngh the tossed wares to the harbor or safety.
To each ofnr, whatever be our sphere, tbe lesson
of these considerations is, 'Act well your part;
there all the honor lies."

The next essay by
VISS ISA SUERIVr

had for Its title, "The course or nature Is the art
of God." After sketching tbe various Incentives
to study, drawing from nature many valuable
lessons, she closed with the foUowing allusion to
Darwin snd his theory:

"In our view it Is a misconception of the strik-
ing resemblances between animal types thathas
led Darwin to bis theory of successive develop-
ment. His system certainly contains evidence of
great reasoning powers, accompanied by ex-
tended observation. These powers would have
been appreciated had they been used like those
of the d naturalist, Agassis, to
glorify the Creator. No Christian could eottlit-entl- y

agree with this theory as it is popularly In-

terpreted. It Is. however, generally misunder-
stood. Any one who examines carefully enough
to comprehend tbe suppositions here presented
will not assert that-- Darwin thought there wat
any man so unionuuaio as to nave a gueruia.ier
hit parent. Such are tome of the aspeets in
which we may view the animal kingdom. There
are two thoughts which are to be associated,
namely, the being at regarded merely within
itseir, and at related to the outward world. Ifwe consider one without the other we shall be
liable to fall Into unlimited materialism or
pantheism. Bnt contemplating them In connec-
tion with each other, we perceive a plan uidevl-atlngl- y

pursued, and are led to the recognition of
a God infinitely wise and powerfol. The Chris
tian philosopher reverently, exclaims: '1 think
thy thoughts after thee, p GooV"

Mist Sheriff was lolloweoVbJr
MISS CARRIX O. rRATT,

who read a and very thoughtful
essay on the "Pleasures of Art," Her closing
leniences referred to the unlvenal influence of
literature, and, speaking or poetry, ibe laid :

"What la more beautiful than the musle of the
rjthm, even when we do not hear the words ; this
delights us at much at the tlnglog of a lullaby.
Then, for those whose ears are untouched by the
rytbm, there Is the sentiment to Inspire to greater
deeds and nobler life. What a peaceful reeling;
comet o'er us when we read of rural Hie, and,
again, how tbe tool it exalted by descriptions of
sublime scenes and herole deeds. Perhaps we
never fully realize how truly art Is a language
nntll we see a pictured representation of a pas-
sage wbleh before bis moved us In the written
expression. What sympathy of Imagination mult
exist between Dore and the tragic Dante ! Take
from the poets Innumerable but
one the tcene In the dark and blasted forest, He
breaks a single branch, and a voice sighs, 'Why
dost thou mangle me?" Then, at the dark blood
trickles down its tlde.'Wherefore tear's t me thus?
Is there no touch of mercy In thy breast T'

"Men once were we that now are rooted here.
