And again
"Both were men or great eourfge and talent,

jbnl were politicians by nature and experience,
and It may be tbat for tbls reason tbe; were mis-
treated by regular officers like Generals Scho-rttl-

Tbomas and myselC Sherman' Memoirt. "
These observations of General Sherman form a

portion of bis comments upon the action of July
J2. VM. usually known in bis army as tbe battle
ol Atlanta. At Its .very opening McPherson,
then commanding tbe Army of tbe Tennessee,
was killed, and the desperate battle was fought
through from noon till after night by bis troops
commanded by these same political generals and
volunteers, Login nd Blair, assisted by that
other well known iolitlclin and volunteer, Gen.
Podge, then commanding tbe Sixteenth cons.
It was a battle "ought and won by
tbe elsts of officers and men thus pointed out by
General Sherman These saved one of bis armies
that day from tbe results of a surprise as great
as fell upon him at Sbtloh. Under these circum-
stances it would be natural to expect that high
eoldleily sentiment, lfpo?seted by him, would
not only bare prompted a lnll acknowledgment of
such Mrvlces, unaccompanied by any questioning
or meitres, but Wduld also hare fed him to assume
tbe responsibility for a surprise which belonged
solely to himself. But the readers or the Memoirs
will look In Tain for the key with which to unlo--
the mysteries of the situation on that day. Tho
official record, however, supplies it,

SHERVAX'B ACCOUNT OT THE BATTLE.
Ten pages of the Memoirs are deroted to this

series.
Tbe situation ws as follows Da the night of

Ihe 2m of July Sherman s army had fought its
way close up to the outer lines of the rebels, es-
tablished at an average of a little over three
miles from Atlanta, and north and east of the
city Thomas was on tbe right, with tbe Army
of tbe Cumberland, Schofleld, with the Army of
tbe Ohio, occupied the centre, and Mcpherson's
Army of the Tennessee held the left.

It had been ascertained three days before
that is, on the Uth that Hood had relieved
Johnston, and That was expected of him is shown
by the following statement in the .Memoirs- -

"1 Immediate!) Inquired of General Schofleld,
who was his classmate at West Point, about
Hood as to his general character, etc and
learned that he was hold, even to rashness, and
courageous In the extreme 1 Inferred tbat the
change In commanders meant 'fight.' Notice of
this Important change was at once sent to all
parts of 'be army, and every division commander
wes eantlened to be always prepared for battle
in any shape '

It would have been fortunate, as tbe sequel
will show. If Ueaeral Sherman had heeded his
own cautions.

Un the ?oth Hood made a "furious sally" on the
right. Tbls, too. baa a history of Us own, which
does not apjiear even dimly in the Memoirs, bat
space-wi- ll not allow Its relation here. The Union
loss was about 2,1 00, and. as a result "We had,
however, met successfully a bold sally, hail re-
pelled it handsomely and were also put on our
guard, and the event illustrated the future tactics
of our enemy." Alter this tbe reader would not
expect to read of a great surprise. Nor will the

k traces of It be found Tery clearly marked In the
book, as will now appear

"During the night (or the 21st) I had full reports
from all parts of our line, moat of whlcb wu partly
Intrenched as against a sally, and finding that
MePberson was stretching out too much on his
lelt hank, 1 wrote him a note early In the morn-
ing (or the 2d) not to extend so much by his left,
for we had not troops enough to completely Invest
the place, and 1 Intended to destroy utterly all
Fiartsorthe Augusta railroad to the east of

to withdraw from the left flank and add
to the right. In that letter I ordered McPherson
sot to extend any further to the lelt, bat to employ
Gen Dodge's corps (16th), then forced out or po-
sition, to destroy every ril or the railroad rrom
Decatur up to his skirmish line.

"In the morning we found the strong line of
parapet, 'Peach trea line,' to the front orseho-hel-d

and Thomas, abandoned, and our own lines
were advanced rapidly close up to Atlanta. For
some moments 1 supposed the enemy Intended to
evacuate, and In person was on borsebask at the
head of Schoheld's troops. Schofleld
was pressing forward his lines, and I could hear
Thomas farther to the right engaged, when Gen.
McPherson and his staff rode up We went back
to the Howard house, a double frame building
with a porch, and sat on tbe step discussing the
chances of battle and Hood's general character.
McPherson had also been ol tbe same class at
West Point with Hood, Schofleld and Sheridan.
We agreed that we ought to be unusually cau-
tious and prepared at all times for sallies and for
hard lighting, because Hood, though not deemed
much ol a echo! or or of great mental eapaclty.was
undoubtedly a brave, determined and rash man;
and the change of commanders at that particular
crisis argued the displeasure of the Confederate
Government with the cautious but prudent con-
duct of Gen. Joseph Johnston. Mcpherson was
In excellent spirits, well pleased at the progress
of events so far, and had come oi er purposely to
see me about the order 1 had given him to use
Dodge's corps to break up tbe railroad.
saying that before receiving my order he had di-
verted Dodge's two divisions (then In motion)
from the main road along a diagonal one that led
to his extreme left Cask, then held by Giles A,
Smith's division (17th corps), for the purpose of
strengthening that Bank. Of course I assented
atone.

"While we'sat there we could hear lively skir-
mishing going on near us, (down about the distil-
lery,) and occasionally round shot rrom twelve or
t enty-- f our pound guns came through the trees
fa reply to those of Schofleld, and we could hear
similar sounds all along down the lines of Thomas
to our right, and his own to the left, but presently
the firing appeared a little more brisk, (especially
over about Giles A Smith's division,) and then
we heard an occasional gun back toward Decatur.
I asked him what it meant. We took my pocket-eompas- s,

(which . always carried.) and by noting
the direction of the sound we became satisfied
that the firing wu too lar to our left rear to be
explained oy Known laets, and ne nastily called
for his horse, his staff and his orderlies,
uKpcu on nis none, saying ne wouia nurry down
sis line and send me back word what these sounds

meant. - - - (soon alter) one or MeFber-scn'- s
staff, with his horse covered with sweat,

dashed npto the porch, and reported that General
MePberson wu either 'killed or a prisoner.' He
explained that when they had left me a few min-
utes before they had ridden rapidly across to the
railroad, the sounds or battle Increasing as they
seared the poslttoa occupied by General Giles A.
Smith's division, and that Mcpherson had sent
first one, then another or his staff to bring some
of the reserve brigades of tbe 15ib corps over to the
exposed left flank; that he had reached the head
ol Dodge's corps, (marching by tbe flank on the
diagonal road as described.) and had ordered It to
hurry forward to the same point: that then,
almost, ir not entirely alone, be had followed this
road leading across the wooded valley behind the
17th corps, and had disappeared In these woods,
doubtless with a sense of absolute security. The
round of musketry .was then heard, and McPher-son'- s

horse came back, bleedinr, woundedi and
rlderlei s. 1 ordered the staff officer who brought
this message to return aconce, to findGen-IiOga- n
(tbe senior officer present with the army or tbe
Tennessee,) to report the same facts to him, and
to Instruct him to drive back the supposed small
force, which had evidently got around the 17th
corps through the blind woods In tbe rear of our
left Sank. 1 soon dispatched erne of my own staff
(McCoy, I think) to Gen. Logan, with similar
orders, telling him to refuse bis left flank, and to
right the battle (holding rast to Leggett's HU1)
with the army of the Tennessee: that I weald
personally look to Decatur and to the safety or
bis rear,and would him ifie seeded it."

After explaining how Hood bad first withdrawn
from bis outer line on the sight of the 21st, occu-
pied the fortified line next to Alanta, and then
sallied out with part of his force, passed entirely
around the left or the Army or the Tennessee, and
strnek It In flank and rear while part of It was In
motion. Gen. bherman continues:
"The enemy was, therefore, enabled, under
cover of the forest, to approach quite near belore
be was discovered; Indeed, his skirmish lint had
worked through the timber and got Into the field
to the rear of Giles A. Smith's division of the
enteestb corps mseen, had captured Mar
battery of regular artillery, moving thr ....
these woods enUnly unguarded, and had go
session of several fthe hospital camps. """

"The right of this rebel line strnek Do " '
troops In motion: cut, fortunately, this
(lCth) bad only tobalt, face to tbe left, and
inline of battle; and this corps not only held '
check the. enemy but drove him back thremgh
the woods. About the same time this same force
bad struck General Giles A. Smith's left flank,
doubled It back, captured four guns in position
and tbe party engaged In bulldli; the very bat-
tery, which was the special object or McPherson's
visit to se, and alnoit enveloped the entire left
flank. Tbe men. however, were' skillful and
brave, and fought fcr a time with their backs to
Atlanta. .They gradually fell back, compressing i
meirowo use. ai wuiiusjuwiui uj
Junction with Legrers division of the Seventeenth
corps, welland sCoinrl-- f posted on the bill. One
or two brigades of tee Fifteenth corps, ordered by
MePberson, came rtptdly across the open field to
the rear, from the tft ection or the railroad, filled
up tbe gap from Blair's new left to the head of
Dodge's column, new racing to tbe general left,
thus fomlac a strong left flank, at right angles
to the original line or battle. The enemy at-

tacked, boldly and npesUdlv, the whole of this
flank, bat met with w equally fierce resistance,
and on that ground k bloody battle raged from
Utile after soon till hto the night,

"I rode over tbe wiole or It (the field) tbe next
day, and It bore the marks or a bloody conflict.

.The enemy had retlnd durlnsr the night inside if
Atlanta, and we rtcslned Batterer tjje pttmion

outside. I purposely allowed the Army of the
Tnneseee (then In the hands or three political
genitals) to tight thai battle unaided, save by
dcmori'raUens-o- a ttse part of Generals ScboSeld
and Tbomas against the fortified lines to their
immediate fronts, and by detaching, as described,
one of Sebofields brigades to Decatur, because I
knew that tho attacking force could only be a
part ofHood-- s army, and that. If any assistance
were rendered by the other armies, the Army of
the Tennessee would be jealous. Nobly did they
do their work that day, and terrible was the
slaughter done to our enemy, though at sad cost
to eursehres.'" ,

In report-ta- g upon the battle to General Hal-lee- k

General Sherman telegraphed: i
'"McPherson's sudden death, and Logan

te the command, as It were. In the midst
of battle, isade some confusion on our extreme
left, hut it soon recovered, and made sad havoc
with the enemy, who had practiced one of his fa-
vorite tames or attacking our left when In

before It had time to cover Its weak

From the above fair outlines or General Sher-

man's aecount the reader would conclude that
some ortbe warnings received in regard to Hood's
methods were disregarded, and that he had
sallied against andcaesed entirely around our
left, finding It unprepared, and partly in motion
by tbe flank, and that "some confusion" and a
bloody battle resulted, which was not particu-
larly nn expected by General Sherman, and
which did not In great degree disturb blm.

The real reason for the .partial confusion ol Ihe
left does not appear In the Memoirs The key to
unlock tbe bloody mysteries of the 2il or July,
where the Union loss was General McFberson,
thirty-fiv- e hundred men and ten pieces or artil-
lery, lies deeply covered under the sentence:
"For some moments I supposed the enemy In-

tended to evacuate."
How long these "mbmenls" were will partly

appear Irom the rollowlng extract from a report
made by General Sherman to Halleck, Augnst
15, 1SC4. It is not mentioned In his book:

"Un the morning or the2M, somewhat to my sur-
prise, this whole line was found abandoned, and I
confess 1 thought the eeemy had resolved to give
us Atlanta without further contest. Hut General
Johnston had been relieved of the command and
General Hood substituted. A new policy seemed
resolved upon, of which a bold attack upon oar
right was an Index. About
10 a. ro. I was in person with General Schofleld
examining the appearance or the enemy's line
opposite the distiller , where we attracted enough
ol the enemy's hre or artillery and musketry to
satisry me the enemy was in Atlanta in lorce, and
meant to fight."

At daylight It Was found that tbe rebels
had gone lrom our entire front, and General Sher
mas announced the occupation of Atlanta by
Schofleld, and ordered pursuit by Thomas and
MePberson Vlvorous pursuit was made, and the
enemy found in the fortifications ol Atlanta, and
sot schofleld We hold tbe railroad to within
two and a hair miles of the centre of the place,
that is about the average distance of the whole
lines, though Schofleld and Dodge are nearer.
The fighting has been severe, and we lose Mc-
Fberson, killed by a shot through the lungs while
on a reconnoissance it Is thought tbat the
enemy will be gone In the morning, as they bare
attacked and been repulsed since dark. Hood
fights his grajbacks desperately.

The account given in tbe outset of the above
narrative of the early note to McPherson not to
extend so farto the left certainly seeds further
explanation in tbe light of the order, also anearly
one, to pursue the rebels well to the left, past At-
lanta even, and on toward East Folat.

Tbe question also arises that. If Hood, tu his
sally, was practising one of his "favorite games,"
why he was allowed to succeed so well In his play.

JJut the one point that will stand out In bolder
relief than any other will be the filpnaney with
whicb the terms "volunteers" and "political gen-
erals" are used against those who, in the midst of
grave surprise brought on by the order of the
commanding gen.ral, rallied their three corps in
the face of an army that had outflanked them,
and burst upon them In reverse as well, and
fought these corps band to hand for hours, some-
times from one lace of abandoned rebel works,
sometimes from the other, through that long sum-
mer atlemoon and far Into the night, and
against every disadvantage, finally achieved vic-
tory, and retrieved tbe one great mistake with
which the commanding general began tbe day
namely, to announce the evacuation of Atlanta,
and start two of his armies by tbe flank In pur-
suit.
