Do. first effect or tMs battle was a close union
or all tbe Colonies. The rontons or New Eng
land the Cavaliers or Virginia and the Huguenots
or South Carolina foraot all dnerenees In the
common peril. 11 j month Bock and Jamestown
embraced each other. The plerc'ng thoughts or
Jobs Adams and the rervd eloquence of Pr trick
Henry aroused and nerved the nation.

ten In cur school books, that the young may
imbibe the lntp'rat'ons or bis patriotism. It Is
written In our civil annals, that wise coon
rels, given in the hour of great peril, be
sot ton to poster.ty. It Is written In our military
annals, that every tolti cr through ell Urns may
read It, and itel that no tar-lfl- is too (treat for
bis country, and that the records of noble aeti
sever perish.

On tne plains of Cambridge, and almost within
eight or tne battle ground, la a Stiot dear to every
Amctcan be-r- i. It w '1 be nJted tc-d- by
thousands who love the1- - country, and who would
keep alive every memorial or Its early history.
Tne spot Is marked by an ajed elm, under whose
thade George Watb'ngton, the favored son or
Ylrglala, as nm:d ths or the Con-
tinental army. Hallowed forever bs that spot,
and green be the turf that covers It.

It fa sot alone ths great events or our civil and
military history which should occeupy our
thoughts The.e are always present In
the mind or nt-u- e soldier, and are the instructors
and guides of his life. We have come bock to the
scenes of our e rly youth. Some full of years,
some roll or honors, and all with thanlaal hearts
that we have lived to -- ce this day. Is looking
back over the last tfxty years, which mark the
time that some of us lute been more or less in-
timately connected with this Institution, there Is
lonnd a silver chord or tender recollections, or
personal t'cs and or dca? friendships, which even
the rude shock of c.ill war has sot broken. Let
ns dwell for a few moments on these early per-
sonal memories, to pure, so fresh and to dear to
us all.

Among the pleasant things for ni to recall here
y are the ejrly and sweet memories or

borne, red or the lost family gathering, when we
were abont tolerre It for West Foist.

Who does cot remember the prattle of ths
little ores, the proud solicitude of a father, the
anzetlcs or a motber. with a heart lull of hope,
yet also mil or fears for a son who was abont to
break the fam'ly circle and become a soldier!
Who docs not remember the last benediction,
"God bless yon, my son," rnd ths still more
touching words, "May a mother's lore and a
mother's prayers surround and keep yon." Who
does not remember bis Journey hither, bis Im-

pressions when he ascended to ths plain, and be-
held, lor the first time, the surrounding moun-
tains ths awe he fell on approaching ths supe-
rintendentthe amasemestor ths first parade,
Jislghtenee by ths deap tones of ths martial
xauslet These, all, are among the reoolleotloni
which ths lapss of time only freshest.

Our first entrance on the duties era military life
awoke us to ths stem realities or our new profes-
sion. Ths early rising, ths eight hours of dally
drill, ths Incessant labor, bnt above all, ths tnex-orsb- ls

law which regulated and governed ns In
all things, from early dawn, when ths reveille
awoke ns to honorable labor, to ths tatto, which
which summoned ns to needful rest, demonstrated
that ths path which leads to tarns and honor Is
both mggsd and steep. When, Is ths first en-
campment, under ths curtains of ths night, with,
naught but ths (tars looking down upon us. we
paced our lonely rounds, and heard ths neighbor-
ing sentinel cry out "Twelve o'clock, and all is
well," how instinctively did ws ask ourselves, "Is
all well In that dear boms we havs left, salwhich
is now faraway?"

As ths hours of discouragement wort away, and
tsccessfoJ labors Inspired us with hops, with what
joy did ws begin to ;thlnk or the termination of
ths second year, and ths beginning or ths third
ths furlough year! Then ws were to go horns
with our academic honors, and in oar uniform.
Ths family circle was to be mads glad by oar im-
provement and culture, and tha younger portions
oftth neighborhood astonished by oar dress. and
military air.

The vlalt ended, we returned to onrlabsn and
fixed our eyes steadily on the day sf our gradua-
tion. When that day cams, ths ssett imposing of
ths aeademls year, each received his diploma,
amidst scenery which no poet can describe, and
ceremonies which no heart can forget. This done,
ths regulations of ths army granted to every
graduate a furlough, and hs returned fall or hon-
ors, fall er cosfidenos and full of hopes, to tha
boms which hs bad left, rest years before, in dis-

trust and fear.
The regulation granting a leave of absence In

the middle of ths fcademle course, and ths ons
granting a furlough at its elo;e, art the fruits of
profound wisdom. They keep alive ths freshness
and ths love of boms. They keen tender ths heart
which a mere military life might harden. They
connect tbe civil and the military by ths predous
ties or kindred rnd affeeUon, and remind the sol-

dier, am'd bts sternest duties, that he Is still a
Christian and a man. Th's love of ths place or
onr birth, this reverence or boms and ths wish to
bs remembered there, are among tbe noblest emo-

tions of our better nature and the highest Incen-
tives to honorable action. Napoleon inspired as
army by the simple Sentence, " Whss each or you
hall go home and walk through ths streets ofhis

native Tillage, they will point to yon and say,
there goes a sua who belonged to ths array et
Italy."

Next to ths memories or horns are ths recollec-
tions of onr educational lire. Ths teacher and
ths lecture-roo- are sever forgotten. The en-

trance on an academic course ts a marked epoch of
lsdlvidaal history. Ws recur to It as the connec-
ting link between boyhood aad manhood. With
ns It began with the study or ths pars mathemat-
ics. Logic, Inexorable lcric, applied to number
and space, is ths foundation of onr entire system
f instruction. Mathematics is ths language in

which science speaks to labor. Hence ft is tha
foundation of the mechanic arts. It If also tha
key which unlocks the mysteries or nature and
disclose! ths laws of ths physical universe.

How distinctly each of as recalls bis emotions
when hs solved ths great problem or ths stability
of ths solar system; when hs learned to measures
as with a yard-stic- ths distance to every planet
which circles the heavens, to calculate its orb!:,
Its weight. Its spedfle gravity, its times of rerolu-tio- a

cs its axis, and Its exact pontics in space at
the end of aay gives time. How closely we
teemed to approach the tonree or all knowledge
when, by the aid of science, wesurvejedthewhole
ieavens. and learned that the harmony of the
spheres Is bnt tha result of universal law. Not
till then were ws able to comprehend ths sublime
ntteranes of Hoeker, "Of law there can be so less
acknowledged than that her teat it ths bosom or
God, her voice tbe harmony of the world. All
uyjiflAtTta is, tetisi it in Ji?nn, uw

very least as feeling her care, and the greatest as
not exempted from her power. Bothugels and
men, and creatures of what condition soever,
tbongh each in different sort and manner, yet all
with uniform consent, admiring her as the mother
of peace and toy."

When in the last year of our studies ws were
Instructed in the Constitution or ths United
States and the form of our Government, ws round
them both fashioned ater this divine model. Each
State had Its own orbit, distinctly market and
clearly defined. In the department of physics we
had been taught that if a single planet were
stricken from ths system tbe whole woald rush to
con fallen and ruin. In the department or consti-
tutional law we were tanght that each State was
absolutely necessary to the safety and prosperity
of all, and that not a single link or the golden
chatn can be broken without bringing swift de-
struction on the fairest fabrls or government
which the world has seen. Hence Union, regu-
lated by law, is the polar star on which every
graduate fixes bit eyes.

Our meeting y testifies our devotion to the

eoontry to toe whole country as thi first of onr
public dut'ei. Ws Ignors all geographical lines-- all

political divisions. Every par: of the country
Is equally dear to every graduate. Wherever
may havs been ths place or his blrtb, on this
spot hs is baptised into ths national faith
and becomes the trusted derenderofthe Constitu-
tion end tbe laws. The President of the United
States is hit commander-i- s chief. Ths runda-ment- al

law has confided to too Executive ths
corrmand or ths army, to be used, when necessary,
In the eiecut'on of the laws and the preservation
or order. Under bis orders the army mutt act and
fulfill Its function!--. The Country has decreed that
mat army, in au its aepar-ment- s, snail ds com-
manded by educated ofheers, fully Instructed In
tbelr duties aad made acquainted with tbe high
trusts committed to their care. Standing here

y on this spot so dear to us f U looking bck
over a hunCrcd years ad forwara to a boundless
fa'nre we these trusts, and accept
them with all their obligations.

This Influence, however, has not
yet bees strong enough to control legislation; ner
has It bcome the bahU of International or mnnt-c'p-

law. We are sow near the close or ths
nineteenth century, rrd the world has yet pro-
vided no better means or settling International
differences, or even the differences between large
tectlons of the country than a retort to arms; and
Christian people mnst yet go forth to the battle-
field and siay each other, till the stronger over-
comes the weaker pai ty.

The conduct of belligerents towards each other
has, however, been greatly modified. The pris-
oners are no longer slain in cold blood or held la
servitude, and humanity and kindness are among
the graces of the military profession. When tbe
roarof battle ceases the dead and the wounded of
both armies are earrd for alike. The same sur-
geons dress the wounds of friend and foe. The con
quering ana tne cspiurea om.ers Dreac Dreaa to-
gether at the same table, and the soldiers are no
longer hostile. Under these modifying lnfla-eac-

war has come to be regarded as a means of
te tling fmpoitant differences, and not as ooca-k'o- n

for the exercise of cruelty aod revenge. It
la now conceded everywhere among Christian
rations that personal animosities and personal
hatreds should And no place In ths hearts of the
biavs. Without this higher tone of civilisation
tne meeting here y would have been Impos-
sible.

They met accidentally on decoration day
at a national cemetery, each with a wreath of
Sowers moistened with the tears or maternal love.
They recognised each other, and their voices
feebly altered what their hearts deeply felt:
"Slt.ee Is early life our sons were brothers In
arms, is death let them not bs separated;" and
the two wreaths were laid together on friendly
graves. So may It bs with ns alL May peace
spread her mantle over the gavea or the dead,
and abide forever In ths hearts of the living.
Then the Inspired sentiment of President Lincoln,
"With malice toward none and with oharlty to
all," will no longer slumber Is the records of his-
tory, or be silent on ths monuments where It Is
sow engraved, bat will bs transferred to the na-
tional heart, and plead earasttly for reconcilia-
tion and peace.

Loso Brakch, Jane IS. President Grant, ac-

companied by General Babeoek, Mr. Sartorlsand
a friend, left here early this morning on the New
Jersey Southern railroad for Philadelphia. At
Camden the party will be received by the Cen-

tennial commissioners, together with Hon. Can-lin- e

Owen and Colonel Sanford, of the British
commission. Ths entire party will proceed to ths
Centennial grounds, where they will Inspect the
buildings and grounds. The President will ro-
tors to Long Branch this evening.

PHiLiDxxrEiA. Juno 18. About a week aaro
the President or ths United States expressed a
dclre to make a personal lnspeetloa of the
buildings and grounds for ths Centennial Inter-
national Exhibition. Arrasgements were ac-
cordingly mads lor his visit and for his recep-
tion officially by tbe mayor of the city, Sir.

Boris,
and W. V. McKean. They breakfasted at the
Conttnental, where they were met by Mr. P.
Ounl'ffe Owen, GoL Sandford and Mr. Cusdell
or the British Centennial Commission, and Mr.
A. J. Drexel. At hair past eleven they started
for the pork and there spent about two hours In
making a complete tour of the buildings and
grounds, beginning with the offices, then through
the entire stretch ofMacbfnery Hall, ths main
exhibition building. Memorial Hall, and tha
horticultural building, ia all abont four-filth-s of a
mile In length of the several structures. Ths
President expressed his surprise andlgratlSeatlon
with respect to both the vast dimensions of the
buildings and other rapid progress toward com-
pletion.

Kxposltlon was unanimously adopted:
RttolretL That as a body we feel an unhesitat-

ing conviction that tbe success or ths enterprise
Is already assured, and commend the furtherance
or tbe work to tbe pride and patriotism or our
fellow cltlsens In every section or onr country.

Tbe report of tbe committee on cheap transpor-
tation was then submitted as follows :

Whsreas certain defects exist Is oar system of
transportation which are an unnecessary burden
npon commercial Interests, and also upon every
producer and consumer; and whereas prominent
among tbess are ths construction or railways
mainly by ths proceeds or bonds, without full
payment of the stock subscribed: ths watering of
stock on prosperous roads to afford a plausible
pretext for Imposing npon the public an oppressive
tariff of charges; combinations between parallel
lines for tbe same purpose; tha division of ths
legitimate work of railways among vari-
ous sueb as fast freight,
express, sleeping-ca- r and palace-ca- r companies;
the; existence of bridge companies and other
similar devices Is which railway managers are
intererted, and which deplete the revenues which
legitimately beloag to stockholders, together
with other and greater defects which affect pub-
lic interest, therefore

RetolvtA. That ths snbieet of transportation.
having as It has a most Important bearing on the
welfare of both onr Internal aad foretgn com-
merce, shonld receive tbe careen consideration of
legislators, both State and national, to ths snd
that .nbstanllal jostles may bs dons both to capi-
tal, which has bees honestly Invested la oar
transportation system, and also to the public.

Bciolvid, That where transportation lines are
located exclusively within ths limits of a Stats
they should be regulated by Stats legislation,
but when they are engagsd In inter-Stat- s

It Is ths duty or ths National Government
to prescribe and enforce such regulations as will
nsure substantial jostles to all concerned.

Xttolvid, That there exists a lamentable lack
of reliable data npon which to bote legislation at

.this time, and we therefore urge npon Congress
the establishment or a department or bureau,
whose special business shall be to collect and dis-
seminate tnlormatlon bearing npon Internal com-
merce, which Is now estimated to sxcesd Is
amount that of onr foreign commerce In the ratio
or twelve to one. Ws alio commend to ths atten-
tion of the various States ths Importance or col-
lecting reliable Information oa which to boss
their focal legislation upon this great question.

Botolvtd, That experience bat thown that an
attempt to regulate thi details of railroad man-
agement Is Inexpedient, bat that certain laws of
a general character can be enacted which are
both practicable and necessary for the protection
or the public Interest. Among these primarily
Is ths amendment orthe general railway law now
existing in the different States to at to prohibit
the Issue of stock which is sot paid for aad ths
Increase of capital stock except for definite and
specified extension and improvement. Ths Issue
of stock to represent aurplus earnings which
bare been collected from the pobllo snoald be
absolutely prohibited. Second. A uniform sys-
tem for keeping accounts of transportation
companies snoald bs established in all
the States, which will enable a correct Judgment
to bs rormed of their condition. Third. A uniform
classification cf the varlens articles or merchan-
dise shonld be mads is all ths States. Fourth.
A uniform system or publishing or posting at
every shipping point a schedule of rates aadfarss,
embracing all particulars regarding distance,
classification, special tariff, etc end prohibiting
the Increase of such rates above ths published
limits without at least thirty days' notice. Fifth.
Requiring railway companies to receipt ror
quantity, and to deliver the same at Its deiUnatton.

Bttolvtd, That oar national water lines snoald
be improved, bnt that such Improvement should
be limited to construction of short lints between
great bodies ofwater.

Tha resolutions were taken np separately. The
first resolution was adopted; ths second was
tabled; ths third was adopted; ths fourth was
eosf ldered by ssctlsss. That section referring to
the watering of stock was laid npon the taole.
Ths section relating to ths uniform system of
keeping accounts was adopted.

Tns sectlsn for a uniform classification orthe
various articles of merchandise In all ths Stales
was tabled, as was also the section relating to a
uniform system of posting schedules. The sec-
tion referring to the receipts for quantities or mer-
chandise was adopted. The resolution referring
to ths Improvement of national water Uses was
amended so as to bs limited to existing water
lines, and then adopted. The board then ad-
journed tint tie.
