between their lips since Buchanan's admin-
istration. Do they relish it because they
appreciate it as a declaration of principle, or
because it carries with it the assurance that
the hardest man for them to beat next year
will not be a candidate?

By right of experience,
ability and former position he is entitled
to it, and if he maintains on the floor the
principles he has asserted on the stump
since the last session, he will satisfy the
most ardent friends of the party. Now
that the Third Term project is out of the
way, he will probably be satisfied that the
Republicans of the South can be protected

printers that their beft interests will be
served if they come to some reasonable
agreement before Congress meets. Every
employing printer in the District will gladly
yield something for the privilege of retain-
ing skilled labor, and the skillful Union
men should yield something in return.

STRICT ADHERENCE TO PARTY PHIHQI-PL- E

AST) BECOBD.

The necessities which brought the Re-

publican party into existence were not
fleeting and unstable. They had their
origin in the desire of loyal people of the
country to destroy the fallacy of State
rights. The struggle between the

the was sub-

sidiary to this consideration, although the
discussions which occurred as a part of that
struggle were active influences in centering
public thought upon the question of a
divided allegiance between the governments
of States and the General Government
The times required a centralization of
power in the latter. To accomplish this
without shocking the sensitive love of the
people for forms which are free from even
an appearance of strong or arbitrary gov-

ernment was a delicate task. Bat while It
was being accomplished the war occurred,
and the people were taught the absolute
necessity of it by the stern experience of
civil and sectional strife. In this way the
principles of the party were fixed and its
record was made. To deviate from those
principles now or hereafter, or from the
path, of consistency which is plainly laid
down by that record, would bo both

and ruinous. The history of

political parties shows that such devia-
tions have invariably resulted in
their destruction. The people vote,
not so much by habit, certain ticket,
but because the ticke.'and the naneshipon
it symbolize a 'sentiment. That sentiment
illustrates a patriotic Tjelier, and it la only'
when it is not, aroused that the ordinary
voter forsakes his fealty to party organizi-tion- .

But it is mostearnestly aroused when
the leaders of a party organization attempt
to betray their followers by abandoning

d principles.' Then the peo-

ple turn upon their leaders, and, as the or-

dinary phrase is, the party unloads itself ;

but the principles remain as firm as the
everlasting hills to form the nucleus of a
new organization. This fact received defi-

nite illustration when the Democratic lead-

ers sold themselves to the so called Liberals,
and went before the people on a liberal

platform, with Horace
Greeley, an Abolitionist, as their candidate.
If the Republican party should pursue a
similar course, should nominate anyone
but an Republican, and present
to the people anything but an
Republican platform, its-- defeat would be a
foregone conclusion. In short, in the pres-

ent temper of the people, the boldest policy
is required to secure success. By this wo
mean not only a strict adherence to both
principle and record, but a declaration of
progressive intent. While the party was
making its record it incurred many
obligations, founded upon sacred prin-
ciple, which remain to be fulfilled.
As it was the party of freedom
and moral progress, it freed the slaves, and
it is morally bound to protect them in the
exercise of the rights of citizenship which
followed as the natural consequence of their
freedom. As the party of the Union it as-

sumed an obligation to take care not only
of those who fought for the preservation of
the Government, butof those who remained
true to Union principles during the war
and those who uphold them now that the
war is ended. A declaration embodying
these propositions as a part of the next
National platform is a paramount require-
ment. Coupled with them should be dec-

larations of reliance In the patriotic inspira-
tions of the people and faith in their ability
to govern themselves. No matter how
centralizing the executive authority ot the
nation may be, there is no danger that
the ship of state will drift away from its
purely republican moorings so long as that
inspiration and ability remains unsullied;
and the most earnest rebuke of the acts
which led to the war can only be effected
by the adoption of such a declaration in
favor of a strong, healthy and independent
central Government. On other questions,
including the finances, internal improve-
ments, inter-Stat-e commerce, &c, the
party will simply be called upon to re-

peat its former pledges and complete
those which have been partially made
as the result of more recent public
emergencies. With such a platform as this,
and nominations made upon it of men who
are known to be able and bold enough to
carry out the pledges it contains, the people
will be convinced that the party is entitled
to their confidence, and its success will be
assured.

and to decorate their rude graves with fresh
aud beautiful flowers upon" each returning
fniiir; Lut for us to join with those who
brought all our misfortunes upon us In deco-raliu- g

the grates of those who wantonly laid
watte our l.clJs, ruined our homes, and mur-
dered thousands of our joun; men, the dower
of tLls Southern land, is utterly abhorrent to
the ftclluffs of every true Southern man.

A commingling of all sections In celebrating
the Centennial of Lexington, Mecklenburjr
and Bunker Hill may le t exy proper, as 'iur
victories at those places arc a common i-t

jcc ; but it Is a mere sham and mockery for
uto gather Cowers to strew over the graves
cf those who not onlj put the torch to our
duellings, but, in many instances, with a ruth-
less hand destroyed the shrubbery and lovely
fiower-panlcu- s that surrounded them, ani
many places that were sweet with the perfume
of roses were left as black and desolate as a
desert.

A oluntary agreement on our part to any
such srraugenient a. alluded to In the article
referred to would be a surrender or our man-
hood, and would be scorned and despised by
those whofe good will we thns seek to sjcure.
That this is so we hac only to satisfy our-
selves by calling to mind the treatment of our
dead comrades at Arlington. Our own people
were not permitted to place tokens of affection
upon their graves, and more recently similar
conduct in Greenwood Cemetery, New York,
where the remains of the brave General Whit-
ing lie mouldering to dust.

We take the following extract from a letter
of June lr written In "New York by a South-
ern man : "There were many thousands of
people In all parts of Greenwood decorating
the graves of Federal soldiers and civilians,
but the only tribute to Whiting was by your
correspondent; his the only visit to that lonely
and unmarked grave. I make no comment
you may do that."

After such Instances as these, for the South-
ern people to join with those of the North In
decorating the graves of the Federal soldiers Is
repugnant to our Idea of honor and t.

How can we, without feelings of shame and
place flowers, emblems of

love, upon the graves of those, It may be,
whose hands were once red with thu blood of
our brothers, or who fired the fatal bullet
through the heart of an only son. To do this,
human nature must undergo a revolution.

rTo be guilty of such a sacrilege, we must
blot from our memories all recollections of the
glorious past, and the outrages and Inhuman
vasalage of our enemies; we mast cease to re-
member the burning of Atlanta and driving
twenty thousand men, women and children
from their home upon thirty hours' notice;
burning the beautiful city of Columbia, the
firing of one hundred guns over the burning of
Richmond and the burning of two hundred
flowering mills In the Valley of Virginia; the
burning of thousands of Southern residences
and robbing the Sourthern people of countless
millions of property; Butler's Infamous New
Orleans order reflecting upon the chastity of
our women; Sheridan's banditti dispatch, In-

dorsed by Grant and to a great extent sus-
tained by popular sentiment at the North, and
many other crimes and outrages not herein
enumerated. When we forgot all this, we may
"unite with Federal soldiers and Northern
men In decorating the Federal dead," and not
before.

We wish to see "concord In our land and the
animosities ol the war foreter buried," but our
"Jove for peace" does not require us to de-

grade rursclves by kissing the rod that smote
us, or to honor those who lost their lives while
trying to take ours.
