We do not charge that his disease had in

and that while his efforts to be acknowl-

edged as a mediator for the settlement of
party differences were renewed with wonted
rigor, it was noticeable that he had lost his
bold and aggressive manner of dealing with
the Opposition. He fairly cowered before
the men with whom, in times past, it was
his glory to measure swords. Among the
first to be frightened at the continued as-

saults of the Independent or De-

tective press against leading Republicans,
he was also among the first to shiver and
run away from the Third Term spectre.
Whether true or not, it was his misfortune to
have his name connected with tales of Credit
Hobilicr operations, and he became bo

so cringingly cowardly, that he
trembled at the .rustle of a newspaper, and
sought by the most undignified loquacity
to make friendships with newspaper men of
every class. Day after day and week after
week the spectacle might have been seen,
during that particular as well as subsequent
sessions of Congress, of the Vice President

of the United States seeking interviews

with the journalists of high and low de-

gree, and of good and bad repute, whd
abound so frequently in Washington on

snch occasions. Bat no one believed him
to be corrupt. He was and is poor, so far
as money is concerned, however rich he
may be in self appreciation of his mental
abilities.

Meanwhile no one doubted his integrity
to party principle or pirty discipline. It
nas not until the Southern question loomed
up, with its forebodings of dan er to the
permanency of the work of the Republican

party, if not to the Republic itself, that he
began to show strong indications of waver-

ing intent The Third Term goblin con- -'

tinued to haunt him, and he found fault
with the President because he did not
speak out on the subject Being garrulous
himself, and lacking dignity to the extent

that he talked at all times and on every
subject he could not understand why any
one else should find silence to be dignified
and discreet. Every one in Washington
during the last session of Congress will re-

member the "too unanimous" manner in
which he made his chatty presence felt
One strain the necessity of reuniting the
party, of persuadinc Grant to speak, of
harmonizing everything and everybody,
and of allaying imaginary ghosts continu-

ally poured from his lips into the ears of
friend and foe alike. Sam Bowles, of the

of the Republican party, and some of them
traitors or deserters from Its folds, were
bis confidants. Through their pens into
tho columns of their cynical and unscrupu-

lous journals, and thence with somewhat
demoralizing effect to the public, he filtered
his fears, anxieties and gloomy prophecies.
He made this somewhat famous quadrilat-

eral his organ in everything the word or-

gan implies. Forgetting that he was the
creature of accident and assuming in his
abundant self conceit that ho had won his
spurs as President Grant won his by actual
aad brilliant services to the country, ho be-

came ambitions of dictating the policy of
his party, and to succeed in this ambition
was foolish enough to take issue with some
of its wisest and most experienced leaders
regarding vital points of legislation in-

tended to remedy the unfortunate condition
ofaflairsin the Southern States. He ad-

mitted that the conspiracy to strike
from the constitutions of those States all
acknowledgment of the superior authority
of the General Government had obtained a
strong foothold and was in dinger of
being successful. But without suggesting
any other remtdial method, he joined the
cabal which claimed that the proposed leg-

islation then pending for that purpose was
an adroit subterfuge to secure the success
of the Third Term project Ignoring Pros
ident Grant's patriotic record, and refusing
to recognize in it any assurance of patriotic
service in the future, he willfully turned
his back upon the colored and wYito Re
publicans of the South who had aided so

materially in his elevation to his present
office, and clasped hands with the men who
were engaged in a selfish and villainous
scheme to overthrow the power of tho Ad
ministration. In short, he became the earn-

est adviser of the worst enemies of the
Republican party because they were insid-

iously at work within its ranks to secure
the destruction of its consistency, or out-

side of its ranks to secure the destruction
of its principles. He probably did
not appreciate his course in this light
and is therefore entitled to the credit (t)
of being mistaken. But, now that the
Third Term ghost has been allayed, it may
be explained that his policy then seemed
to be to destroy the chances of President
Grant becoming a candidate for renomi-natio-

A resolutien to the effect that neither
a State or the Federal Government has the
constitutional right to dissolve the Union
was rejected by the convention by a vote
of 48 to 0 a decided vote affirming the
right of a State to secede. This startling

fact, showing the untrustworthinees of his
observations, was also commented upon.

We hope it is ended, for it is a

disagreeable thing to he compelled to ac-

knowledge this continued absence of dig-

nity and proper respect for his office on his

part, and it is still more disagreeable to be

compelled, in. to explain the
real character, or lack f character, or a
man who should enjoy the respect and con-

fidence of the American people. We have

no favors to ask of him, however, and hare
had none in the past On the contrary, the

boot is on the other foot He would not

now be in condition to provoke this reply

from us had it not been that the shrewd

management of Tue National Republi-

can at Philadelphia gave Virginia the

floor instead of Tennessee. Because th it

shrewd management secured his nomina

tion we leel that we hao doubly the right

to criticise him. and we do it without Uesi
