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THE FOUKTH OF JULY.
This recurring celebration of the Fourth

of July is the ninety-nint- h anniversary of
the Declaration of Independence. The
ceremonies throughout the country in honor
of the event will be more general and more
imposing than they have been since 1860 ;

but, 'after all, they will include nothing
more than merely the lighting of the fires
on patriotic altars for the magnificent rites
and splendors of the Centennial celebration
of next year. The most superficial ob-

server of the action of men and th sig-

nificance of events cannot help realizing
the fact that as America grows older Ameri-

cans grow prouder of its history, and hold,
in increasing veneration, the men and the
deeds that constitute the foundation of our
imperial strength and glory.

On the Fourth of July, 177C, a revela-
tion from Heaven to earth disclosed to the
world the purposes of God to make the
Lome of Washington the Temple of the
Spirit of Freedom, of Progress and of
Majesty. The ministers of prophecy, the
pioneers of progress, the exemplars of
power were all designated by Infinite Wis-

dom, and from the date of the revelation
to this the work has evenly and steadily
gone forward, so that now we can compre-

hend something of the grandeur of the
proportion and the beauty of the design
which the Almighty Architect has framed ;

and how becoming it is, while surrounded
by the rays of the dawn of our second cen-

tury, to sit down and reverently contem-
plate the blessings we have enjoyed, and
our duty as a people ; and, though re-

minded by the voice of inspiration that
" the nations are as a drop of a bucket,
" and are counted as the small dust of the
" balance," we can group innumerable
evidences of the favor and protection of
Him who holds the universe in His palm.
As memory sweeps back this morning over
all our richly jeweled history to the 4th
of July, 1T7C, what is the inspirational
voice we hear from Independence Hall!
It is this : "All men are created equal ;"
from the sky we hear the descending re-

sponse, "Bender therefore to all their
dues." Liberty is due to all, for all are
"created equal," and under tho Constitu-

tion all enjoy liberty, and bo great is the
power of this liberty that it invests the
humblest citizen with the same political
prerogatives belonging to the highest The
source of all liberty is in tho generous
bosom of the Infinite. From that source
our liberty as a nation is derived. Its con-

tinued gift will be commensurate with our
own generosity to the oppressed and tho
weak. When we seek its boundaries and
attempt to hedge in its blessings, then the
flow from its divine source will be checked,
for we shall cease rendering "to all their
dues," we shall become deaf to the voice
of the Declaration, and disobedient to the
mandate of Heaven. The puaishment
will be the removal of liberty from us in
the same degree we circumscribe that of
others, now important it is, then, for our
continued prosperity as a nation that all
constitutional laws concerning liberty and
all its safeguards be kept inviolate by those
who have been influenced by the spirit of
freedom to create them, and how de-

termined tha American people ought to be
to witness the erasure of the last statutory
provision in any State that interferes in any
way with the liberty of a citizen. The
purest, highest, noblest forms of liberty are
in natural liarmony with the most humane
and tender laws, as, on the other hand,
despotism demands for its protection des-

potic and cruel legislation. "Forward,
march, ye soldiers of liberty !" is the com-

mand of God.
Listening again to the voice of the fathers

we hear the enunciation of the solemn
agreement, "Congress shall make no law
"respecting an establishment of religion, or
"prohibiting the free exercise thereof;" and
from on high, like a note which fills the
world with melody, comes the response:
"But they shall sit every man under his
viae and under his In these re-

flections, appropriate to the day, we have
nothing to do with the details of progress,
but here cannot help recurring to the fact
that in 1775 the total number of ministers
of the gospel in the United States
was scarcely fourteen hundred, and
the number of congregations was
not more than two thousand, and it would
be a liberal estimate to say that the sittings
numbered six hundred thousand. In 1870
there were in the United States 72,439 re-

ligious organizations, (53,082 religious edi-

fices and 21,063,062 sittings. These facts
alone prove the wisdom of the provision,
and how gloriously the spirit of freedom
lias been lifted up in this regard. The
broad, the comprehensive mind, assimilat-
ing itself in the slightest degree to that of

g perception, can understand what
would have been the result if religious
faith had been regulated by law. The
thousand bubbling springs and rills on the
mountain side make, at its base, the deep
broad river, and the river, muting with
others, flows on and rests in the ocean; so
all religions, having their source in funda-menc-

truth, unite and bear the believer
out into the broidand peaceful ocean cf
infinite love, and on its bosom all rest in
safety. Experience teaches us, as a na-

tion, not to interfere in an arrangement so
clearly fashioned by the Divine will, but,
on the contrary, to foster toleration,
to protect religious liberty, and thereby
promote the continuance of religious pros-
perity. There are some things we can do
as a people, in return for the favor and
affection shown ut. Whatever advance
we have made In art and science is, like
liberty, the gift of the Almoner of all
things. Great brains have been worked
upon to do great deeds. Fainting, sculp-
ture, music, the drama, invention, science,
have all had American exemplars and dis-

ciples who have crowned our country with
laurels, greener and more frazrant than
those worn by any other nation. The
glory of s people, their dominion and
power, is extended by every new achieve-

ment in the realm of art and science. Its
recognized teachers and prophets ought to
to liberally supported. They ought not
to be cramped. Poverty may be the
.mother of industry, and "necessity the
mother of invention," in some cases, but
they are more often the mothers of dis-

couragement and absolute failure. It
would bo in accordance with the spirit
of the "nineteenth century to create'
a great fund, and appoint com- -

niiss'oners for its distribution among
fie eat American painters, sculptors and
inr tors, bo that their whole minds, their
en energies might bo given up tJ work
fr 'ie glory and ornamentation of our
c 'ry, and free schools for the develop-- l.

of genius ought to bo generously es-- t
a'led.

L iful things are appreciated as such in
al. i varying degrees of capacity to com-p- r

'nd infinite beauty. The enlargement
of the soul, the power to appreciate, comes
from education. Then the higher and
more general the education of a nation the
more sublime will be its veneration for the
beautiful, and mora marked will be the
favor of Heaven in return. The better
liberty is understood, the more art and
science are cultivated, the more profound
and glowing will be the enthusiasm of
patriotism and the quicker it will bound to
the delense of what is held dear. In view
of these thoughts how grand, how power-

ful and how full of lofty meaning is the
motto, "God and our Country."

JUDGE HEILS0H AND THE BEECHES
TEIAL.

The discharge of the jury in the case of
Tilton vs. Beecher without a verdict is a
result prophesied by many in this section
from the commencement of the trial, and
at last the entire country fell into the belief
that such would be tho case. The moral
effect of this disagreement cannot amount
to much one way or the other, for the com-

munity have taken sides, and their opinions
would not have been changed in tho slight-
est degree by anything the jury might
have determined As it stands, Sir. Tilton
is no worse off, and Mr. Beecher is without
a legal record in his favor. Judicious per-
sons will never cease to regret tho proceed-
ings, for they have sown the seeds ot
harm, which will permeate many a house-
hold and many a pulpit There is one
figure in the trial which looms up into
splendid proportions that of tho presiding
Judge. His bearing throughout the pro-

tracted trial has been one of thorough dig-

nity and great power. His decisions have
been made in prudence, wisdom and jus-
tice, and they have carried with them the
weight and authority of law, and the an-

nals of jurisprudence, either in this coun-
try or in England, do not afford an exhibi-
tion of greater fairness, perspicacity and
accurate than that afforded by
Judge Neilson's charge to the jury.

so just, so even was it in all its
proportions that it gave supreme satisfac-- .
tion to both sides. When the fierce and
terrific nature of the contest is considered
this fact becomes all the more remarkable.
His conduct of the trial has civen him a
lofty position among the judges of tho
land, and hereafter all his utterances from
the bench will be read with profound re-

spect Previous to tL i) trial his reputation
was a local one ; now it is the pride of our
country and world-wid- e in celebrity.
When one proves the possession of a judg-
ment so clear, ready and powerful, and so
invariably unbiased, it is in proof of the
possession of a virtue that i3 noble, a heart
that is generous, and an intellect that is a
power. Ermine' as beautiful and spotless
as Judge Neilson's commands admiration,
and confers honor upon the arena of legal
strife in America.

'GBADUATES.
A large proportion of all the public as-

semblages which have gathered for the
past ten days in this country, and have
been chronicled in the newspapers, are
those which related to schools. If we
judge our educational system by tho last
results it exhibits, by the final creatures it
makes when it finishes its man, opens
the school door, ushers him forth, saying,
the world is before, you, one might well
suppose the end of what Is called education
was to launch annually upon the country
as many young men with the title of law-
yers, physicians, and with that somewhat
vague term graduates, as possible. No one
believes that in any legitimate sense one-tent- h

of these young men are cither doc-

tors, lawyers, or scholars; that they can
manage intricate or even plain cases at
law; can master the subtle symptoms that
denote the hidden causes in disease, or do
anything better for the world of letters
than that they have just dons in their past
graduate addresses. Some "have studied
hard for their medals and their sheepskins,
others have them without study; but all
of them when they stand face to face with
the world, nosegay in hand, saying, "here
we are, you want us," will find that the
world, like the old sphynx that they
have read of in their classics, will ask
them questions too hard for them. Young
men, who among you has learned how the
pest of grasshoppers may be extermina-
ted t With your subtle analysis of phil-
osophy can you tell us whether Beecher
is guilty or innocent T

With your political economy, can you
give us a sure guide to the road that will
lead us out of hard times t This is what
the world wants to know. Can you answer
them with such solidity and clearness that
your words will carry conviction and
silence doubt? Then, Messrs. Graduates,
you stand "plucked" at your first examina-
tion. But there is no room for discourag-
ement You are wanted in the field, in the
workshop, on the ship, in the mine all
over the Union there is need of you.
Your attainments will stand you in good
stead if you determine to work. But if you
rely on your college-give- n honors for sup-

port, you rest your life prospects upon a
basis as unsupportablo as a soap bubble. If
you determine to win in the race of life by
putting forth all the efforts and doing all
the work you would be ready to do had
you not been a graduate, and which you
suppose your young neighbor will have to
do because he has no diploma, you may
look for success, and your education will
be a help, but now that you have gotten
away from your Alma Mater, remember
the world needs workers, not talkers.

It has been announced in this journal,
by telegraph, that the New York Evening
Pott took possession of its new building,
at the corner of Fulton street and Broad-
way, upon the first day of July. The Pot t
of that date was issued with a supplement
containing a detailed description of the
new edifice, and the leading editorial arti-
cle was devoted to the removal and to a
summing up of the work that has been ac-

complished by the Pott during its long ex-

istence, and the results that it expects to
bring about some time in the future. The
removal of the journal which has so long
been conducted by Mr. Bryant occurred
on the fiftieth anniversary of the day on
which he began to write for its pages, and
the journal notes the fact by congratulat-

ing Mr. Bryant upon the beginning of the
golden year of his wedding to their pro-

fession. Another event which marks their
removal to new quarters Is the reduction
in the price of the Journal ; instead of five
cents it now sells for three cents per copy.
This la done for the purpose of increasing
its circulation, which has hitherto been
confined to men of culture and fortune,
among the greater multitude of laboring
men. The evidence of success which this
removal into a new edifice of its own erec-

tion furnishes is most gratifying to the
friends of Hr. Bryant and his asso-

ciates. The Pott is, and ever has "been,

under the management of Mr. Bryant, one
of the very best edited Journals in

Its columns are daily enriched,
with the choicest notices of current, litera-

ture ; while its records of science and art,
criticisms and elevated moral tone are'of.
inestimable' value. In congratulating it
upon its occupation of new and improved
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quarters we also take occasion to express
our gratification at the effort of the pro-

prietors to bring the cost of their journal
within the means of the humbler classes of
Wo population of New York.

It appeabs somewhat strange that
nearly all those who, like tho Vies Presi-

dent, are running about the country loose
In the endeavor to find out the first
choice of leading Republicans for the
next Presidency, are apologists for the
shortcomings of the Republican party.
They havo disguised themselves In the re-

form dress, and advertise themselves as In-

dependents. They talk about their old
party as if it had been indicted by the peo-

ple, and instead of defending it on the in-

dictment, hasten to put in a "plea of
guilty" on its behalf. This is the same
line of conduct pursued by Colfax and Wil-

son, when accused of having owned stock
in the Credit Mobllier of the Union Pacific
railway. They acted as if guilty, and has-

tened to f iver up their tracks instead of
acknowledging that they had owned the
stock or interest, and had "unloaded"
when they suspected that duty would call
them to vote or act on their own interests.
To all such Reformers we say "begin at
home. Reform yourselves, if you please,
but do not plead guilty for the party which
ia every State boldly defends its record."

The platforms of the Republicans of
Iowa and the Democrats of California
present some wonderful similarities, and
contrasts as well. They both favor hard
money as the only sound and reliable cur-

rency, and oppose railway monopolies and
land-gran- for purposes of improvements.
But theJowans approve the policy of the
Administration, while the Democrats of
California denounce it as dangerous to the
country. Tho latter also indicate their op-

position to Government protection alike to
Southern Republican citizens and the
Chinese immigrants in California. It is a
little singular that the Democrats of y

should everywhere be found advocating
the oppresion of the laborer. While
they Insist that the country is overbur-

dened with debt, they persist in crushing
labor, the employment of which is the
only visible and honorable means of ex-

tricating it from its burdens. Thpy pro-

pose the shorter road of repudiation, dis-

honorable though it be, as the desirable
method of wiping out our obligations.

The question of the validity of mar-

riage without tho interposition ofa civil or
ecclesiastical functionary has recently been
solved by an Indiana judge. There seems
to be nothing in the written or unwritten
law of the land, in custom or Immemorial
usage that can prevent a jnarilage when
performed in the presence of competent
witnesses, with the simple assertion, "I
will love, respect and obey," from being
valid. In fact a marriage of this nature is
so thoroughly legitimate that nothing but
death or the decree of a competent court
can dissolve it

The infamous audacity with which the
Loader-Pric- e scheme to influence both tho
public and jury by false revelations was
concocted, compares favorably with the im-

becility exhibited in the attempt to execute
the same. Unless the perjurers, and those
instrumental in suborning them, are pun-

ished with all the rigor of the law, justice
will soon bo begging for recognition in
Brooklyn, and what little true inwardness
there is left in the City of Churches will
feel like a cat in a strange attic.

TnE President of Mexico has at last
obtained possession of the desperado and
cattle thief of the border. Cortina is in a
fair way to be properly dealt with. The
citizens about Matamoras desire to rescue
him from the hands of the soldiers, but as
the latter have orders to shoot their pris-

oner in case of such an attempt, it is not
likely that it will be made. It is to be
hoped that order will be preserved and that
Cortina will bo punished as he deserves.

The British bull is pawing English
heath in a lively way to give vent to his
disappointment at the superiority of Amer-
ican arms and nerve, so emphatically es-

Smuggling and Morals.
(From the New York Methodist.

We last week made some suggestions on
this subject, coming to these conclusions : 1st.
It is the dnty of all in oversight to lessen as
much as possible the temptations to dis-

honesty; It is especially the duty of govern-

ment. 2d. Duties maintained at rates above
what Is called "the smuggling point" directly
foster dishonesty, and raise up a class of men
who thrive on violating the laws. 3d. Smug-

glers, It is admitted, are so successful in
evading duties as to practically control some
lines of goods.

It is, perhaps, as well that we should add
our hearty assent e Wesleyan doctrine,
that It is a sin to smuggle and take part with
smugglers. If we can say a word that will
help tho authorities toward enforcing laws
made for them by Congress, we shall be glad
to speak quickly and strongly. But the smug-

gler is no part of our audience; we have no
fear that our readers will in any way aU their
trade, unless their trade is effectively legalized
by law. And rates that are practically found
to promote smuggling seem to us to have in
the community the effect of law. When the
law forbids the inevitable, it seems to us to
strengthen rather than weaken it.

The real remedies of smuggling are two-fol-

1st. To fix tbo duties at such rates that they
can be collected. 2d. To collect them, and
this seems to us to imply considerable changes
In our methods in one word to imply civil
service reforms. The President's effort to re-

form tho dvll service is one of the most enlight-
ened acts of our recent political history. The
wonderful being known as ths American poli-
tician defeated that righteous and enlightened
effort. Onr difficulty Is the direct result of the
ascendancy of untrained men in legislation,
and the untrained man has insisted upon duties
too high to be collected, and upon employing
hit servants in the collection of the duties.
From the dutches of this system we see no
present escape; evil men will wax worse and
worse. The business of smuggling will be
more successful, and the strait of honest deil-ei- s

more painful, next year than It Is this.
What v. e really need to do is to get a com-

mon sense system of doing business, to Induce
the Congressman to recognize the laws of na-
ture anil the Interests of public morals. The
road we are on leads to ruin. It becomes
every day more dangerous for an honest man
to trade In Imported goods. It cannot be bet-
ter until there is a radical reform. We have
here nothing to do with protection, and free
trade. So far as bur special Interest Is con-
cerned, we consider only the dnty of the Gov-
ernment to maintain such rates as it can col-

lect, and no higher rates. We might put' the
matter more simply and say: Collect yonr
duties. Ton have undertaken to set up and
keep agate; keep it. By keeping it you will
give honest merchants a chance to livf . If
you fail to keep it, lf.you virtually say, "we
cannot, keep it, the rogues slip past us and
cany their goods with tbem'we serious!
doubt the power of honest merchants' to 'renf
der you any 'effectual assistance. ".Pursuing
goods after they have been landed, repacxea
and shipped to inland cities, and requiring
every noiuer to prove wai auues usra ooen
tmici. mav De jon?ress man's law. uut it is si
