The regis trarorvltalstatlstlcs submitted a state-
ment of mortality In this District for the week
ending July 3, or which the fallowing is a synop-
sis: Total deaths 119; male, white, ; female 7;
male, colored, 7; female 10: minors, male, white,
21;.female, 20; male, colored, 22; female, 23. or
this number 18 were under 1 month old, 60 under
lyear, lover 90, and 1 above 108 years or i;SJ
were natives of this District, si of the United
States, 5 of Ireland, and 3 or Germany.

The prlrdpal causes or death were, measles 2,
dlptberla 1, whooping-coug- h x, typhoid lever 1,
remittent fever 1, dlorrhea 14, dysentery 3,

1, cholera lnrantum S5,phthtslo
11, apoplexy 2, convulsions i, paralysis or

the heart 1, pneumonia 2, congestion of the lungs
2, dentition 4, violence 3.

The mortality of the District for the week was
119, (28 less than last week,) or at the rate of 4135
per 1,000 per annum ; 62.M per cent, of the deaths
were from zymotic diseases, 13.44 from constitu-
tional, 23.53 mm local, 7.58 from developmental,
and 2.52 from violence. The rato of mortality of
the white population was 24.91 per LOOO per an-

num, while the mortality or tbe colored popula-
tion was 80.60 per 1,000 for the same period. The
rate ol d ecrease of the white population by deaths
over births 8.04 per Lpoo,whlle the decrease of the
color-- d population by deaths over births was 50.70
per 1,000 per annum. For the same period there
were 18 marriages, 4 whites and 12 colored. Births
63, white male 21, female 19; colored male 12, fe-

male 11.
Br. Bliss asked permission to change the figures

set down as the estimated population of the Dis-

trict or Columbia. He had consulted prominent
gentlemen, possessed or valuable statistical In-

formation, and they were satisfied that the reck-
onings of the registrar were based on erroneous
census. It was thought that the white popula-
tion In the District now reached 125,000, and the
colored 45,000. It was necessary to get as near
correct In these figures as possible, In order to
nave the estimate right.

Mr. Marbury thought that the figures proposed
were rather in excess or the proper numbers. At
the time tbe new government was formed the In-

ducements held out for employment were so great
as to bring In a large Influx or people, especially
or the colored race. Since that government has
been abelisbed many have departed from the
District and sought homes elsewhere, and he did
not think ;lt either safe or accurate to make the
estimate on such an Increased basis.

Professor IVangston was satisfied that the col-

ored portion of the population had decreased
some, but not to the extent supposed, a fact that
could be attested by the noticeable Increase of at-- t

endance at the colored schools and churehes.
On motion of Dr. Bliss, It was decided to place

tbe basis for estimates In the future at 180,000
population until better advised.

A communication was received from Mr. Chas.
W. Chancellor, chairman of the committee on
health In the upper branch of the Baltimore City
Councils, stating that. If convenient to the Board
of Health, tbe officials of Baltimore, including
the mayor, presidents or the two branches or the
Council, the joint standing committee or health
and others, will visit this city Saturday, leaving
the Camden station at 10.15 a. m.

An Extraordinary Bull Compounding. Pel- -

vnies Allowable to Swell the Puis of the
Church.
Writing from Rome under date of Jnne 14, the

correspondent of the Manchester Examiner and
Timet says :

The debate on the publlo safety law In Sicily is
likely to be long remembered, not only for Itself,
but for Its consequences. One ef the first

been the withdrawal of the Deputies
of the Lett en nstte from the Chamber, and it is
but too probable that we shall near before long
of awkward occurences in Sicily.

Talanl's speech respecting the existence In Sicily
of a Papal bull, called the Bull of Composition, by
which confessors are authorized to compound with
their penitents for tbe acts of then which the lat-
ter may have committed, on condition that the said
nenltents provide themselves with the authorlza--

f tlon or the Papal bull and pay the sum therein
required. The Oiiervatort Romano the night
before last challenged Deputy Talanl to pro-
duce any copy or such a document Last night
the CazelU TItalia published such a copy,

it with the following remarks: "As we
have spoken on repeated occasions to demonstrate
its calamitous Importance, we publish it a second
time for the benefit or those who may have

the previous publication. The bull which
we reproduce is a copy of that or 1865. and It had
a large share in the causes which Impelled Paler-
mo to the troubles er 1866. This bull is repro-
duced annually, and Is sold without scruple in all
the cities and villages or Sicily, where agents are
sent oat for tbe express purpose by the several
Episcopal curias; It is affixed to the gates of all
the churches, and especially to those honored
with the name of Madrid; It Is authenticated by
Episcopal seal, and by the signatures or the ordi-
naries and ol the Roman Pontiff. The people
crowd every year to buy It, the belief being art-
fully Instilled Into them that Its validity does not
extend beyond the year. They regard It as a
snedeaof amnlet or talisman, and make the
greatest sacrifices to obtain a copy. InSlclly you
would fled with difficulty a home, especially
among the poorer classes, where the bull does not
exist, and where It Is not kept as something sa-
cred. To enlarge on the ptools or the existence
and authenticity would bo more than superfluous,
the more that the Oiiervatort Romano declares
that It has been published lor three cen-
turies. The organ of the Vatican seeks to repre-
sent It as not Injurious, but beneficent and holy,
because In its nineteen clauses, by each of which
theduped eonsclencesare Indnead to commit crime
with the assurance or a very easy Indulgence,
there are expressly added artificial and absurd
restrictions only Intended to evade tbe previsions
orthe criminal code." The Oazetta d'ltalia then
gives the document It bears the seal of the
Apostles Peter and Paul and the Papal arms.
The copy given bears the date or Palermo, 18th
October, 1865. After a somewhat long introduc-
tion, professing to furnish the nalionale of the
bull, and the prices to be paid for tbe privileges
conceded by the same, we have In nineteen
clauses the. cases In which compounding is per-
mitted, and In which. In virtue of this bull, those

may compound who shall have providedJersons with the same, and have given the
sums aforesaid, which the confessors are enjoined
to apply to charitable purposes.

1. Compounding Is allowed for evil gains ob-
tained and acquired illicitly or by usury when the
persons who have been Injured, and to whomo res-
titution would be due, cannot be stated.

2. Compounding is allowed on the Interest of
ecclesiastical benefices and rents, when such debt
has been Incurred through the neglect of reciting
the canonical hours.

3. Compounding is allowed In the case or lega-
cies or which the amount is retained by trustees
who are unable to find tbe legatees.

4. Compounding is allowed to judges, or police
magistrates, or assessors, who have received
money for the purpose of giving an unjust sen-
tence, or for the purpose of delaying a trial, to
tte damage or others, or who have doae some-
thing else which they ought not to have done, the
said judge compounding to the amount or the
money which tbey may have received Irom one or
mo parues, out notomg uiemsoives Douna to
Idcmntry the person wronged.

t. Compounding Is allowed to advocates who
have betrayed their trusts to their clients for
money, the said money to he paid to the church,
with the obligation to ldemnlfy the parties
wronged.

6. Compounding Is allowed to false witnesses
and false informers,orto those who have neglected
to Inform when It was their duty.

7. Compounding Is allowed to all officers of the
law courts with the samo condition.

8. Compounding Is allowed to all Judges, both
lay and ecclesiastical. In temporal causes, who,
even though they have given a Just sentence, have
accepted money for so doing.

s. Compounding Is allowed to all attorneys, no-
taries public and law officers who are In the habit
of taking exorbitant rees, but have forgotten the
persons from whom they have taken them.

10. Compounding Is allowed to those who set at
liberty criminals, and who receive money for so
doing, paying to the Church the sums they re-
ceived, and otherwise seeking to make amends.

U. Compounding Is allowed for sums obtained
for unfair gambling.

:2. Compounding is allowed in the case of those
whu .ssume false characters.

13. Compounding Is allowed where property has
beentound and the requisite diligence has not
been used to find the owner.

14. Compounding Is allowed in the case or per-
sons who have many articles belonging to others
In their possession, and have difficulty In deter-
mining tre owners.

15. Compounding Is allowed for damage done to
the grain, flocks or herds, pastures, vineyards or
other property.
B16. Compounding is allowed to Immoral women,
who are not public prostitutes, when they bare
received money or jewels for Immoral purposes,
ard the same thing applies to men similarly sit-
uated.

17. Compounding Is allowed to tbe venders of
adulterated wine with false measures. In the case
where tbe dealer In wines cannot recollect the
parties to whom he has sold It

18. Compounding is allowed on all kinds of
Illicit business or evil gains, where usury or un-

just rewards, or In any other business or traffic,
In cases where the partlei compounding have for-
gotten the names orthe parties wronged.

The nineteenth clause Is the declaration of the
apostolic commissary that no other form or the
bull, except that regularly authenticated as
above, shall have the due validity.

The Otiercetore Romano, In its defense orthe
bull, stated that It continued In lull force not
only In Sicily, but In all parts orthe world which
had at any time been subject to the Spanish
Crown. It must, therefore, be In fall force In our
military dependency of Gibraltar. Let Mr.

Making Wine from Native Grapes.
The following receipt for making domestic wine

from Catawba or Isabella grapes, used b y G. A.
Nlcolls, at Beading, Pa, in 1859 to 18W, Is com-

mended to us by a gentleman who has tried tt
successfully. Its directions have the merit, rare
In receipts, or being rail and precise :

L I select perfectly ripe bunches, and then care-
fully pick off the stems and remove all grapes
which are not quite ripe.

2. Squeeze tbe Juice out either by hand or
press, strain through a nalr sieve, and pour It at
once into a clean, sweet barrel or keg, adding to
the vessel two gallons or water for every gallon or
Juice made.

3. Atthesame time put In four pounds of sifted
sugar per gallon or Juice.

4. In adding the two gallons of water stated in
section 2 let It strain through the pulp, skins,
&C or the residuum of the grapes after being
squeezed.

6. Fill tbe vessel fall up to the bang-hol- e,

which cover with a sand-ba- to aUow the fer-
mentation to escape.

6. Watch the barrel dally, and clear or scrape
away tbe scum, which will be thrown out In large
quantities.

7. As the wine falls below the bung, fill up
dally (alter clearing away the scum) with sugar-wate- r,

made with two pounds of sugar to the gal-
lon of water.

8. Tbe fermentation will continue from three to
six weeks, according to tbe weather. When tt has
ceased I poured Into the bung-hol- e about one gill
or brandy to tbe gallon ot Juice, to flow ever the
surface and prevent Its souring; but the brandy
may not be indispensable. Then bung the vessel
up tight

9. During the cold weather, in say the following
February, when the wine is perfectly still and
