At first It seema remark-
able, but sho la apparently so dignified and clever
that tbe style of dreaa la aoon lost sight or.

, people here bare great respect for ber, as for all
the lanillv, and tbe calamity which baa overtaken
Mr. Owen Is the occasion or universal sympathy
and regret. Then la a prejudice against spirit-
ualism and all sorts of "curves," but tbe proclltfl-tie- s

or the Owen ramllv that way aro kindly over-
looked. "Miss Rose," as she la called, is tree to
take ber sun-bat- on the tile roof or her dwelling
and outdoor siestas, and comment Is resented.

Hiss Owen Is possessed of moro than ordinary
talent, and Is a writer or acknowledged merit.
She is a regular contributor to tbe Eastern mag-
azines. Through the kindness of Mr. Pelham
and Mr. Frctagoetl procured an interview with
ber, but not nntll ber father's departure to the
Indiana Hospital for the Insane

Miss Owen's statement is deserving or particu-
lar respect, as she bas been wltb ber rather with
little Intermission tor tbe last two or three years.
She datea tbe beginning of tbe mental and pbyil-ci- l

strain, wblch ended In Insanity, to his engage-
ment wltb the Allcnlic to write bis autobiogra-
phy. He worked very bard and without ceasing,
tie dally averaged seven hours of writing, and
tbe arternoon In stndy, while he spent most or bis
evenlngslnCambridge, (he was staying at Bos-
ton,) in company with Longfellow and other lit-
erary celebrities, thus s spins up the excitement
or bis brain. Wben expostulated with be said be
never bad felt better; tbat labor was rest labor
was a delight. He observd more than once that
as far as a sense of wearlne's or pain was con-
cerned, be did not know be bad a body. Indeed, be
never in all bis lire bad displayed as much vigor
or mind and body. This lasted about six months,
when be began to ahow some eymptems ol dys-
pepsia. His appetite was bad and be did not
sleep well. He wrote at length tor Ma daughter
to come to him. She four a him weak and
nervous, and persuaded blm to accompany
ber to Dansvllle, N. Y., and place himself under
the care of fir. Jackson. Here be was apparently
contented, but his spirits were not nearly as
buoyant as usual, and be was exceedingly quiet
and taciturn. These peculiarities Miss Owen at-
tributed to the thought be was bestowing upon a
lecture be delivered subsequently at Bochestcr.
It was extremely metaphysical and attractive,
and was tbe occasion of a fatiguing round of civil-
ities. Mr. Owen'a strength gave way, and be
was attacked wltb bilious intermittent fever, and
bad the most selous illness of his life. He was
confined to bla bed for ten daya, and to bis room
aa much aa a fortnight. Although distressingly
Treat, bis mind was never so clear, never so full
of Ideas, and before be could alLtw be engaged In
composition. He was too weak to write himself,
and dictated to bla daughter. She was fearful of
the consequences, but all tbat ahe could say did
not change bis course. He dictated and wrote a
paper on "Tbe Efficacy of Prayer," the reasoning
of which was so abstrue that It required a painful
effort on the part or bla daugbter to follow him.
When be was not writing bis mind was busy pro-
jecting a work on "The Unity or God." In the
meantime, bis nervous excitement increased, and
Ills spirits became variable, at one time depressed
andatanotber exceedingly buoyant. He made
one or two purchases, which rather surprised bis
daugbter, but sho did not suspect anything
"wrong until, in reply to an expression of wonder,
be assured her be was worth millions. Tben ahe
discovered be bad purchased several pieces of
property, and made first payments on aome of
them. His behavior became more and more
eccentric, until, truly alarmed, ahe telegraphed
for ber brother, and together they brought him
borne.

A SHATTERED BBAIlt.
I asked Miss Owen If tbe supposed tbe treat-

ment at the cure bad Injured ber rather. She
laid, "Mot at all; tbat be was under Itbnttwo
weeks." Tbe Illness from wblch be suffered was
a billions attack, from wblch he was recovering,
with mind as clear as a bell, when the effort to
give expression to bis thoughts overtaxed bis
strength, and his brain gave way. If his mind
could have been restrained It would not have
happened, and she yet hoped wlthqulet and rest
bla (acuities would be restored, with this hope
she bad brought him back to bla old borne, and
for a day or two be bad seemed better,-bu- t bis
wor.t symptoma bad returned, and they bad sent
blm to tbe hospital. Tbat bad been advised from
ibe first, but she could not give ber consent until
other means bad railed. Besides, ber father's
health was so feeble tbat it did not leem possible
for blm to live, and in tbat case she could not
bear to place blm Is the bands of strangers. His
physical bealtb bad Improved, while bla mind
bad grown more unsettled, and tbere waa no
alternative but to aend blm to the hospital!
There be could have the benefit or proper medical
treatment and regular diet, and tbe anxiety or
bis friends would be measurably relieved. They
could sot take care of blm, especially as every
day be grew more impatient or restraint. I ven-
tured to ask Miss Owen if sbe thought tbe morti-
fication at the Eatle King expose bad bad any-
thing to do wltb her father's Insanity, and sbe re-
plied promptly la tbe negative. It disturbed him
lor a little while, but be aoon dismissed it from
bis mind.

"It la sot true, then," I remarked, "tbat be
wrote nothing afterward ?"

"On tbe contrary," Mist Owen replied, "be
wrote an article about tbe Katie King matter,
and another In tbe "Atlantic" upon varlaloid. His
mind does not dwell on aplritua(lam,but, like tbat
or aged people, recalls the pleaaurea and acenea
of bla youth. He might be called happy In bis
delusions, lor be baa an Idea tbat his wealth la
unbounded, and bla mind la full of schemes forthe
amelioration of suffering and tbe promotion of
happiness."

ME. OWXS'S MAERIAOE.

Since my stay Mr. O. W. Slater, editor and pro-
prietor of tbe NewHarmonr Kef'""", has given
me a copy ol the contract known as the "marriage
ceremony of Robert D. Owen and Mary Jane
Boblnson." Tbe recent decision of Judge Chap-
man legalizing a similar contract adds to the In-

terest wblch Mr. Owen's celebrity and unhappy
fate have thrown around It. The lady who be-
came Mr. Owen'a wife waa tbe daughter of Sam-
uel Eoblnson, a merchant of New York, and a rail
descendant of old Puritan stock:

"This afternoon I enter Into a matrimonial en-
gagement wltb Mary Jane Eoblnson, a young
person whose opinions on all Important subjects,
and whose mode of thinking and feeling coincide,
in ao far as I may judge, more Intimately with my
own tban do those of any other individual wltb
whom 1 am acquainted.

'We contract a legal marriage, sot because we
deem the ceremony necessary to us, or userul In a
rational state of public opinion to society, tat be-
cause If we became companions without a legal
ceremony, we should cither be compelled to a
series or dissimulations which we both dislike,
or be perpetually exposed to annoyances originat-
ing in a public opinion wblch la powerfal, theagh
unenlightened, and whose power, though we do
not fear or respect it, we do not perceive the util-
ity or unnecessarily braving. We desire a tran-
quil life In so far as It can be obtained withont a
sacrifice of principle.

"We have selected tbe simplest ceremony
which the laws of the State recognize, and wblch.
In consequence or the liberality or the laws, In-

volves nut tbe necessity or calling In tbe aid or a
member or tbe clerical profession a profession
tbe credentials or which we do not recognize, and
the Influence of which we are led to consider

to aoclety. The ceremony, too. Involves
sot tbe necessity of making promises regarding
tbat over which we have no control tbe state of
buman affectlois in tbe distant fatsre; nor of re-
peating forma which we deem offensive. Inas-
much as tbey outrage tbe principles of buman
liberty and equality by conferring rights and im-
posing duties unequally on the oxes.

"Tbe ceremony consist! simply In the signature,
by each of us, of a written contrict, in which we
agree to take each other as husband and wire, ac-

cording to tbe laws of tbe State of N ew York, our
s'gnatcres being attested by those of all our
friends who may be present.

"Or the nnjusi rights which. In virtue or this
ceremony, an iniquitous law tacitly gives me over
tbe person and property of another, I eaonot
legally, but I can morally dlveat myaetr. And I
hereby distinctly and emphatically declare tbat
I consider myself, and earnestly desire to De con-
sidered by others, as utterly divested, now and
during tbe rest or lire, ol any au Jb rights, the

relics ot a feudal and despotic system, soon
destined, in tbe onward course ol Improvement, to
De wholly swept away, and tbe existence of wbleb
la a tacit Insult to tbe good sense and good feelln;
or the present comparatively civilized age.

"I put down these sentiments on papsr, this
morning, at a simple record ot the views and feel-
ing wltb which I enter Into an engagement. Im-
portant In whatever light we consider it views
and feel nrs wb ch I believe to ba shared by hex
who it, this afternoonjto texme my wife.

stalled In ber stead. It Is hinted there was a
shock and as estrangement, which was covered
by ber departure and a sojourn in Germany. But
It this waa true ahe made no sign, (It was a con-

tingency tbatwas Implied In their marriage con-

tract,) and upon bis return to New Harmony,
although tbe marriage relation waa not resumed,
she proved ever his best and most faithful friend,
sympathizing fully In bit spiritual beller.

When Mrs. Owen died, wblch was after a short
Illntis In tbe month of August Tour years ago,
sbe waa followed to tbe grave by ber friends and
nelabbors, all or whom Telt ber death to be a per.
tonal lost. Tbe day wat bright and beautiful,
and tbe luncral services, which took place at tbe
comettry, were conducted by ber husband. At
bit remarks embody bit peculiar views, beauti-
fully expressed, I quote In full, at follows:

"I think it a commendable custom that, at to
funeral ceremonies, tbe wishes of the departed on
that subject should, as far as possible, be carried
out, wben these wishes are known.

Durlrg Mrs. Owen's illness tbo tali nothing
In regard to ber funeral. But tome two or three
mentbt ago It chanced, at men say though there
It no such thing at chance but It happened tbat
my wile and I bad a conversation on funerals,
bbe said sbe would rot wish to have any bell
tolled at btr funeral, especially If there wat any
tlcknett near. She thought tick person! somi.
timet suffered by bearing It, and the did not wltb
ber death to be tbe occasion of gloom or suffering
of any kind. Music, the said, she thought fitting;
mutlo serloua and appropriate Indeed, but also
hopeful and encouraging, wltb nothing of the
desponding and sepulchral about It, for gloom
aeemed to ber most Inappropriate. 'And what
about a Inneral sermon?' 1 asked. 'No' she re-
plied; 'not an ordinary funeral sermon, for these
usually contain unmeaning and unmerited praise.
But 1 ahonld like,' ahe added, 'that some one,
wbo bat tbo tame Ideal of death tbat I have,
would exprett tbem at tbe grave.'

"All this was laid Incidentally, and 1 think
without tbe least Idea in ber mind tbat I might
soon have to recall It, for the wai in perfect
bealtb at tbe time, and I, being more than ten
yeara ber senior, expected to go before her; but
It waa otherwise ordered.

"Iben I sought to fulfill ber wishes.
tbat tbe bell abould not be tolled, tbere

being at tbe time a lady a dear friend of hers
seriously 111 at my bouse. Then I selected, as
suitable for musle on auch occasion as this, a
poem by Mrs. Stowe, entitled 'The Other World,'
and I had a few copies printed for distribution
here."

Tbey were distributed accordingly, and Mr.
Owen resumed.

"Some friends have kindly volunteered to aid
us. Tbev will now sing a ptrtlon or that code.
Afterward I shall endeavor to say a few words on
the subjected of death. Then we will sing the re-
maining portion of Mrs. Stone's beautiful verses.
And alterward, if my esteemed friends. Rev Mr.
Mltcbell and the Rev. Mr. Erwln, one or both,
desire to speak, I am quite sure you will bear
tbem with great pleasure."

Tbe sinning waa conducted by Mrs. Bella
Golden, Mrs. Charles A. Parke, Miss Louisa
Dnclos and Mr. John V. Jones, several other per-
sona joining in. Tben Mr. Owen said :

I bave shown how tbe Owens were neither
given In marriage nor consigned to the tomb like
ordinary mortals. I could write a book or their
odd sayings and doings, as reported by tbe vil-
lagers. Withal tbere Is a cherished respect for
tbe women, wbo are models ot virtue; and for themen, who, if derelict from duty, are saints com-
pared with bjpoctltes and worldlings.

Bobert Owen dwelt In tbe spacious old Rapp
mansion, and It waa bla desire that bla four sons
should always live tbere atone family. Robert
Bale married first, and tbat far very well; but
when his three brothers all married in one da",
two marrying sisters, tbe wires thought it rathermany families In one, and persuaded the hus-
bands to get separate dwellings.

Tbe Btpp mansion was birned several years
ago, and, partially restored, wat the residence
oftbe late Uavld Dale, and It occupied by hit
widow. Thffold Colony bouse. In whl:h Robert
Bale once resided, was torn down, and bla booki
and furniture have since been boxed up, wblch
prevented me from seeing many Interesting relics
of tbe family.

It would make a sad ending to my letter If I
described the sorrows and misfortunes wh'oh have
befallen the children and grandchildren of Rob-
ert Owen Tbere Is a prospect tbat tbe next gen-
eration will be more practical, If sot as learned.
Tbere are certain graces of mind and heart In
tbe lathers which cannot fail to be transmitted
to tbe last of tbe race; and, judging from the
number of descendants, It does not bid fair to be
loon extinct L. B.

Tbe Pari! correspondent of tbe New York Tines'
writes a j follows: "M. Augutte Forel, a gentle-
man wLo spends bli life In studying ants and
their habits, and wbo tells tome aitoundmg tales
about tbem, bas Just received tbe Thore prise
from tbe Academy of Sciences. In his report upon
these Insects M. Forel first examines the differ-
ent species and tbelr peculiarities, and treats of
tbelr distinctive features as regards their capa-
bilities for labor orwar. He then treats tbem
anatomically, and tben speaks of their wonderful
Instincts. II all that he says be true, I should
think the word Instinct too feeble by half, and J
sbonld believe In tbe Intelligence of ants: Amonir
other things M. Forel says:

"Tbey render each other mutual services: wben
an ant has got besmeared with mud. Its compan-
ions set about cleaning It most methodically. M,
Forel had, by way or experiment, dirtied and de-
formed some of tbe silky cocoons that contain the
ant's nymphs; and the following day be found
tbem all perfectly clean, dressed, and brought In
abape again. What bas been said by Huber as to
the precision wltb which an expeditionary column
of Amasones (Polyrryut runctti) proceeds on Its
march, U only partially true, for when tbe Ins ecu
are laden wltb heavy-cocoon- s they cannot mind
any order, but go on as tbey can. Under such
circumstances many Use tbelr way, but wben
tbey get Into tbe right track again they evince
tbe greatest by their steady step;
they consequently are endowed with memory.
Tbe battlet or ants have been often described, but
even bere M. Forel bat something new to say.
Some species are timid and cowardly, and always
teek tafety In fllghttjjtbers are exceedingly
brave, and lieu to ujvy ausnt auuruaii insrgs.
Bat then there are others whose courage requires
exciting; tbey hesitate at first, but gradually-bs-com- e

bolder, and ultimately display foolbardl-nes- s
In a paroxysm of rage they will let them-

selves be Uselessly, killed. Wben an ant thus
lotet Itt its companions will try to
keep It bsck by its feet nntll It has returned to Its
tenses. Tbe architecture of the nests has re-
ceived much attention from tbe author, and be
shows that tbe same species will build Is different
ways. Tbe locality, the season, the extent ot the
population all these dzoumitaneet require spe-
cial arrangements. The ants will quarrel among
each' other about constructions that are not
equally convenient te all. Wses ants find a
habitation unoccupied, or bave driven tbe In-
mates from It, they will retain the old ar-
rangements, making osJy slight lmproTe&enti in
tbim."

bibe not only In the morning, but often three
times a day. Dr. Fergusson hat found that when
fed on allk twice a day, feeble children, between
thirteen and fifteen years ef age, grow nearly
four times as fast as children fed on tea or coffee,
whole growth between tbe years mentioned does
not exceed four pounds a year, whereas tbe chil-
dren fed on milk nlgbt and morning grow fifteen
pounds a year. At least one half of the boys In
tbe mills, from twelve to fifteen years of age,
either amoke or chew tobacco, or both, and tblt
operate! prejudicially on their growth.

Love, Bom, Jealousy, Harder and Attempted
Suicide.

Here Is the true story of Besty Brown, as
brought to us In tbe late Philadelphia papers.
Not as pleasast readlsg, perhaps, as the last fine
fancy In poem or novel to take with us to the
shady nook or beach, but useful.

Fire or six years ago William Brown was a
sober, hearty young fellow, well educated for his
station, and with a kind heart and pleasant man-
ner, which made him a favorite with all his kins-
folk, and brought him plenty of friends. The
friends led him to take a glass or two now and
tben; tbe glass or two became naturally steady
drink; tbe drink brought dismissal from his shor.
Idleness, dissolute habits. Still, Brown was, to
bis friends, "a good fellow," with no fanlt which
sobriety would not cure nobody's enemy. In short,
but his own. About a year and a half ago, going
out to tbe Park one day, be met in a car a neat,
pretty young girl, who was introduced to blm as
Bessy Herschelxner. "From tbe first moment I
saw her 1 loved ber," be says, and there is no rea-
son to doubt tbat the poor wretch bat loved and
been faithful to his wife from that day until now.
Love, however, never kept a drunken man from
abusing bis wife or making bis home a foretaste
of bell. Tbe girl bore with him for some months
and then left him, supporting herself by sewing.
"Will," ahe stated, "followed ber, drunk or
lober," watched ber continually, being Jealous,
naturally enough, as bis wife was pretty, and
resolutely refused to go back to her Ufa of misery
with him. One nlgbt two weeks ago be saw her
accost some man upon tbe street, in all innocence,
very likely, but It drove blm to frenzy. The next
day, according to his own account, being sober,
he avoided her, but In the evening be went Into a
saloon for a drink, and shortly afterward met ber
wltb another woman. He asked ber If sbe wasted
mosey. Sbe replied by a taunt, "Then," as one
of tbe witnesses testifies, "be threw bis arm about
her seek, and, I think, kissed ber, and the next
moment I saw the blood streaming from her
throat."

Sbe died almost instantly, and Brows escaped.
He went to some of bis kinsfolk and told them
what he had done. Tbey "liked Will," and bid
his bloody clothes, gave him another shirt, and
sent him on hit way. Tbe mas etcaped from tbe
police, wbo were beating tbe country for blm, and
reacbr d Beading. Tbere was nothing to bar his
way further until tafety was secured. Bst he
turned and came deliberately back, lay secreted
for two or three days In tbe woods near Philadel-
phia, asd then made his way to bis wife's grave.
Tbe lieutenant of police of tbe district, knowing
what manner ofa man be bad to deal wltb, and
his morbid affection for the woman be bad mur-
dered, had placed a watch about the cemetery,
expretiis g hit belief tbat Brown would come back
to bit wife even there. Wben be was arrested a
letter to bis mother was found on him, which
shows his Intention cf killing himself when be
bad reached the grave. Nothing in fiction or hi-
storynet tbe agonies of Fagln, nor tbe face of his
victim that pursued Eugene Aram by night and
noonday Is more traglo tban this letter written
by tbe murderer to his mother from time to time,
as be fled through the country, a horror of great
darkness pushing blm. Itit not the callows that
be sees or cares for, but "Bessy's blood running
down her neck." or his own hand wet with It, He
sees himself dead In bli coffin, with a dreadful
teir-plt- and bids his mother bring some young
people or whom be is fond to look (at blm, as a
warning against liquor. It Is not Bessy that he
blames; "she Is an angel waiting for him to cross
tbe riven" nor himself tne "Will" that his
mother knew and be knew; bst tbe liquor the
liquor. "If 1 bad not taken even that last drink,
this would not have happened."

A Hew Storr of Mr. Lincoln.

In his speech at Mr. Beecher's house, at Peek-skil- l,

on Monday night the Hon. Chauncey M.
Uepew was dispelled, by an allusion to t'-i- great
amount of testimony and the little evidence taken
In the six months' trial of tbe Tilton suit, to tell
an anecdote or the late President Lincoln, which
we do not remember to have seen printed.

Mr. Depew prefaced It by saving that when, as
Secretary of State or New York, be visited Wash-
ington In 1884 to look after the army vote, he had
occasion frequently, to refer matters directly to
Mr. Lincoln, who wss one day reminded of a
story, which he declared waa one of the only two
anecdotes original with him, notwithstanding his
reputation for story telling. "I only apply the
good stories others tell me," the President said.
Tbe story which he thereupon proceeded to tell
Mr. Depew was to the effect that many years
ago, when practicing at Illinois, he had appeared
for tbe defendant In a ease of assault and battery.
In which tbe complainant did not seem to be very
much Injured, although he had bees through a
long series ef brawls. In tbe course ef the plaln-tlf- rs

examination, Mr. Lincoln asked:
"How much ground did you fight overt"
"About six acres" was tbe reply.
"Dont you think." asked Mr. Lincoln, "that

tbatwas an almighty small crop of fight for so
much KToundl"

Amid tbe roars of laughter which followed, and
In which the voice of Mr. Beetberwas bead above
all tbe others, Mr. Depew suggested tbat it was
needleaa to make the application to such a quickly
appreciative audience.
