It sERMs that sll that is Decessary now-

A WORD OF ADVICETOSOUTHERN WHIGS.

In the organization of political parties in
the South after the close of the war there
wes some expectation that the Whigs of
that section, many of whom were Union
men, would join their fortunes with those
of the Republicans. They were noted be-
fore the war for their progressive aspira-
tions in opposition to the comparatively
stagnant policy of the Democracy. While
they belicved in a truly conservative effort
to become progressive and emulate the
thrift of manufacturing centres, their op-
ponents were content with an arrogant
snd dissatisfled refussl to entertain even
the shadow of am idea that any improve-
ment of thewrr political, commercial and
social position was possible. In fact, the
Southern Democracy, pure and simple, had
esrnest and hereditary ideas about ** our
rights in the Territories,"” about the reso-
lutions of "058-'04, and about their own im-
maculste respectsbility, and nothing more.
In other words, believing themselves to
be perfect in every regard, and living the
self-sufficient and conceit-engenderinglives
of slave.owners, they set themselves up as
infallible autocrsts. The Whigs enjoyed
some of these characteristics, but in & more
modemte way, and as a class were open to
argument, observation and conviction. In
short, these two elements of Southern
society, being st variance with each
other upon slmost irreconcilable ques-
tions, could never  have been
brought together and welded as one body,
as they were temporurily during the war,
under any other circumstances thao those
which combined to produce that war.
Even then the old enmises cropped out,
and the ragged edge of partisan jealousy
showed itsell often in the proceedings of
the Confederate Congress. The antipathy
of the Whigs to anything that even bore
the pame of Democracy was maost violent,
and it was only the mistaken idea of loyalty
to their section—they had unwiltingly
learned from their opponents to call it
their country—that induced them to take |
an active partin the war for the destruc-
tion of the Union, But, finding that such
Democrats as .h:i]i Davis hsd succeeded in
getting control of affairs to the extent of
making the Confederncy a virtusl Kingdom,
under the arbitrary control of a few, they
were always restive. They fought well,
nevertbeless, and their personal achieve-
ments on the battle-fields ranked as high,
g0 far as individual bravery was concerned,
as the acts of any of their fire-eating
fellow-soldiers. "When the war closed,
as we have said, it was expected
thet many of them would embrace
the opportunity then offered to join the
ranks of the opposition te their old foes,
the Democrats. This was their natural in-
clination. Why they did not do it is not
altogether a mystery, although it is some-
what strange. The reason is that the Jes-
sons of the war had not yet lost their sectionsl
and mace-prejudice influences. Sectional
pride and the pride of race, added to the
bitter memories of defeat, combined to in-
duce them to forget orignore their old
antipathies, and without messuring the
consequences, or paying any attention to
future considerations, they bcg'ln to “vote
as they fought.”

Not exactly the same thing occurred in
the North, for the Whigs of that section
had already joined in large numbers the
opponents of the Democracy, and the Re.
publican party had already succeeded im
asserting its supremacy; but this combins-
tion of Abolitionists and Whigs could find
no counterpart in the South. In fact, the
acknowledgment that the Abolitionists
had anything to do with the Republican
party, were its virtual Jfounders, and ex-
erted an influence in molding its policy,
had much to do with deterring the Whigs
from joining it.

Bat the time is coming when these more
recent influences and prejudices will disap-
pear. The old-time antipathy of the Whigs
to the State-rights is beginning
to be felt again. I it were not for the de-
lusion by which they were temporarily led
into active co-operation with the BState
rights element, and thereby contracted In-
consistentsympathies, st variance with their
hereditary inclinations, this antipathy would
assert itselfl more plunly. Every day, how-
ever, proves the devotion of the Southern
Democracy to its hero-worshiping pro-
clivities and its submission to the rule of
the Confederste military ring. In truth,
the same men are being advanced now into
public position in the Union who were simi-
larly advanced in the Confederscy. los
greater or less extent the old Whigs are
consequently being ignored as they were
when Jefl. Davis and his military ring
ruled with the iron hand of exclusiveness
the political fortunes of the rebel govern-
ment. It is true that the members of the
old Whig party are fust dying out, snd thay

associated with it in
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ring more is
no reasoh ¥ doubt the possibliity and
probubility that the Southern Whigs will
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found allies. Many
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attempt to take root and make the capital
their home. [Political demagogues, as a
general thing, are as impervious to the
puncturing force of religious shafts as the

puerile nibblings of the water-knst. They
seem enddbwed with a stretchy pliable con-
sclence that can find justification and con.
tentment In the performance of any deed
that will help work out their ends. They
have, without the remotest doubt, been the
most frequent subjects of conversation and
concern among the angelic councils in the
hesvenly department that regulates and
reforms mankind. And why not? Those
who walk in private ways, and upon whose
shoulders the responsibilities of good
government, of national prosperity and
faithful administration of laws rest, have
neither the scope nor power to subserve
the interests of God and the country for
personal aggrandizement that lies within
the grasp of the political demagogue.
Heaven, therefore, in accordance with the
eternal fitness of things, has made it &
primsal and imperative duty to direct its
reformatory shufts of morality against the
most conspicnous power of darkness, in
whatever form or disguise it may per-
chance be found. In view of this truth,
would it not be an appropriate and strictly
proper time pext winter for Sankey and
Moody o come smongus. The objects for
the moral shafts would then be with us,
The good and famous men could step st
once into an arena of needed reformation
broad and deep enough for an age of per-
sistentand arduous tofl. The material will
be ready for the revivalists in less than two
weeks after the Bpeaker's hammer calls
them to order for the first time. There is
something awfully solemn and important
about this suggestion, something that will
at first thought straighten laugLing wrinkles
in the human face divine; something that
will touch s responsive chord in every
heart that harbors a love [or country; some-
thing that will meet with the spprobation
of the community, the common country
and the world at large. Yes, have those
Christian gentlemen come. Urge them for
the sake of dying humanity to come. They
must come. We will need them. They
brought tem thousand British souls steeped
in the elements of eternal death into the
benign influence of & Christian life. For
this they received the congratulations of
earth and”the blessings of Heaven. Now
if they will only snatch the next Demo-
cratic Congress like a brand from the burn-
ing—worse, from out the pestilential
shades of corruption, disloyaity and politi-
cal avarice which will shroud them as a
gloomy pall—the American people will
bow their heads in gratitude, and from the
heavens will come, ** Well done.””
