to all Intelligent readers. It is a most remarka-
ble one from whatever standpoint It Is viewed,
and It teaches some of the most powerful and bril-
liant lessons of honor, courage, and ambition In
connicnritb bcmble parentage, poverty, and lack
or education. It shows bow a man armed with
determination can conquer In this country all ad-

verse and rise from tbe midst of
desolate surroundings to tbe proudest clvlo posi-

tions In tbe world.

Between those two positions runs tbe broad

river of tbe dead statesman's life. At no point In
Its coarse Is It an even andpladd stream. It Is
everywhere furiously dashing against Impeding
objects, breaking over obstacles, forming roaring
cataracts, and moving on with the strength of a
flood Into that Illimitable ocean where Its current
is at last stUled.

Tbe seventeenth President of the United States
teas born in Baleigb, N. O., December S3, 1831,

and was In bis sixty-eight- h year when be died, at
bis daagbter's residence. In Carter
at 230 a. m., Saturday, the 31st ultimo. Ills pa-
rents were of the most common sort, and all his
family relations were In tbe same condition. His
mother was a good and worthy woman, and at the
time ol his birth was holding the position of a
servant In the hotel at Raleigh. That night, sin-

gularly enough, was one of rejoicing there. It
wat the occasion of some celebration, nd a grand
ball was In progress In the dining room of the
hotel when Andrew Johnson drew his first breath
In a small room In the rear. That bis father, like
himself, possessed tbe virtue or courage Is proved
from tbe fact that he Ion his life while trying to
save a friend from drowning. This was when the
subject of this sketch was only four years of age;
and at ten, so narrow were tbe ways of bis house,
be was denied the rudiments of an common educa-
tion, and apprenticed to a tailor In bis native city,
forty seven years from tbe day he

CROSSED HIS LEGS OVER BIS TABLE
he was seated In tbe Executive chair of the na-

tion. He worked at his trade for seven years, bat
during that time his mind was more occupied
with thoughts or education than with anything
else, and bis slnmberlng ambition was nursed by
a gentleman who used to frequent tbe shop where
be worked and read to those employed. The
favorite volume was one of speeches from British
statesmen. He learned to read a little, and then
the gentleman made him a present of the book,
and besides gave blm valuable Instruction. The
neit book be got bold of was the

COLUMBIA ORATOR,

the first book of the kind for tbe use of schools
published in this country, and it has hardly been
excelled since. Those familiar with the book
could always tell somethingof Its Influence la Mr.
Johnson's speeches. Alter ten and twelve hoars
of work he laid down his thread and needles, and
far, far Into tbe sight be was poring over his
book, filling hit mind with lofty Ideas and
making d resolutions to some day
make legislative hallt ring with tbe elo-
quence of bis tongue. He was bis own
preceptor and mentor His ambition was fired
"with bis own fuel, and be created his own school.
In 1624, having completed his trade, he went to
Laurens, S.C., where be worked as
for two years. In 1627 be was married In Green-
ville, Tenn., to a lady ot great worth and superior
moral endowment, she recognised tbe nascent
talent of her journeyman tailor husband, and
being of some education berself she devoted all
their spare time to teaching blm. In tbe dead of
slLht she taught bim to write and to cipher, and
expanded his intellect in other branches, aud each
was bis progress, sach his early Influence and
power, that .when twenty years of age be was
elected

ALDXSXA3 Or GREEXVUXX,

and be served with such acceptance that be beld
tbe position for two successive years. With blm
tbere were no backward steps. His course was
onward and upward. In 1630 be was seated In
the mayor's chair, and beld that office for three
years; and In 18SS he was sent to tho Legislature of
Tennessee. Hewasdefeated for the same office In
1637, but was successful again In 1839. In 1640 he
made his first canvass ol the State as a Presidential
elector, meeting everywhere the Whig orators.
At this time, only thirty-tw- he was recognized
as a power. It was in vain that bis obscure birth
and imperfect education were urged against him.
Sprung from tbe people, he had the people with
bim, and he dashed with irresistible force against
all tbe proud positions of wealth, monopoly and
caste, and In 1S41 he was promoted to the state
benate, and in 1643 he took his seat In Congress,
and served tbere continuously until 1853, when ho
was elected

over Gostavns A. Henry, and was re elected to
the same office In 1855 over tbe celebrated Mere-
dith P. Gentry. His most conspicuous efforts
while a member of the House were for tbe bill re.
funding tbe fine imposed on General Jackson; for
tbe annexation ot Texas; the tariff of 1819; the
war measures or President Polk, and for the
homestead bill. Tbe latter was ever a pet meas-
ure with blm, and be never lost an opportunity
for advocating It.

In 1857 be was elected a Senator of tbe United
States lor a fall term, ending March 3, 1883.

Tbe war came on; southern States seceded;
Senator after Senator from tbe South left bis seat
to iptn la rebellion against the Government.

Johnson stood in their midst, firm and im-
movable as arock. Hebad no sympathy with ltlna
political sense, and with tbe great leaders or the
rebellion be was never on Intimate terms. How-
ever, it was not personal feelings which controlled
blm His instincts were ot the most patriotic
kkci. and be stayed with the Union because he
loved it. While the traitors were leaving their
seats be Introduced Into tbe Senate the following
resolution:

Rerolved, That this deplorable civil war has
been forced upon the country by the dlsunlonlsts
of the Southern btates, sow In revolt against the
constitutional Government, and In arms around
tbe Capital; that In this national emergency
Congress, banishing all feeling of mere passion
or resentment, will recollect only Its duty to the
whole country; that this war Is sot prosecuted,
upon orr part In any spirit of oppression, nor for
any purpose of conquest or subjugation, nor for
the purpose of overthrowing or interfering with
tbe rights or established institutions of those
States, but to defend and maintain the supremacy
of the Constitution, and all laws made In pursu-
ance thereof, and to preserye the Union, with all
the dignity, equality and tights of the several
States unimpaired: that as soon s tbeso objects
are accomplished the war ought to cease.

This resolution, remarkable as It was, was
by a speech still more remarkable. It

was the first great declaration that the Federal
Union of sovereign States may be preserved and
maintained by force. Tbe speech we refer to was
on tbe general snbject or the war and Mr. Lin-
coln's "This speech," says Alex-
ander H. Stephens, "was one or the most notable,
as it certainly was one of tbe most effective, ever
delivered by any man on any occasion. I know
of no Instance In history where one speech ef-
fected inch results, Immediate and remote, as
this one did." The resolution referred to, and this
rpeecn especially, gave the war a vigor and real
life It had not before, and never would have had
Tlthont them or tbe Northern side. Among
tbtr things, he said. "Yes, we most tr'umpb.

Thougb sometimes I cannot see my wr.y clear In
matters of this kind, as in matters of religion,
when my (acts give out, when my reason talis me,
I draw largely upon my faith. .

On tbe ttb or March, 1882, Andrew Johnson was
appointed a brigadier general or volunteers, and
on tbe 12th or March he established his headquar-
ters at Nashville as Military Governor ol Tennes-
see, and there he resided until he was called to
me vico rreaiucucr.

On the 7th of June, 1644, the Republican party
met in convention at Baltimore, and Lincoln and
Johnson were nominated, elected and, on the 4th
or March, 1685, Inaugurated. On tbe ltth of
April tbe darkest deed that ever stained Ameri-
cas history made Abraham Lincoln

and tbe prophecy he himself bad made years re

was fulfilled. From Draper's "Civil War In
America," tbe following extract Is made, referring
to President Lincoln: "As Is not nnfrcquently ob-
served of Western men, tbere were mysterious

-- traits ol superstition Is bis character. A friend
once Inquiring tbe cause of a deep depression
tinder which be seemed to be suffering: 'I have
seen this evening again,' he replied, 'what I onee
saw before, on tbe evening of my nomination

Ai I stood before tbe mirror there
were two Images of myself: a bright one la front,
juid one that was behind. It
completely unnerved me.

"The bright one, I know. Is my parti tbe pale
one my coming life. And feeling tnat there Is no
armor against destiny, he added, 1 4s not think I
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stall live to see the end ot my term. 1 try to
tbeke off the vision, but It stUl keeps taunting
me."

Andrew Johnson succeeded to the Presidency,
and by the 35th of May tbe last of the rebel
lorcea In the field, those under Ktrby Smith, west
or the MissIsslprUhad surrendered and the vat
was over. On the 29th or May President John-jo- n

Ismta a proetamatlon of pardon and amnesty
on ctrtala conditions except to fourteen deslg.
natrd classes, and on the same day he appointed
W. W. Holden Military and FrovlsloaalGovirnor
of North Carolina, alleging that no civil
government existed in that State. Following
this similar proclamations were isiued by blm
for the otber States which bad beenJn rebellion.
May 3 he Issued a proclamation raiting tbe
blockade or tbeAtlanflo coast and of the gulf
coast, except a few ports in Texas, and relaxing
tbe restrictions to all ports east of the Mississippi,
and August 29 bis final proclamation removing
all restrictions over tbe ports was issued. It was
May 13 when the military commission commenced
tbe trial of the conspirators In the assassination
or Mr. Lincoln. July 5 the findings of tbe court
were approved by President Johnson, and on tbe
7th those designated for death, Mary K. Surratt,
Lewis Payne, George A. Atxerott and David E.
Harold, were executed.

We pass over with there mention his acts of
lfceo, Inoludlsg messages on the condition or the
Sontb; on sending constitutional amendment to
tbe Slates; en the restoration of Tennessee: an-

nual message to Congress; and his various vetoes
and letters; and In the following year his va'o or
the bill rorsufirage In this District; the Nebraska
and Colorado bills; bis veto or the supplement
to tbe reconstruction act; messages; correspond-
ence with General Grant; suspension or Secretary
Stanton; bis proclamation with reference to the
supremacy ot tbe Constitution; bis amnesty proc-
lamation, and visits North and South.

the Senate was made aware, and on the 3d of
March the articles were agreed upon, and on tho
5th they were presented to the Senate by the
managers en tbe part of tbe House, being read
by Mr. John A. Bingham, chairman. Tbe otber
managers were George S Boatwell, James F.
Wilson, John A. Logan, Thmas Williams, Ben-
jamin F. Batter and Tbeddeut Stevens. The
President's counsel were Henry Stanberry, At-
torney General; Benjamin B. Curtis. William
M. Evartt, W. S. Groesbeck and Thomas A. B.
Nelson.

Wltbont reciting more of the history or this
trial. It may be said that May 18 It was voted to
take sp tbe eleventh article first, 34 to 19. That
article was read by the clerk, and the question
was proposed to the Senators.

The Chief Justice then ros and annonneed the
vote In these words; "On this article tbere are
thirty-tw- o Senators who have voted guilty, and
nineteen who have voted not gnllty. The Presi-
dent is therefore acquitted on this article."

The court then adjourned ur til tbe 28th, when
the President was acquitted by tbe same vote on
tbe second and third articles as that on the elev-
enth, and the court then adjourned sine die 31 to
16.

THE SEXT rRIHCTTAI. EVEST
In his life was In connection with the National
Democratic convention which assembled la New
York July 4, 1888. Mr. Jonnson was placed la
nomination, and on tbe first ballot be received
sixty five votes, bis highest number, and running
down on the twenty-fir- ballet to five. October
22, 1688, be wrote Horatio Seymour a letter com-
mending bis course In entering the Presidential
canvass In person

On the 4th of March, 1889, he Issued an address
" to the people of the United States," the occa-
sion being his surrender of the office of President.
His ambition, however, was not satisfied, and In
October, 1S70, be was a candidate for the Senate
of the United States, and came very near an elec-
tion, Henry Cooper finally receiving firty-fir- e

votes to his fifty-on- and In 1872 be was defeated
lor tbe House by Horace Maynard. Last summer
he entered the field again for the Senate, and
after a most exciting contest be was elected, and
during the extra session of March last be occu-
pied his seat. During this, however, he made a
speech on Louisiana affairs. In which he took
sides strongly against the Administration. Mr.
Johnson will long be remembered by his Wash-
ington friends, for he was popular here, person-
ally, and bis Interest In the prosperity of tbe city
made all residents reel kindly toward him.

DEATH-BE- SCESXS HIS FAMILY TERSEST.
Ciacixxati, July 31. The Gazette' t Green-

ville special says- - This morning, at about two
o'clock, Andrew Johnson died at the
residence or his daughter, Mrs. W. R. Brown, for-

merly Mis. Colonel Mover, in Carter county, from
a paralytic stroke. He had been la rather bad
health since the adjournment of the last session
of Congress, bat nothing serious was anticipated.
On Wednesday morning he left on tbe train for
Carter's station,and from thence he went on horse-
back to his daughter's residence, about seven
miles, riding in the hot sun. On arriving there he
felt very fatlgnod, and the same afternoon, about
4 o'clock, bis right side was paralysed, rendering
him speechless. His wife was with blm at the
time. His son Frank and his daughter, Mrs. Patt-

erson, were at once sent for, and left Greenville
en Thursday. On Thursday, about noon, he be-

came conscious and had a partial use of his body,
bnt It was evident that tbe great commoner could
not live long, and thus surrounded by his entire
family and neighboring friends he yielded np the
ghost about 2 o'elock this morning.

A special to the Nashville pipers from Green-
ville, dated 7 o'elock says Mr. Johnson
died of paralysis and heart diaeue. He had been
complaining somewhat ol during the
cast month, but felt no serious apprehensions.
Last Wednesday he teok the morning train to
visit his daughter, with whom Mrs. Johnson had
bees sojourning for the past six weeks. He rode
In a hack from Carter's depot to her. residence,
some miles distant, and seemed Is good spirits on
bis arrival, and eat a hearty dinner. After a few
minutes of general conversarlon he retired np
stairs and conversed with his r.

Miss Llllle stover. While thus engaged his
tongue refused utterance, and to her great

he fell from his seat to the floor.
Help was instantly summoned, and almost at

toon as raised he expressed. Indistinctly however,
that bU right tide was paralysed. After being
taken te bed, when tbe family spoke of sanding
for a physician, he forbade It, saying that he
would soon recover. On this account summon-
ing of medical aid was deferred for twenty-fou- r
hours, whea Dr. Jobe was called from Elisabeth-tew-s,

two miles distant. He Instantly began
heroic; treatment, aided by Dr. Cameron, and
seemed at one time thesext day to be succeeding.
The patient convened Imperfectly In regard to
domestic affairs, and did not teem oonsSout of
the 'approaching dlsiolutionr bat bit ease was
beyond tbe sail! of physicians, and at 7 o'elock
last sight he became unconscious. Mrs. Patter-to- n

and Andrew Johnson, jr., arrived an hour
later with two physicians from Greenville, Drt.
Hrey asd Taylor, bat te did not reoof nlie any of
thim.

After seven hoars and a half of unconsciousness
he peacefully breathed bit last, lurrouaqed by

his wire, children and all hit grandchildren, ex.
eepttbe ton and daughter of Patter.
ten. The body will be brought here
morning, and be burled with Masonlo honors on
Tuesday. Ksoxvllle hat rfqsested the honor
or burying the lUustrlotU dead, bat the family
a:e unwilling that hit' remains thonld be re.

Speecb of Eesator Thurman His Acrobitlo
Efforts on the Paper-S- f onsy Platform of the
Party.
MAxtriELD, Onto, July 31. Senator Thurman

addressed a Democratic meeting here In
tbe courto of hit remarks he tald: You, my fel-

low Democrats, are what are called hard money
men, and I am a bard money man that It to lay,
we do sot believe Is aa Irredeemable paper cur-

rency. We believe that such currency most ne-

cessarily fluctuate In value, and lead to specula-
tion asd extravagance, and benefit no one bat
money shavers asd speculators. We believe that
our currency should consist of gold and sliver,
and for convenience paper convertible at par Into
gold and sliver at the will ot tho holder. Now It
hat been roundly asserted that the platform of
our late convention means Just the opposite of
our opinions; that It means an Irredeemable paper
currency now and forever, and consequently that
gold or silver, or paper convertible Into gold and
silver, shall sever form part of our circulating
medium; bat certainly no sach idea It expressed
In the platform, nor do I believe that It It enter-
tained by a majority of those who approve It,

I ksow there are men who advocate the aban-
donment of gold and silver at money, who scout
the idea of the redeemabillty or currency, who
assert that whsjrser the Government calls money
It money, and Who regard irredeemable green-
backs at the best currency the world ever saw.
But I do not think that these men constituted a
majority of the late convention or of Its commute 3

on resolutions. Had such been the cue their
views would have been expressed without am-

biguity, bnt yen look in vain In the platform for a
direct expression in favor of lrredeemablllty, or a
direct assertion that gold and silver should be
demonetised. It advocates the substitution or
greenbacks for national banksotet,bntlt nowhere
tayt that greenbacks should be Irredeemable.
On the contrary. It contemplates that they shall
be brought to par with gold, and although we
may not be quite able to tee how that can be
done In tbe mode proposed, Its desirableness It
most distinctly and fully recognised. At to Infla-
tion, the platform does not expressly demand
more currency. It denounces contraction, bat
does not say in plain words give us inflation.
Wbat It does say is "that the volume of currency
be made and kept equal to the wantt of trade,"
and that It all. Now, I suppose that there It sot
asd never has been a man la any civilized country
who would sot say that the volume of currency
should be equal to the wants of trade.

The practical question It, have we that volume
sow, asd upon this question the platform Is silent.
To him who believed that the present volume It
sufficient. It meant no Inflation, for Is hit mind It
Is already "equal to the wants of trade." To an-

other man who thlnkt that more currency It
seeded, It does mean expansion, and to whether
it means one thing or tbe otber depends upon the
preconceived opinions or every one who reads it.
Suppose, for Instance, tbat an Ohio member of
O ingress, having to vote spon an Inflation bill,

Two native gardenen and a little boy having

been suddenly telted with alarming spasms, ac-

companied by foaming at the mouth, after eating
a quantity of peaches, the Englishman to whom
the peach orchard belonged forthwith proceeded
to analyse the fruit. To his horror the juice was
found to contain a considerable proportion of
poisonous virus, a discovery which naturally led
to a dote examination of tbe tree from wbleh the
fruit had been gathered. After Inspecting the
leaves, the branches, even the bark, with no
scientific results, one of the examining party tug.
gtited that the rooti thonld be uncovered. This
being dose, the origin of the poison at onee eame
to llgbtv Being enxlout to enrleh the toll of the
orchard, the gardenen had buried dead dogs
under many of the trees, Including the one on
which the deadly peaches had grown. Under Its
roots lay the earcassoradefanct partes, proved by
appearances to have died or hydrophobia. After
thlt discovery there could be so doubt about the
leoree from wbleh the fruit derived Its poisonous
qualities. The vlrui of hydrophobia bad first
