Mr. Robert Hodgkln, residing opposite to the
scene or the tragedy, testified to seeing two per-
sons leave the steps and go towards Ninth street,
but hesrd no words, baw one man throw bis
hand up and saw the flash or a pistol. Tie man
who was nearest to Ntath street fired; could not
say that the other was following him np; but as
socs as the pistol went off one man went to the
beuse and the other went on towards Ninth
street- - The shcotlng was abont twenty.five feet
from Ninth street.

Detective McDevItt testified to making the ar-
rest, assisted by Officer Safiell, and to the state-
ment made by Frawner, which was published in
Tbk Kepcblicatj.

Dr. Henry A. Duneanson testlfiel that he was
present at the pott mortta; found that the bowels
had been perlorated and the prevalence er a
disease called peritonitis, which resulted from the
wound. Witness attended the deceased and
thcught at first that the bowels had not been
perforated, and if Inflammation did not follow he
would reciver. Having succeeded In gettinr
the ball, he did not make any unnecessary prob-
ing.

Dr-- J. F. Hartigan corroborated the last wit-net-s'

evidence.

Mr. James Taylor testified that he went to the
door with Mr. Kennard and Mrs. Frawner; did
not see Mr. Frawner, nos did he tell her that her
husband was coming; heard F.'s voice making
some rcmaiK anoui nis wire, out aia noi aaow
what It was; witness was the last one to come to
the doer, and thinks that Mrs. Frawner was in
tbe house when the shooting took place. Had
been acquainted with Kennard for two or three
weeks, and Mrs. Frawner for about twelve or
thirteen years; did not personally know of Ken-
nard and Frawner having had any difficulty.

THE VERDICT.
The jury found a verdict that Thomas A. Ken-

nard came to hie death abont 7 o'clock p. m., on
the 30th of July, from a wound In the abdomen,
inflicted July 27, by John Frawner.

The remans were then turned over to J. AV.
Plant, undertaker, and In the afternoon sent to
Baltimore, accompanied by two sisters or tbe de-
ceased. At tbe close of the Inquest, Mrs. Fraw-
ner, who had previously been arrested, was dis-
charged from custody. It Is a notlcable fact that
In all the statements this woman has given to the
.newspaper representatives and her sworn evidence
beroie the coroner's jury no two accounts are
alike. She seems to have a different version to
give every time that she is called upon to say
anything concerning the unfortunate affair.
Which of the many Is the true tale It is difficult
to tell, and she only knows. By the time the case
or Frawner Is called for trial she will probably
have another manufactured that differs wholly
or In part from those she has already given
out.

SUICIDE.

An Overdose of Laudanum While Intoxi-
cated Death of a Department Messenger.
An enlisted man in the United States service

named Jas. M. Lyons, and detailed as a messenger
In the Surgeon General's office, on Tenth street
northwest, committed suicide last Saturday after,
noon, at his residence, on I, between Thirteenth
and Fourteenth streets northwest, by taking a
large dose of laudanum. He lived a little more
than an hoar after taking the fatal drug. The
deceased ru thirty-tw- o years of age, and a steady
drinker, but for three or four days previous to his
death indulged more freely than usual; In fact,
was co&stantly under the Influence ot alcoholic
spirits. East Friday he made a sadden resolu-
tion to visit Baltimore, lor what purpose is un-

known, as he had neither relatives nor Business
In that place. While there ho purchased themor-phin-

but as the vial In which It was con tailed
would hold three ounces, and the bottle was al-

most full, It Is thought that he made purchases in
several places In small quantities and then poured
them Into the ene vial. He returned home abont
t o'clock Saturday alternoon intoxicated, and, ar-

riving at the front yard, seemed bothered In get-
ting the gate open. His wife went to his assist-
ance, but being too lmpitlent to wait until she
succeeded in opening the gate he proceeded round
to the rear of the premises and climbed over tho
fence. On entering the bouse he asked for food,
and was told by his wire that there was nothing
to eat, and she had no money with which she
could purchase it.

He ransacked his pockets and produced seventy
csnts, which he gave her and told her to send out
and buy something. He then took off his coat,
and after hanging It up sat down on the sora. As
the wife was about leaving the room he reached
to a pocket In bis coat and took out a bottle; then
turning to her said that he was In debt and had
no money; that he would either kill himself or
leave the city, and asked her which she preferred
that he shonld do. She replied that if matters
were so bad as that, then he had better leave the
city. He meditated for a few moments,! and
broke the silence by saying he be d d ir he
would; that he was of no use or good to anybody
In this world, and he might as well be out of it as
In It. Immediately alter uttering these words,
and telling her that he was going to take lauda-
num, he drew the cork out o( the bottle, and,
placing the vial to his lips, proceeded to swallow
the contents. About s or it had passed
down his throat when she knocked the bottle
from his hand, spilling a small quantity of the
drug on the bosom of his shirt, and leaving a little
remaining In the vial. She would have been more
active In preventing the rash deed had she not
thought that he was not in earnest, but fooling
her Several times previously he had threatened
to cut his throat, and deceived her by telling her
that he was taking laudanum, but which proved
to be colored water, and was done, as he said, only
to frighten her.

This time he wss In earnest and actually swal-
lowed the poison, but she, thinking it another of
his tricks, apprehended no danger, and did not
hasten to prevent him taking the colored water,
as it was supposed to be. When, however, she
discovered that he had taken the fatal drug she
became alarmed and hastened to the neighbors
for relief. Medical attendance was immediately
summoned, but on the arrival ofthe physician he
decided that his help was of so avail, and the
man died shortly after his arrival. The doctor
stated that he had taken a very large dose of the
morphine, aad ir taken in hand immediately after
swallowing It there would have been chances of
restoring Ore. He leaves a wife and three chil-
dren in very destitute circumstances, the wile also
a cripple, and with no prospect as to how she will
obtain support for her little ones. When sober he
was a kind husband and Indulgent parent, but
when tinder the Influence oi liquor he would be-
come morose, worrying about debts and expenses
and being unable to meet bis Indebtedness. At
such times he would repeat the threat or destroy-
ing himself, which he bss now accomplished, and
left unprovided his family, who are helpless and
In need. The coroner was notified, and yesterday
morning proceeded tothe house where Officer
Amiss iiau a jury in waiting, itwas not thought
requisite to mske a pott.mortem examination, and
after hearing the evidence, which was substan-
tially the same as the statement above given, tbeJury rendered a verdict that the deceased came to
"'.r"111 from an overdose or lejudanum takenwhile intoxicated.

The following account of the proceedings of the
board ot inquiry Into the charges made against
Bishop Whlttlngham Is taken from Saturday's
BalOurore American:

The board of inquiry appointed by Presiding
Bishop Smith to investigate the charges against
Bishop Whlttlngham, of the Episcopal Diocese or
Wary land, reassembled yesterday morning tn tbe
lecture-roo- or Grace church. As on the first
day of the session of the board, there were thir-
teen of the sixteen members present, the two ab-
sentees from the Diocese et Pittsburg and the
one from the Droeoe ef Central Pennsylvania
not putting In an appearance. The same reti-
cence observed by members or the board cuThurs-da- y

as to what transpired during the session was
observed yesterday, before the commencement
of the secular proceedings there was a discussion
as to whether It would sot be better fer the beard
to eommsaicate a portion ol what took place to
the pre, and tbus prevent the papers from re-
lying on mere ruraer.- After due deliberation it
waa determined that nothing whatever should be
communicated by the board to tbe press. Not-
withstanding tbe strrst secrecy enjoined on all
connected with the meeting of the board, the re-
port In yesterday's American was recognised as
accurate. The following facts are net based on
mere rumor, but may be relied on as being strictly
correct. As heretofore announced, Bev. Charles
Bre-ck- , D. D., or WllUbero', Pa., was, on the or.
ganliatlon or the board, elected chairman. E.
Wyatt Blanehard, esq, or Baltimore, was ap-
pointed secretary. One or the gentlemen con-
nected with the board was asked by a reporter
who the secretary was, and he replied that he
was a very efficient one. but he could not divulge
his name. It was afterwards positively ascer-
tained that Mr. Blanehard had beef appointed
secretary. After the appointment of thepresl.
dent and secretary the next business was the se-

lection of a Church advocate. who,ln the language
of the canon, "must be a lay communicant of this
Church and of the prolesslen of the law, and who
thenceforward shall. In all stages ofthe proeeed.
logs. If a trial be ordered, represent the Church
and be the party on the one hand, while tbe ac-
cused is the party on the other." The canon also
states that the Church advocate shall not attend
the sessions of the board as prosecuting counsel,
"but shall be at all times on hand and In readi-
ness to give his advice on all questions submitted
to him by the board." There was considerable
debate before the board decided oa Its choice of
the person to fill this most Important position.
Hon. Dan. Clarke, or Prince George's county, was
finally selected. Mr. Clarke Is a prominent mem-
ber of the bar, and will be remembered as being
a candidate before the late Democratic conven-
tion lor the Attorney Generalship or Maryland.
He attended the sessions or the board or inquiry
yesterday. If a majority finally conclude that
there are sufficient grounds to put Bishop Whlt-
tlngham upon his trial they will direct Mr. Clarke
to prepare a presentment, which presentment will
be signed by such of tbe.board as agree thereto.
The presentment thus signed will be transmitted
by Mr. Clarke to Presiding Bishop B. B. Smith;
also a copy to Bishop Whlttlngham.

THE rSESEXTOBS.
Five of the seven presentors were present at the

meeting or the board yesterday, viz: Rev. Alfred
M. Randolph, D. D., Bev. George W. Peterkln,
General Isaac R. Trlmdle, William Woodward,
and Kendall Marbury, esq. Among the witnesses

resent were Rev. Dr. George Leeds, Bev. Dr.S ohn F. Iloff, and Rev. George A.Leakln. It has
been reported that tbo latter gentleman was

Rev. Dr. Randolph also ex-
amined and d the witnesses in pre-
cisely the manner a lawyer would in a trial In
court. Witnesses were examloed as to their
knowledge of tbe facts set forth In the document-
ary evidence. Hon. Daniel Clarke was called
upon. In hl capacity of Church advocate, to de-
cide several points or law which arose. At 4 p. m.

A Brief Statement sf the Case Which is How

the Subject of Inquiry.
For the first time In the experience of the Epis-

copal Church a bishop Is charged with vitiating
canon law and preliminary steps taken to plaee
mm on trial. There are circumstances surround.
Ing this case which, grouped together, make It
one of the most serious and lamentable In the his-
tory or the Episcopal Church In this country. The
bishop thus arraigned Is not a young man, but
venerable In years and In the Episcopate. He has
long been respected fcr his learning. Impartiality
ana rurtoarenoe, givmg imjiit vtiumrormAtac.lty of thought, executive ability and decision of
character, essential to the exalted position he oc-

cupies. It does not surprise us, therefore, that at
the diocesan convention in Baltimore last May
Bishop Whlttlngham, referring to the Impending
trial, should take occasion to utter those sad, Im-
pressive words which are pregnant with weighty
thoughts, deserving careful consideration, Indi-
cating, as they do, a condition or things which all
tlnkerlcg or diocesan and general conventions
has heretofore been unable or unwilling to rem-
edy. In substance, his address.was an acknowl-
edgment that apparently his lire-lo- labor as a
bishop wss a failure. "There was a tlmo," he
said, "when my opinions and wishes were deemed
worthy or respect." Here Is the secret or the
present deplorable state of things In the Episco-
pal Church. The tendency to in-
dividualism, liberty and freedom or ac-
tion has been the curse of the Church.

There seems to be no fixed, well denned stand-
ard ol faith or ritual; but on the contrary, a mani-
fest desimof each party, the high and the low,
and of Individuals In each party Independent of
one another, to act upon a purely Individual basts.
Hence, on tbe one hand, we have seen low church-
men affiliating with other Protestant denomina-
tions In direct violation of canon law. In the case
of Bishop Cummins tbe question was settled
logically by bis quietly withdrawing with a few
kindred minds and establishing a new church,
the Reformed Episcopal. On the other hand, the
ritualistic wing or tbe h party has
often stirred the ecclesiastical air Into a breeze of
excitement on account oi gay ana fantastic colors,
which are repudiated as plumage borrowed from
the Church ot Rome. Less logical by far than
the eloquent bishop of the Reformed Church and
his followers, the ritualists seek by some unde-
fined means to enter the charmed circle of
Catholic unity, and In anticipation adopt the

of Catholic ritual. Although frequently
ard emphatically disowned, and devoid or uni-
formity among themselves, they seem to follow
the grand Protestant Idea of private Judgment,
and dogmatlzeand arrange ecclesiastical matters
as judges and law givers.

We have thus briefly alluded to the two parties
In the Church at large In order that we may ap-
preciate tome or the practical results which they
exhibit tn this diocese. Mt. Calvary church. In
Baltimore, has long been known as a ritualistic
parish. The clergy In charge are recognized as
young men of zeal and piety, nut as extreme high
churchmen. Some months since, at a funeral,
they used a prayer from the service of tbe " n

or the Sick," known as the "commendatory
prayer." Now to pray for a soul about to be de-
parted Is no crime, but to pray ror a soul five
seconds after death Is a violation of canon law
in the Episcopal Church. On this account two or
the clergy were presented to Bishop Whlttlng-
ham for trial. As ha did not deem It prudent toprosecute the esse, he took no action In the mat-
ter. This constitutes the offense with which he Is
new charged.

In conciuslonwe are Inclined to fear that the
Episcopal Church baa not yet decided what the
faith Is, hence this frequent exhibition of a want
of harmony which, at best, must give only a faint
Idea of the bitter feeling and local bickerings
within of whlchtheworldknowsnothlng. E.X.

ciety of Jesus and Patron Saint of the arch-
diocese of Baltimore, was yesterday celebrated at
St, Aloysius chnreh In an appropriate manner. At
10 o'clock Grand High Mass was celebrated by
Father Cleary, assisted by Father Jameson, aa
deacon, and Father Marialltno, as
The venerable and eloquent Father White, or Sc
Matthew's, delivered tbe panegyric. The altar
was decorated with a profusion or flowers, and
over the saerlstry waa suspended a simple basket
of clustered flowers and Irutt, upon which two
snow-whit- e doves were Just alighting.

The music selected lor the occasion was unusu-
ally well rendered. The following n

TBI BEIVOX.
Father White selected as his text the words

from the C7th Psalm: "Give ye glory to God ror
Israel, his magnificence and his power is in the
clouds. God Is wonderful lu bis saints; the God
or Israel Is he who will give power and strength
to his people." On almost every page or the in-
spired volume, said the preacher, was urgued upen
tbemtbe obligation or glorifying God, ot ofiertng
to him praise and thanksgiving for the wonderful
msnlfestatton of his power of grace In the soul of
man, raising It and afterwards crowning it with
everlasting glory. How Impressively did this
truth force Itself upon them, upon the observance
of that day, the celebration or the feast ol St.
Ignatius. If God was wonderful In his saints, no
where did they observe It more strikingly than
In the lire or Ignatius Yoyola. He call1 atten-
tion to the wonders or divine grace, as exemplified
In the coaverslon and sanetlncatlon of Ignatius,
and In bis zeal for the cause of Christ, a subject
not less grand and interesting In its details than
it was instructive.

Bom ol an Illustrious family lu the north of
Spain. Ignatius Loyola had been first a courtier,
and afterwards had sought military glory, but
God had Inspired his soul with a different sort of
ambition. Wounded on the battlefield while per.
forming prodigies of valor, Ignatius had been
soon reduced to tbe last extremity. In hourly

or death
he had found blmselt miraculously convalescent.
Still his mind had been bound to this earth. He
had loved to dwell upon tbe valorous deeds of his
ancestors for amusement and to Invigorate his
sonl, and he had yearned ror a book to tell him
romastio tales of valor; bat, strange to say, no
sueh book could be found In the castle of Ignatius;
but the Bible had been placed In his hands. There
he hsd read of a chivalry different from what he
had ever known. Soon from indifference he had
beceme deeply Interested. Thestoryof the brave
souls that had been willing to make such painful
sacrifices had filled him with admiration, and he
had become ambitious to walk In their way, and
to gain everlasting life.

It would pay him Infinitely more to serve God
than to serve earth. That had been the reason-ID- E

of bis sonl, and he had determined to eschew
the world and live In seclusion. This had been
brought about by what would be termed a mere
casual circumstance. By the perusal of that book
Divine Providence had accomplished bis conver-
sion, that had produced such glorious results both
for the Church and ror man at large. How many

souls wise ronzvES lost
or men unwilling to read the Good Book, to hear
a sermon or to listen to friendly adroce I These
apparently trivial circumstances were nothing
less than the moans of grace for the conversion of
souls. Ignatius had suspended his sword at the
shrine of Mary. In abandoning the profession of
arms he had not laid aside his military character,
but everything had been directed Into another
channel to vanquish the enemies of salvation and

.to promote the glory of him, the King or Kings.
To wean himself from all love or glory he bad
assumed the garb or penance and subjected him-st- ir

to the rudest privations, and had spent con-
siderable time la prayer axd the meditation of
heavenly themes. These evidences or spiritual-
ity had attracted about blm tbe virtuous, and he
had dona all in his power ror the conversion of
souls. The sancUfleatlosi of Ignatius had

a new feature. In meditating upon spirit-
ual things he had not only been secluded from
the world, but he had conceived an ardent desire
to promote

In the work which had been the fruit of bis nedl.
tatlcns he had leit an infallible mode of leading
tbe soul to salvation. The work was not a mere
collection cf religious truths, but a scientific ar-
rangement of these truths, based upon man's
moral nature. Suen had been the admirable art
dictated by the spirit or God to Ignatius which,
according to St. Frances, had brought a greater
number or conversions in his time than there were
letters In the book.

Ignatius had deemed It necessary to bring into
his work tbe authority or science. He bad gath-
ered about him a band of collaborators who were
eminently fitted by learning and piety. Nine la
number, they had met, August IS, lSM,riQ a sub-
terranean chapel near Paris, and had resolved
that they should after three years. If the way
were open, go to Palestine for the conversion of
infidels, but God had destined them for a more
glorious work. The Sovereign Pontiff had ap-
proved of the new order, and at once Its members
had applied themselves tothegreatobjectofthe r
Institution. Here had opened a new Christian
era, the victory of the Church oror everything.
It had been but a few years before that Luther,
tbe arch enemy of truth, had attempted to

the more resolutely they buckled on their armor.
To assure the Church victory over all enemies
Christ did not appear himself, but did It by the
zeal of those whom he called to his vineyard.
These men had labored In different capacities;
the Catechism, preaching, the Bible, the educa-
tion of youth, all had been embraced In their pro.
gramme or action. No sooner had they appeared
on tbe seene than the torrent of error had rolled
back.

Although thousands of souls have been lost to
the true Church by the efforts of the pretended
reformers, yet these losses had been repaid by the
millions of conversions that bad been afterwards
made. But If God bad been wonderful In the
Society of Jesus by his power or grace, he was
equally so in Imparting to It a characteristic re-
semblance to Jesus and

bis Brocsx, tiie entmen.
Truth In tbls world could not escape persecution,
and tbe Society or Jesus, destined to fight with
every lorm of error and vice, to grapple with the
enemies ofthe sonl, could not fall to meet with
hatred Sndpenecatlor.

Despite the services Itbad rendered to religion
and to literature; despite the grandeur It had
Imparted to the seventeenth eentnry.by the virtue
and learning of Its members, it everywhere had
been met with persecution. This aversion and
persecution had been carried to such a length that
at last It had resulted In the suppression or the
Order.

Vhe dlsbandment In 1773 had been adopted
merely as a prudential measure, only to assimi-
late It more to the divine Saviour. As Christ had
died on the cross, so the Society had gained new
honors by its sacrifice.

The stones of the sanctuary had been cast
abroad, and every one had seen that the Church
had lost In the society Its firmest support. Thrones
bad begun to crumble, governments had had no
permanent foundation, and men had stood ap-
palled at tbe threatened destruction of morality.
They had demanded tbe eompaiy or Jesus. So-
ciety had yearned once more for that genial heat
which would

Again had the Almighty displayed his wonderful
grace In reinstating the order the skillful pilots
that could guide the people through all storms.
Such was a brier outline of the society founded by
Ignatius. Their profoundest gratitude was due
to him tor the eminent services that It had ren-
dered to tbe cause of religion In the Western

They were the ones who first had
the cross here; they were the ones who

themselves, by their genius, virtue
and learning, to be the best friends of education
education combining religion and morality with
secular requirements, the surest foundation ofpo-Utie-

and religious freedom.
Thus had the disciples of Ignatius Loyola dis-

played in their lives, teachings and labors, the
wonderful effect of Divine grace. Theirs was a
faith which his hearers possessed; a faith which
which was or alt price; the predouspearl ror which
a man should abandon all; a faith for which Jesus
Christ came down from heaven. This was the
faith which they were called upon to defend In
this wicked world and wleked time; a faith of
which they should be proud, despite the prattllngs
ormodernjournalismandthesboutlngsorignoraat
fanatics: a faith which would bring to them an
everlasting life whea they had fought the good
fight and finished the course.
