81nce tbe
fate of war has placed us araln under tbe 'Old
Flag.' so long as it symbolizes constitutional
equality and union, and not a policy higher
than tbe principles contained in the Constitu-
tion, will we, who fought against it, yield an
allegiance to It, second to none In the country
or Washington! But should the same or sim-

ilar political tlalui arise in the future that ex-

isted In the past, I for one, and I only presume
to speak for myself, am ready to draw my
sword for constitutional liberty In the Union.

This document embraces a majority rt

signed by Senators Carpenter, Logan,
Alcorn and Anthony, and three minority
reports, signed respectively by Senators
Trumball, Morton and HilL In none of
these reports, not even in the ones prepared
by Mr. Trumbull and Mr. Hill, does the Ian-gua-

quoted occur. The nearest approach
to it is in Mr. Trumbull's report, and is as
follows:

"That neither the Fincbback nor tho Kellotnr
State government could have been set up, nor
tbe persons returned by the Lynch board as
elected to the Legislature have assembled and
organized as a Legislature, but for the unau-
thorized and usurped authority exercised by
Judge Durcll, supported by United States
troops.

weather during the immediate past, accom-
panied by violent changes in the atmos-
phere, tremendous rainfalls, and conse-
quent damage to crops, especially in the
West, has provoked much writing in the
newspapers, and some of the theories ad-

vanced have been quite as extraordinary as
tho weather itself. Itwouldbeoflittleuso
to recapitulate these theories, but in a very
recent article the New Yerk Eteninj Ex-pre- n

asks the question, "Is the amount of
rainfall increasing t" and yesterday we
submitted the qurstlon to the ohlef'ofll-ccr- s

of the United States Signal Service
here, and from them obtained information
to the effect that the rain-fa- ll in the United
States is not increasing. All experience
proves that the removal of forests dimin-
ishes the am punt of rain-fal- l, which is this
season exceptional in its character. The
rise in Western rivers is not wholly due to
rain, for to this cause must bo added that
of the late melting of snow in the Rocky
Mountains, unusually great, on account of
tho unusual heat. It is claimed in the same
article in tbe Sxpreu, and on the authority
of a Nebraska correspondent of the Chicago
TnltifM, that "the amountof rain-fal- l along
"the line of the Pacific railway has very
"perceptibly increased within the past five
years." Since the construction of that
road the official weather records do not
show any Increase of g tbo line,
hence the corrcspondentreferredtomustbo
mistaken. There is no absolutely reliable
theory to account for tho present heavy
rain-fall- , but It is a reasonable thing .to at-

tribute It to tho recent heated term all along
the Atlantic seaboard, and to the presence
of large quantities of floating ice off the
coast, by which the temperature of tho air
has been greatly reduced, and thereby mado
heavier, and causing an Inflow of moisture-lade- n

air to the land, over which it became
highly ratified by the heat, producing, of
course, an ascending current, leaving a
partial vacuum below, which in turn, was
filled by tbe cold air referred to. Now,
the contact between the two currents would
necessarily causo rain continuously as long
as tho opposing currents exist. This theory,
based upon the facts stated, scemi in har-
mony with common sense, to say the least.

J. Officers Intrusted wltb the eommand of
vessels or naval stations, or with tho com-
mand or direction or any military expedition or
daty, whatever their rank, most, while properly
in inch eommand or direction, baiefull eom-
mand, authority and precedence over all officers
and persons, of whatever rank, serving In luoh
vessel, station or expedition, or la the, execution
of inch duty. Thfs authority and precedence
will descend to tbe officer or txnon on whom
such command or direction may devolve, by rea.
son oi tho death, diiabtuty or absense orue
sen otherwise in command or direction.

il. In ease orthe death. disability crihianAanr
an officer in military eommand or direction, tbls
command and dlreotion, with all its authority and
precedence, devolves and rests upon tbe Utoncer next In rank who may be present. The
direction of all courts" and boards and precedence
thereon, and In all proceiilons on shore, will de-
volve npon the officer next in rank who may be
present, without regard to the oorps to whlen ho
belongs.

III. Officers of the stan corps ot tbi navy will
on all occasions be treated with the same respeet
as offleers of corresponding rank la the line, not
in command,'nndsr like elrtamstances. Their
legal rank carries wltb It the same personal dig-
nity, and Is to receive. In all reipeots, the same
consideration. If they are at anytime subordi-
nated, for any purpose organisation or daty, to
tbe exercise ol authority delegated by law to their
juniors in actnal or relative rank, It u for reasons
growing out or tbo necessities or miutary service,
operating alike on all officers or both line and
and stan under like circumstances, and subject to
the same conditions applicable to all. The right
of military eommand and te additional quarters
Is restricted by law.
