tbo Juror stands by his party. If the conflict
concerns two negroes, the solicitor who has the last
speech wins the victory. This, Indeed, Is so well
understood that tbe negroes In such an emergency
prefer to be tried by white men. If the case in-

volves the computation of accounts, on tbe princi-
ples of equity, the Juror Is too bewildered to mako
anything out of the affair. Hence lawyers prefer
to plead such cases before a Judge In chambers, or
to settlo them by compromise or arbitration. The
colored Juror Is a failure. He knows but little of
the principle! of justice and tbe system of law, and
cares less. Bat not only by bis caprices and par-
tialities bas the colored Juryman Interrupted the
processes ofJustice, his verdicts are also influenced
nr his peculiar code or morals. In his estimation
the two capital crimes are murder and witchcraft,
the latter being the tnoro reprehensible. Then,
perjury and adultery are minor If not venial of.

The following are the statements:
U"The frightful fact stares ns in the face on

every side that the great bulk of tbe negroes In
the Guir States hare no education, no religion
and no conscience. They hare churches In abun-
dance, excited singing and shouting, bnt no re-
ligion In the lenseln which we nse the word. We
mean no abatement of our words. Tbe Gulf
States are filled with colored Baptist and Metho-
dist churches in which drunkenness, thelt and
whoredom are no bars to acceptable membership
and communion. We have in our own land not
on heathen shores, but in these United States
millions or cltlsens, Protestants we call them,
whose character Is as little affected by their lack
ol religion as that or the Sicilian bandits, who
murder a traveler with a prayer to tbe Virgin!

2. "Those who are trying to christianise the
negroes of the Scuth see this most clearly, and
we most earnestly wish that every Christian
In onr land could see the evil and the necessity
cf correcting It, There has just been beld in
Atlanta, Georgia, a convention or tbo mission-
aries and teachers working for the American
Missionary Association. It was desired to get
tbe opinion of the men as to tbe
true condition and needs of tbe negroes over the
South. There were representatives from nearly
every portion ot the South, except Virginia,
where we are glad to say the whites are laboring
reasonably well for the elevation of their
colored dllxens. The laborers came from Ten-
nessee, from South Carolina, from all the Gulf
States, to tell what they had seen and what they
felt to be tbe need or the hour."

"A correspondent writes: "For tbree nights and
two dsys, often hours' session each day, did
these missionaries pour forth their knowledge of
this great, strange mlsslon.field. I could liken It
to nothing but a river, deep and broad and foul,
with occasional sweet and clear tributaries
emptied Into It. They were all exhorted to tell
the bottom tru'h of their experience and opinions
as to the South em situation, and hence tbe
tnrbld stream.

3. "Ten years of freedom has only begun to break
through at a few points Into the terrible moral
and Intellectual darkness. Gross darkness and
the lowest forms of vice and sin are well nigh uni-
versal, while few, blessed with exotic missionary
schools and churches,are rising In morals and gen-
eral culture, tbo many, without these helps, tak-
ing advantage of the largo liberty freedom
brought, are going backward, Tbe hardships of
slavery drive tho people to tJod, while the sweets
of liberty allured them to Indulgence. Having
little assistance from any source, they become an
easy prey to temptation. Their religion does not
protect them. The doctrines of Christianity come
to tbe heathen as something new and fresh, and

- for tbls reason have an Immense added power to
reform the life and reclaim tbo people. The nov-
elty alone Is startling. But among the freedmen
we bare no such help. The story of the cross Is
an old story to them.

"The cross snd their vices have Ured together
In their thought and hearts for generations, and
it Is next to Impossible to dislodge either. They
practice their religion and vices together, the one
about as much as tbe other. If they had never
heard of tbe wonderful doctrine of the Christian
religion, these would he more a power than now
to overthrow their Inherited vices.

4. "Does this picture, drawn try thenost compe-
tent and most sympathetic of all observers, seem
blackt It is very black, and were hopeless if we
could not believe that the hearts of Christian
people at tbe North will be opened to do vastly
more than they now do to plant at the South a
Christianity that will Include morality. We mnst
treat the mass of Southern colored churches as
hideous travesties cf Chil tlanlty, and overthrow
and replace them. They must be reformed from
without by planting true churches, whose ehlef
teat sball be obedience to the ten commandments.
The eonierence at Atlanta agreed that the negro
does not need college education, but that the work
or the valued Institutions at the South must lor a
long time to come be mainly that of fitting com-
mon school teachers and giving theological in-
struction."
