This Is
tbe burden or every inflation song, and this as-
sertion is again and again used as the funda-
mental basis of all kinds or doctrines. But I
doubt if this is so "evident to all men who have
given the slightest consideration" to the matter.
At all events, it is nothing but an assertion devoid
ofany degree of proof. But why Indulge In specu-
lations when we have uncontrovertible facts be-
fore est One of these xctsls that the value of our
exports for the last eleven months Is tM,500,000
less than tbey were at the same period last year.
Ol tobacco alone we raised twenty five million
pounds leu this year than last, and our ex- -

?orts of wheat was some eighty-seve- n million,
short or what It was during the same

period in 1871. Do these figures not speak a
plain language T Ills sot only that we re-

ceived about 8i,000,000 less for our products this
year, but the absence of this large sum in the
numerous ramifications of to many industries In-

timately connected with the articles ofezport has
a tangible influence or many times that amount
and in many ways sot to be expressed by figures
on the general prosperity. Ir we look for the real

THE C0HTBACTI05 OF THE CTRREUCT

It will be found that It It owing to the fact
that there has bees no use or employment for it.
It is sheer nonsense to affirm that a few rich
speculators have brought about this contraction
for selfish purposes, and tbls assertion Involves
even a flat contradiction ot their own doctrines,
as I shall show hereafter. Money goes begging
now at low rates, and it plentiful at a moment's
notice to any extent for any legitimate operation.
The owner of the largest quantity or wheat, to-
bacco, cotton, etc, etc., will have no difficulty In
converting It into money at any moment. Nor Is
there any enterprise or project promising fair and
reliable returns which will loss E begging for
means; but without the proper security, or with-
out a fair reliable prospect of returns, there
would be no more mosey round, however great
was the bulk or tbe currency. It is, therefore.
Idle to assert that if we only had more currency
we would have more business. Even with one
hair of our present currency we would have
funds enough for all practical purposes, as by far
the largest portion of all kinds or transactions
are perlcrmed by drafts, checks and bills of ex-
change, and but a very small part with actual
cash. In the dally settlements of the New Yon
clearing house, amounting

probably sot a hundred thousand dollars actual
cash changes bands. Suppose we had y

double or treble the amount or currency now is
circulation: who would get the control of this
surplus? By what means would all those who
now sigh for more mosey get hold or any portion
or It? How would this be done except by some
absnrd system of general distribution T What se-

curity would those, who now have sone to oiler,
then nave to present T Or would an InereaEe of
currency abolish thote rules and safeguards
which now control capital for Investment ? Let
us have a practical answer te this question.
What business would the Increased currency en-
courage which could not be undertaken now?
Name one f ingle industry which is net develoded
now for want of money; And If it it clear that
these Industries are not developed sow because
tbere Is no satisfactory prospect that they would
prove timely or productive, how would these
prospects be altered because more paper money
was manufactured? And if you have no safe se-

curity to offer now as collaterals for loans from
banks or capitalists, what better security would
you have to offer when more money was made?

William Alexander Graham
was the ton of General Joseph Graham of revo-
lutionary renown, asd waa born In Lincoln
county, North Carolina, September 6, 1804. He
was educated at OhaDel BUI University, grad.
sating in 1SSC He read law under the direction
of the celebrated Judge Jiuflo, asd waa early
distinguished at the bar, superior at that time
lor character and learning. He became a mem-

ber, of the House of Commons of hit native State
Is 1832, from the borough orHUlsboro'.and served
almost continually nntll 1810, and was several
times elevated to tbe office of Speaker. ' He wai
a Senator In Congress from 1811 to 1843, and In
1644 be was the candidate of theTvnle party or
North Carolina for Governor, asd wai elected,
hit opponent on the Democratic side being Mr.
Hoke. In hit second candidacy for the tame
office he easily beat James Shepherd. He was
Governor from January, 1845, to January,' 1S49:

Upon Mr. Fillmore's accession to the Presi-
dency, Mr. Graham wai called to hit Cabinet aa

bnt he resigned tbe office In 185:1, having been se-

lected by tbe National Whig convention as their
candidate for the Vice Pretldency on the ticket
with General Wlnfleld Scott. Thesgh bitterly
opposed to secession, 'he ollowed the fortnnes of
hit State, and represented North Carolina In the
Confederate Senate. Thit it simply a brief out-

line of hit life wheh wai filled up with conttant
activity, and rounded Into splendid proportions,
asd which, from tbe very character or the man,
must be viewed as a whole. It was a life so even,
to harmonious, to free from angularity that It
ttande out like a Doric column In tke Temple of
Fame.

Personally, Governor Graham was fall six feet
high, well proportioned asd straight aa an arrow.
He was strlklsgly hasdsome, soble In appearance,
the very

IMPERSONATION OF DIONITT,
and probably no human being ever heard a re-

flection upon the purity and morality or his lire.
He was a mas of lstenteasd earnest convictions
of right and wrong, and though of undoubted
physical courage, he wai never known to hare a
personal difficulty. Tor his moral courage, the In-

born strength of tbe man, kept all men, nnder
all circumstances, at a respectful distance. It
has often been remarked of him that in this re-

gard he bore as eminent resemblance to Wash-
ington. "Know thyself" Is the Immortal mixltn
which has come down to ns from Grecian lanes,
and he fulfilled it in remarkable degree.

Is a large one, and his relatives by marriage asd
otherwise are scattered over tbe entire State.
Quite early Is life he married Mist Washing tin,
of Lesore county.

In her religious convictions as he, broug it
up Is the straitest of tbe Scotch-Iris- h Presby-
terian sect. North Carolinians will recollect
how, whes he was Governor asd living in the
"Palace," at Raleigh, he and Mrs. Graham used
to separate Sunday mornings on Fayettevllle
street, at tbe point where the would turn to enter
the Baptist church asd he tbe Presbyterian; but
so discord In the family wai permitted on this
account. Mrs. Graham, who survives her hus-
band, has been distinguished all through her
life for every beautlftl virtue and lovely trait
which adorn the character of a Christian matron.
He leaves eight or nine tost asd one daughter, (If
our memory it sot at fault.) AH of the aoni In-

herit excellent qualities, asd are recogsltedaa
worthy and Intelligent men.

Governor Graham waa exceedingly fortunate
in fortunes. His bachelor brother James, who
waa a Representative In Congress from North
Carolina from 1833 to 1843, and again from 184S to
1847, left him his large property entlro at his
death, and other members of hit family left him
their property. One of hta sisters married the
Her. Mr. Morrison, a Presbyterian clergyman of
Noith Carolina. They had three daughters, who
were widely celebrated for their great beauty and
talent. One of them became tbe wife of Stone-
wall Jackson, and her name will be forever
famous. Another married General D. H. Hill, of
Conlederate fame, and tbe other married Mr.
Rufus Barrlnger, a son of President Fillmore's
Minister to Spain.

few. He hardly ever admitted any one into
what might ho called a close intimacy. In this re-

spect perhapt Governor Swain, of North Caro-
lina, held the chief place, especially while the
latter was president of Chapel Hill University.
His friendship with Henry Clay .vas also of the
most Intimate character, and the; lived much to-

gether In Washington, and between Governor
Graham and "Marthfield't giant oak" there was
a splendid friendship. He asd Colonel Mangum
were Senators together, and what It remarkable
and very conspicuous aa proof of Governor Gra-
ham's popularity, they were both from Orange
county. Some would tay at that time: "Must
Orange have everything?" asd, thes, because It
wai Graham who had bees honored, a satisfac-
tion almost reaching the point supreme wai felt.
Such a case, however, hai not happened since.
While is the Senate, Governor Graham waa
placed os teveral Important committee!, asd
whes the regular presiding officer vacated the
chair, be wai generally called to It. Governor
Graham wai peculiarly happy Is his estimations
of character, and of all hit public efforts nose are
better remembered than his eloquent eulogies of
Chlel Justice Buffin, one ot the payntms of North
Carolina, and of Senator Badger. Judge Gil-
liam was held is great esteem by Got. Graham,
aa waa David Outlaw, Hugh Waddell, Senator
Barrlnger, Kenneth Rayser, Judge Saunders,
Judge Manly, L.O. B. Branch, Got. Iredel',
Col. Wheeler and others of hit eotemporarles,
the most of whom have, like himself, solved the
great mystery. He waa esteemed by his fellow,
citizens without regard to party. As Secretary
of tbe Navy he was exceedingly popular with
the officert. Though perfectly urbane there waa
that "third something" Is htm which commanded
respect asd proclaimed authority, and they liked
It. He dignified and adorned the office, and
great regret waa felt when he resigned to accept
hit nomination lor the Vice Presidency, and to
take his high place aa

HIa great characteristics or moderation and
conservatism qualified him for this position.
Although ao reserved asd nslmpasslosed, he
could not conceal bis satisfaction when selected
by George Peabody aa one of the trustee! of
the "Peabody fund" for educational purposes.
In this office he waa very useful, and It la more
than likely that he wai visiting Saratoga on
business in connection with it when be died. It

Tornado In Philadelphia.
