THX ATTACK OB C0XXODOBE GOODX.VOUOH.

Lodob, August St. The colonial office has
received the following details or the attack on
Commodore Goodenough and a portion or tbe
crew of the Pearl. The Commodore and party
on the 12th Inst, landed .n Carlisle Bay to open
Intercourse with the natives of Santa Urns Island,
who attacked the Sandfly In the same place last
yesr. After remaining about an hour ashore
and making apparently satlslactory progress In
the object of their mission; they were preparing
to return to the ship, when suddenly the natives
whowereonlya few yards off, shot at Commo-
dore Goodenough, and a poisoned arrow pene-
trated his left side. The boat then pat off under
a fight of arrows. Seven men on board were
wounded, Including Lieutenant Hawker. Two
of the wounded have since diedirom the effects
of the poison, the others are Improving. As soon
ae the boat returned the Pearl shelled and
burned the native village, and then returned to
Nelson Bay.

Tho .moral difficulties, the speaker
stated, relate to the supply and character or
the teachers who instruct the colored school., the
condition of public opl Ion on the object of the
education of these yiuths and tbe spirit with
which the teachers or these schools enter upon

'helr work. He contended that ths State had sot
done all she could to provide ror additional
schools, that It was the duty of the State govern-
ment In furtherance of the necessities of the
school system to enforce the collection or capita-
tion taiby mailng the right of suffrate depend
on Its payment. He claimed that white
Sonthern teachers were not the best for
colored schools ; that false and wicked Ideas have
been so widely spread that their lnnuences
have been pernicious In the work or Instruction,
by limiting education, checking aspirations and
shutting off opportunity for development and
promotion. Rev. W. B. Derrick, of Richmond,
next delivered an address on compulsory eduea-lio-
