A Kan Fined 'Without Being Arrested He
Won't Stand It.

On Saturday last the following item appeared
in tne National Rxfublioaw:

A farmer named James W. Barnes went Into

lie wasn't utel to Washington beefsteak, and
when a plate of that meat was put before him be
insinuated that It was not cooked enouxb. It
was smoothed over lor a time, and the farmer
chewed away on his becrsteak, but still held that
it was cot well done. When he started to leave
he asserted again his opinion that the beer was
rare, and Air. Win. Scott called him a liar, and
tlthlmcrtr the head with a stool. The right
grew fierce, but fortunately was soon terminated
by the appearance ol Officers Breen and Hjy,
who captured the ranter, Scott succeeding la
making bis escape.''

As stated In the flem Wm. 2oolt was
rot arrested, nor has he Deen arrested since, as
he has not jet put In an appearance.

At the appointed time in the
morning he was at the Court, as was Mr. John
Scott, and while the proper officer was making
cut the information against Barnes he had an
interview with Scott, In which he told him that
be was In great-troubl-e : that the twenty dollars
lie had deposited as collateral belonged to
the man in Virginia he worked for, that If
he was fined they would deduct the fine
Irom that sum. which was all he had, and in that
event be would certainly be discharged when he
returned with the sum short. Mr. Scott, for
reasons best known to himself, did not care to
have the man get in trouble, and to provide
against It, handed him twenty dollars, agreeing
to pay the fine out or the collateral and take the
remainder In payment for the twenty dollars.
The case was called and Barnes fined five dollars
which the marshal as usual deducted from the
collateral In his possevsion. Before he had re-
ceived the balance of nf.een dollars, Mr. Scott
and a party crossed the street to take a drink, and
while they were absent, at the suggestion of
some busybody, an information charging him
with an affray, was filed by the assistant
attorney against William Scott, who had
net teen arrested. The case was called, and he
railing to answer a fine or five dollars was chalked
up against blm and that In turn was deducted
from the money Id the Marshal's hands belonging
tonis brother. Jhn Scott. The remaining ten
dollars was tlo handed to special officer Young
to be given to Mr.

That gentleman, however. Is not satisfied with
the legality or the transaction and refuses to ac-
cept the ten dollars, declaring that he will. If
necessary, speiid five hundred dollars to regain
the five. 1 he case is a little mixed and it is
probable that the Police Court records will be
changed and Mr. Scott's five dollars refunded
him without further trouble. If not he will fight
for It and the reporters will be on hand to sea the
fight.

1
then went to the district attorney's office and got
a note to the clerk or the Police Coart, fixing the
amount or the ball.

I did not Introduce the man to any one as Eadi,
or David Xadi, or as any one else : and I did not
know any one by the name or Eads, and only
knew this man from the Introduction given by
Snyder's wife.

I consider that 1 simply did my duty towards
my client in a fair, straightforward manner, as I
have alwsys done.

The unheard dean carrying, through the
force or reputation, the Impression or mental
power: Spurgeon, through the senses, that or
truth and earnestness ; the one a doctor or law,
the other an apostle of Christ."

The Chrlttlan Mtgliter directs attention to the
fast that the great religions orthe world hare
taken their form and name from persons and '

not from abstract principles, and thai meets the
argument or certain free religionists who main-
tain that Christianity la transient because It
rest! upon a person rather than upon principle,
and that every person must be limited and falli-
ble. Thus, Jadslsm, Buddhism, Islam andOhrlr-tlanlt- y

all rest upon personal agents, whilst
Brsbmanlsm, the Egyptian, the Greek , and the
Boman ;re Igioni were not identified with any
tech personal lnflnence. The forms or Christian
organisation might be reviewed la the light or
this fact, and conclusions might be drawn as to
the bearing 'or the prominence of personal
leaders over abstract doctrines In the Christian
denominations. Certainly Luther and Wesley
hold a great place la their religious fellowship,'
and are powers of history, whilst the sects that
put forward only a theological tenet are not to
dominant. Even Borne, that claims to have an
unerring catechism, builds upon St. Peter,
and the Pope claims Infallibility throegh St,
Peter's chair. Perhaps the free rellglonlstsmay
mean to affirm the limited Influences and worth
ef all personality, and to denythts attribute to
the Supreme Being In their frequent pantheism.

The statue of Blchard Baxter that was
on July 28, by the Bishop or Worcester, li

a cheering memorial or the better and the lm- -
roving state or tbeoloxleal feeling tn England,
hurchmen and dissenters togetber contributed

the cost of the monument, snd Dean Stanley
made one of his thoughtful and scholarly ad-
dresses. Baxter was born in Bnwton. Shropshire,
November 12,1615, and died In London. December
S, 1691. He was a Puritan, and at the lame time
a royalist and advocate or an establl-he- d church.
Charles II. offered him a blsbpprl-t- n recognition
o' his fidelity to his rather, but Baxter declined
the honor and the eroolutr ent. and suffered much,
even to fine and Imprisonment, on account or hli
non episcopal opinions. He held iome peculiar
convictions and stood on middle groand
between the Puritans and the Established
Church. Hit "Saints' Best," and his
"Call to the Unconverted" have had great circu-
lation and Influence, and were once to be found In
most er the reading religious families or New
England. It should be remembered new, when
the old controversies are over, that he alwayi
urged practical rectitude above dogmatic opinion
and exalted Christian charity beyond external
usages. Now that Banyan and Baxter are held
np to honor by the dominant religion or England,
we may hope that the age or bigotry Is arone and
that Christian people are ready to accept and
honor Chrlttlan men or mark and power.
