play. He appeared moody and silent, rather
avoiding than seeking any aotlce whatever.

The Tiltgrcpk man then expressed a desire to see
him handle his snakes, which was ably seconded
by all tbe boys, who urged Maurice to bring out
his pets.

Maurice bandied tbe snakes
as carelessly and Indifferently as if tbey were
strings; winding several ot them around his
neck, puttlog his fingers Into tbe mouths or
the venomous serpents, etc. He would actually
take any one or them by tbe neck, and hold-
ing the stake's head close to his month, thrust
out and withdraw his tongue, whlcn woula oe
Immediately imitated by the snake.

or this boy is truly wonderr3l andSimances actually excelling all thi fea's or
g performed by travelling show-

men with long and names. With
the sight Is experienced naturally a degree or
disgust at the familiarity of snakes, so abnorrent
to all, with a human being. Maurice claims thst
h learned the art of g about a
year ago lrom a man named Walton, who resides
in the country near this city. The boy's first
attempt was with a rattlesnake, which he round
In tbq.woods near Walton's house. He placed bis
root on tbe neck or tbe serpent, so as to hold It
down amr leave the head free. Naturally the
king or all snakes resented tbls insult with a
fierce sound lrom his rattles and rapid movement
or his tongue. He then stooped down,
csugbt tbe snake just below the bead with his
hands, and, raising the head to a level with bis
face, looked steadily Into Its eyes lor about one
minute, when all Indication of anger on tbe part
of tbe snake ceased, and tbe boy handled It as be
pleased from that time until day before yes-
terday, when It got hurt and he killed 1L This
snake

and was over three feet In lengtb. Since that
time, tbe boy makes a sport of catching snakes.
lkst Saturday, In company with several boys
about his own age, he went Into the swmp above
tbe fair grounds, where he eaught about one
doien snakes, which be now has. Not only does
he tame tbe serpents so that he can handle thea
himself, but so completely does he overcome the
naturally venamous instincts and remove all war-
like or resentful feelings from them, that anr
person can handle them with perfect safety ever
altera ard. xesterdey, there were aboutadoien
beys around Maurice, who seem to be bis little
clan. He is both leader and supreme ruler in that
crowd. Without the least exertion on his part he
commands Implicit obedience from his little hench-
men who seem to regard him with a kind or awe.
He has bntto order to be obeyed with alacrity,
and his little followers seem to feel a pleasure In
ncognixrng one who has such unusual powers as
leader. He does tot seem to value the power that
renders hlxi superior to other hoys, and when ex-
hibiting that power does It rather as a duty or
punishment than pleasure; at least this was the
manner In which he appeared yesterday. He
sometimes decides to kill a certain snake among
the number, and all the persuasion and simple
logic that his little followers can produce falls to

Altera hearty supper the party lay down
In their blankets around the fire, which had been
built In the cleft of some large quarts rocks, and
an were soon last asleep, air. strsiey was
awakened In the night by a heavy weight upon
nis enest. At erst ne snpposea h was his
brother's hand, but, as It did not move, and be
coming nervous and alarmed, he raised his head.
and was horrified to find a large mountain rattle-snak- e

colled upon his chest, with its head nestled
ejwn in the centre or the coil. It was nearly
daylight, but Mr. btraley was so paralyzed with
fear that he could not make a noise, and dared
xot move. He recovered his presence of mind so
far as to be able to draw tbe blankets over his face.
This movement startled the reptile monster, which
glided from him to his brother, who was sleeping
with him. The snake passed from his breast to
his brother's race, when, is a fatal momnt,Uenry
Straley raised his hand to tear It away. There

and a loud cry from the boy, and
the monster burled Its fangs Is his rlaht hand
and a second time In his cheek. There was a hor-
rible scream from Henry Straley as the poor boy
jumped to his feet, while the snake glided from
the blankets to a large flat rock sear the embers
of the lire. Mr. Jenkins fired his revolver at the
horrible creature, and at the second shot brought
It down. Poor young Straley was soon suffering
the most Intense agony. His brother, at his re-
quest, cut out a large portion of the cheek In
hopes that the poison had sot penetrated very
deep, and a tight ligature was bound around tbe
wrist or the bitten hand, which wss bathed In
cold water. But nothing the horrified young men
could do availed to save the poor boy. He died
in less man two sours is tse most temoie agony.

The
yonsg man conveyed the corpse to Fort Steele,
whence It was shipped home to Chicago for In-
terment. The snake measured four leet in length
and had sine rattles, which were taken off, and
which were shown to our reporter at the corral'
last evening.

A vesng man named Franklin Bubriarht was

on his way from his father's home to Windsor
Castle, Windsor township. Fa. When about
half a mile from the village, he met a monster
black snake lying along the roadside. When
wllhlnafewjardsoftheieptile It made for him,
asdJox. Buorlght. haying nothing with. which
tderand hlsueir, was obliged to run. lie soon
fonnd a dub, however, and showed fight. After
knocking down the snake several times as It
rose up in front of him, the reptile seemed to be
dead, and he endeavored to drag it along with
him, cut the serpent soon recovered strength and
fiercely attacked him a second time. The fight
this time lasted severe lmtnutea, when the snake
was again defeated, and fied to a neighboring
corn field, where it was soon lost sight or, as it
was about getting dark. According to Mr. Ku.
bright's estimation, the snake must be at least
fifteen leet long and from four to fire Inches
thick. Search was made for It the following
morning, but without sueocsj. The snake has
been setn at different times In the ne'ghborhuod
within the last twenty or twenty five years. Its
hiding-piec- It Is thought, has now been discov-
ered, and a party or men are about to make a
thorough search for It.

A Mammoth Creeper.
Considerable consternation exists, says tbe Bal-

timore American, at preeent among the people
residing In the vicinity of Hall Spring, on tbo
Harford rcad.about tyro miles from the clty.owlng
tot e t,rles ixtait atoit tte ap.eirance of a
very large snake In.the neighborhood. Those who
think tbey have seen his snakeship say that he Is
fully fifteen feet long, about eight inches In diam-
eter and two feet in clreumferenc. On Tuesday
last he was sees.

Mr. Lea's place is a short distance beyond
Hall's Springs, and Is located in tbe east bank of
HtrrtngHcn. On tbe west bank opposite the dam
tt ere Is a large rock, with a aurt or cave under-
neath. This is thought to be

who has tten notleed on several occasions In the
wcodsnearby. The miller In tbe employ or Mr.
Lee says that a few days ago be noticed the snake
lying, apparently asleep, nnder the breast of
tbe dam. He apprised Mr. Lee, en tbe tatter's
return Iron tbe city, r--f tbe fact, wbo scarcely be-
lieved the story. The visit or the snake to his
place on Tuesday last, however, thoroughly con-
vinced Mr. Lee that tbe snake In reality existed,
and was one of unusual proportions.

It Is Scarcely a Beipeetable Failure.
Detroit, August 25. The greenback mass

meeting called by Moses W. Field, Is considered
a failure, and It was expected that at least 10,OoO
people would be present and seats were provided
lorthat nnmber in the largestfpark or the city,
bnt at the hour or organization only (00 were
present at the Opera Honse, whleh can seat
nearly 3,000. W. D. Kelly, orPennsyIvanla,Matt.
Carpenter, or Wisconsin; Wendell Phillips, or
Massachusetts; Senator Gordoo, or Georgia; W.
H.lIorton, of Illinois, and James Buchanan, or
Indians, were announced as speakers, but Kelly
and HorUs are the only ones present,

At U o'clock Moses W. Field announced tbe
following officers of the meeting: President,
Thos. J. Dnrant, Washington, D. C;

D. B. Mahoney, Iowa, L. T. Wood, Ky.

Besolved, First, that the people ,ows to the
Government at all times and in all emergencies,
a loan or mosey adequate to Its seeds, at a ra'e
or Interest so low a to be the least possible bur--de-

and to otter the least possible competition to
private enterprise.

Second, the Government owes to the people an
absolutely safe and uniform currency, adapted to
their varying needs In the amount and or a value
not materially different from that ol other civil-
ized nations.

TLird, that the providing df a currency
for the people Is an attribute of sovereignty,
and we demand that the Government of
the United States shall perform this
dnty In such a manner as to furnish the public an
amount of currency adequate to the business re-
quirements of tbe country, and Independent of
the action of banks or other private corporations.

Fourth. That we are neither repudieUonlsti
nor Inflationists, but friends of a safe, sound and
reliable currency; that we propose to redeem the
greenback circulation of the United States at the
pleasure of the holders thereof In bonds of the
United States bearing a low rate or Interest, con-
vertible at tbe pleasure or the holders Into green-
backs), end thus redeeming the original promise
or the government, when It first Issued green-
backs to fund them when desired Into an Interest-payin- g

bond.
Fifth. That we are is favor of the Issue of

United States certificates or bonds bearing Inter-
est not to exceed 3.C5 per cent, per annum, to an
amount equal to the whole Government debt'
ssld bonds or certificates being changeable and
Interchangeable with greenbacks at par on de-

mand.
Sixth. That the legal money of the country

should be endowed with power to pay all .debts,
public and private, exeept that portion or the
bonded Indebtedness specially made payable in
coin.

Seventh. That as the enactment of last Con-
gress providing for a resumption or specie pay-
ments is 18T9 Is Impraetleablo and Impossible ol
execution and Is disastrous Is Its effects upon the
business or the country, we demand Itslmme-mediat- e

and unconditional repeal.
Eighth. That the plan or the Government cur-

rency proposed by this convention would, In our
opinion, tend to render our Government and peo-
ple Independent, financially, of foreign lnflaenees
or complications, and sot subject hereafter as
heretofore to disturbing the control or Influence
or foreign eonn tries.

Ninth, that we recommend the organisation ot
greenback clubs In every State or the Union, for
the purpose of carrying out the principles and
measures set forth In the feregolsg resolutions.

After the resolutions had been adopted, Mr.
Daniels, ot Virginia, made a speech, and the
convention took a recess until evening.

At the evening session, the attendance was
somewhat larger than during the day, and per-
haps seven hundred were present. Messrs. Dan-

iels, of Virginia; Mahoney, or Iowa, and Allte, ot
this State made short speeches. Mr. Buchanan,
or Indiana, made a long speech favoring inflation.

The wires are so arranged
that an Indicator In the second story front room,
shows at what door or window1 they nave been
touched,, His sleeping room Is In this story, and
he immediately arose' and armed himself with,
what Is known as a honse pistol, carrying a ball,
nearly as large as a hickory nut. With tbls he
hastened Into the front room and there learned
from the indicator that the wires guarding' his
office window. In the rear ol the first story, had.
bees tampered with.

A little handle fixed by the side of ths indica-
tor Is attached to a wire tnai reaches to the Assert
lean District Telegraph Company's nearest otflee
and by pulling this handle the number ofthe
house and the name or the street are there regis-
tered. The doctor quickly-pulle- this handle,
and hurried to the bath-roo- in the rear or the
second story, from which window he had a clear
view of the office window, and of the yard at ths
back of tbe house.

One was about twenty feet frem the house be-
yond the fence that encloses the narrow back
yard; another stood In tha yard, about midway
between tbe fence and the house; and tha third
wss clinging to the sill or the office window
(which was opes) trying to pull himself In.

The bath-roo- window was closed: but tha
doctor cocked his pistol, so that Its noise might
sot alarm the burglars after he raised the sasa.
Then he laid It on a little stand that stood by the
walLaad slowly opened the window. The sash
fitted loosely is the frame, and he raised It with-
out alarming tbe burglars. He stood by the open
window for a few seconds, waiting Jo see what the
men would do. The one by the window pulled
himself np, got his knee over the sill, and swung
nlmseir silently Into the omce.

Ha had not stopped to dress himself; and
as he stood by the open bath-roo- window In his
white sleeping- - clothes, he could be seen plainly
from the yard, outlined against the dark back-
ground. As he tired, the burglar In the yard
uttered aery, and staggered against the fence.
The man beyond the fence looked up at the win-
dow, and seeing the doctor there, his pistol aimed
ror another shot, shouted, "G dams you I that's
your game. Is lit" and as he spoke he aimed
quickly at the doctor and flred. It was dose so
quickly, that Dr. Hammond had not time to step
asloe lrom th t window, and the bullet struck him
on the forehead, close to the right temple. But
ss he presented an oblique front to the man be-
yond the fence, the ballet glanced from beyond
the bone : It cut an ugly gash In the flesh, and
penetrated the bath-roo- wall. The doctor did
act flinch, but flred again and again, four times
In all, emptying all the chambers out of his pistol.
Meanwhile, the burglar sprang out of the parlor
window, and ran to his oompaslos in ths yard,
who was groaning and bleeding, and had evi-
dently been badly wounded.

Implements, Instruments and tools
ortrsde. occupation or employment, and to take
and subscribe the oath prescribed by said section.
This entry msy contain only a general descrip-
tion, ss, for rnstaneevr" wearing apparel," "prof-
essional books." " Implements," io. Indicating,
however, the nature or the occupation, profession,
or trade is which such books, Implements, Jn,
are used.

A separate entry must also be made of all du-

tiable articles. If any, contained In each passen-
ger's bsgga ge, to which tha oath of tha passenger
must be annexed, as required by Sections 9 and 10
of the Act of June, 22, 1871. This entry must
specify each article, or, where there are more
than one ef tha same kind or description, tha
exact quantity. In sueh manner as tha same may
be readily Identified, and the "actual cost or
foreign market value"' carried Into tha appro-
priate column, opposite each Item or tha descrip-
tion. Tha rata asd amount or duties will be
stated in tbe respective caiumsi or m wjju
'"urveyoM or Customs wflliee that a baggage
entry la made by each cabin passenger and filed
Is the Custom House. The entries will be exam,
rned In tha Surveyor's affiee and checked off by
tha passenger lists of steamers before filing. If
any entry shall be missing, daa Inquiry will be
made concerning the tame, asd the Inspector who
examined the boggsge will be held primarily
accountable for such missing entry.
