UI" THE CABINET.

The New York Herald calls upon the en-
tire Cabinet to resign because Mr. Becretary
Delano has been charged with the ocom-
mission of frauds by Professor Marsh, Wil-
lism Welsh, Esq., and ex-clerk Walker.
In the opinion of the Herald these three
persons are ‘honorable” men, whose
privilege itis to ralse a suspicion agminst
a public officer that should be followed by
his immediate disgrace, snd the disgrace of
those who may be associated with him in
official capacities. But let us see if they
are honorable men.

Professor Marsh is, perhsaps, eatitled to
some consideration as & man who would
not intentionally commit a fraud upon the

, public, butif is o be feared that he has been

made the tool of others in exactly that kind
of s transaction. At snyrste nothing more
than “hearssy evidence' has been adduced
thus far to sustain the rather indefinite
charges that have been given to the public
over kis signature.

Mr. Welsh is certainly not entitled to that
consideration. He is not unknown to the
public, and what is known of him in cou-
nection with Indian affsirs is not to his
credit. Once before he appeared as s
prosecuting witness in a case ‘similar to the
one new under consideration, but confined
his prosecution to persecution of his in-
tended victims in the newspapers. When
the opportunity was afforded to him to offi-
cially verify his charges, he refused to
appear on the witness stand, and backed
out of his position of prosecutor like a
whipped sod whining cur., But his true
character is developed by the fact that he
stands convicted of a crime against the
laws of his country, the laws of humamty,
and the very splrit of the civilization
of the age. Under the saintly garb of
christian meekness and patriotic Iove of
country, this fervid reformer wears the
blackened and ealloused heart of a Shy-
lock—in short, of s man who lends money
upon store property and, whose wealth is
constantly increasing through the pay-
ment of interest upon mortgages which he
bolds upon the bodies of his fellow-men.
The bloody sweat of Cubax slsves is colned
into greedy wealth for his coffers. His
capital is losned to the slaveholding mon-
archists of Havana for use in perpetuating
their powerand keeping in subjection the
Pstriot insurgents who are struggling for
the independence of Republican principles
on the island. Certainly bhe cannot be
ranked 85 an jhonorable man, nor as one
whose unsupporied sssertions are entitled
to the faintest shadow of consideration by
ihe public.
