A Glance at the Hew Telegrah System How
it Will be 'Worked.

The new fire alarm telegraph now nnder con-

struction by Hems. Gamewell A Co., or New
York city is nearly completed, and will, when
finished, be the most perfect fire telegraph In the
world combining as it docs all of the latest and
more valuable improvements known to this
branch oi the art. The signal boxes are distribu-
ted as equally as possible over seven metalllo cir-
cuits, covering the cities of Washington and
Georgetown. The six large bells which nave been
tclecltd tor notifying the general public and the
engine house gongs irom which the Fire Depart-
ment will get the alarms for fire are distributed
upon four metalllo circuits ; and In addition
thereto, four earth return circuits will be em-
ployed, connecting each of the several engine
companies and the office of the Chler Engineer

f tieF.re Department with the offleejollthe Super-
intendent or the Fire Telegraph. There will be
maintained also aline of wire connecting the
Central Office and the United States NavalOo-territor-

over which the correct time of day
will be transmitted at 7 a. m.. 12 m., and o p. m.,
and repealed on the large bells ereryday.maklng
a utal or sixteen separateand independent cir-
cuit, and measuring in the neighborhood or one
hundred and fifiy miles In length or wire.
The signs 1 and Alarm circuits (eleven in num-
ber), although separate and Independent of each
other, are so arranged as to work through an
automatic and non Interfering repeater in such
a manner as that when an alarm Is sounded from
any one of the Signal stations it will be Instantly
repeated over all the alarm circuits without a
moment's loss of time, and with unerring cer-
tainty, as all the- - machinery is strictly auto-
matic, and each successive step is propelled by
that most wonderful agont agent electricity-caus- ing

all these circuits thus to act and re-a-

en each other instantaneously. All that will be
xecestary in order to sound an alarm of fire will
he simply the unlocking or the outer door of
the signal box, and pulling down ol an
iron hook which protrudes through a
slat In the race or the inner box which contains
the automatic signal machinery. The pulling or
this hook ("polling the box'1 It is called) releases
a detent which allows a certain when in the
clock work or the signal box to make one com-
plete revolution, and while that Is being accom-
plished the electric current is broken and closed
alternately. In such a manner as to cause to be
sounded on the large bells, and upon the gongs In
the engine houses, the exact number of the box
thus set In motion. (The number of the box will
be struck four limes ror a fire.) To prevent In-

terference from turning In or pulling) more than
one box at the same time, an Ingenious device,
through the agency of an addlttoual electro-mag-a-

In each box, has been adopted which secures
to the first box started, an undisputed right-of-wa- y

over that entire circuit, and so complete Is it
In Its operation and Instantaneous In seizing theright, that ir one box gets but a fractional part a
second the start, no other box can molest It. The
Central Office repeater is also in
the matter of transmitting the alarms over the
various circuits being so erastructed that It will
take alarms from but one circuit at a time. To
guard against the possibility or losing an alarm,
which might occur from two or more simultaneous
fires springing up in different sections of the city

although the repeater would Uke but one of
them yet the other or others would be registered
In the Central Office by another automatic Instrn
mint, ssed for that purpose, and as soon as theicpester gets through with the first, the second
alarm would be tent out by the operator, at the
Central Office.

Under the olu system raise and frivolous alarms
have been of frequent occurrence. Under the
sew system nothing or the kind will be likely to
occur. Each box is provided with what Is known
as the "trap-lock,- " and is so constructed that as
the key raises the tumblers or the lock proper.
It also springs an otaer device whlsh clasps the
round barrel of the key to such a manner as to

revcnt Its removal without the aid of another
istrument called a "master ker," which only

certain offlcert of the fire department will be al-
lowed to carry, and hence he who "pulls the box"
must remain there until the fir department re-
sponds or leave hu key in the lock. Every key
will be numbered, and a record kept showing in
whose hands every key it placed, and thut will
It be known, and a record kept by .whom every
box It pulled.

Thus every necessary precaution seem to bareteen taken to prevent abuse and to norreM the rt

WHlUmbeetthadnotBeenarretted,andatBamet
wat a countryman, anxious to return to hit home,
asked that he might be permitted to do to, and
forfeited bit collateral, which wat In the hands
ol the marshal. Not knowing anything about
the case, he declined to-- do so. Soon after,
Barnes and John Scott appeared with the officer,
and all Importuned him to let the collateral of J
In each case be forfeited, and the balance or the
original amount, tffl, be returned to Barnes,
Mr. J ohn Seott, brother or one or the
saying that he would give 50 or any amount
rather than have his brother dragged into court.
Mr. Carrtngton stated that he declined any
such mode or disposing of the ease, and
they all left, but tubtequently returned
again renewing their Importunities, Mr.
Scott stating that he would pay Barnes 15,

to that he could go home, and the balance
or the collateral could be turned over to him
(Seott) to reimburse him, and he would pay his
brother's fine. After a great deal orimportunlng
he thought it might be well to hold $10 or the col-

lateral in the hands ot the marshal, AS tor each,
and the officer to notify William Scott that (6 co-
llateral had been collected for him.

affair, none more so than Mr. Scott. He had been
Informed by Officer Young that Scott was
so drunk when be took the money to him
on Saturday that he would not give it to him
then, but did so on a second visit. He now asked
that the (6 collateral retained for William Scott,
at the earnest solicitation or hit brother, be re-
turned to him, and as the warrant was out lor
William, let the law take its course In the usual
way. He supposed he wat doing a favor for these
men, the government and the public, at the same
time suffering thereby. Judge Mills granted the
request, remarking that it was better, at some-
times acts of kindness are misconstrued if not
granted in the regular way. There was nothing
wrong in what had been done. The trouble was
that the party at whose Instance the favor had
been granted could not appreciate It.

Mention has heretofore been made of the dis-

covery of a quarry or red granite in Stearns
county, a few miles from St. Cloud, and or the
organization of a company In this city to work up
this new Industry, and place the merits of this
stone before the people of the United States.
The company is entitled "The St. Cloud Granite,
Quarrying and Manufacturing Company' Hi-
ram Sogers, Esq , President, Hon. L. A. Evans
(St. Cloud). Vice President, D. W. Wellman,
Treasurer, w. D. Bogers, Secretary, and W. M.
Tlletton, general manager and financial agent.
The works or the eempany will be located in this
city, under Sogers' block, where machinery will
soon be placed to prepare the granite for market.
This red granite Is believed to be the only de-
posit of the kind in the country, and as it is said
to be equal If not superior to the popular red
granite which Is so extensively Imported
Irom Aberdeen, in Scotland, the Import-
ance or the discovery can scarcely
be overestimated. Specimens which have
been polished can scarcely be distinguished from
the Scotch red granite in the marble yards of
Mr. Tostevln and Mr. Bowers, and when put
side by side with the costly monuments In Oak-
land cemetery, not even an experienced granite
work er can tell one from tha other. A day or two
ago a plcee of this granite weighing ten tons wat
shipped to Chicago, where It will be critically
examined by those Interested before It takes Its
place as a base to a monument In a cemetery of
that city. It is confidently predicted that when
this granite Is brought to the attention or the
government architects, it will oa account or lis
extraordinary beauty, durability and cheapness
supersede all other kinds of granite In the con-
struction of buildings now in progress or here-
after to be erected in different parts ot the west.

This granite quarry is In close proximity to the
St. Paul J. Pteifte railroad, and as It crops. out
above the suriaee of the ground In one place the
mats of rock standing up exposed about forty
feet h gh It can be worked at the lowest possible
mlnlmam of expense. If the expectations of
those Immediately Interested are not at fault,
these granite works promise to be one or the
largest industries or the state, and it is earnestly
to be hoped their most sanguine hopes maybe
realized.

FAT OF LABOBEES.

Claim for Extra Compensation Sitailowtd.
Some time ago, a number or the labereraem

ployed by the late Board or Public Works, filed
claims with the District Commissioners for the
difference between $2.00 per day allowed by the
old law of the corporation, and the $1.50 per day
paid by the Board of Public Works. The papers
were referred to Mr. Blrney. the Assistant At
torney, who, in his report on the subject, says '

The Claim la Dasea upon s resolution passea oy
the late corporation of the elty or Washington,
March 27, 1807, fixing the pay or the laborers or
that corporation at hair a dollar more than was
agreed to be paid by the Board of Publie Works.
I do not think It should be allowed, for the fol-
lowing reasons:

A joint resolution Is not law, and the one In
question would not have entitled any laborers to
claim the amount fixed in that resolution, if they
bad entered into a positive contract to work for
less.

Neither a Joint resolution nor an ordinance of
the late corporation could bind in any manner
tbe action oi the Board of Publie Works, which
was a body created by law of Congress and acted
under the power given It by Congressional stat-
utes. I know or know law which fixes the pay
of laberert employed by the Board or Public
Works. It was a matter left entirely te the dis-
cretion of the parties to the contract for labor.
In the decisions of tbe Supreme Court of the
District of Columbia It has been uniformly held
that tbe Board or Publie Works was a separate
and distinct corporation from the District of
Columbia, and that Abe District was not responsi-
ble in any way for the debts or the Board."

The Commissioners add : "The organlo law ot
the District, section IS: approved February 21,
forbids tbe allowance or any extra compensation
to anv publie servant after service has been

COLORED SCHOOL LAW.

Answer to the Card of Mr. Charles H. Tkomai
To the. Editor of Vu national BanMlean:

Sir : The Importance and gravity of the ques-
tion to the colored people In the District of Co-

lumbia at ittue relative to the legal status of the
colored schools of Washington and Georgetown,
Induces me to eravo your Indulgence for space In
your journal. In the Chronicle oftbe 2Stb instant
there appeared a letter from Charlet N. Thomas,
Esq., sustaining the position assumed by tbe
Commissioner! In consolidating the several
School Boards, together with a lecture to the
colored men, who think that Congress gave the
colored school! some rights which the Commis-
sioners are bound to respect. The history or tbe
colored schools or Washington and Georgetown
embraces considerable congressional legislation
from their inception, made necessary by the refu-s-

el the whites to take part In educating col-
ored children, and a perusal of the consolidated
statues will snow that not a feature of the laws
or Congress relating to colored schools hns been
disturbed. Mr. Thomas states that the Commis-
sions have the right to remove the trustees for
colored schools. On that there la a difference cf
opinion. But when he asserts that tbey have the
right to consolidate the Board of Trustees,
thereby destroying tbe distinctive Identity re-
cognized by Congress

HS IS XHTIHZXY WBOSQ.

If that be to, why not as a matter or economy,
consolidate the Fire Commissioners with the Fo-
lic Commissioners and thereby save to the citi-
zens ot Washington the amount In salary to
eldher cne Board or tbe other. Mr. Thomas Ig-
nores the fact that the trustees for Colored
school! were created by Congress sad not by the
local authorities. The laws recognising ssep-era- te

board are the aame aow as then, exbept the
appointing power u rested In local authority. If
toe Commissioners are greater than the power
which created them, then I grant that an order
from them is more potent and binding than Con-
gressional Enactment ; but If they are the creat-
ures or Congress their duty Is plain in observing
strictly and executing faithfully all laws. The
purpose or the colored gentlemen who give 10
mueh offence to Mr. Thomas, Is not to draw a
color line, fcr that was drawn by tbe representa-
tives of both political parties la Ooagreti by
striking out the "mixed" school clause la the
Civil Bights Bill ; their real Intention! are to de-
mand that the congressional lawt made for the
protection oftbe Colored schools shall be obeyed
both In letter and spirit, and not be so construed
At to leave all t&e obtectlonal features of separate
schools, with their cOMprSee remaining, and
