But, however, all these things may even-
tuate in the present instance, the failure of
the Bank of California supplemented by tho
suspension of the Trust 'Company which
followed yesterday, cannot but prove dis-

astrous to the Commercial Interests of the
Pacific coast. The panic which is sure to
accompany such affairs, and in fact which
appears to have been the immediate cause
of the run upon the latter Institution, indi-
cates a waning confidence of depositors
which must, sooner or later, cause the
strongest bank to yield. But if, happily
the panic shall prove of short duration, the
cramping of facilities sure to result from
the failure of two of the heaviest institu-
tions In the commercial metropolis' of the
Pacific States will havo a most chil-

ling effect upon all business enterprises.
The vast crops of that whole section are
now seeking a market, and these disasters
havo fallen most inopportunely for their
successful and economical movement How
far prices may hi Influenced It is yet too
early to hazard a conjecture. While wo
have little sympathy for the speculating
managers of the bankrupt institution, it is
most ardently hoped that the industries and
legitimate commercial enterprises ef Cali-

fornia may not be permanently or seriously
affected.

The bank was a great overgrown and ar-

rogant monopoly, and the wonder is that
merchants and tradesmen, knowing of the
immense speculations in which it was en-

gaged, would entrust their deposits in its
keeping. Familiar with all the vicissitudes
and fluctuations attendant upon rail-

way, steamboat and mining specu-
lations, it is incredible that they
should havo believed that a bank
which was popularly supposed to
be the financial agent or owner of the Cen-

tral Pacific, the Pacific Mail, the Corn Stock
Lode, and numberless other gigantic
schemes that involved millions, could bo a
desirable place of deposit for their capital
and profits. But the fact that they persisted
in having faith in the Bank of California, to
the last only shows what creatures of
fashion we are. Judgment is cast to the
winds, even in Commercial affairs, when a
little reflection would change our course,
and we rush along with the crowd to certain
destruction,

It is safe to avoid all banks as places of
deposit who are speculatingupon their own
account Tour deposits aro their specuj
lative capital if you place them in their cus
tody. A bank of discount, exchange and
,jeDOSit is untrustworthy from the moment
.. --

. .. ...
that it commences speculative operations
on its .own account. Its legitimate busi-

ness is morally certain to keep it safe and
enable it to accumulate a large sur-
plus in the distant future. If it
shall venture into tho broad and
ever changing fields of speculation, it may
be worth millions one day and be a penni
less bankrupt the next; but it is never
safe. It is more than probable that the
Bank of California has been broken by the
sudden shrinkage of many of the stocks of
which it was an extravagant holder. It
will be strange, also, if many of our Pacific
nabobs do not go down with it If they
aro saved it will most likely bo by making
the bank tho scapegoat through which
they were relieved of their heaviest loadr.

Later advices Inform us of the death, by
his own hand, of President Ralston yes-

terday. His suicide Is marked by tho same
bold, reckless character which has guided
all tho speculations of tho Institution which
ho has directed and controlled. Ho had
tho ncrva to enter now Holds of speculation
In tho great hereafter, but lacked tho
courago ncccnary to stay hero and attompt
tho extrication of his affairs from their
prcicnt confusion.

is continually increasing. The product of all
ver is Indeed so large that Its value is nearly
reduced to that of greenbacks, and there seems
to be some reason for the belief that if silver
Instead of gold could bo used to redeem legal
tender notes, these mines would supply a suffi-
cient amount of metal to establish our cur-
rency on a coin basis.

As there Is nothing elsewhere on earth like
this deposit of silver, so the mines themselves
are unparallelled In the completeness of their
Ingenious machinery and appliances. The
whole society of the place is brought Into
new conditions, and while some of the richest
men in America share with their employees
the fatigues and dangers o. a life underground,
the bootblacks and newsboys of the town de-

cline to accept any smaller currency than a
silver quarter-dolla- r.

finished his first picture. Art to him wu innatenay, seemed to burn within him like a hidden
fire. So passionately devoted was he to It, thathis relatives state he neglected his hooks, his rood,
his sleep, and. when miasms: would always be
fonnd brooding over some incompleted sketch, or
else copying from some picture that took hisyouthful fancy. Ills father, while watching withno little gratification this genius la his child, atlast became alarmed at the neglect he was show,
log to his sludie- -, foroade him from pursuing his
art, and compeUed him to devote his attention
rigidly to his books. Up to the ace of fourteeo.therefore, he received good training in the fun-
damental branches of the academy, but after this
brief term er years he quitted school, and until
his untimely death has devoted himself exclu-
sively to his art.

Ills first rucoess was highly flattering and was
received when only flfleen years of age, when ow-
ing to the marked excellence or a water color
sketch which the yonng artist had sent In to theRoyal Dublin Society, the Lord Lieutenant gave
him a handsome premium. This so encouraged
him that he eonflned himself still more rigidly to
hts easel, and at sixteen receive another pre-
mium from the same source. At the age or seven-
teen the Lord Lleatenant gave him what Is
known as " the highest certificate ormerit," upon
the presentation or which ha was larormed thattheeharaetorofhls work was so great that he
could not longer be regarded as a pupil, andtherefore could contend no more for any prise of-
fered br the society. The fact Is that yoasg
Urelg had already secured all tho first prises In
the society, and accordingly felt himself war-
ranted In setting ont for his fortune.

He proceeded to England, where he met with a
fond reception and enjoyed the Instruction or the
best masters.
