Sin: 1 bare been asked oa several occulont,
since my return from Onto, by persons whom I
know to be deeply Interested In tbe affelrsof that
State, what I saw and beard relative to tbe cam
paign Inaugurated daring my stay there, and
'what wu tbe opinion generally entertained con-- 1
cernlng tbe election which will occur daring the
coming autumn. I am not Insensible to the fact
that conjectures are frequently Indulged In re-
garding political matters, by persons strictly par-
tisans. In a manner highly calculated to mislead
those who, however interested In elections, are
sot earefnl to examine Into the condition and
circumstances of the affairs by which, In Tery
many cases, both State and Presidential elections
arc governed. Itbas been my lot for the past two
years to be In the midst of, and at times to take
part In, the canvasses In Ohio, aad In both the
northern and the southern sections of that State
it was my fortune to cultivate the acquaintance of
many persons whose friendship and confidence, I
believe, 1 have ever since enjoyed, aud to whom 1
am indebted for much valuable Information con-

cerning their State affairs. The object of this
letter, therefore, will be to state, as clearly as
possible, not only tbe observations made by my.
self, but the accounts which I received from these
persons, whom I believe to be in every respect In
telligent and truthful.

I chanced to be In Cincinnati on the 10th of last
month, where 1 found that considerable good
feeling was manifested over the very able speech
that had been delivered the night previous at
Marietta, by the

BOS, ALFHOXSO TATT,
who, 1 learned, bad been a very prominent candi
date for the office of governor before the conven
tion which met at Columbus last June, and whose
same had also been very favorably mentioned as
the probable successor of tbe present Secretary
of the Interior. Tbe people of this populous and
busy city seemed greatly encouraged by such a
brilliant opening of tbe campaign, and felt conf-
ident that success would attend them, because the
measures submitted to the consideration of tbe
people were In every way favorable to tbe Inter-
est of both labor and capltal,and because the men
who were Instrumental in bringing tbem forward,
as well as those to whose care tbey are willing to
Intrust their keeping, are especially able and of
the strictest Integrity.

The general opinion that prevailed among
many of tbe persons with whom 1 conversed was
tnat co wiaeiy aiuerent were tne political issues or
this Tear from these of last, and so much better
undiVstood by the Intelligent and working
mass's, that an opportunity would be riven to

This misrepresentation
caused the reaction In Ohio last fill, and doubt-
less the same If true in regard to many of ths
Northern States. The President's Southern
policy was misrepresented, the condition of the
finances was misrepresented, Osesarlsm wu in-
troduced by the enemies oi the Administration,
heaped upon and misrepresented. Third term-Is- m

and many other kind of stmt were ludicrously
lnr nted for election purposes, and buely mis-
represented. It wu as election of f teis, and these
boasting politicians who claimed so much patriot-
ism for tbelr paternal land pretended to be
greatly alarmed at the tendency of these isms to
the centralisation of power at Washington, and
the complete annihilation of republicanism the
Republic, itself, they prophesied, would be put
up at pnblle auction and cried off to tbe highest
bidder. This is tbe kind of sophistry these con- -

Inquired on severil occasions. "We eanno tenet-l- y

tell," wu the cautious and doubtful reply;
"things look very precarious. At tbe appointed
time tbe election took place. Tbese "precarious
things" brought about a reaction. Tbe Repub-
licans were defeated. Tbe Democrats came into
power: "but tbey were not hippy," and tbelr
allies here In Washington made a "bigger to-d-

over tbe result than they themselves made In
Oblo. The Democrats there knew that the peo-
ple hid been caught off guard, and In time tbey
would discover their error, and return to tbelr
allegiance In the ranks of tne Republican party.
The election, however, and Its excitement were
over. The die had been cut, tbe result deter-
mined, and tbe people were relieved to refect
eooly over what had been done. In tbe winter
the Lealslature met with a Democratic; majority;
Tbe attention orallwu turned towards the ac-
tions of this angnst body. It wu not long be-
fore the people were able to seethe cloven foot
ot the Democracy, tbe recklessness of the mam
bers or tbe Legislature, and how utterly tbey dis-
regarded that true Interest or the people about
which they said so much lut fall. The former
Republican .Legislature had given entire satis,
faction to the people for nearly twenty years,and
it bad never, at any time, been guilty of corrup-
tion or dishonesty. Governor Allen acknowl.
edged this willingly when he said that "the
Democrats came Into office lut January, after
our political opponents had held control of the
State of Ohio for nearly twenty years, but ws
could not find after the most careful examination
a single cue or ofsetal corruption." The Demo-
cratic investigation eommtltee rullv agreed witn
the Oorernor. In Its report to the Legislature It
said that, "to far is elective officers and their sab
ordlnates are concerned, verr commendable hon.
esty and fidelity had been observed, and that In
tbe official conduct of no public officer, whether
elective or appointive, hu corruption been dis-
covered." The Democratic Legislature while In
session thought certain reformatory measures
were necessary and ought to be speedily adopted,
even though tne present laws were works of their
predecessor, whose administration had given so
much satisfaction. In fact, It was necessary to do
something to recommend themselves favorably
to the people for the next campaign. The tern,
perance question would not answer again. Tbe
civil rights bill had become trite. "What will
be the best method to pursue," inquired some ol

All the savans sat In quiet save one John

who Is a devout member of the Cathollo
Church, a shrewd politician and a member of the
Legislature from Cincinnati. He thought he
could easily see through the whole matter, liewu confident that considerable animosity existed

Two years ago tbe peo-
ple of Schuylkill county, without distinction ot
party, nominated him for president judge against
Judge Kjan, and he wu elected by over 3,000
majority. Since then be has devoted himself to
iis judicial duties, and discharged them most ac-
ceptably. Mr. Pershing Is personally in favor of
hard moser, bat the temptation was sufficient to
sacrifice his views to party policy.

The princess Is represented lying on a mattnix,her cheek resting upon an open page of the
sacred book, bearing tbe words, "Come unto me
all yon that labor and are heavy lades, and I
will give you rest" From the Oothio arch npon
the couch hangs an Iron grating with its bars
broken; asunder, emblematising the prisoner's
release by death. An Inscription announces that
to vua oiagnter oi nixies a mis monument is
"erected u a token or respect tor her virtues and
of sympathy for her misfortunes by Victoria B."

Troy, who Is said to have been over forty when
she eloped with Paris, and thus set all Oreees by
tbe ears and gavs us two or the greatest epics
overwritten.

Indeed, some travelers have professed themselves
utterly unable to see the beauty of the French
women, about which they had heard so much.
