The New York Herald complains that the
Souibern Republicans in the last Congress
combined with their “Northern friends”
to prevent and accomplish certain kinds of
legislation, as their interests st the time
seemed to dictate. The Herald knows
very little of the mner workings of this
combination, which we admit did exist,
because its ropresentatives here last winter
‘were not of the kind entitled to the recog-
nition or confidence of respectable Repub-
licans. The truth is that it was begun
before the holiday recess, at & caucus of
Southern Republican members, convened
in pursuance of & suggestion made by THE
NaTioNasl Rerunnican. At that caucus
it was determined to subordinate every-
thing of a political character in the way of
legislation to the acknowledged necessity
for the passage of some law for the prolee-
tion of Republican voters in the Southern
States. It wns agreed that the appropria-
tion bills and other purely Government
measures should be passed without delay
und should not be interfered with ; but that
the bill to Protect Electors, described by
the Herald as the Force Bill, should be
urged in preference to any other guestion.
Finally, the matter was brought before a
generl cauens of Repablican members of
both Houses. Then it was discovered that
such Gushers as Genersl Hawley, Mr.
Speaker Blaine and & few others had made
s combination to prevens the execution of
that determination. This was really the
pernicious  combination [ from which fol-
lowed sl the dmsatisfaction which has
since then been the occasion of such wide
differences of opinion in the pariy regard-
ing the Bouthem question. But the result
wes that the Southern Republicans sue-
ceeded in carrying their points in the Hounse,
and would have succeeded in the Senate if
so much time had not been wasted by the
weak-koeed element of the party in discuss-
ing & needed ‘change of the rules. Theydo
not despair in the future, however, and in
the next National Convention will pursue
the same policy. Determined as they are,
to compel the Government and the people
of the North to recognize the villainy of
the Southern Democracy, they will leave
nothing undone that can be done to pledge
the party once more to the protection of
the colored voters of their section. They
will make themselves felt in that body ten-
fold more than they were in Congress, and
will see to it that the party is placed once
more in & thoroughly consistent position as
regards its past record and past pledges.

may be so still. His selection i8 no doubt
made for the reason that Governor Tilden,
who appears 1o have been the nomioating
power of the convention, could not find a
man within his party that could be trusted
in this pesition.

Thus of the seven candidates on the ticket
three are Republicans, and the balance, in
most instances, are obscure and unkmown
men in the party or o amybody else out
side the localities in which they live.

If a stolen platform and such s tickel can
succeed in the State of New York st this
important crisis, we greatly mistake the in-
telligence and patriotism of the people of
that great State. Very many Democrats,
who do pot fancy being driven through a
convention like cattle to the market, are of
opinion that il they are to support Repub.
lican principles and men at the ballot-box,
they may as well do it in the Republican
ranks.

EAPID MAIL COMMUNICATION.

The recent *““new departure’” of the
Postmaster General in the way of incressed
expedition in the transpertation of mail
matter is receiving geneml cemmendation.
It is an enterprise of that practical charae-
ter which raust of necessity prove success-
ful. The decrease of time required by the
new system results less from an increase of
the maximum speed of trains than from an
cconomy of the time formerly consumed in
the frequency and length of stoppages. It
is simply & division of that labor between
“way' sod “through’’ tmins which was
formerly accomplished by a single “ex-
press’’ mail train.

This new arrangement is demanded alike
by mails and passengers. There is no good
reeson, in the present magnitude of travel
and correspondence, why persons destined
to distant points should be compelled to
stop at all interniediate places;, where they
have no business and can derive no pleas-
ure. To compel them to do so would be
simply in conformity with the prineciple of
detaining sll mails until & full car-load had
sccumulated. The insugumtion of the
“fast mails*’ does oot detsin or impede
“way "’ mail trains, which continue to per-
form the same service as before, but it does
confer immense benefits upon those living
st remote poiots. The economy of time
alone is of almost inealomlsble value to
business men. Prackcally a business day
is eaved in & trip between the various cities
of the sesboard and those of the Mississippl
valley by these *limited express trains.”
‘What formerly occupied thirty-six hours is
new sccomplished in twenty-foar, without
increase of the maximum speed or of the
danger to the lives of the passengers. If
we take the numpber of passengers that will
be transported annually by these trains and
estima'e the time saved at one day each it
will be found that the economy of time to
tho passengers will far exceed all the extrs
expenses incurred.

We have said that the danger to life is
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der full speed sgain, and then finally in |
“slowing’ up for the next station. Allcan |
perceive that the slow train must require
more steam for the purpose of constantly
increasing apd retarding its momentum
than would be necessary if a uniform high
rate of speed should be maintaingd 8o long
as the supply of foel and waler remains
good. It is well known that, a8 & rule,
milway sceidents do not usually occur dur-
ing high rates of speed, but are more gen-
erally occasioned by some carelessness in
the starting or stopping of slow trains or in
switching them on or off from sidings.
The wear and tear of rolling stock is vastly
greater in fast sccommodatien trains than
in rapid through trains, owing to the con-
tinual jerking and buffing in changing from
high to low rates of speed. Upon good,
double-track reafls, therefore, high rates of
speed for long distances must be consid-
ered the safest to passengers.

If the foregoing observations are correct,
we are entering & new epoch in the way of
mail and passenger facilities of transit,
And we have good resson to anticipate the
best and most economical results from those
“limited express’’ truins. As their name
signifies, they are restricted to a limited
number of cars and passengers. They are
made up of mail, baggage and parlor cars
by day, and by night the parlor cars are
exchanged for “‘sleepers.”” Of course, thi
mode of traveling is somewhat more ex-
pensive than by the ordinary cars. The
increassed comforte, conveniences, expedi.
tion are, however, supposed to be more than
an equivalent for the additional expense.
These are some of the benefits accruing to
travelers. Those to be reaped by cor-
respondents and the sobscribers to the
great journals hy the reception of their
mail matter s day sooner than formeriy
are of a similar character, but extead to all
classes of the population of the country,

There is a single suggestion that occurs
to us in this regard, which appears to us of
much importance. Would not the pablie
be much the gainer by another division of
this fast mail business? Suppose the New
York Central line shouald take the moining
mails and New York papers for the West,
and that the Penpsylvania line should
chango its time for leaving to evening, thus
giving us two fast mails per day from the
Ailantic seaboard to the Lakesand the Mis.
siesippi Valley? The latter line, serving to
connect New York, Phiadelphin, Balti-
more and Washington st the Eas) with
Chicago, St. Louis, Ciocinniti and Louis-
ville in the West, is eminently fitted to dis-
tribute the large evening letter mail, which
is naturally ready to leave at the close of
the day, bu which by the present arrange-
ment goes off by the slow train, or awaits
the “‘limited express’’ run of the following
morning. We hope the Post Office Depart-
ment will take this suggestion into serious
consideration. It will certainly meet a
hearty response from the general public,
which so fully sporeciates the main features
of this new enterprise.

€01KG WHERE THEY BELONG

The gathering together at Muskogee, In-
disn Territory, of thirty different tribes of
red men, for the purpose of participating in
an inter-tribal fair, is probably the most sia-
pificant occorrence in the annals of govern-
mental relation with tke saboriginal tribes
of America. Enough was developed during
the week these nomadic people mingled
harmoniously together 1o silence the utter-
ances of every man who attempts to cry
down the broasd and magonanimous system
of treatment which has been ndopted to
civilize and elevale this race. A decade of
years ago the possibility of bringing the
represen tatives of thirty distinet tribes to a
certsin assigned spot, where they might
gocially intermingle and enjoy the fruits of
friendship, would have been quite as re-
mote as the poesibility of removing the
eternal hills and forming in their stead
broad and level plains. DBut time and a re-
markable policy kave wrought this trans-
formation scene—a stene which, in the
light of surrounding fects, speaks volumes
in commendation of the system of Indisn
trentment which was inaugurated and exe-
culed by the present Administration, in-
gpired with a hope to ameliorate the condi-
tion of & primitive people who had been
continuously wronged.

For the past two years the country, from
water to waler, has been flooded with asea
of slanderous insinuations reflecting upon
the integrity and honor of the Department
which, by the laws of the Goyernment,
controle the interests of this race. A De-
teclive Press, wrapt 1n the one ides of gen-
eruting untruthful rumors and magnifying
them into palpabld and bulky falsehoods,
has plucked from the workings of this mag-
nificent system only the petty irmegularitics
which must of necessity occur in all de-
pariments of National and State govern-
ments,and, sending them broadeast over the
land, forget the poigeant fact, because it is
consonant with the inlerests of their mali-
cious and uoprincipled purposes to ignore
it, that no policy, or scheme or estsblish-
ment has cver belore wrought out the mu-
nificent blessings which have followed in
the brosd wake of this ship of peace.
