Sinoe you were called by your fellow-citisens to
perform the duties of Uble! Magisirate, you bave
invited me, without solicitation of mysell or
friends, 80 far sz I koow mnd believe, to take
charge of two important spd responsible pablis
trusts—the internal revenue buresu sod the Inte-
rior Departmert.

1was Commissioner of Intermal Revenue from
March, 1508, to November, 1570, s period of one
year sud o'ght monthe. The resultsof my ad-
ministration you know, and they are not, I trust,
entirely enknown (o my fellow-citisens. The dif.
flenities of this poeition, and the diligenoe, care
and labor required of me in discharging !ts duties,
you alfo understand, and of these 1 trusi the pab-
lic has some correct appreciation.

1 assumed the duties of the Interfor Depart-
ment in November, 1570, sod have discharged
them to the best of my ability for a period of lour
years and elght months, They have been labor-
lous, dificult and delicats, They have embrased
the supervision of the General Land Office, Indiaa
Buresu, Pension and Pateat Offices, the Bureaa
of Eduecation and & mass of miscellaneous busi-
ners unkzown to any except Lthose connectad with
the pablio service.

Thke business of the Land Ofos is very exten-
give, and involves the adjudioation snd ssitlement
of legal questions growing out of railroad grants
liverally and profusely made = fow yoars sinoe,
ard Mezican snd Spanish grants mads before we
scqeired California and New Mexico, and also
Lhose growisg out of our mineral lswe and large
mining ioterests, to say nothing of those that srise
arder cur b ¢tend and pre-smp Yy
Them cause the head of the Departmrut s vast
amuant of judielal labor and responstbility which
ir ot not generally understood.
