BOABD OF HEALTH.

Hatters of Importance Considered.
,The board met last evening at 7 o'clock: Dr. C
O. Cox, president, in the chair.

The registrar or vital statistics having
names of Infan's, under one year

of age, whose deatts wers reported during the
month or August, their names never having been
reported at r. quire 1 bjr section three of the regu-

lations or tie biird g'.vernlag statistics, Pro-

fessor La'gsto?, or tte committee oa ordinances,
made the folio 'sg report: The committee on
ordinances, to whom this matter has bsen re-

ferred, find the general authority conferred upon
the registrar or vital statistics plain and simple
under the law and regulations pertalaingthereto,
and we would recommend that the list ol names

resented by the reals'rar be referred to the
S ealth officer, with direction that he secure the
names or persons at fault In the matter, and re-
port the same to the registrar, who Is hereby or-

dered to Institute, through the attorney otthe
board, proceedings against all

rXBSOSS THUS FOtJXD VIOLATJSO THE LAW
and the requirements ot the board. The report
was adopted.

Pror. Langston. from the same committee, to
whom was referred the recommendation of the
health officer that Martha Fortune be prohibited
from the practice of midwifery, reported that the
Board or Health has no authority In any case to
Interdict the practice or mldwirery ia the District
or Columbia. The poweror the board with regard
to such persons and their occupation Is clearly
defined In an an act or the Assembly,
entitled "An act In relation to reports or births."
&.C, approved August IS, 1871, and the act ot Con-
gress on the same subject, approved June 23,1874.
Tbe board can excerclse no jurisdiction over s,

except to r qnlre them to make reports to
tho registrar or vital statistics under the pro-

visions or ibeee sets. Your commltteo recommend
that legislation be asked by the board as to this
subject or Congress, the object ol which shall bo
to conler such power upon tbe board as may bo
necessary to accomplish, by the control thereof,
the duty enjoined unon It by the general law pro-

viding lor a lull acd correct record of vital statis-
tics, approved June 23, 1874.

The report ot tbe committee was adopted.
Dr. VirJi, from the committee on Inspection of

food, made the following report:
Your committee, who has under consideration

the question of Inspecting food,ln accordance with
the ordinance or the Board or Health, entitled
"An ordinance to prevent tbe sale of

cawBOLrsoan food
In the cities of Washington and Georgetown,"
have come to the conclusion that to carry out tbe
provisions or tho same Inspectors, not only practi-
cal, but learned In the science of chemical analy-
sis and microscopy, are required. That the pres-
ent food Inspectors hare done their duty fa!thrally
so far as their limited knowledge would permit,
but that, from want or educational training, are

And quite cer-
tainly you cennot create a lien upon the land or
Irs note a tax upon It.

Mr. II. L. Hastings continued his meetings yes-

terday at the Foundry chnrch. In ths evening,
after the opening services or prayer and song, he
preached from the text John Iv:17: "Uereln Is
onr love made perfect, thatwe may have boldness
in tbe day orjudgment." lie cited two previous
Terser: "Whosoever shall confess .that Jesus is
the Son o'Gcd, God dwelleth In hint and he in
God." "And we have known and beueved the
love that God hath to us. God Is Iuve: and he
that dwelleth In love dwelleth in God, and God
In him."

Thatwasnotamere utterance with the lips, he
said, without the heart and affection acd laith,
far no man could say that Jesus Christ was the
Lord but by the Boly Ghost, According to tbe
passage recited, there was a day of judgment.
According to the words or John, en Mars hill, the
teachings or Paul according to the words of Christ,
there was a judgment day.

There was probably no subject oa which a man
could preach more unpopular than the
doctrine or a judgment to come. Bat It was not
as unpopular as the doctrine of the deluge had
been in the days of Noah, for he had preached
one hundred acd twenty years, warned tne world
acd prepared an ark, and had ccly gotten

EianT souls
to believe he was cot as unpopular as when de-
struction had been preached to Sodom and the
cities or the plain, for only part or one family had
been convinced, acd of them oce had looked back
and had perished. So If they wished to be men.
Instead of poor, cringing cowards; ir they had any
faith in God and his word, they must be wlIliDg
to tell God's truth, even If they have to stand
all alone like Noah and Lot In Sodom. It was an
unpopular doctrine; men did cot like a Judgment
to come, because worldly, hypocritical, sinful
men hated to think, hated to bear, believe or
read about a judgment day, or anything con-
nected with It.

On the other hand, God's Word was very fall
ol warnings, and. In his opinion, surrounded by
snares drifting with the current of the world that
rolled hellwsrd and deathward. They needed
the doctrine to stay and steady their souls In a
world like this. It was the great mover

There were some ministers who did cot
belIerejndgmect,whodld not preach judgment;
bat few revivals, few conversions, could be found
In their churches. If they would preach God's
Word faithfully they must preach the wrath to
come. Some bad a feeling of relief when they
could persuade themselves that the judgment
day was rsr distant; if they could believe that the
Judgment day would cot come for twenty thou-
sand years they would still reel great relief; If
they could put It ahead four or five million years
they felt easy, acd if tbey could believe It would
cever come they would be satisfied. One of the

that ever deluded tbe heart or man was that that
awful day would never come. The appointed hour
made haste, and no matter how far they put It
away It would come; acd there were men who
wero bold In this world, men ol unshaken nerve,
bold to tear not tho race or clay, but that boldness
would avail them nothing when the earth should
reel beneath the tread of the Almighty, and burn
ueder the glance or God. Their stubborn hearts
would break, brazen brows would bend In tbe
dust, every kneo would bow. There were no
partings like the separation below the Throne of
God, when the vast tide or humanity should burst
upon the central reck acd roll to the right and to
the left, to tbe sunny places and the light, or down
to death and destruction and despair.

A man could not be bold in view or each a day
as that. Some had not boldness to do anything.
Thev had not boldness enough to stand up for
Christ in a blasphemous world, and yet they
would do tMngs that God's angels would not
dare to do. There wero some who hardly bad
courage to come to tbe throne of grace. How
should they daro to come to the throne of judg-
ment! ir there was that dwelling of Gol la
them, acd they in God, then the Judgment Day
would be co more fearful to them than every
ether day. There was a multitude or men, then,
who did not know that they were saved. One
reason was because tbey had never known that
they had been lost, ir they wished to know that
tbey were Christians, the first thing necessary
was to be a Christian. They shonld believe In
Christ, acd cot bolleve that tbey were Christians.
He would not make a lool or any man by telling
him to believe he was saved. They should first
know that tbey were lost; then that irthey be-
lieved In Christ they would be savci.rPerbaps
thrv did cot believe in .,

srDDd cojivntsioss.
a.uw would they account for the three thousand
converted on the day or Pentecost by the Lord
Jesus Christ? That was cot done by six months'
preparation, six months' probation acd six months
or prayer; In oce day they bad been converted.
There had been a man In Phlllppl, a rough, old
fellow, and who bad been made Jailer, and when
they had brought along a couple or strolling rev!-v-

preachers, he had taken them and thrustthelr
feet in the stocks and closed the door upon them.
There had been In the night great times, and
slamming of doors and windows, and when he had
come down be round his prisoners gone, and was
about to kill hlmssir Kith his sword, when one of
them had cried out te him not to do himself any
harm, that his prisoners were all there. They
had cot been the kind or folks to break jail and
mo off at night; In fact, he couldn't get rid or
them In tbe morning. He had fallen down, and
asked what he should do to bo saved. This was
the way Paul had

rrxLTD nix Tnnocon.
He said: "Believe In tbe Lord Jesus Christ and
thou Shalt be saved." The Jailer had not thought
when be put them In that their stripes needed
any washing, but when he bad brought them out
he had changed his mind. They had spokenunto
him the word orGod.andbehad rejected; That was
an conversion. Tnejatler atnlght
had put the holy men In prison; at midnight he
had drawn his sword to kill himself, and berore
morning he had rejoiced In the Lord. There
were some who said that they had tried to love
God, tut had not felt any difference. He bad
cot read In the Blb'e, "He that feels different and
Is baptized shall be sated."

Mr. Hastings preached at length, using many
of his forcible illustrations, and in conclusion,
charged his hearers to give themselves to Christ,
bow their knees, and consecrate themselves to
the Saviour.
