a narrative In substance as follows :

On Saturday night, the 2d Instant, a Demo-
cratic meeting was called at Frlar'3 Point by
Senator Alcorn, during the progress of which
Senator Alccrn made a speech, in which hs made
acensations against Sheriff Brown. He also call
in tn same connection. In a Democratic meeting
held en the Monday following, "that
LROWS A3D HIS CROWD MUST BE PUT DOWN,"
and hearing that Sheriff Brown Intended to reply
to the strictures made upon him by Aloarn, Sen-
ator Alcorn said, "that if Drown attempted to
reply to what he had said, he never would reply
to any other man or words to the same effect.
Mr .smith says that Senator Alcorn was over-
heard to say. In "that If Brown
made any eueb attempt, he (Alcorn) would blow
the top of his head ott." Arrangements had been
made to bold a meeting on Monday,
and Invitations had been spread pretty generally
through the county fcrtbe colored people to be
in attendance In tbe meanwhile a compromise
bad been effected, whereby Sheriff Brown con
eluded to give up tbe project of replying to Sena-
tor Alrorn'f charges in an open meeting, simply
contenting b.xself with publishing a card In the
local newspaper. The colored people, however,
were not advised of tbls determination
ol Seer I IT Drown, and so, headed by
General Pease, tney were marehing into
tows to attend tbe meeting.

A TEXAS JBAOEDY.
A Man of Eighty Eanged for Murder His

Son's Head Shot Off.
(From the Dallas Commercial. J

Mr. Lambdln, who Is just in from Granbury,
gives us tho particulars ofthe hanging or old man
Mitchell, and the killing or Jen. Mitchell, while
attempting to convey poison to his father.

Although every effort was made to secure the
commutation or the sentence. Governor Coke was
firm In his refusal, and on Friday last the officers
proceeded to put the sentence Into execution.
Mitchell, who Is a man eighty years or age, made
several attempts to commit suicide, on Wednes-
day night, by hanging himself with a chain that
he had wrenched from the door, but his heart
failed him. Ho spent the night In cursing the
sheriff and officers, and on Thursday night a
guard was placed In his cell to prevent

On Tuesday night the guard about
the jail discovered an armed man crawling toward
tbe jail, and, not knowing how many others there
might be, fired. The next morning the tireless
body of J eff. Mitchell, yonngest son of the doomed
man, aged about twenty.one, was found on the
ground, the whole top or his bead blown off. He
was armed with a double-barrele- d shot-gu- and
had a brace of Colt's revolvers buckled around
him and all heavily loaded. In his pocket was
found a large vial of laudanum, wrapped with
rags, which he was evidently conveying to his
rather. Tbe old man asked that tbe body be
brought Into the jail that he might sea bis son,
and was much affected. Near by his horse was
hitched, his hat and shoes tied to tbe saddle.

The execution was attended by nearly five
thousand people. A little after 1 o'clock the
wagon containing the doomed man, seated on his
coffin, proceeded to the callows. The rope was
tied with tbe hangman's knot, and the aged mur-
derer arose to address the crowd. His address
was directed to the young, and he took occasion-t- o

assert his innocence In the strongest terms. He
denounced tbe Trnltts, said they had swindled
him out or $1,000, and had caused all the trouble.
The murder or his son he denounced in tbe most
bitter terms.

Durlrg his speech a quarrel in the crowd came
rear creating the greatest excitement, bat waj
finally quelled. The old man spoke for near half
an hour, said he was ready to die, aud then

the sheriff to proceed with the execution.
He was pluck to the last, and died without the
least exhibition of tear. Tbe Mltehell-Truit- t
tragedy has created the utmost excitement la
Hood connty. The results may be summarised
as follows: The kllllngof the two Trnltts, of Jen
Mitchell, while conveying poison to bis father,
the hanging or the old man, two m en (Show and
Owens) In the penitentiary for life, and William
Mitchell and Ml t Groves fugitives fro a justice,
with tf every man against them and a
price upon their heads.

The confession of the executed man Is In tbe
hands of his attorneys, and will bo printed in a
few days.

Cardinal McCloskej's Title.
CFrom the London TImes.J

It was thought that Cardlna' McUloskey would
have taken the title of Cardinal of S t. Marcollo, on
account of the connection between this church
and the American clergy. Itwas at St, Uarcello
that many of the United States bishops preached
during the sittings of the Vatican Council; and
during Lent last year, Monslgnor.Chatard, the
rector or the American College, delivered a
course or English sermons there. Santa Maria
Sopra Minerra has, however, the advantage of
being one of the handsomest churches In Borne,
snd Is connected with the See or New York
through Its first bishop. The first Bishop or Now
York, Luke Concaonen,-wa- s a Domlntelan monk,
to which order the Cburch"of Santa Maria Sopra
Minerva belongs. He was prior of St. Clement's
and professor of philosophy at the Minerva, and
librarian of the celebrated Casanatense library
there. He was also secretary of the Domlnlelan
province of Great Britain, and agent In Borne lor
the Irish bishops. In the year 1309 he was

the first Bishop of New York by Pins
V1L Falling 1st finding a vessel at Leghorn In
which he could obtain a passage to New York,
be want down to Naples, and was there
thrown Into prison on the charge of being
a British subject; and there.worn out by vexation
and suffering, he died on the 19th of Jane, 1810.
Pins VII, on bis return to Home, In lilt, appoint,
ed John Connelly the second BlshopofNew York,
aud by him the see wss filled until his death. In
1826. The third bishop was John Dubois, one or
the French priests who fledto the States during
the Freneh revolution. He settled la Maryland,
and founded Mount St. Mary's College, where
Cardinal McCloskey was educated. He was suc-
ceeded by Dr. John Hughes at tbe beginning of
1343. In 1344 Dr. McUloskey was consecrated eo
adjutor to the Bishop of New York, but In 1348
tbe see was split Into three parts, that of New
York proper and those or BuBalo and Albany, to
the latter of whleh Dr. McCloskey was appointed.
In 1860 the bishopric of New York was erected
Into an archbishopric and on tbe death or Dr.
Hughes, In ISM. Dr. McCloskey succeeded as the
second areholihop and fourth bishop, after the
professor and librarian or the Minerva, from
watch church he" now takes his title as Cardinal.

Great Gnns of Ancient and Modern Tunis.
The contest between guns and armor continues

to excite the liveliest Interest among European
natior s. The great arsenals ore vlelog with each
other in tbe production of mighty cannon which
shall be able t send a projectile welching; many
hundreds of pounds through Iron obstacles of
almost Incredible thickness, or of iron targets
which shall he able to resist tbe heaviest bolts
that can be forged. A short time ago li was an-

nounced that Krupp, the great German
had east a gun superior to any hitherto

In existence, which was destined to solve at once
and forever the vexed problem or the relative
powers or penetration and resistance po?se3ed by
modern artillery and The Eoglish.ln
their turn, are now rejoicing over the successful
trial or their new eighty-to- gun, which can
throw a projectile sixteen Inch s In diameter
a distance or seven or eight miles, and nlerce the
sides or the strongest afloat at a
closer range. Next we shall probably bear ot the
construction or some nnwleldy floating battery
specially designed to carry armor capable or re-
sisting the trtmendons impetus 01 a shot from
this latest enalne or war; and the cannon found-
ries will glow with floods of molten metal, until
a gun ol still greater dimensions and power Is
produced. As there appears to be no limit to the
size of cannun, 11 seems probable tbat the vic-
tory In the straggle between gnns and armor
will finally declare Itseir la favor of tho farmer,
or that It will, at all events, be necessary to ct

vessels or the monitor type only, which
present tbe smallest possible target to the fire of
the enemy. This Is a question, however, which,
must be lett to the Armstrongs, Krnpps and
Whltworths or the future to answer

Jn the meantime ills interesting to rememberttat the monster cannons now la existence are
simply examples of the manner In whleh history
repeats itsell. Four centuries ago. In 1473, tbe
Turks erected a battery of auns against Scutari,
the largest of whleh waa capable ol throwing a
ettne shot thirty-tw- o Inches In dlamater, aud
weighing 1,840 pounds, whereas the projectile of
the English elghty-to- a gun weighs only 1,250
pouidf. It Is evident, moreover, that these
enormous guns were or practical service, for it Is
recorded that 2,634 rounds were fired from them
In thirty days. At the castle or Asia, on tbeDardanelles, there still exists a battery ol bronze
cannons, tome of whleh hare a boro twenty-eigh-t
Inebes In diameter. Wben the British Admiral
Sir John Duckworth forced tbe passage or the
straits In Marcn,I807, one of his snips was struck
by ahuge atone bullet thrown from one of these
guts, and tt .it said that the missile made so
.large a hole In the tide ot the vessel that the
captain, when be looked over tbe side to see
the extent ot the Injury, was surprised to see
two ol his sailors thrust tbelr heads through
tbe aperture at the same instant. The Boyal
George, whose name Is lamlllar to all readers of
Cowper's poetry, was one ofthe ships Injured In
this encounter. The great gua of Beejapore,
with a calibre or twenty-eigh- t Inches, Is another
Instance of what could accomplish
more than three centuries ago. This weapon was
last discharged. It is said, during the elgh eentb.
century, on the occasion of a visit from the Rajah
ol Sattara. The shot weighed more than one
thousand pounds. The Tsar Pooshkar. or great
gun ol Moscow, has a bora thirty-fiv- e inches In
diameter, but has never been fired with shottedcharges, and we think ibat few persons wonld be
anxious to make the experiment now. Taere aremany other treat guns ramous tn history, batthose we have mentioned are sufficient to prove
that In tbe matter of capacity, at least, the gnns
of the present are no more remarkable than tbeguns of the patt.
