Cotton Planting on the Lower James.

Stacxtos, Va , September 21, 1873.

' Nature has nowhere been more generous la
betowing her bounties, mineraLagrlcultural anil
climatic, than en the two States of Virginia. And
in co other two States of the "Union ts more Stato
pride to be found. Good government and respect
for law prevail throughout thee States, anl
their people hare accepted the "new dlrpcna-tlon,- "

at least as far as Internals fro, with a spirit
worthy of all commendation. This is more es-

pecially so in West Virginia. And yet a very
considerable portion of the people of Old Virginia
feem Incapable of dealing practically and success-
fully with tho"e questions of labor and political
economy which most seriously affect the best In-

terests of the State. Before the war Virginia was
famous for devising grand projects of Internal Im-

provement, never for executing or- - managing
them successfully. With the exception of New
York and Pcnnsj lvania sho had more Northern
and foreign capital invested in developing ber In-

ternal resources than any other State of the
Union. Her people are now making extraordi-
nary efforts to induce emigration, to sell lands,
and to further secure foreign and Northern cap-
ital to develop new enterprises. Hut what tangi.
ble Inducements do they offer T I shall treat of
this subject hereafter.

I have sometimes thought that this dependence
on outside capital on the part of Virginia was an
injury rather than a benefit to her. Before tho
war the case with which sho could command
inonc from abroad made her people careless,

entravagant. They were willing to
let others profit by developing their mechanical
industries, and contented themselves with being
gentlemen farmers, and increasing their imagi-
nary property In slaves. With the end of the war
their slae property vanished; and, with nothing
but their lands, many of them were found In an
almost helpless condition: and now the question
which most agitates her people is that of labor;
Go where jou will In Virginia and that ques-
tion Is the topic of discussion. But
no tw j irginians can bo got to agree on a policy
at all likelj to meet the emergency.

In truth, on this question or labor Virginians
are abstractionists, as much so as South Caroli-
nians were on State Rights before the war. She
contends that white labor never can be made suff-
iciently tractable and disciplined for plantation
work. Another Insists that the white laborer.espe-clall- y

if he have any education, will demand such
high wages and make so many exactions about his
tood and housing as to leave nothing for the planter,
who must put in all the capital and take all the
risk. Still another Insists that It Is sheer non-
sense to depend on the negro for labor, that he Is
naturally lazy, demands more wages than the
planter can afford to pay, and that be will be
sure to leave when you want him most. This
same Virginian will tell you also that freedom
ha made the negro insolent and viciou that
between tLe preacher and his protracted meetings
and the iKtlltiiian who wants his vote, the negro
has become oi little ue as a working laborer.
One gentleman with whom I converged was so hos-
tile to the negro as a frccdman that be would not
employ him at all, averting that his normal con-ud- it

n wa lacn. nothing higher. He had been
tm losing AiacUns and Germans But hecon-l- e

'ed to have found the experiment a failure.
Hit AWactans would quarrel with the Germans;
and both u uld make common cause against him

11 rcatcn to kill mm. In line, they
were so cxai'tcg and took so many liberties with
him personally that it tccanic imiws.ble for him
to prcsene lii t. Worst of all, they
left him in a bod just when he wanted them
mot and went where they could get more wages
and, I better fMl. This was the most
natural tiling in the world for them to do, and yet
our sidled irginia planter seemed astonished at
it The result wa tiiat he had no one to gather
his n p, and 1 cry llkcl) had no one to blame for It
tint himself This try same planter was surprised
when lie, at lat, called on tho negro and found
mm unwilling to work for him. lie had made
himself obnoxlcu to the negroes of the neighbor-
hood bj hi manner of treating them after they
had gained their freedom. That wa why they
refused to work for him, and why he lost his crop.
Anil jet he seemed to comitrehend neither the
cauec nor the fact.

All sensible Virginian, however, agree as to
one thing, and that Is that jnst in proportion as
their lands remain uncultivated will all the other
great interests of the State suffer. Tills is par-
ticularly so with regard to her great railroad in-
terests The most sensible, and at the same tlmo
the most practical view of this labor question was
Illustrated by a voung planter I met in Richmond
few da s ago. "He had sixteen hundred acres of
land In Southampton county, forty miles from
Norfolk. Seven hundred of these arc under culti-
vation. He has been for several years past trying
cxicriments In planting cotton, and has succeeded
far beyond his expectations. He has succeeded,
he Informed me, in making a bale of 600 pounds
to the acre. This is very nearly up to the Georgia
and Alabama product. He showed me some sam.
pics of the cotton raised on his plantation that
were equal to the best Georgia uplands. This
gentleman, different from many others 1 had con.

crsed with, had no faith in white labor for plan-
tation work. He said that the man
who had been absolute owner of his
laborers and disposed of them as he pleased
might understand negro character and be capable
of adapting himself to their peculiarities, but he
was not the man to manage white laborers who
had different natures, different impulses and dif-
ferent expectations, lie employed thirty hands,
all negroes, paid them from eight to fourteen dol.
lars a month, with good rations and housing.
Negroes were fond of company, and by employing
so many of them they would stay and work cheer-full-

When only two or three were employed
they would not stay, no matter what you paid
them. They would wander off in search of com.
pany. This gentleman had another and very
amusing way of keeping his negroes on the plan,
tatlon until the crop was in. He would go to the
old colored preacher, who was shrewd and fond or
money, and give him twenty-fiv- e or thirty dollars
to postpone the "protracted meeting" until the
croD was in. In that war he sulked one danger
ous gun. Then he posted a notice on his gates to
the effect that "any politician, white or black,
Invading these premises to tamper with the labor-cr- s

or to solicit their votes will be shot at sight."
As I said before, this young man's solution of

the labor question was the best I had heard. It
consisted simply In treating the negroes well and
paying them the wages demanded and paid to
white men. It also favorably illustrated the fact
that If all these fine old Virginia gentlemen
would come down from their high horse and fol-
low this young man's example It would be better
for themselves, better for their State and better
lor humanity. But the trouble seems to be to
get your fine old Virginia gentlemen to throw
aside his jiolltlcal stilts, take a practical view of
the surroundings, and cmplor, at remunerative
wages, the men who were a "few years ago his
slaves. I had almost forgotten to add that this
young Southampton planter assured me that he
got a third more labor out of his ngroc3 than
some of his neighbors did out of their "white
people."

I am of the opinion that the great tronble with
many of these Virginians Is to get them
to think, to intelligently face the necessity of
the case, and to adapt themselves to the require,
ments of free labor. Before the war the most ex.
travagant of these gentlcmcn,when the exchequer
ran low, would replenish It by sending Betsy Jane
and Julius Caesar young,llkelypeopIe,warrantcd
sound and of a religions tnm of mind to be sold
at market prices, Betsy Jane and Csesar did not
like the change of home, or the process of trans-
ferring them from one owner to another. Bat
there was no help for It, that being the only way
of helping an Improvident master out of his trou-
bles. And as there was always youngstock enough
coming up, the supply rarely diminished. That
proline source of supply was cut off by a war
brought on by themselves, and now, when the ex-
chequer runs short, the only resource Is to sell a
slice of the "old family manor," which to a fine
old Virginia gentleman Is the hardest thing In the
world to do.

Betsy Jane, of whom I have spoken, and who,
In her coarse and scanty garments, was an article
of steady value In the market a few years ago. Is
to-d- not worth a cent, estimated either as ma,
terlal wealth to the State or her 'ormer ranter.
She is. Indeed, a changed being, und permeates
the streets of Richmond and other Virginia cities
and towns arrayed In finery that would send her
young mistress of other days into an anxious mood.
In truth, I have seen this very Betsy Jane, a few
years ago only a piece of merchandise to be sold
in the markets like a leg of mutton, doing the
late Grecian bend In a style that would astonish
many persons. The picture does not seem to be a
pleasing" one for 1 irglnlans to contemplate; In
short, it Is a source of irritation to them; out It Is
a reality, and the sooner they accept It In all Us
conditions, and adapt themselves to it, the better
it will be for all concerned.

And what shall be said of the Julius Osesar of a
few years ago ragged, dirty, worthless as a citi-
zen when measured by the standard set up by his
white masters of the superior race, made valuable
only for hlj market price? Why, bis condition Is
entirely changed, and he Is a Richmond
swell. Ho is tractable still, and can be made a
very useful element of society. But very many
persons are Inclined to regard him in the light of
an enemy, and to stlgmatlza him as "a d cl nig-
ger." In fact, I saw more colored swells in Rich-
mond, a Sunday ago, than I ever saw white swells
In Piccadilly. And it was-onl- natural that they
should assume airs and reel that tbey were quite
as good as some of their "white superiors," if not
BiuiiKiicuci. oviuoui wese coioroo. sweii nau
Rold.tipped canes, wore tight-fittin- g boots and
stylish clothes and in short, could show their
lumig i'iuabigis ui uuicr tun Qoii to aress m
he latest fashion. Thev could d t,i hx..nn

their labor was their own. When it w their
master's they had to go in rags. How strange
that such a wonderful change should have been
worked in so short a time! But it was worked at
a fearful cost, and should not be lost to humanity.
Tour Virginian does not like to see this colored
matrholding office. It Is only natural that, con-
sidering himself of the "superior race," he should
want the office blmself.

Under this new and sudden political and social
transformation of society the colored man bas
the power to wield an extensive and, perhaps,
dangerous Influence In the body pellUo of the

State. This of itself should make It an object
with his old roaster to conciliate him, to deal
generously with him. and to prove to him by acts
and counsel that he is In reality his best friend,
and will do all he can to Improve bis condition.
It would be well, too, if these gentlemen of the
"superior race" used all the means in their power
to so direct the colored man's labor and Influence
as to preserve confidence and friendly relations
between both. It is only by doing this that Vir-
ginians can Improve the political and financial
condition of their State.

lam sorry to say there is too strong a disposi-
tion among the whites to regard the colored man
as an enemy because he is no longer their slave
The degradation which slavery engrafted on the
social system of a people cannot, I am sure, be
wiped out in a day, a month or a year; but I am
sure the intelligent Southerner will agree with ma
in saying that the day has passed for "alarming
his fears'' on tho sllghest occasion, and raising
the cry of Insurrection. Dealjustly by the colored
man, accord to him his newly-acquire-d rights, re-
move the causes of irritation, .and yon will have
no fear of insurrection. F. O. A.

An Insane Hotter Locked TJp With Her
Dead Child.

The Boston G!o says: "Avery peculiar case
was brought to light yesterday afternoon by the
Lynn police, it appears that for several days a
deaf aid dumb woman, named Mrs. Mary Welsh,
living on North Federal street, a woman or fam-
ily, and one who previously was in the habit of
meeting ber neighbors dally, had gone Into seclu-
sion. The last seen of Mrs. Welsh by ber neigh-
bors was on Saturday, and yesterday the Suspi-
cions entertained by the neighbors that something
was wron g become so strong that notice was given
to the police. Officers Waltte and Contain were
detailed to Investigate the matter.ard on entering
the house or MrCWelth found that she had locked
herself np In ber room slnse Saturday. The door
was forced open, and Mrs. Welsh was found In
bed with ber children, and one of them, a female
Infant six months old, was lying dead In her arms.
"The woman, who appeared to be deranged, was
taken to the station-hous- where she made a ter-
rible resistance when the officer attempted to take
the dead lnrant from her arms. She tore his hair
and attempted violence on the officers, bnt after
awhllo became sufficiently passive to allow the
officers' locklnc her up without trouble. Early
In the evening the city physician, Dr. AL
Heirne, examined ber and decided she was da--i
ranged; and on examining the dead ekild decided
that the child died or cholera Infantum.' While
at the station a dlafand dumb Interpreter was
employed to Interview the woman, who, in the
course ot the silent conversation, intimated that
he wanted the officers to allow her other two

children to stay with ber In ber cell, as she wanted
them to die with the little one; that I r this wish
