A very Interesting debate toot place Friday
evening lnltbo law school or the National

Involving s new question oi law ,ot jet
decided by our courts. It was tbe question Invol-
ving the right or three widows to ;, dower in the
same estate, and the effect of. (ha termination of
the estate of the widow o( ih tenant first eelied.

A. owns a farm ol one hundred and twenty-fir- e

acres which be conveys by deed to B, and B con-

veys tbe same to O, and b conveys the same to D.
Neither of tbe wives or A, if or OJoIn lathe
deed. A, B sndO die, leaving widows entitled
to (lower. First: What share of tbe estate

to D t Second. What share belongs to each
of the widows of A, B and CT Third. What li
tbe share of the survivors at the death of tbe
widow or AT

These questions are discussed with marked
ability by nearly sixty members or tbe senior
class. The discussion was brought to a close last
evening, and tbe opinion of Professor Wedgwood,
the presiding professor given to the class.

By tbe Court. Dower at common law Is the
rlghtorthe widow to s life estate In a third part
of all tbe lands and tenementa or which her hus-
band was seised m fee simple, either in deed or
In law, at any time during the coverture.

To create a title to dower, three things are
necessary: First, marriage; second, selzenoi the
husband; third, death oi the husband. Marriage
and selzen give the wife aa Initiate right todower.
This right Is consummated by the death of tbe
husband. The Initiate estate of tho wire is a

estate, depending entirely upon the con-

dition of her survivorship. If she does not sur-
vive her husband her estate Is never consum-
mated.

In tbe case before us there Is no difficulty in de-

termining tbat A's widow shall be endowed of
one third or the whole estate or which A was
seized. She may be said to have been seised ot
a conditional estate In dower when her right be-

came initiate, of which her basband had no power
to deprive her. B was never seised of the Initiate
dower of A's widow, and B's widow would be en-

dowed of ens third or the remainder, after sub-
tracting the dower of A's widow. O was never
-- - - ., ,.,-.- - ., r A, a A !'
widows, and bis widow would be entitled to one
third of the remainder, after deducting tbe
dowers of A's and B's widows. A, B, O and D
each had possession of the whole estate, subject
to tbe prior Initiate titles todower.

When s third party recovers the lands by a
prior title it Is clear tbat tho wife loses her right
to dower therein, to tbe extent or the estate re-
covered.

Until tho widow's estate becomes consummate
and absolute, and ceases to be Initiate and con-
tingent, the whole estate Is regulated and con-
trolled as If no such estate existed, ire had died
belore A and B, C's widow would have been en-
dowed or one third or tbe whole estate. IfUhad
died next, B's widow would have been entitled to
one third or tbe whole estate, and C's widow's
dower would have been reduced to one third of
two thirds or the estate. If A had died next his
widow would be entitled to one third of tbe
whole estate, and B's widow's dower would have
been reduced to one third of the remainder, and
C'swldow to one third of the remainder, alter de-
ducting: the dowers or tbe widows or A and 11.
When the dower of A's widow terminates by her
death B's widow Is entitled to one tblrd of tbe
whole estate, and C's widow to one third of tbe
two remainder. When B's widow dies C's widow
is entitled to one third ol the whole estate, and
D to the remainder. When tbe dower of C's
widow terminates D Is entitled to the whole
estate In fee simple, absolute.

Tbe students evinced the greatest Interest in
the question throughout Its consideration.

Effect of the Election in the South Shall the
Enforcement Acts he Executed?

Sib: Tbe result of tbe election In Ohio Tuesday

last should, and no donbt does, make all loyal
hearts leap for joy. This result in Oblo and tbe
other States where elections weroheM on Tues-
day will, In the opinion of many, go very far to
settle the question as to which party shall elect
tbe President next year. Now, If the United
States Supreme Court will give to the nation a
speedy decision, sustaining the validity of the
Congressional enforcement acts, peace will bs
restored in the States lately in rebellion, and
protec Ion will be afforded to life, liberty and
property In those States.

lamented Stevens and Patterson, ol
New Hampshire, who were mainly Instrumental
in shaping the Congressional legislation govern-lr- g

Hie colored schools, in placing.them Insucba
iwiuoD as to free them from the prejudice watch
exists to such an extent as to require separate

l systems. Tbe order consolidating the
kvaru ot trustees in effect abolished all the mam
guarantees contemplated by the acts of Congress,
ana places the colored schools of Washington rnd
Georgetown, under a less favorable local govern-
ment, In tbe very position that the tramers or the
Congressional laws Intended to guard against.
The colored people, whoso children are denied
admission in the public schools for white children,
are naturally exercised at having their schools,
which have, under their Immediate supervision,
crown during the abort period of thirteen years
from one un graded school,wIth less than 100 pupils,
to a magnificent and well graded system ol schools,
with an attendance of over 4,000 pupils, and are
managed by colored superintendent, trustees and
teacberr. In a manner as to show results which
will bear favorable comparison with any schools
in the country. Tbe pride in attaining success is
general throughout these schools, and la no sec-
tion of our city la It shown to any better advan-
tage than la the Second school district. The high
degree of excellence attained by the schools
located in tbls district has had a tendency to
awaken an additional Interest la both teachers and
scholars which cannot be otherwise than bene-
ficial. In their laudable efforts the teachers are
receiving tbe unltod support of parents and
friends. A few ot the latter testified tbelr appre-
ciation of the labor performed by the teachers in
placing tho " Old " Second foremost in the ranks
by entertaining tbem with s grand banquet in
honor of their victory. Tho occasion was one of
pleasant memories, and suggestive ol the high
opinion entertained lor tbe teachers.

The ladles teaching in the Second district are
doing all in tbelr power to make tbe school.roam
attractive and pleasant, and therein lies princi-
pally the secret of their suceess. In furtherance
of their purpose they have Inaugurated a series
of weekly rhetorical and concert exercises, the

tnenut. it la situated In one cf the wings of tEe
bouse, and was designed by Julia, tho lamentoa
daughter, especially tor her father's use, and in
its plan and arrangements does great credit to hertaste and skill. It is left as nearly as possible as
it was at Mr. Webster's death the great massive
writing table, tbe favorite chair, the pictures,
and ornaments remain mementoes of other days
and vividly recall the great life with which they
were so Intimately associates.
