Home Manufacturers.
To the Editor of the National Republican:

Sib: Much has been written and said In regard
to the desirability ofestablishing manufactories In
this District, and many efforts hare been made
to accomplish this result. Public attention has
been repeatedly called to the valuable water
power on the Potomac, near the city, which
would ir located In New England attract to It
millions of capital, and settle the country around
It for milts with a busy population. We hare
advertised our cheap land, cheap fuel, our cen-

tral Iocatlon,',the facilities for reaching the South
and West as well as the North and East; we
have exempted capital from taxation for a term
of years as an inducement for its Investment here,
but It does not come. Why notr The reason to
my mind Is obvious. It Is that while everybody talks
nobody dees anything towards establishing man.
nfactnrles here, and very little leaconragementls
oflered to those who arewllllng to take the ven-
ture. Undoubtedly If one new manufacture could
be successfully established here, and result In
large dividends to Its stockholders, It would glvi
confidence and encourage the Investment of capl.
tal In others. But how Is the first to become suc-
cessful If men are allowed to combine and con
spire to break down and destroy Infant enterprise i
which are started here as soon as their exlstenc
becomes known. Many citizens of Washington
will be surprised to leam that there Is In full
operation within a few miles of this city one o
the largest, If not the largest,Terra Cotta man
ulactorles In the country. This company orrrg
large tracts of valuable lands and are extending
their works tp supply not only this, but the
Southern and Western markets with sewer-pip- e

and other Terra Cotta work. And they will prob
ably be still more surprised to learn that this
company, which Is employing the Idle labor or
the District, and not only keeping money here
which was formerly tent abroad, but is bringing
money here from abroad, Is meeting an or-

ganized opposition from the plumbers of this city.
To parUcnliti'SOt this association or monopolists

establish a list Of prices on all material used by
them In their business, whici "lees, lie orjaa
average more than one hundred per cent, higher
than they themselves pay. They then agree,
first, that they will not do any work unless they
fr&l:b. tte material, and that they will charge
the full price Oh such material, thus giving them
a profit of one hundred percent. They then de-

mand that everybody dealing la such material
shall charge the same price which they (the
monopolists) charge to all except to members or
the association or monopolists, who receive a dis-
count or fifty to sixty per cent.

But how. It Is asked, can they enforce such out-
rageous demands? It is done In this way. There
are but two establishments In the city which deal
extensively In plumbers' material, and only one
or two In Baltimore. These establishments are
mainly dependent upon the plumbers for their
business, and this association of monopolists dic-
tate to these dealers the terms on which they
shall sell, and prohibit all members or the asso-
ciation frem purchasing any material lrom them
if they refuse to comply with those terms.

The Potomac Terra Cotta Company having re-
fused to comply with the terms dictated by the
monopolists, they have forbidden the dealers In
plumbers' material selling the pipe manufac-
tured by said company, and forbidden Its nse by
members of the association. Thus we hare a con-
spiracy to break down an Important manufac-
tory. Now, If the masons will combine, and
agree eg; to PUl:d any buildings unless they
can furnish the brick, and will demand
donble the price they pay for the same, and
the carpenters and plasterers and painters do
likewise. It would produce a fine condition of
affairs and make g rather an expen-
sive luxury. If, then, the various tradesmen of
Washington, the grocers, the dry goods dealers,
the dealers In wood and coal and the market-me- n

would "go and do likewise," Washington would
be a nice (quiet) place to lire In, and the question
of the removal or the Capital would never more
be agitated. In justice to the plumbers of Wash-
ington, It ought to be said that, whllo a majority
or them are members of the association reterrod
to, they do not sympathize with Its objects, and
only act with it to protect their business and avoid
the Inconvenience and annoyance of being driven
to Philadelphia and New York to obtain the ma-
terial necessary to carry on their business. A row
or the principal plumbers control the whole thing
for their own advantage, and compel the small
fry to pull the chestnuts out of the fire for them.
It remains to be seen whether the customers of
these plumbers will submit to this arrangement,
or whether they will patronize those who are eon-te- nt

to deal fairly and do business at reasonable
rates, and whether the citizens of Washington
will tolerate a conspiracy which strikes at thevery root of its prosperity, and Is dangerous as It
is disgraceful. ASTi.Mo-roroL- T.

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HEWlflVEailOH.
A Great Labcr-Earln- g Tool for Sallroads.

Yesterday afternoon an exhibition was made on
the track ol the Baltimore and Fotomao railroad
or a new tool, which, It Is safely predicted, will
prove of the greatest value both to railroad

and workmen. This, invention provides
a Jack suitable for lifting the tracks ol railroads
In such a manner that there shall be so tendency
whatever to a lateral displacement In the actor
lifting. The tool consists of a pedestal having as
arm extending in length about the width of the
track, adapted to and provided with means for
connection with one rail of the track, the foot
being placed near the other, the front face of the
support being curved, the curve being In the aro
of a circle whose radius lsnhe length or the arm
or about the width or the track; and In the com-

bination with such pedestal or a movable hook,
adapted to take tinder the T or the rail, moving
in grooves In the pedestal, in the aro of the circle
corresponding with the face of the base; and also
the combination with snob, movable hook, of an
adjustable clamp or holder. The way the railroad
tracks are sow raised is by nse of the common
crow-ba- or wooden levers by pladag from three
to five men, as necessity may require, upon the
bar. The track having been lifted the required
distance from one to three men are required to
sit on the lever while other workmen tramp the
dirt under the ties.

The lanor-savli- g character of the tool ft seen
In the fact that one man can raise the track to
the required height, and when in position It Is
held there by the machinery of the tool until the
repair is made, and when lowered the track re-
turns exactly to the same position it occupied
before. By the old method the track Is frequently
displaced, requiring engineering skill and con-
suming much time and labor to get It right. In
the application of this tool, especially to curves,
all railroad men will see at once Its importance.
On the occasion referred to severe tests were made
of the adaptability ot the invention to the pur-
poses required, and in the presence or several dis-
tinguished gentlemen and railroad officials who
expressed themselves as highly gratified that so
useful an Invention bad been made. It required
but thirty seconds to adjust the lifter between the
rails and to raise one rail, carrying with it twenty
sleepers, the rail where the lifter was applied
being raised three inches and held there without
the assistance of any one. In the incredible short
ipaco oi a quarter oi a minute the rail was placed
In Its original position, the lifter removed from
between the rails and taken from the track so
that an approaching train could pus. The lifterwas operated by Mr. R P. Walling, one or theparties now Interested In It. This tool was In-
vented by Mr. George W. Hunter, and the patent
was Issued to him and to William F. Stone, as his
assignee, on the 28th of September last, and as It
marks a new era in the method or repairing rail,
road tracks, and contributes largely to the safetyor the traveling public, this brief description or itwill be interesting to all readers.
