Maj. v con iLCTi ui are being made re-

specting the transfer of Indian affairs to the
War Department, most of which are, how-
ever, unfounded and extremely wild.

This
change would not interfere with the great
and successful policy of treatment which
the President has adopted ; on the other
band, it would emphatically aid the bureau
in carrying out the wise scheme of civiliz-
ing, and elevating our national wards, 'which
has proven to be one of the most successful
accomplishments secured to the record of
the present Administration.
