HIS MM IllBSS AT THE CAPITOL

EXCITEMENT IS OFFICIAL CIECLES

UTJICK ATTENDANCE OF PHYSICIANS

HEROIC THEftTBlEHT OF THE CiSE

Fromn EatU to nBeaorHlcKneM The
Vice President' Boom Proffrets
or tno Symptoms ni Condition TJp

to Threo Tlil Mornlnsr Cnrrent
Topics.

The sudden and alarming Illness yesterday
morning of Henry Wilson, Tlee President or the
United States, earned a profound sensation
throughout the city, and for a considerable time
work was wholly suspended In the Departments.
There were various rumors at different times,
daring the afternoon, that he was dead, and the
entire community, taken wholly by surprise, sen-

sibly felt the ihocsr. The Vice President arrived
in Washington Monday last, bnt ever tines be
bas been here be has been complaining of a dull
bnt severe pain between bis shoulders, often

to each elbow. He bas also suffered
a good deal of annoyance from a fire sore, made
In New York by Dr. Hammond, between bis
shoulders, for tbe purposes ot a.connter-lrrtten- t.

For two nights previous be bas been nnable to
rest or sleep long at a time on account of nervous-net- s,

and yesterday morning, in going to the Uap-lto- l,

it occurred to him that a warm bath would
do him good.

He was attended to the bath-roo- by a servant,
who rubbed him briskly, bnt it was soon apparent
that it was doing him no good; on the contrary,
battening the crisis which ensued. While bis
servant was dressing blm he rapidly grew worse,
bnt still felt able to go into the barber's shop,
but belore be could be shaved be was subjected
to a

LIGHT BTEOKE Or TABALTSIS,
and fell, as If tainting, Into a chair. The alarmed
attendants carried blm immediately Into the cons-

ultation-room or the Supreme Oourt, and at the
Vice President's reqnest Dr. J. H. Baxter, medi-
cal purveyor. United States army, was sent for.
In the meantime ilr. Sergeant-at-Arm- s French,
with such assistance as be could command, was
active In doing all be could, with hot and cold
water and mustard applications, to afford the
sufferer relief.

In addition to Dr. Baxter other physicians were
sent for. tbe exlgeney or the case not permitting
Mr. French, In his Judgment, to delay, and seve-

ral soon arrived, prominent among them Drs.
Magrnder and Ashford. Under Dr. Baxter's di-

rection tbe same treatment was continued, and
tbe limbs and body or the Vice President were
smartly rubbed; in thatnhey could not rub bard
enough to salt blm, bis pain was so great. By
this time tbe

XEVfS HAD SrcEAD T.IXZ TnLDrlEE,
and hundreds quickly sought tbe Capitol for the
latest statement-- The President being out or the
city, Mr. Wilson was waited upon by Sir. C. O.
fc'mSen, one or tbe President's secretaries, who
inquired If be wonld like to have a message sent
the President. Mr. Wilson believed be was get.
ting better, and thought it unnecessary. Post-
master QeneralJeweli, Hon. Stephen W.Kellogg,
ot Connecticut, Attorney General Plerrepont,
Secretary DrUtow, Chief Justice Walte, Senator
Paddock and other distinguished persons called
to see blm, bnt none of them bad personal Inter-
views, Dr. Baxter thinking it Important that his
patient should be kept quiet as possible. His ex-
ceedingly nervous condition, bowever, prevented
anything like real sleep. Ho wonld occasionally
throw bis arms over his bead and complain or
tbe pain be felt.

A little past 1 o'clock Dr. Baxter gave blm a
IITTERDrRMIC ISJECTIOH

of morphine In the shonlder. but wltbont any
practical result for the better. His extremities were
now quite cold.and they were rub bed very bard In
mustard and cavenne pepper.and a
Injection ofwbls'xy seemed to produce beneflcla.1

The Silk Smugglers- -

Collector Col. Des Anger, or New
York, was convicted, on Taesday,spon the charge
of conspiracy to defraud the Government of rev-

enue by smugging silks at undervaluation, belore
Judge Benedict and a Jury. Tbe Ilercld says:
United States District Attorney Bliss resumed
his closing argument tor tbe Government. He
claimed tbat tbe most ot tbe entries made by
Charles L. Lawrence or importations of silks
were made before Des Anges as deputy collector;
that tbe alleged conspirators presented powers of
attorney from Importers, using fictitious names;
tbat during tbe years 1873-- 4 trom thirty to forty
invoices of silks, in seven and elghtcase lots,were
invoiced, and on each Invoice one of tbe eases con-
tained cotton goods or hosiery, and that on each
invoice the ease selected by Des Aages to be sent
to publlo store lor appraisement representing tbe
balance of the invoice was the case of cotton
goods. He Insisted farther that Des Anges, as
the deputy collector, might have accidentally
sent that ease from cne or two Invoices, but that
he could have done so In the case of all the in-
voices was more than any sane man would
believe.

Mr. Matthews, counsel for the defense, said tbat
Des Anges had had ample opportunity to escape
since the charges were made against him, and
that be had sot attempted to take advantage of
his opportunities was, be'eontended, evidence of
bis Innocence. He continued his argument at
great length.

Tbe District Attorney. In response, said that
Des Anges was so Implicitly trusted by the Gov-
ernment that, even after the frauds were detect-
ed, tbere was no suspicion entertained tbat be was
Implicated In the conspiracy; that he was con-
sulted by tbe Government, and urged to use his
best endeavors to stop all further importations by
Lawrence; but he considered bimseli so sate tbat
be even wrote to Lawrence the letter placed In
evidence:

"No further (Communication, verbally or In
writing. You axe followed; so am L Lit every-
thing go to the devil. Export all you can. Let
me alone to try and save myself for the future."

Wbieh was captured on the person orLiwrenes
when he was arrested at Uueenstown by the Eng-
lish detectives. Des Anges never dreamed or the
discovery of this letter, or that It would ever be
produced In evidence against him.

Judge Benedict charged the jury elaborately,
reviewing tbe testimony, saying. In the course ot
his remarks, that from tbe evidence the jury
could not find that there bad been a conspiracy
to defraud the Government by smuggling silk at
an undervaluation, and It became their duty to
determine whether or not tbe defendant was a
arty to the conspiracy. His Honor referred to?be Hartley invoices of eight eases each. In which

In every instance the one containing holserywas
the one selected to go to publlo store; also to tbe
shipment or eight cases by the steamship Bremen,
In which three eases were left over and sent by
the Donan, the three left being silk.whlah Des
Anges marked on tbe invoice "examination
waived." and they were sent, in bond, to Canada.
Tne Doianess or iraaa, ne cnargea, snowoa that
some arrangements bad been made with some
officers of tbe custom-hous- e fot the designation
ofthe publlo store ease. He charged, farther,
that ifIn the minds of the Jury tbe evidence
showed that Des Anges,was concerned In the con-
spiracy they must convict blm, but that the tact
must be borne in mind tbat tbere bad been no
evidence adduced that any money had been paid
to Des Anges. He also charged that as a deputy
collector It was bis duty to designate eases to go
to publlo store. That there was no evidence that
any direction to mark certain cases ror publlo
store bad been given to Des Anges by Lawrence,
Graff, Ball, or any one else.

At tbe conclusion of tbe Judge's charge the Jury
retired, and, alteran absence often minutes, re-
turned into court and rendered a verdict ofguilty.
The Jury, It was ascertained, were unanimous on
tbe first ballot.

Counsel for the defense moved for an arrest of
Judgment. The motion will be argued on Satur-
day next. The extreme penalty that can be en-
forced Is two years' imprisonment and a fine of
Irom $1,000 to $10,000, or one or both. The prisoner
was then remanded for sentence.

Deputy Collector Bobert Bruce Des AngeT Is a

native of the south or England, and a man or ex-
cellent education and great conversational pow-
ers. He was formerly in the English army as
paymastsr's clerk, bnt owing-t- o a.aeficlencyor
XL200 In bis accounts ha was farced to take to
flight to tbe United States. He landed here in
1881, at the commencement of the civil war, and
entered tbe Federal army. After some time be
was placed In command of some colored troops,
and showed considerable intelligence and bravery,
so much so that he attracted the attention or Gen.
N. P. Banks, to whose staff he was subseenently
attached, with the title of colonel.

At the close ofthe war, en General Banks' recom-
mendation, be obtained a position In tbe naval
office or the Boston custom-hous- but which posi-
tion.

Illinois. Des Aages' home was out at Plalnfleld,
New Jersey, where be possessed a property worth
about $10,000.

She wss classed In Lloyd's register as Al for
twenty, years. Tbe Waco wai stranded on tbe
French leefs, off the Florida coast, on September
18 lastjbut was gotten off without much damage,
and wars towed to Galveston. Captain Greenman,
her commander, was considered to be a thorough
and efitelent officer.

THE PABSESaEES ABD CEEW BTIIX VISsraO.
NewiYobk, Nov. 10. The owners ofthe burned

steamer City of Waco have received no farther
tldlngs,of tbe missing passengers and crew. They
say tbere were a few cases or kerosene oil on deck,
but they were not considered dangerous under
ordinary circumstances.
Galvestoj, Nov. 10. Tbe steamer Buckthorn

was dispatched outside again at 3 o'clock this
morning In search or the missing passengers and
crew ofthe City or Waco. She will cruise west
sixty miles along the coast before returning.
Captain J. N. Sawyer, of tbe Malloryllne, also
started out on board of one or the pilot boats in
search of the missing boats. The only hopes now
entertained for the safety of the passengers and
crew are based upon the statement er Captain
Irvine, or the steamer Backtbom, who saw a
foremast while out yeiterday. He reported that
tbe end of the mast was burned off apparently
between decks, orrery close below the floor on
the upper deck, which Indicates that tbe tire was
below tbe between-deek- In wbleh case tbe fire
may have been burning some time aud given the
officers, crew and passengers ample time to bave
left the ship before

TnXTLAMES
reached the upper deck, and was discovered by
other vessels. It is thought the passengers and
crew may have escaped in the darkness in tbe
ship's small boats beforo the fire on board was
seen from the Fusuyama and tbe steamship San
Marcos. In this event they would bave drilled
with tbe sea about thirty or forty miles west-
ward before the wind changed to northwest.
Another statement, which would appear to con-

firm the location or the fire. Is tbe City or Waco
had a small wooden case or bouse built around
ber foremast, where matches, Ac, were stored.

IDE VESSEL BTBCCK BT LIOnTTIKO.

Her mato reports tbat Are was discovered about
1230 o'clock, and tbe ship appeared to be one
mass ol flames.

Theses was
breaking over the Abdiel. The mate went aft
and saw the spar again, but every soul bad been
washed off ot it. As soon as steam could be made
the Abdiel moved up alongside of the burning
ship; near as officers dared go. They state not a
person was to be seen on her, and they do not
think it possible for cne or ber small boats to
have been launched. The Waco was

In the storm. Sparks and cinders were flying
over and past the Abdiel. The officers ot the Ab-
diel placed lights in their small boats, and bad
them in readiness to launch. Her crew were on
tbe watch tor any or tbe Waco's people, but none
were seen or beard. The mate states that the
fire on the Waco seemed to spread over the en-

tire vesiel In a few mlnntes. He thinks she was
first struck by lightning, which Ignited tbe oil on
board, and burned everything on the upper decks
before tbe passengers and crew could nave left
their berths and reached the small boats. The
steamer and pilot boats sent out tbls morning
have not yet returned.

The following
are extracts from a recent editorial In the Colo,
an offlelal organ: "It the United States are about
to celebrate next year the Centennial of their in-
dependence, we bave tbe enviable privilege of
celebrating with them the centennial or a con-
stant and uninterrupted friendship which has
united the two countriesas well is yearsordlstress
and misfortune as In times or national victory and
triumph. Tbe participation or Bnssla in the Phil-
adelphia exhibition, therefore, seems to ns to pre-
sent a favorable occasion for strengthening the
secular bond or friendship whieh attaches us to
the American Bepubllc Although our
Government made great pecuniary sacrifices at
the Vienna exhibition without at present seeing
any good rcsnlts irom them tor Busslan Industry,
and notwithstanding the expenses which will be
Incurred by tbe organization or a Busslan section
In the exhibition at Philadelphia, our Govern-
ment has not hesitated to give to tbe United
States this proof or Its cordiality. la
fact, during the time of tho last civil war, whieh
threatened the strength or the Union, the western
Powers, especially. England and France, openly
sided with the Southerners. While the Washing,
ton Government and President Lincoln met
with more or less d from ail
parts, Bussia alone remained constant In Its at-
tachment to the American Bepubllc. Bussia not
only relnsed to entertain the proposition of Na-
poleon III to recognize as an accomplished fact
the dissolution of the states, but on the contrary
was Incessant in wishing all success to the efforts
ot President Lincoln for tbe of
tbe Union. Our Govemmentexpressealta opinion
that while the North American States remained
united under one government they would
strengthen one another; separated they must
paralyze their own efforts and development-Princ- e

Gortschakoff wrote, in 189L that 'The
North American Bepubllo not only presents it-
self tons as an Indispensable element of the In-

ternational balance or power, but, besides that.
It Is a nation towards which our most august
Emperor and the whole or Bussia have always
bad a most friendly disposition, because both
countries are In the ascendant period of their de
velopment, ana seemea canea to a natural unity
of interests and sympathies, proofs of which have
already been given on both sides.'"

IH THE DEPTHS OP AFSICA.

Stanley'! Forcei Fightinp- - the Barbaric Karl.
The following is a speeial dispatch to the New

York Herald, from London, respecting the recent
letters received there from the explorer, Stanley :

The two letters Just received from Mr. Henry
M. Stanley are dated, respectively, April 12 and
14, andwere sent from Ulagalla,ln Uganda, the
capital ofthe country ruled by King Mtesa.

A COXTLETEO SUBTET.
They complete the subject dealt with In the

letters received In October. An Interest almost
as great as that of their contents attaches itself to
the story of the Journeyof these letters from Stan-
ley hither. They were committed to the custody
of Colonel Bebelleford, whom Stanley met at
Mtesa'e court, and who left there April IT. This
gentleman was apparently attached to the armed
force which the Khedive has sent to those ports
under Gordon. He wss at Mtesa's capital with
troops. In pursuance of some object related to
Uordon's expedition, and accepted Stanley's let-
ters with a view to send them down the Nile by
the Khedive's chain of posts.

ATTACKED A9D XAS3ACBED.
He was on his return to Cordon's station, and

when be bad nearly reached It was surprised and
attacked by the Karl, by whom he was massacred,
with thirty-si-x of bis soldiers. Four of his sol-
diers escaped and succeeded in reaching Gordon,
who sent a detachment immediately to the scene
ot the tragedy.

THE S IXTTEBS TOtTSfD.
Stanley's letters, stained with blood, were found

by this detachment among the bodies ortho slain,
and carried to headquarters, whence they were
dispatched down the Wblte Nile to Khartoum,
and thence by the Khedive's couriers to Cairo.
Stanley describes fully in these letters his surrey
of tbe southern, eastern and northeastern shores
ofthe Victoria Nlyanza. He gives thirty-seve- n

observations of bays, inlets and creeks, minutely
explored, with a view to determine their relation
to the main body of water, and to exclude the pos-
sibility or their opening to other Iskes or streams.
He fully exhibits and demonstrates the unity of
this magnificent sheet or water.

SrEEZ VINDICATED.
He says : "Livingstone was wrong In reporting

that the VirtettaY.Niyania consisted or Ave lakes.
Speke correctly states that the Victoria Nlyanza
is one lake."

Speke's two Islands are proved by Stanley's
observations to be peninsulas. One observation
further confirms the great Importance or the river
Shlmeeyu as the principal feeder of the lake and
the extremest source ol tbe Nile-je- t discovered.
Stanley depicts graphically many incidents orhls
expedition. He had several' conflicts with the
treacherous sftre dealers on tie lake.

J"! - A HAVAX. BATTLE.
On one oeeasien, he was attacked by one hun-

dred natives armed with tBears.lntnirteencinoes,
who were repulsed 'altera severe flght. Three
natives were killed. He arrived at Mtesa's hunt-
ing camp at Msavura April 12, where he was re-
ceived with great ceremony and cordiality bj the
King. c

In Stanley's honor the King directed extraor-
dinary festivities and displays. One feature of
the display was a naval review on the lake or
elgbty-fou- r canoes manned by 2,500 men. On the
second day, In addition to the naval manoeuvres,
there were races. In whicb elghty-rou- r canoes
were engaged, each propelled by thirty oarsmen,
tbe King leading the fleet personally In tbe
presence ora great throng or spectators. Amour
tbe onlookers were the three hundred wives or
thoJKlng.

A. CEZEDXOOn.
On the third day there was bird shooting and

target practice by 3.000 troops. On the fourth
day they returned to Mtesa's capital. This King
has 2,000,000 subjects. Stanley praises bis great
intelligence, and depicts him as a ruler whose do-
minion affords the best augury for the possible
civilization or Africa.

A CUA3CE TOR THE aCISSIOXARIES.
He is a Mussulman, but your correspondent re-

gards bis conversion to Christianity as possible,
and suggests tbls labor as a field for missionary
effort that Is capable of affording very brilliant
results. Picturesque accounts are given ot the
richness and beauty or tho country. There are
valuable geographical notes in farther illustra-
tion of the map. Including soundings or the Nl-
yanza and an explanation ofthe White Nile
above tne Blpon Falls.

A OEASD SUCCESS.
Taken together with the letters previously re-

ceived this completes the account or the grand
discovery tbat it has fortune to
make through the good wlU of King Mtesa.
