AIT EXAMPLE FOB SMUGGLERS
Colonel Dcs Anges, late a deputy collect-

or of the port of New York, who has been
on trial for conspiring with Lawrence and
other adventurers to defraud the United
States revenue, was found guilty on Tues-

day and remanded for sentence. The con-

spirators were caughl smuggling silks under
the guise of other stuffs by sending a case
of the material represented in the invoices
to the appraiser, which sample being found
correct, the remainder of the invoice, being
fine silks, was passed as of like texture and
composition with the case examined. It was
the duty of Des Anges, as deputy collector,
to designate the packages which should un-

dergo examination. It is supposed, and
the jury became convinced of the fact, that
the prisoner was aware, by private marks
or advices, of the content, of the various
packages, so that he was able to designate
for examination by the appraiser such as
would harmonize with the invoice. In this
way large quantities of rich and costly stuffs
were placed upon the market under a low
rate of duty, thus keeping back enormous
sums from the Treasury. This could not
have occurred without the connivance of
Des Anges or some one of his subordinates,
whose duty it was to prepare the necessary
orders and permits for his signature. Upon
the person of Lawrence, the principal or
active rnamger of the conspiracy, was
found a letter from Dcs Anges inculpating
him as a confederate who was tired of the
business, and satisfied that they were sus-

pected and their movements were watched.
'It appears to have been this letter which
determined the jury in their verdict They
were out but ten minutes, and were unani-
mous in their opinion of his guilt upon the
first poll.

This prompt conviction of a derelict offi-

cial is creditable to all the parties concerned
in the prosecution. The prisoner was a
man with a good war iford, who was
backed by friends powerful enough to
have secured his future promotion if he had
justified their hopes and expectations by a
career of integrity and fidelity. He threw
from him in his greed for money all his
bright prospects and palsied the hands of
those who had hitherto sustained him.
Since his arrest it has been ascertained by
Government agents that his "antecedents,
both in Boston and at his old home in Eng-
land, were bad. It is to be hoped that his
sentence will be of such rigor as to warn
other officials of the dangers which beset
their path.

Defrauding a popular Government like
that of the United States is theft from the
neighbor. It is the crime for which we
arc toh1 in the gospels that Ananias and
Sapphira were struck dead. The disciples
in those days were a co operative fraternity
that "had-al- l things common." They all
contributed pro rata, or agreed tp do so,
for the expenses of the community. The
"victims of Divine displeasure "kept back
part of the price," and lied about it when
the charge was brought home to them. It
was then that they were struck dead. Had
they confessed and made restitution, it is
possible that their fate would have been
very different The United States is a co-

operative association to realize the benefits
of a common government, and all members
arc obligated to contribute to the common
treasury. Those who evade this obliga-
tion by keeping back part of the just dues,
and then plead not guilty to the charge
of thus defraudinz the common revenues,
or, in other words, lie about it, are in pre-

cisely the same category with the man and
his wife we read of in the Scriptures as
having been struck dead. If the Govern-
ment of the United States made smuggling
and evading or otherwise defrauding the
common fund of the people by keeping
back part of the price a capital offense,
what a powerful rise it would cause in the
hemp market just now. The President
and Secretary Bristow would then be a
greater terror to evil-doe- than they are
now. European excursionists would have
a more wholesome fear of hempen cravats
than of marine disasters. The great mer-
chants of New Tork would exercise much
greater care in the personal inspection of
their Invoices and the custom-hous- e entries
to which they make oath, lest visions of
gallow-tree- s should disturb their sleep. The
Treasury would be more plethoric, and the
tax rates of honest people would be sensi-
bly diminished. "Whisky and tobacco would
be furnished at reasonable prices to the con-
sumer as honest merchandise, 'instead of
being objects of suspicion in the market,
and the synonym of fraud, crime, corrup-
tion and death.

Let us hope that the t vigorous policy of
the Government now being pursued toward
all the conspirators against the public
Treasury will be fully maintained, and that
it wilTbe fully indorsed and upheld by the
popular will, regardless of whom It may-affec-

until a better and purer state of po-

litical and commercial morals shall pervade
the whole country.

It Is shrewdly
suspected that tbe Colonel Intends to change
the name to the " All-da- y and City
Item," or the " Hourly Bulletin of the World,"
and make It the organ and directory of the
Exposition. Strangers will consult it to ascer-

tain where they lire and lodge, and to learn
the bill of fare on which they are to subsist.
In short, if Colonel Forney tioes not speedily
return from Europe and look to his laurels,
Colonel Fitzgerald, with the counsel and as-

sistance of General Frank May, will utterly
supersede him in the journalistic world. The
energy and enterprise of these gentlemen are
based upon a vocabulary in which the words
" fill," " steps backward," have no place.
Their course is onward, and Tom Scott Is their
prophet.

. Notwithstanding the assiduous manner in
which the Centennial finance committee has
passed around tbe hat they have as yet se-

cured an inadequate amount of money to
meet the expenditures which they will of ne-

cessity hare to incur in order to make the
great celebration a success. This is a matter
which the United States cannot afford to let
fail through tbe inadequacy of requisite funds
to make complete arrangements to carry out
the grand system adopted by the committees.
Many of the States whose patriotic duty !t is
to render their respective substantial assist-

ance have not as yet responded to the call.
The situation at present Is not as promising as
the country could wish, and tbe probabilities
are that the finance committee will be com-
pelled to strenuously urge Congress to assist
them materially In support of the great meas-

ure. The interests of the country and the
expectations of the world demand that the
important enterprise should be a complete suc-

cess, and tbe patriotism of our national rep-

resentatives in Congress will undoubtedly lose
no effort or opportunity byfehfchthat success
can be fully secured.

Close upon the heels of the Pacific disaster
comes the painful intelligence of the burning
of the steamship Waco in the Gulfof Mexico.
She was a strong, well-mad- e vessel, whose
construction and equipment cost about a quar-

ter of a million dollars. In the space of one
hour the entire structure is consumed by tbe
flames, and all on'rboard'aro, (apposed to be
lost. How the fire originated basniot been,
and perhaps never will be, ascertained. Why
the officers, crew and passengers on board a
vessel anchored near a great fleet should
perish is an insoluble mystery, and
affords a subject upon which tbe proper
authorities should reflect with no little serious-

ness. The Pacific Is scuttled, and sinks in an
hour; tbe Waco is burned within hailing dis-

tance of a dozen vessels, and yet every person
on board both, with but one exception, is
sacrificed to the angry fury of the waves. A
terrible responsibility growing out of this twin
disaster rests either upon those whose duty it
was to furnish ample equipment for
those vessels or upon those in charge of the
steamers In the hour ot ruin. If the latter
were responsible, which there Is every reason
to doubt, they have already suffered the awful
penalty of culpable negligence. If the former
are guilty of the wanton sacrifice of human
life which has occurred to spread a pall of sad-
ness OTcr a hundred households and deprive
the country of over two hundred uscfuljmem-bcr- s

of society, let justice be meted out to
them in all its fullness and severity, in order
that a wicked wrong may be punished and fur-

ther catastrophes of a similar nature be
averted

The principles of prohibition have the best
withes and support of all d men,
but it is a serious question of doubt whether
the placing of a temperance ticket In the
political arena advances the Interests of the
cause. It is a generally acknowledged fact
that nine tenths of the prohibition voters are
allured from tbe ranks of Republicanism, thus
sapping from that party a vitality which It
needs taking away from it an element of
moral strength which should, by all that is
precious to tbe interests of good government,
remain in order to preserve that high character
of purity and excellence which a governing
power must have to win the approbation and
esteem of the masses. In New York nearly
eleven thousand Republicans withdrew their
material and moral support from their party,
and virtually threw it into the hands of the
Democracy by forming a middle organization.
In Massachusetts eight thousand adherents to
Republican principles forsook tbe ranks of
their party simply for the purpose of establish-
ing an organization which they were conscious
could not succeed, thereby strengthening the
chances of the Democracy, the very power
that has antagonized them In all their efforts
to redeem the country from the prrjent wide-
spread sale of a beverage which they deem a
damning and blighting curse. This action of
the prohibitionists has proven a suicidal course
for their cause, for by weakening the chances
of Bepnhllcan success by deserting its standard
in the hour of trial they help to secure the
triumph of a party whose very record is inim-
ical to the best interests of prohibition and
the cause of temperance wherever its work
may have been instituted.

Sydenham Palace, England, has recently
been the scene of a remarkable cat show. The
English cat must differ materially from the
American feline if It has to be taken into the
magnificent apartments of a palace In order to
make an exhibition of Itself. The American
Tabby has a peculiar way of showing its own
eccentricities without being placed before the
august presence of a committee sitting in sol-

emn judgment on the case. England may
take a national Interest in her felines, but the
interest tbe people of this country have in
their cats Is simply of a local nature. A
Yankee Tabby is, of all animals, tho most
capable of showing itself, and Its shows are
such as never faD to attract tbe attention of
humanity. Our dogs will Idle about tbe
thresholds of our homes, and now and again
pass out to the sidewalk and bring back a sam-

ple of some unfortunate passer-by- , but they
woefully lack the ability that is innate with
our felines to pounce on to the upper shelf of
our pantries and overthrow a dozen preserve

Jars in their activity to secure a piece of cold
roast beef or puncture the surface of aweU-fllle- d

milk pan with their, whiskered probos-clde- s.

Our dogs may frisk about and snap the
feathers lrom the backs of our .neighbors'
fowls In a manner that stirs the spirit of hos-

tility and puts a stop, for the time being, to
social intercourse and the custom of
borrowing butter, but it is well known
that they cannot jump Into a
henery with that agility noticed In our cats
and suck enough eggs In fifteen minutes to
make a large family happy on Easter Sunday;
but at night they show themselves to the best
advantage. An English cat may require a
palace to be interesting In, but one born and
bred under the benign influences of one great
republican institutions wjfl occupy a plain slab
on the rear roof of an humble- cottage and In
less than ten straightforward howls attract Ihe
attention of the entire neighborhood, besides
drawing forth all the emphatic expressions,
old boots, hair brushes, books and other light
moveables that may perchance be accessible.
English cat-sho- may be popular, but Ills a
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universal feeling with the American people,
that our feline exhibitions teWom mtct'with:

The Whisky Frauds.
CFrom the Indianapolis Journal. J

Tbe revelations at St.XouIs In connection
with the exposure of the whisky frauds have
a double aspect. As showing
of a deliberate and wide-sprea- d conspiracy to
rob the Government, embracing officials who
were sworn to do their duty, and private citi-

zens of supposed good character in this light
tbe revelations are simply sickening. But, as
Indicating a determined purpose on the part of
the Government to exposo and punish tho
thieves, supported by a universal expression
of public sentiment in favor of that course,
they become a source of encouragement to the
friends of honesty and good morals. That
Euch a fraudulent combination should have
been, formed at all, and that the members
oithe ring, officials and should
have engaged so deliberately and so ex-

tensively In the work of plundering the
Government is a shocking proof of low
moral sense. But that the President and
his law advisers should show such am inflex-
ible purpose to bring the rascals to justice,
and that the whole moral sentiment of tho
country should rally on tho side of right, is,
we repeat, a cheering sign. Of course, such
such an infamous conspiracy could only have
its origin in that which has been pronounced
the root of all evil the love af money and in
tbe insane idea which has prevailed to such a
ruinous extent of late years, that the accumu-
lation of wealth is the chief end of man, and
that Its acquisition by any means short of
murder or highway robbery is justifiable.
This idea and this standard of morals consti-
tute one of the frightful legacies of the late
civil war. Perhaps tbe worst result of such a
conflict is the social demoralization which,
as history shows, great wars always pro-
duce, and It cannot be doubted that this
country is still suffering from that cause.
The exaggerated value placed upon wealth,
the Intense desire to make money rap-
idly and easily, w.thout much regard to the
honesty or dishonesty of methods, is one
of the unmistakable symptoms of such demor-
alization. It has produced a frightful crop of
crime in this country during the past ten years,
and was the inspiring motive of the whisky
ring, as it has been of countless other breaches
of trust and outrages upon honesty. The de-

moralization referred to Is not confined to any
locality nor to any political party. It has pre-
vailed, In a greater or less degree, everywhere,
and In all classes of society. There has been
quite as much dishonesty among bank officers
as among Government officials, and every fraud-
ulent combination against the Government has
been composed of men of both parties. The
disease has been pretty nearly epidemic. Let us
hope the time Is not far distant when the country
will experience a thorough revival of common
honesty, and when a purified public sentiment
will compel the recognition of a higher stand-
ard of morals and action. An example should
be made of the men Implicated In these latest
frauds. Some of tbem were trusted officials,
and others personal friends of the President.
They all took advantage of their positions to
defraud the revenue like villains and to plun-
der the Government like thieves. It is due to
the cause of public morals that they should
all be vigorously prosecuted, and, If found
guilty, severelv punished. They aro entitled
to no consideration whatever. It Is a case for
justice, not' for sympathy. Thus far the
President has honored himself by his stern re-

fusal to Interfere in behalf of the delinquents,
and ho will render a great service to the cause
of public virtue if he will see that all of them
are brought to justice.
