It is the cas-
toan of s1l peoples who indulge in the luxury
of represeutative governments to attribute
all national mishaps to the party in power;
or rather, perhaps, it could more properly
be said that it 15 the universal practice of
the Opposition to charge the hard times re-
sulting from commercial revulsions to the
governing party, and endeavor to maks
the sufferings of the people their road to
specess, ‘The masses rarely wait to reflect
upon the real causes of disaster, but jump
10 the conclusion that a change cannot
make things worpe., and had therefore best
be tried.

1t was powerless
1o save thosa who laid hald of it in their
With reflection, discussion, par-
tisl restorstion of bLusiness and entire re-
sumption of her thorne by resson, came re-
turning confidence in the Republican party
of the country.
