Proposed Demonstration is Hosor of the
Forty-Fourt- h Congress- -

For the past three months the Labor Leagues
of tbe District have been making preparations for
a grand demonstration In honor of the assembling
or the Forty-Fourt- h Congress. It was at first de-

termined to confine the demonstration to the La-
bor Leagues alone, but as the matter progressed
It was round necessary to enlarge the programme
toasto make tbe reception or general Interest.
At a meeting or the delegates or the Labor

Work of Mr. Fred. Law Olmstetd.

Fred. Law Olmstead, esq., landscape artist, has
submitted his annual report to the Secretary of
"the Interior, through Mr. Edward Clarke, archi-
tect of the Capitol, relative to the Improvement
or the Capitol grounds. The report shows that
one hundred tnfi fifty-seve-n trees have bees d,

and are doing WelL The old pool sear
the east portico has bees vaulted over, asd the
statue of Washington removed. The parapet wall
with seat, "Mosaic walk," and sixteen bronse gas
posts bounding the east court, the six large piers
with bronie lamps forming the grand central
entrance to the court, the flower vases and bronze
fountain vases, and all other stone work, except
an enter curb of the cut grounds, are completed
or well advanced under contracts for early com-
pletion during the present season. Themalnplpe
for the service of fountains, and the electrical
apparatus for lighting the lamps of the carriage
court, and the ornamental shelters at the termini
or the ear tracks are In course or construction.
The whole or the east and most or the west
grounds have been provided with an elaborate
and complete system or road and subsoil drain-
age, gas lighting and water supply.

The east grounds have been provided with a
fertile soil one root In depth, with a friable and
partially fertilised inbioll to a depth or ?H feet.
A considerable part of the west grounds has been
graded and shaped, preparatory to treating It In
the same manner during the season. The roads
and walks of the east grounds and the carriage
court hare been formed and graveled, and the
approach drives through the west grounds formed
and partially macadamised.

Tho north and south porta coeheres have been
paved with Neuehatef asphalt; and a contract
entered iota to ceucrcba wo norm ana acuta loot
approaches. The street railroad on the north
and south sides of the west grounds has been re-
moved and relald clear or the Capitol grounds.

The stables and workshops, formerly situated
at the north, west and south angles of the west
(rounds, have keen removed.

Srat The question otwomts't work It Jail now
reexlvlsg tush marked attention la this country
that it may Interest your readers to know some-
thing of the true position of tho sex la Europe,
especially as snob, wide-sprea- misapprehension
txlftt among Americans oa the subject. At the
time of tho war between Austria and Prussia, In
isee,when the price ot living bad reached an
enormous. rate, Mrs. Lena Morgeniters, together
with several other prominent ladles or Berlin,
established a kind of restaurant where meals
could be had at the retail cost or the materials
alone. This was effected by the purchasing In
large quantities, and these volki llnchen,
(peoples' kitchens.) of which there are now more
tbas a doses la Berlin, have bees from the first
selCsupportlsg, the small profits arising here
and there being used for the purpose of starting
additional kitchens.

In the year, 173 these women, having gained
great experience andpractleal knowledge, under-
took to solve the question of bow to prevent the
arbitrary Increase In tbe price or living, and with
this obbject framed what is known as a House-
keeper's Association, having for its work the re-
ducing or the prices, promoting plainer and more
economical ways or living, as well as Improving
the condition or servants and encouraging more
practical and professional education, or thoir own
children, in 187 the association consisted ortwo
hundred and fifty members, and was an Incorpor-
ated body. Monthly and y meetings
sufficed to bring the necessary business before the
association, which had toon to increased that the
general meetings were held In the City Hall, by
courtesy of the common council.

The first meeting was devoted to the question
where and how to get cheap meaLand the equally
necessary one of the utilisation of refuse matter,
and tbe discounts on provisions to be obtained
from dealers, grocers, bakers, &c. With the
latter the greatest difficulty was encountered.
The bakers or Berlin may be said to hold the life
or the dty la their hands, for there no family
bakes Its own bread, as Is tbe custom In this
country, and they declared their intention, when
addressed, to bake no biscuits lor less than two
cents each, assigning as a reason the change of
coin, which would be disadvantageous to the
lower clstsei. Accordingly, a memorial was

to the president or the bakers' association,
demanding, In view or tbe reduction or duties on
flour, tbe baking of biscuits to be sold for one
cent each. The discussion terminated by the un-
conditional surrender of the bakers.

That Important branch of household Industry,
the laundry, coming In for consideration, It was
ascertained that the plan would
work equally well there, and a member offering
the ute ofa room, it was soon started on a most
satisfactory bails.

On the 2d or June, 1874, tho association num.
bered eight hundred families, and reported tl,070
fish en hand.

- Although many dealers and merchants had
Joined them, ana were anxious to secure their
trade by offering fair discounts on their goods, It
was Judged best to establish a central store of
their own, where provisions would be retailed to
members at wholesale prices, with an Increase
limply to cover the rent or store (3C0 per annum)
and the salary or clerks, (30 per month.) Three
hundred dollar! was dectuedon as sufficient ror
tbe first purchases. This, the simple initiation
reel, was tbe nucleus orwbat has since become a
giant enterprise.

In June the association adjourned ror the sum-
mer, but tbe executive committee, In the mean
time, accomplished a vast amount ot work.
