Navigation ot the "Nary "Department, has ad-

dressed a letter to the Secretary of the Nary
'upon the subject ofthe cons traction of a fleet of
marine rams. His Idea Is to construct rams of
great strength and power, "at a comparatively
cheap cost, simply for ramming purposes, and
wlthont other armament than that which may be
designed for the destruction of vessels ol the
enemy. Such vessels shonld be designed so as to
combine necessary weight, speed and strength
and buoyancy wltn the greatest compactness.

The ram designed by Commodore Ammen will
be 179 feet long, with 3U feet beam exclusive or
three feet of sponsons on each side. The body of
the vessel, 40 feet each side of midship, will be
symmetrical; beyond this the ends taper. Inclosed
by parabolic carves fere and aft. All

will bo formed by two the
deeper one forming a section of the bottom, the
other a section of the crown or cart of the vessel
above the line of greatest beam. The vessel wlU
do a combination oi tne longitudinal ana bracket,
frame system, and composed or 23 girders, built
np ol plates and angle-iro- to break joints, and
thus form a continuous girder. The low section'
win be formed by carrying as many girders as
possible forward and securing them directly to
the ram, which will be a casting of tempered
steel having a solid end, but Inside being a hol-
low cylinder with radiating flanges east around
It, to which the girders will be riveted.

The vessel will be covered with an outer and
an liner plating or Iron. The ordinary draB will
be eleven feet, but by allowing water Into the
lower compartments between the Inner and the
outer plating, she may be sunk for action to thlr- -'
teen feet, showing but Are feet of the vessel out
or water. The pilot-hous- e will be a small turret
or h steel plates, six feet high above the
crown or the vessel, and projecting two feet below,
enclosing the smoke-stack- s to protect them. The
total weight or the ram will be 80 tons, dlplaee.

the Indian bnrean is making for the Centennial:

Snt: Jn reply to Department inquiry relative

to preparations mads and contemplated by this
bureau for representing at the International Ex-
hibition at Philadelphia the history and cond-
itioner the American aborigines, I hare the honor

4o state that soon alter the passage or the appro,
priatlon for this purpose, measures were taken to
secure materials tor such an exhibition which
gomlse a very satisfactory accomplishment for

bureau. A pamphlet of detailed in-
structions for collecting the desired Information,
giving a classification or the various objects In
Indian use, nsder mere than six hundred hsads,

explorers, and. art nowin eSuergeof Uw Smith- -

sonlan Institute, It was necessary to confine the
attention or these special commissioners to tueh
portions ofthe
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as are least known, comprising the regions ot
Alaska, Puget Sound and Northern California:
the country or the Sbosbones aad Bannocks; or
the Plates, Moguls and the Navajoes.

I regret to state that the effort to explore the
remoter parts or Alaska, being that portion or
the country least known, but at the same time
most Interesting, has been defeated by the loss of
the United States steamer Ssranas, In which Dr.
Best els, surgeon and ethnologist to the Polaris
expedition, had taken passage under appointment
to make a collection In this field. The efforts or
Mr. James D. Swan, an accomplished ethnolo- -

or Washington Territory, nave been more
ortnnate, and will result in the collection of a

large variety from Sitka and the surrounding
country of Interesting articles, among them being
a canoe sixty feet in length and eight feet beam,
carved out of a single log of cedar, and covered
entirely with elaborate ornamentation, and con-
stituting an extremely striking object. He has
also material for erection on the Centennial
grounds of a large Indian residence one hundred
feet long and forty feet wise, with carved cedar
potts, and the furniture necessary to render It a
perfect representation. In mil site, or the peculiar
lodging adopted by the Northwestern Indians.
Mr. Swan will-als- o send ether collections ol great
variety, consisting or dresses, ornamental arti-
cles, carved work In metal and bone, snow shoes,
dog sleds, Ac.

Special research by the bureau Is being made
In certain burial places or the Indians In South-
ern California, especially on the mainland and on
the Island about Santa Barbara. Here most re-
markable developments have been made by Mr.
Schumacher, simultaneously with explorations
prosecuted by the War Department. Numerous
Indian graves have been found, containing the
most astonishing number of articles et stone or
very great perfection and variety, consisting or
mortars

VAJUOUStT bhatzs, or.rzsTLis,
or bowls or serpentine, sandstone and limestone,
beautifully worked, cups, plates, knives, fish,
books, ornaments of rarlous kinds, Ac. Nearly
all are made of stone aad shell. Collections have
already been reeelred from Mr. Schumacher
weighing over three tons, and many times this
amount will be forthcoming.

Iter. Stephen Powers and Dr. Edward Palmer
are also exploring Southern California, and will
he able to add materially to the articles tarnished
by Mr. Shamaeher, especially Illustrative of the
habits of the MlssiotrHMAlansln San Diego and
Santa Barbara counties. - '

Major Powell has visited the Shoshones and
Bannocks and Plates tor th purpose of com.
pletlngan extensive collection previously made
far him. and Tiroeurlnc? costumes tor men. women
and children and lodges, aad a great variety ot
ornaments made ot claws and bills and beaks and
feathers of birds, and bones, Ac. The greater
portion of these articles possess unusual Interest,
from the fact that they bare all passed out or use
by the Indians. This collection of Major Powell,
added to these or former years, will provide for
the complete representation or the former state
or arts existing among theUtesand Shoshones,
the largest or
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or the West. Major Powell at the present time
Is about to proceed to the seven towns or the
Moguls, or New Mexico, a d people,
who retain the habits, language and arts era
great race or people that at one time was spread
throughout the greater part or California,
Nevada, Utah, Colorado. New Mexico and Ari-
zona. These people, before the discovery or
America, had acquired some skill la weaving, the
mannraetare of pottery, in the making or picture
writing, and many other things or Interest to the
students or antiquity.

it Is expected that the material gathered from
these people. Including plans of houses and works
or their domettio and decorative art, will be ol
large variety and great value and absorbing In-

terest to students or antiquity.
In my letter or September 22, 1875, I had the

honor to call attention to the tact that the Interest
attached to the display by this bureau will be
very greatly enhanced by an exhibition or living
ethnological specimen troops of Indians In suffi-
cient numbers to represent the different tribal
families or the aborigines or the country, and for
this purpose I submitted an estimate for addi-
tional funds amounting to (100,000 to enable the
Department to bring to the ground twelve Indian
households, with their habitation, hut or tlpl, er
wickiup or wigwam, or more elaborately carved
dwelling or the Makahs. It Is proposed that these
family groups shall bring with them materials
for carrying on ike different Industries known
among the tribes, thus making a living exhibition
of Indian habits upon the Centennial grounds and
ofthe Indian physique, customs and modes ofllv
lng of all the Indian tribes or North America
including the Esquimaux or Alaska.

Such a display, representing the American In--,

dlan In his appropriate surroundings, dwelling
In his particular residence, practising his own
arts, and illustrating the different habits or such
extremes as the Semlnoles on one hand, and the
Aleutian Islander or Esquimaux on the other,
wonldbe most Interesting to oar own dtltens,
and very attractive to the European visitors,
and would, 1 believe, leave a record or more per-
manent value to scientists and scholars than any
othcrfeatureorthe Centennial Exposition, and
I most earnestly hope that such action maybe
obtained open this estimate as will enable the
Department to make a presentation commensu-
rate with the subject In hand and creditable to
the Qoternment.

commissioners to treat lor the possession or the
"Black Hills country. The commissioners state
that conspicuous among the reasons for the allure
r the negotiations Is the Interference or persons

not Indians, who are interested In baring Urge
annual money payment made to Indians, afford,
lng a permameat fund, of which the Indians may
be despoiled.

Therteonunendatlons or the Commission are
radical, and they point to a thorough revision of
relations with the whole Indian population west
or the Mississippi. The Commission recommends
that Congress shall take the Initiative, and In-
stead or attempting to negotiate shall, by law,
provide for the separation ot all Sioux Indians
between the ages ot six and sixteen years mm
the adult population, and make provision tor the
thorough education or minors at some point or
points where they will be ires from the control
ana Influence or adult Indians.

This system or education Is to Include mansal
labor and Industrial schools, and to be compulsory.
Having thus provided tor the future civilisation
or the minor population. Congress shall, by law,
require that the adult Indians shall perform la-
bor as the condition or subsistence, and alter a
date. In the future, subsistence shall be Issued
only to such as shall labor, and to the aged aad
Infirm. A farther recommendation Is that every
Indian be encouraged In the acquisition and pro-
tected In the possession of private property.

The Indians now occupying the northwestern
part or Nebraska are to be removed to the reser-
vation established by the treaty or IKS, and sup-
plies shall hereafter be furnished under the
supervision of the officers or the army: that all
present agencies should be abolished, and the
whole system be reorganised so far as relates to
the Sioux Indians, and that such compensation
to the officers and agents be provided as will
command honesty ana competency. The Indians
should be notified that such force as maybe
necessary will be used to enforce compliance with
the policy ofthe Government.

The Government shonld take upon Itself theduty or paving to the Indians a ralr equivalent
lor the Hills, taking into consideration all the
circumstances,- - and such sum te be paid to be-
come part or the fund required In the general
plan to educate and dvlllie the Sioux. The re-
port fills six columns ofthe Triosmt.

'School building," Baltimore, was the scene or a
solemn literary celebration the unveiling of a
monument to the memory and genius or Edgar Al-
lan Pee. From the address ofProCWlIltam: Elliott,
Jr. delivered on this occasion, the following
iacts concerning the history of the monument is
condensed:

But the "neglected grave" was not always to
remain such. At a regular meeting or the Pnblia
School Teachers' Association, held In this hall
October T. 1885, Mr. John Basil, jr., principal or
No. 8 Grammar school, offered a paper, or which
the following Is a copy:

"Whereas it has been represented to certain
members ot the association that the mortal re-
mains or Edgar Allan Poe are Interred in the
cemetery ot the Westminster ehnreh. without
even so much as a stone to mark the spokthere-ror- e,

"SitoJvtd, That a committee ot five be ap-
pointed by the president or the association to de-
vise some means best adapted In their Judgment
to perpetuate the memory or ene who has con-
tributed so largely to American literature."

This resolution was unanimously adopted, anda committee, consisting or Messrs. Basil, Balrd
and J. J. O. Webster, Miss Veeder and Miss
Wise, appointed to carry oat the purpose named.
This committee reported in favor of the erection
of a monument, and wlthont delay the committee
entered upon the work or raising the funds.

In this work the yenng ladles ot the Western
Female High school took an active, and, as will
be seen, a successful part. An entertainment of
select readings by the pupils or that school, held
In this hall on the evening or October 10, lSSi,
under the superintendence or Miss 3.
yielded the handsome sum or $380. The entire
fund, with Interest added, amounted, as per re-
port or Thomas D. Balrd, treasurer, submitted
March 23. 18TI, to aiST.OS.

September x, MT4, a committee revived from
the estate or Dr. Thomas D. Balrd, deceased, thelate treasurer or the "Poe memorial fund,"
tarr.w, the amount of principal and Interest to
that date. The committee applied to Mr. Geo.
A. Frederick, architect or the City Hall, ror a de-
sign ore monument to cost about that sum.

Mr. Frederick, In due time, submitted a de-
sign, "at once simple, chaste and dignified," bat
requiring ror its realisation maea more than the
amount included In the expectations or the com-
mittee. Other sums were collected, bnt not
enough.

A knowledge otthe "world-wide- " known liber-
ality orMr. Qeorge W. Ghllds, ot Phlladelphlaf
rormerly one of onr Induced the
chairman ofthe committee to drop him a note on
tho subject- - Within twenty four hoars a reply
was received frennhat gentleman expressive of
his willingness to make np the estimated defi-
ciency or 6W.

The necessary amount having now been se-
cured, the committee proceeded to place the con-
struction and erection or the monument in the
hands of Mr. Hngh Slssoo,his proposal being
the most liberal one received. How faithfully ha
has executed his commission will be seen when
the covering that now veils the monument Is re-
moved.

In design the monument Is or tho pedestal

form; the snrbase is or Woodstock granite, and
Is six feet square: the balance is or veined Italian
white marble; the or statuary. The
pedestal has an attla base three feet ten Inches
square; the die block Is a cube three feet square
and three feet two inches high, relieved on each
face by a square projecting and polished' plane;
the upper angles of which are broken and filled
with a carved rosette. On the iront panel is the
baareliei bnstof tbepoet above referred towhich
was modeled by Frederick Yolck, the eminent
and n sculptor. On this panel Is also
the Inscription, consisting ofthe simple record of
his birth and death. The die block is crowned
by a bold and graeelal frlese and cornice flrar
feet square, broken on each face In the centre by
a segment ore circle; the rrleso is ornamented at
the angles by rtchly.carred acanthus leaTes, and
In the circled centre referred to by a lyre crowned
with laurel, symbolical of his devotion to the
mutes; the whole is capped by a blocking three
feet square, cut to a low pyramidal form.

This extraordinary and unique genius, born In

Boston, January 20, 1809, during a brief sojourn of
his parents In that place, died on the Tth or Octo-
ber, 1M9, In this city, which Is undoubtedly enti-
tled to claim him as one other distinguished sons.
Two days thereafter, on the 9th of October, his
mortal remains were Interred In the cemetery at-
tached to the Westminster Presbyterian church,
adjoining the building in which we are now as-
sembled.

I have been Inrormed that the day was, for the
season, more than ordinarily unpleasant, the
weather being raw and cold; indeed Just such a
day as It would have been more comfortable to
spend within than without doors.

The time of the interment was about o'clock
In the afternoon; the attendance or persons at
the grave, possibly a consequence or the state
or the weather, was limited to eight, certainly to
not more than nine, one ot these being a lady.

Of the number known to have been nrasent
were Hon. Z. Collins Lee, a classmate ot the de-
ceased at the University of Virginia; Henry Her-
ring, esq , a connection ol Mr. Poe; Rtr. W. T.
D.Clemm, a relative ofMr. Poe's wife; oor welt,
known rellow-eltlie- Neuson Poe, esq., a cousin
or the poet; Edmund Smith, esq , and wire, the
latter being a firstcousin of Poe, and at this time
his nearest living relative In this city, and. pos-
sibly. Dr. Snodgrats, the editor of the Saturday
Vitltor.

The clergyman who officiated at the grave was
Ber. W. T. D. Clemm, already mentioned, a
member of the Baltimore conference or the
Methodist Episcopal Chtueb. who read tho im-
pressive burial service used by that denomination
of OhrlstJanirarter which all that was mortal of
Edgar Allan Poe was gently committed to Its
mother earth.

Qeorge W. Spenee.who officiated as sexton at
the burial or Mr. Poe, Is the same person who,
alter the lapse ot twenty.tlx years, has superin-
tended the removal of his remains and those ot
his loving and beloved mother-in-law- , Mrs.
Clemm, and their reinterment In the lot In which
the monument now stands.
