The dimensions of tho church are eighty.tlx
'leet four Inches front on Massachusetts avenue,
with a depth on Twelfth street of one hundred
and thirty feet six Inches; the height to the spring
ef the curbing U thirty-on- e feet, and the entire
height seTenty-fou- r feet.

It Is astsnithlng with what vagueness this
question has been answered la the thoughts or
man and In the temples which they bare reared
all along the Christian centuries. How often has
it been assumed that tbe marble and the wool
and the costly stones are to be piled In the same
form and robed In the same color, whether the
sanctuary be built to the God or Love revealed
to the Christian or to the unknown God or Heath
enlam. Bow often on such an occasion as this has
the temple which ensnrined God, as revealed In
the Old Testament, thought Its sanctuary was
cursed with successive evils and Its courts reeked
with the blood or sacrifices. How oiten has It been
eloquently described as tbe very patterns or the
church which preaches a new and better covenant.
It Is true there an certain attributes or dlety

hleh must shspe every temple, which would
portray blm. His eternity and unehangeabless
and majesty and boundless wealth must speak la
the enduring material, the clusterlng.tabr.es, the
sublime proportions. But

should declare, too, what Is God's attitude to
man, whether these strong attributes are ar-
rayed against him or for him; whether they
must frown upon him In wrathful forms and hues,
or robe themselves In emblems or grace and peace.
See how the text solves this question. How it pro-
claims with clarion voleo the white-robe- d em-
bassy or the Gospel; hew It parte it from the
rugged law delivered at Sinai and crystallted la
Solomon's temple. Ye are not come to Mount
Sinai; ye are come to Mount Zlon. A yawning
chasm divides two mountain peaks, which are
still more divided by the terrors and imitations
which wreathe the one and the other. The one
rises In a lonely wilderness, and burns with fire,
and Jet darkness envelopes It, and is made more
visible by the lurid flames which roll and hurst
at the mandate of a rushing tempest. Above the
roaring of the flames, above the shrieking of the
tempest, the voice or a trumpet waxes louder and
leader; and as the people already shake with
terror, the ground beneath them heaves.

Steps havs been taken
by the Distnet Commissioners to remedy this
wrong by securing to the poor, whose necessities
eompel mem to seek the shelter or ths asylum,
Its exclusive occupation.
