We have
hastily counted merchant vessels, (alphabetically
arranged,) sail, 22,839; merchant vessels, (alpha-
betically arranged.) steam, 5,850; unrigged ves-
sels, (alphabeticollr arranged,) 11,808; revenue
marine, 34; United States navy, 147 ; total United
States vessels, 48,778. This would make a fleet
large enough for 'some proud admiral," as Homer
would express It, and if the mere counting, as-
certaining their .home pott, tbe amount of tons
they carry, calculating the per centage or loss
and gain over last year ror the various States
and districts, has Involved us In a laborious effort,
what must necessarily have been expended In the
preparation or such a book as we hare Just

and the work Itself In the offlce of the
Bureau or Statistics? It is an elaborate work,
and shows evidences of much care and patient
toll.

To the total above various classes or vessels are

CmcAoo, Bee. 10. The Bibcock court of In-

quiry met again at noon Geu. Hancock
Immediately arose and read tho following:

"A sense or duty to the laws, to the military
service, and to the accused compel me to ask a
concurrence in the postponement oi this Inquiry
for tho present. We are all bound to believe In
the entire Innocence or CoL Babcock, and the
presumption cannot be repelled without clear
evidence. It Is due him to suppose that this court
ot Inquiry was asked in good faith for tbe reasons
given. In the course or a legal trial in St.
Louis Col. Babcock was alleged to be guilty or a
high criminal offense. Be asked ror a hearing In
the same court, but was Informed that he could
not have It, because tho evidence was closed.
These circumstances led him to demand a court
of Inquiry as the only means of vindication that
was lelt, Slnco then he has been formally In.
dieted, and he Is now certain or getting that rail
and fair trial before an impartial Jury which tho
laws oi tbe country guarantee to all its cltlsens.
The supposed necessity for convening a mllltarv
court ror the determination or his guilt or Inno-
cence no longer exists. It Is believed that ear ac-
tion as a military tribunal cannot oust the Juris-
diction ol the court while the Indictment Is pend-
ing. The President has said, through the Attor-
ney General, that such was not tbe intention.
Then the trial at SL Louis and this Inquiry must
go on at the same time, unless we await tbe result
el tbe Inquiry there. The difficulties are very
formidable.

"The accused must be present at the trial ol the
Indictment. Shall we proceed to hear the cause
behind his baekT Or shall we vex him with two
trials at once T The Injustice or this Is manifest.
I presume irom the nature or the cass that the
evidence Is very voluminous, consisting of records,
papers and oral testimony. (Jan wo compel the
production of these while they are wanted forthe
purposes or the trial at St. Louis 7 Certainly not,
lithe military be, as the Constitution declares,
subordinate to the civil authorities, shall we pro-
ceed without evidence, and stive an opinion In
Ignorance ol tbe facts t That cannot be the wish
of anybody. I lake It for granted the trial at St.
Louis will be fair as well as legal, and that the
Judgment will be according to the very truth and
justiee oi the cause.

It will, without question, be binding and eon.
elusive upon us, upon the Government, upon the
accused and upon all the world. If he should be
convicted, no decision or ours could rescue him
out or the hands or tbe law. If be Is acquitted,
our belief In his Innocence "will be of no conse-
quence, ir we anticipated tbe trial In tne civil
courts, our Judgment, whether for the accused or
against him, will have, and ought to have no
effect upon tbe Jurors. It cannot even be made
known to them, and any attempt to Indnence
them would justly be regarded as an obstruction
of public justice.

"Un the other hand, his conviction there would
be conclusive evidence of his guilt, and his acquit-
tal will release him from the necessity or showing
anything but the record. I do not propose to post-
pone indefinitely, but simply adjourn Irom day
to day until the evidence upon the subject or our
Inquiry shall receive that definite and ooncluslre
shape which will be Impressed upon It by a ver-
dict ol the Jury, oruntllour action, having been
referred to tbe War Depirtment, with our opinion
that onr proceedings should be stayed during the
proceedings or the court or lawrshall have been
confirmed. In ease oraequlttal by the civil court
the functions or this court will not necessarily
have terminated.
