Since
the conpglidation of the two bhowrds it lsalleged
that thefolored trustees exercise thelr functlions
merely by courtesy, and pot as s matter of right;
that they are completely merged inlo the present
board, snd thereby usable to perform asy act

they deem fur the best ioterests of Lhe ovlored
schoole.

Boms of Its Notable Iomates.

To no ipstitution with which they bhave for
years been only too familiar oould the people of
this District bid farewell with more pleasure than
the Washington jail. Since Its srection, in 183,
it has stood gloomily, solitary and forblddiog in
asepect in the very centre of Lhe city, and la fall
view of one of the main thorougbfares. Poesibly
at the date of fta cemstruction 1t was & model of
ite kind, but If that be=oits kind were poor el
foris at arshitecture, and when twodayr agoll
was vyacated there was no man, from the wardea
down to the meanest criminal Inesrcerated
who did not know snd feel that it was aafic for
the parposes for which 1L was used, bat a positive
disgracetothe government which had so long toler-
ated ils eXxislenon,

For years past, ng each successive grand _!:ri
made thelr visit 10 sacoerdanes with law, Lhay un
ted with thelr testimeny to the efforts of the offi-
cials to do the best they could by ¥ ool
demnation of the old structore sad thelr recom.
mendstion Lhat it be as soon as posaibie super-
ceded by an edifice more in consopance with the
modern idea of 8 prison—a subject which bas re-
ceived! the careinl ocomsideration of many of the
most enlightened philanthropists of the dsy.

But the old plle hass bistory, and within Its
damp and whitewsshed walls have been incar.
sled many notsbles, From out thest walls there
have walked into the sonth enclosure no less than
& dozan men who stepped from the prison to the
scafipld, in expiation of their crimes agalast soci-
ety. Begioning nearly twenty years ago with
Powers, executed for the et of Lats, down
to recent times, when in quiek su drady,
for the rape of an old lady: Jeakins, for the mur.
der of hig wife; Yoang, for the murder of the
drover Habn ; Harney Woods, for the murder of
Cheesman, the ice dealer, and Tom Wight, for
the brutal murer of the pedier Ragerski, has
this old place boen the scene of these fearful
penaitics,
