The fact is that the old bonds of that State,
which were l.eld in trust by the Secretary
of the Interior, were exchanged for new
bonds, covering principal and accrued in-

terest, in accordance with an agreement
entered into prior to the release of the land
scrip, and the new bonds are still in the
hands of the Secretary of the Interior.
There wa3 no impropriety whatever in the
transaction, which was regarded at the
time, and is yet. as proper, regular and
strictly legal.

And kow the Opposition finds fault with
the acquittal of Green, theso-calje- d "bogus
Edes." "The manner of the administra-
tion of justice at the National Capital,"
says the New York Tribune, in allusion to
this subject, "has long been a disgrace,
"from which honest citizens turn away
"their heads in shame and sorrow." It is
true that "Whitelaw Reid has turned away
his head from the administration of justice
in the District in shame and in Borrow; but,
then, he is far from beingan honest citizen.
"We venture to say, however, that the jury
in the Green case really were honest men,
and do not deserve to be slandered by such
a fugitive from justice as he is. It is well,
however, to make a record of such criti-
cisms upon cur citizens as this, if for no
other purpose than to show them in what
estimation they are held by the Opposition.

Gould's organ. The editor of the Tribune,
however, did not complain in the same
strain when he escaped from the clutches
of the law here about a year ago.

Postmasteb'.Genebal Jewell is about
to administer a deserved rebuke to the
Postal Department of the Government of
Great Britain. In the transmission of holi-

day gifts through the international money-ord- er

system during the past few weeks a
balance accrued against the United States
Government and in favor of Great Britain
amounting to about 100,000. Yesterday
the British Postmaster General "cibled"
to Gov. Jewell a demand for the Immediate
payment of the sum due. In consideration
of the magnitude of the operations between
the two Governments, and the fact that
Great Britain is indebted UKthe United
States for exceedingly cheap transportation
or her transcontinental mails over our
Pacific railroad, this demand was ac-

cepted as extraordinary, to say the least.
Accordingly, . Got. Jewell has decided
to give John Bull a Poland for his Oil-TC- r,

and will in the future demand
prompt settlement of mail transportation
accounts by Great Britain.

The side issue presented by the Chicago
Inter-Ocea- n to divert public attention
from" the chief rascals of the whisky ring

was an utter failure. The Hon. Frank "W.

Palmer, editor-in-chi- of that journal, re-

pudiates the whole story, with tho Bail-
ment that its publication was unauthorized.
Secretary Bristow and General Babcock
deny it, and their denials are backed up by
convincing circumstantial as well as direct
evidence from Louisville, Cincinnati and
other points, besides the point-blan- k asser-

tion of the Hon. Bam. Rtndsjl. The world
at large does not believe it, because it is so

clumsily put together as to show inconsist-

ency and conflict of assertion on its face.

Besides this, a spirit of personal animosity
is discernible in every line of it. The only
result that can follow from its publication
will be to attract sympathy for General
Babcock and General Bristow as the victims
of base persecution, and make the latter
stronger than ever beforo as a possible can-

didate for President i result which the
promoters of this vile black-mailin- g scheme
will very much dislike to see.

TLis assertion of the views of Gov. Fish,
from a strange and unexpected source, re-

lates to a possibility that a "comblnatioa
" of Powers in the interest of humanity
" may mako overtures to the United States
" to join with them in putting an end to
" the brutal system of warfare" which is

now being pursued by the Spaniards on
the island of Cuba. Evidently there is
some mistake here, because if overtures
should be mado by a combination of Powers,
or a single Power, he would not be entitled
to the credit of having inaugurated the
movement. The more probable story
is, that he has already taken the lead and
asked other Powers to join the United
States in a protest against the repeated bar-

barities of the Spaniards. If he has done
this, every true American will render
cheerful thanks, and one more step will
have been taken in the direction of the
final abolition of slavery.

TnE stupidity of tho so called journal-
ists who have given publicity to the tale
tl at General Babcock intends to attempt
to escape trial in St. Louis for alleged com-

plicity with the whisky ring, by becoming
a witness before a Congressional investi-
gating committee, is simply amazing. In
the first place, even if the law operated to
prevent his indictment after he had been a
Congressional witness, it would be inopera-
tive now because he has been already in-

dicted. In the next place no one who
knows General Babcock, or has any due
appreciation of the responsibilities which
are placed upon him by surrounding cir-

cumstances, will believe that he designs to
evade the full and complete legal investiga-
tion of the charges against him which can
only be had before a court of justice. He
will accept of nothing less than a trial be-

fore a competent United States court, and
the undoubted resdlt will be his acquittal.
As the victim of a conspiracy, the most
barefaced and stupendous ever conceived
In a free country, he is entitled to a warm
and generous sympathy instead of being
subjected to the glaring slanders contained
in the article to which we refer. It is to
be hoped that time will both vindicate him
and punish his maligners.

TnE Cincinnati Gazette has treated the
President's connection with the investiga-
tions into the St. Louis whisky frauds so
fairly that we are somewhat astonished to
find in its columns of a recent date an un-

fair allusion to Supervisor Tutten's letter.
The Gazette says Mr. Tutten blundered in
exposing the fact that he influenced the

rates. It is very hard on tho "boys" to be
obliged to live on these low wanes, but the
spirit of retrenchment and reform has
taken such a deep root in the minds of the.
managers of theso great dailies that they
have determined to apply those principles
to their own establishments. The Evening
Pott has even reduced its price to three
cent?, and, no doubt, iu advertising rates in
proportion. In demonstrating the prac-
ticability of reducing the expenses of the
Government to the level of the appropri-
ations of 1660, it occurred to these great
journals that if the Government could be
"run" upon the figures ot 18G0 so could
newspapers. Hence the waitings of
Newspaper Row and the lamenta-
tions of the attaches of the . several
retrenching journals in New York.
But, then, the advertisers and readers are
benefited, for of couni these high-minde-

and honorable manage? havo followed the
advice they give to Congress in this respect,
and lowered their taxes upon the public in
the same proportion that tbey have re-

trenched their expenditures. "While we
congratulate the New York public we still
sympathize with the salaried editors, corre-
spondents and reporter?. The Herald' t
"Washington expenses during the winters
since the war have exceeded by about five
hundred per cent, those of 1660, while
those of all the other journals have been
doubled or trebled since 1860. "We doubt
the wisdom of this retrenching policy on
the part of the New York press. It will
involve the closing of gorgeous offices
and the discharge of several members of
tbo corps, while those retained will only
receive the retrenched rates. The news
columns of the journals may suffer some,
but the news is deemed of a character too
unreliable to be of much consequence,
and when weighed in the balance with
that consistency which is so valuable to the
New York press, and which demands the
sacrifice, is really unworthy of serious con-

sideration.

The remarkable discovery of a boiling lake
In the Island of Dominica has excited much
scientific interest, and investigations of the
phenomenon are to be made by geologists. It
appears that a company exploring the steep
and forest-covere- mountain behind the town
of Kosseau came upon the boiling lake, about
two thousand five hundred feet above the sea
level and two miles In circumference. On tbe
wind clearing away for a moment the clouds
of sulphurous steam with which the lake was
covered, a mound of water was seen ten feet
higher than the general level of tbe surface,
caused by ebullition. The margin of the lake
consists of beds of sulphur, and its overflow-

ing found exit by a waterfall of great height.
