France.

Tbe Paris correspondent of the London Time
writes to that journal on December 9. "It Is sot
the first time the names of the Prince and Frin
cess De Banffremost bare come before the pub-
lic The Prince married a Comtesse Caratnan
Chlmay. Children were born of this marriage.
When the Princess first asked for a Judicial so',
aratlon the accusations which she brought
against the Prince wero contested. Inquiries
were ordered, and the name or Bauffremcnt be-

came familiar In tbe courts or Justice. Finally,
alter years olllllgatlos, tbe tribunal pronounced
a judgment granting the Princess a eepsratloo,
and Hiring her the charge or the children, whom
the Prince, however, was to be allowed to visit.
Once more the same of Baufiremont appears oa
the cause lists, and this time with details which
would seem Incredible were they not supported
by authentic testimony. A separation does not
set aside a marriage; It merely, so to speak, sus-
pends It, leaving tne wife liberty or domicile and
tbe mansgement and enjoyment of her property,
coupled with certain obligations resulting rrom the
marriage. Irrespective, therefore, of the lorce or
tbe religions marriage, Mme. de Bauffremone
belie legally married, remained Mme. do Banff,
remont. bbe lelt France for Germany, and a
fortnight afterwards declared .her desire to be
naturalised is Oldenburg, and was so natural-
ized, with all tbe rights and obligations there-
from. This was a somewhat expeditious proceed-
ing, for as tbe separated wire of the Prince do
Bauffremont she remained a French subject, like
her husband: but a more singular step was to
follow. The letters of naturalization bore date
the Sd of Mar last. Os the 25th of October the
Princess de Bauffremont again presented herself

'belore the Oldenburg authorities. This time she
was not alone. She was accompanied by Prince
George Blbeteo, son or the of Walla-ehla,a-

an officer in the French army. They
declared their desire to be married, and married
tbey accordingly were. Mme. de Bauffremont,
be it observed, has taken so proceedings to obtain
a divorce, for divorce does not exist Is France.
Prince de Bauffremont has sow takes proceed-
ings to hare the children removed from the
mother, who has ceased to bear his nsms, and in
their Interest to have their property in France
sequestered and managed by trustees. As lor the
Princess, she Joins issue to the suit from abroad,
for she cannot enter France without the risk of a
prosecution for bigamy under the same or Prin-
cess Blbeseo, Prince George Blbesco making him-
self technically The decision is
awaited with interest, and cannot fall to raise the
most interesting questions."

When the
resolution was reconsidered, Samuel Hays, presi-
dent of the road, defended the directors from
charges of fraud, and submitted a report pre-
sented to him by the lessees of the Missouri Pa-
cific railroad, the Atlantic and Pacific Railroad
Company.

The report, which is a detailed statement of
the present condition of the road. Is made by An-
drew Fearce, the general manager of the Atlastio
asd Paelfio Railroad Company. It shows when
the present mansgement came Into control the
road was mortgaged for (13,000,000, instead of
(7,741,000, as stated In the report of the bond-
holders' committee. Its bonded debt on the date
ol the lease to the Atlastio and Pacific company,
June 20, 1872, was (11,500,000. Its gross earnings
in 187S, partly estimated, were about (3,000,000.

A resolution giving the directors time to make
statements In regard to their management of the
road was, after much heated debate, adopted, asd
the meeting adjourned without further action.

education last evening received a novel proposi-
tion from the Ear. Fatter Hesessy.of St. Pat-
rick's ehureb, Jersey City Heights.- - 'la a letter
submitted to the board he ssys that for six years
he has taught la his schools nearly 600 children;
that he fears he will not be able to support, the
schools longer, and that the publlo schools tn the
neighborhood are not capable of accommodating;
more scholars than they, now eontaln. He closes
by proposing to place his parish schools under
the sole charge of the board, free or charge ifor
the use of the school rooms or the furniture, aad
aareeln' to himself furnish two male teachers,
one to act as principal, at a salary of ((mend
the other as assistant, at a salary of (469, aad
also competent female teachers

so religions exercises in the school save the read-
ing or. the Jjouay Bible In the morning and. the
rcdtstlon ol tbe Lord's Prayer. He further says,
If appointed head or these sebeels, he will serve
without pay and subjtet hlmseir to the authority
crthe school superintendent and tb.a board.
