Tbe Agent Liable for Canying-Fetroleam- .

Nrw Yokk, Jan. 4 Supervising Steamboat
Inspector Addison Low, or this district, bis sent
bis teport on the burning or tbe City of Waco, off
Galveston, on tbe night of November S last, by
which forty-nin- e lives were lost, to Washington.

If any escaped, there was no chance of saving
tbelr lives In such a sea as was running, was justi-
fied In some respects by tbe testimony. He lays
that the burolsg of tbe foremast under the deck
and tbe length of time it would take to do this Is
conclusive evidence that tbe fire originated under-- -
meaecsaua ournea tor some umoneiore Doing
discovered. He thinks It would have been good
jaugment on tbe part of tbe captain to have kept
the ship underway, standing off and on till he
could have crossed the bar In safety. Inasmuch as
Immunity fiom accident during tbe long royage
causes tbe ship's crew to become careless unless
kept constantly on tbe alert, and the setting of
tbe night-watc- under these circumstances.

Tbelr aim
s-to keep up a brotherly spirit among those who
formerly stood sboulder to shoulder on tbe battle

'field. Nevertheless, tho gallant men, who thus
risked life and limb for tbe Integrity or the
national Government, are supposed to. retain
tbelr patriotism, and to look with pride and zeal
upon tbe cottinuanea and healthy growth of
tbose institutions which are vitally connected
with tbe nation's greatness.

In tbe midst of such an assembly, composed of
men or all creeds, our CblefMagtstrate felt caUed
upen to utter a prophetic naming, which has ex-

cited much comment at home, and has been ex-

tensively published abroad. We print bis speeca,
delivered at tbe evening session ot tbe "Army of
the Tennettef," as currently .reported in the
daily preis. President Grant, being called for,
cams forward and said:

Coxhadcs: It always affords u much grati-

fication to meet my comrades in arm! of ten and
fourteen years ago, and to tell over again from
memory tbe trials acd hardships of tbose days
ol hardships Imposed lor tbe preservation and

' perpetuation or our tree Institutions. We believed
--tben,ai.d
rrent worth fighting for, and. If need be, dying
lor. How many of our comrades paid the latter
price of our preserved Union? Let their heroism
and sacrifice be ever green In our momory. Let
cot tbe result ot tbelr sacrifices be destroyed,
'lhe Union acd fne Institutions for which they
died should be held more dear for tbelr sacrifices.
We will tot deny to anjof those whofeughtagarnst
us any privilege under tbe Government which we
claim lor ourselves. On tbe contrary, wewelcdme
all such who como forward In good faith to berp
build up tbe waste places, and to perpetuate our
Institutions against all enemies, as brothers la
full interest with us In a common heritage; but-w-

are cot prepared to apologize for the part we
took In tbe war.

"It is to be hoped that like trills will never
again befall our country. In this sentiment no
class ot people can more heartily Jilathia the
soldier who submitted to the dangers, trials and
hardships or the camp and the battle-fiel- on
whichever side be fought. No class of people are
more Interested In guarding against a recurrence
or tbose days. Let us, then, begin by guarding
against every enemy threatening tbe prosperity
oi tree republican Institutions. I do not orlog
Into this assemblage politics, certainly not par-
tisan politics; but it is a fair subject for tbe sol-
diers, in tbelr deliberations, to consider what may
be necessary to secure tbe prize for which they
battled. In a republic like ours, where the citi-
zen is tbe sovereign and tbe official tbe servant,
where no power Is exercised except by the will of
the people. It Is Important that the sovereign, the
people, should foster Intelligence tbat Intelli-
gence which is to preserve us as a free nation. If
we are to have another contest In the near future
of our national existence, I predict that tbe

line will cot be Mason and Dixon's, but
between patriotism acd Intelligence on the one
tide, and superstition, ambition and Ignorance on
tbo other.

"Now, tbe Centennial year or our national ex-
istence, I believe. Is a good time to begin tbe
work of etrecgtbeolng tbe foucdatloos of the
structure commenced by our patriotic forefathers
one hundred years ago at Lexington. Lit us all
labor to add all needful guarantees lor tbe se-
curity of free tbougbt, free speecb, a free press,
pure morals, unlettered religious sentiments, and
of equal rights and privileges to all men. Irre-
spective of nationality, color or religion. Encour-
age free schools, and resolve tbat not one dollar
appropriated for tbelr support shall be appropri-
ated to tbe support of any sectarian schools. Re-
solve tbat neither tbe State cor nation, nor both
combined, sball support Institutions of learning
other than tbose sufficient to afford every child
growing up in tbo land tbe opportunity
of a good common school education, unmixed
with sectarian, pagan, or atheistical
dogmas. Leave tbe matter of religion to tbe
family altar, the Church and tbe private school,
supported entirely by private contributions.
Keep tbe Church and the State forever separate.
With these safeguards, 1 believe tbe battles
wblcb created tbe Army ot tbe Tennesssee will
not have been fought in vain."

COMMON AXLRICAH SENTI VESTS.
Taking all things into conslderation.the speech

Is fully equal to any written production or tbe
President. It is direct. It is plain. It is manly
and vigorous, and far superior to any other ora-
tion which we have heard of from tbe same dis-

We have not been surprised at the general ap

WHAT IS A TRIE SCHOOL

A free school Is one In which every scholar can
obtain an education without violating the honest
convictions of conscience, or, to use tbe words or
the President, a free school fs one wbere educa-
tion can be obtained "unmixed with sectarian,
pagan or atheistical dogmas."

UI OCR C03OI0! SCHOOLS ri.XXT
Let us glance at tbe general history of the con-

troversy concerning them. As soon as tbe public
schools had ceased to be purely charitable Institu-
tions, anewpoliey was inaugurated by our people.
The Government assumed that It was bound to
Insure an Intelligent use ofthe franchise, by en-

couraging tbe mental activity of lu citizens. To
this all Catholics agreed, and still agree. But
our Protestant feltow-cltlscn- rightly desiring
tbat tome religious Instruction should be given
thtlr children, wrongly Insisted upon having tbe
Bible read in tbe schools.

Theteforo we have openly stated the grounds
or our convictions, relying on the Inherent force
of truth to secure our rights.

Wbere, then, Is any legal
disability proved against ut We atk for noth-
ing wblcb we are not willing to concede to all our
fellow-citlzen- s viz: tbe natural right to have
their children brought up according to their

raUENTS" CONSCIEHTIOCS CONVICTIONS.

We wast, and ne will have, our children brought
up Catholics. It can be done In various ways.
The state can pay the salaries or our
teachers, and the cost of our buildings and
other expenses, securing proper guarantees
that tbe money will be honestly laid out, and the
children receive their due amount or secular In
stiuctlop. Again, the Slate may pay a pro rata,
acd allow teachers to compete lor scholars. This Is
done In Protestant England and Prussians well as
In Cathollo France and Austria, and ts.obvlousiy,
most In harmony with Democratic principles.
Other ways may be devised which will secure
Justice to all parties. There Is no practical diffi-

culty, excert In tbe smallest country districts.
These are always settled by tho citizens them-
selves. Or, we can educate our children without
tbe Stale. Tbo State may let us alone, and may
do away entirely with public education, exceptfor
there wbo are utterly without means In other
words, change the common schools Into charitable
institutions, and let parents provide. But this,
we are persuaded, is full of practical difficulties.

But the plan actually adopted has been to tax
all alike for tbe common good, and yet maintain
a system, which certainly suits Protestants, but
to wblcb Catholics cannot honestly or conscien-
tiously agree. Our common schools are
not free. Millions or the people rise up and pro-

claim It. Let tbose who like them send their
children to them. Let tbose support them wbo
like tbem by their "private contributions."

Now, what is it that Catholics complain or ex-

cept that the State has supported, and does sup-
port, "Instlutions or learning" mixed "with secta-
rian, pagan and atheistical dogmas"

There is no doubt about this fact. Protestants
insist upon having the Bible read in the public
schools, lest tbey become irreligious. Catholics
maintain that the version used Is garbled,
and that, even it were not, no one has a right to
teach It except tbose wbo have compiled It, and
are the only responsible witnesses to its
true meaning. The Jews maintain that tbe New
Testament part of it is net true. Infidels deny it
altogether. What right has any school board, or
any other purely human Institution to decide this
controversy; and what right has any man under
tbe Constitution to enforce his religious views or
bis denial of religion upon others; it Is an out-rsg- e.

It Is an Inconsistency which cannot be
itated in any terms without transparently mani-
festing its absurdity. Under the Constitution,
and according to the spirit or our Government,
all men are equal. Under the present system of
common schools, and according to tbe spirit of
tbose who uphold tbem, men are not equal, and
there Is no such thing as regard for conscience;
but every majority has aright to enforce upon
any minority, no matter how large, Its peculiar
ideas of tnttructlon, Involving, as this
alwaps does, the iueitlon of religion
Itself. We have repeated our protest,
until we are almost sick and tired of bearing
theoutragementloned; we hare never seen our
position manfully approached within beat or
drum; and, yet, tto have constantly been forced
to isle ourselves, "Will the American peopts
sever see this Can It be that our enemies are,
as tome oi them hold themselves to be, totally
depraved 1"

prohibited the reading of the Sacred Scriptures

In another rcu.ty one party, through
fearoievlt eorsequ'riesir they refused, struct
from their tickets the nines of the regularly
nominated candidates, ami substituted taose of
their opponents, wl'6 whom there existed no
political affinity. In certain counties voters wero
driven from tbe polls by armed men, or were so
intimidated that they feared to vote. In oca
county tbe principal county oifidals were drives
from tbelr posts the day following the election,
and bave since been relcgex. In these cases tbe
courts bave bees usable to dispense justice. I
believe the cause of all this Intimidation and
trouble Is attributed to tne race question tbe
efforts of the nblto race to reassert Its old so
preraaey.

The messsge recommends a modification of tbe
fundamental Jaws of tbe State so as to brtne;
about better feeling between the races. Tho
State finances are unprecestedly favorable. The
real debt or tbe State beyond Its ability to pay is
only half a million dollars. Tbe expenses or the

over tbe Tbe messtze recom-
mends that tbe taxes be made payable only la
United States currency. A change tn the public
school laws, so as to make a system already good
still better, is advised.

A liberal appropriation Is recommended for tbo
proper representation of all the products of theState at tbe Centennial exhibition. Tbe mes-
sage cocdudes: "The prosperity acd progress of
tbe State must necessarily depend upon tne feel-
ing of security and contentment ofthe people.
Distrust and suspicion should be dispelled by
Jsst and liberal legislation. Tbls done, the solu-
tion of many of the difficulties of tbe present
time will hare been substantially accomplished."
