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JETAILS OF THE SUGGESTED ACT

On Tuesday Mr. Iiacknej- - Introduced a bill la
the House of Representatives "to provide an elec-

tive government for tte District or Columbia,"
which was referred to tte Committee on the Dis-

trict.
The bill enacts that the District of Columbia

lhall herealter constitute one municipality, and
frem and after June 1, 1878. its affairs shall be
conducted by a mayor and municipal council, to
Reelected annually by the people; that all citi-

zens of the United States or lawful age, except
such as are non compos, or persons conTicted of
infamous crimes, who have resided within the
District for twelre months prior to an election
therein, and within any election or assembly dis-tri-

for thirty days immediately preceding such
election, shall be entitled to Tote in each district
at such election, and lhall be elielbleto any office
within the District; but no person holding an
effice under the Government ofthe United States,
and maintaining a residence elsewhere, shall be
eligible to any office in the District ; ner shall
any person holding an office under the liovern-en- t

of the United States, the emoluments of
which exceed $500 annually, receive any compen-

sation for performing tlie duties of anyother office
In the District or Columbia.

not made electlvo by the people, and not other-
wise provided lor by Congress, shall be annually
cbosen by the municipal assembly.

Death bv Oils.
The unprincipled dealers In explosive com.

pounds, which they advertise to be
or safety oils, have received a warning from tbe
Supreme Court of Pennsylvania. A lamp filled
with oil made by a manufacturer of Pittsburg
exploded and killed a woman. The lower court
gave her damages. The Supreme Court reversed
this decision, but on grounds that are not calcu-
lated to reassnre such manufacturers. Itsaldthe
case turned on the guilty knowledge ofthe manu-
facturer of Its unfit and explosive character. This
was wanting to sustain the verdict ofthe jsry.ani
the case was remanded for a sew trial. The plain-tin- "

will probably be prepared on this point when
that trial commences.

Of the responsibility Chler Justice Agnew was
reported to have expressed himself :

"A masnlacturer who sells his product as an
Illuminating oil having the safe fire test or 110
degrees, when In fact he knows that Its fire-te- st

will not exceed CO degrees, and that this Is a most
explosive and unsafe oil for domestic use, can
plead nothing la defense or this willful, terrible
wrong done to a conlidlngcommunlty."

Tbis should be good law everywhere. In an ac-
tion by tbe parties Injured, It should be sufficient
to present to the jury the evidence ofthe neces-
sary quality of 110' lire test or sale oil, the lesser
degree or safety or tbe oil sold, satisfactory proof
that It was manufactured by the defendaat, and
reasonable circumstantial evidence that the de.
lendant knew Its exploslrecapaclty, to lay aloar-datlo- n

for damages. That such an oil Is an unsare
oae Is to be reasonably presumed on the establish.
Inc or tbe other acts.

The Chief Justice went further In tbe cats. Itwas argued that as the oil was sot purchased by
the plaintiff or the manufacturer, but had passed
through the hands or many dealers, the defend-
ant could sot be held. This objection Is disposed
or In a slngleparagraph :

"Certainly one who knowingly makes and puts
on the market, rordomestlcand any otberuse, such
a death-dealin- fluid, cannot claim exemption from
liability for bis terrible wrong because he bai
sent it tbroutk many hands. The length of Its
passage rosy create a doubt or Us identity, or that
it was sent on its mission of destruction with a
full knowledge of its dangerous qualities, but the

O'Connor Power, a distinguished member ot the
British Parliament, would then address them
upon the social, political and Industrial condition
ot Ireland.

Mr. Power then advanced. He assured his
hearers that be lelt very proud and happy in
being afforded an opportunity of raising his voice
In tbis tbe capital or tbe lreest nation on the
globe in behairot struggling Ireland.

resent to manufacture what she pleased. But?reland could sot at this hour hope to overtake
England In the race. Ireland was rich In pro-
ductive soli, but the English landholders spent
sine tenths or the products in other lands. This
thing or Irish resistance against English rule
will last simply because human reeling will last.
They demanded home rule for Ireland. They
asked that, and nothing more.

He was a member of the British Parliament
only to do his part In defense or h Is country from
those who were Indifferent to bis country's wants.
He repudiated English rule In Ireland. He repu-
diated and denounced It beoause It was tbe only
thing In the way of Irish advancement, and he
could not but express the hope that when he re-
turned to his compatriots he could do so with the
assurance that they had the moral support of the
exiled children of their race.

Tbo Protestants or Ireland had opened their
hearts to their Catholic countrymen, lie did not
preach the doctrine or national hate: he longed
for national unity. He asked what crime Ireland
as a nation had committed that tne could not take
part In the glorious work of contributing to the
unity or nations. There was a spirit in Ireland
which lilted her above every enslaving Influence,
asd he had a hope that in future years she would
take a part In tbe great struggle that was now
going on for the advancement of humanity.
