In lien ot the ..0,000,0i of bonds
bearlrg Interest at the rate ol 4'4 per cent., paya-
ble semi annually, authorized by the act or

approved J uly 14, 1S70. the Secretary or the
Tieasnry is hereby authorized, for the purpose of
said refundingasauthorizedbyeald act,tolssne,ln
a sum or sums not exceeding Is the aggregate 3 JOO,-- u

if coupon or registered bonds ol the I nited
states In such form as he may prescribe, or ol the
denomination of t50 or some multiple thereof,
redeemable In coin of the present standard valne,
at the pleasure or the I nited Mates after thirty
years from the date or their Issue, and bearing

payable quarterly fn such coin, at the rate
ol 4', percent, per annum, which bonds and the
Interest thereon shall be exempt from the pay-
ment of all taxes or duties or the United States,
as well as from taxation In any torm by orunder
State, municipal or local authority, and the said
bends shall have set forth and expressed upon
their lace the above-spec- ! lied conditions, anl
shall, with their coupon, be made payable at the
Treasury of the United States.

Sec 'J. This act shall not be construed to au-
thorize any Increase ol the total amount of bonds
provided for by the acts to which this act Is as
amendment, nor to authorize any Increase what-
ever or the bonded debt or the I nited states; and
all provisions or the acts to which this act Is
amendatory, not Inconsistent wltn the provisions
ol this act, are heteby continued in lorce and
eirect.

That Pad Majority in the Honsa-I- t

was conceded by all the members ol
at their meeting yester-

day that they bad gone and delayed
matters In direct violation of rule 77. This rule
dates as far back as lssr. and Is very stringent In
Us requirements, with the view of settling at as
early a day as possible the policy of the Home In
regard to the previsions for receipts and expendi-
tures durlsg the fiscal year for which theyap.
pioprlate moneys. That rnle is as follows "It
shall also le the duty of the said committee,
within thirty days alter their appointment, a;
every session of Congress, commencing on the 1st
Monday or December, to report the general ap-
propriation bills for legislative, executive and
judicial exyenses; ror sundry civil expenses: for
consular and diplomatic expenses; for the army;

for the navy; ror the expen ses or the Indian De-
partment: for the payment or invalid and other
pensions ; for the support of the Military Acad-
emy ; for fortifications ; for the service or the Post
Office Department and for mail transportation by
ocean steamers, or. In failure thereof; the reasons
of ssch 'allure. And said committee shall have
leave to report said bills (for relerence only) at
any time. In all cases where appropriations can-n-

be made specific In amount the maximum to
be expended shall be stated, and each appropria-
tion bill, when reported from the committee, shall
In the concluding clause state the sum total of all
the Items contained Is said bill."

T he Ways and Meass Committee Is restive and
the Senate pants for work. Never berore, since
there was an Appropriations Committee of the
Housed Representatives, has there been such
chaos and such ntter lack of discipline. The
business of the session so lar seems t have been
the mapping out of Investigations that will tako
two years at least to complete, and will require
the services or at least two hundred extra clerks.
In the face or this and In tho race or the faet that
these Investigation committees will cost at least
halt a million dollars, to be paid as stipends to a

few hundred people, the Appropriat ons Commit-
tee has cot yet reported a single important bill,
nor have they come to an agreement about one.
Mr. Randall yesterday told the committee that
ho would lay before them the legisla-
tive, executive and judicial appropriation bill,
which is for salaries r the various officers or the
Government.

In that bill he proposes. Instead or Increasing
the number or clerks to carry on the business of
rurslshlng Information ror the Investigating com-

mittees, to cut down the number ol clerks. To
say the least, this looks like a long step away
from the rerorms they talked of, and as If the in
tentios was to ferret out a few little discrepan-
cies and let the sharks, who now latest the floor
of the House each day with Impunity, (the noted
lobbyists or the time, ) to walk away with the btic
piles or money. If they keep on In this way tbl
Centennial jear will bo the perennial year or
Congress.

Texas and Pacific Railway.
The following preamble and resolutions were

unanimously adopted by the great railway
held at St. Louis, Mo., November-Ban-

M,1S73:
Hon. Jacob Thompson, orTenn. Mr. Chairman,

tho committee on resolutions are now ready to
report.

The President. The report will be received.
Mr. Thompson. Mr. President, I hold In my

hand a preamble and resolutions which have been
agreed upon by tbo committee on resolutions,
which I will proceed to read :

This convention or delegates, duly appointed
Irou thirty-on- States and Territories, many
cities and boards or trade, merchants' exchanges
and other commercial bodies, constituting a body
or S83 delegates, representing not only a largo
proportion of the people of the Usltod States,
but of tho active, producing, business capital ot
the country, and now assembled to take action
upon the construction of a Southern line of rail-
road to the Pacific, do respectfully represent to
the Senate and House or Representatives ot the
United States in Congress assembled

That a Southern tranacontinentat railway from
the waters or the Mississippi, via El Paso, to the
Paclhe ocean, en or near the C2d parallel or lati-
tude, Is Imperatively demanded:

1. As a measure of sound statesmanship.
Because It la only by constant Intercourse, busi-

ness and soclal.that the great SUtcs nowgrowtng
up on the Paclhe slope can be permanently bound
in a common lnterestwlthour Eastern and South-
ern communities, and It Is therefore soand policy
and wise foresight to promote the most Intimate
relations between all sections or our common
country a necessity already recognized by the
Government In its grant or bonds and lands to the
Union and Central and Kansas Pacific roads, and
of lands to other trans continental lioes on the
3Jd, 35th and 47th parallels, under the belief that
private capital wonld furnish the needful funds
to complete these highways: but owln; to the
great commercial depression, they canno: bebnllt
by individual capital, and the responsibility still
rests upon the Government to secure the comple-
tion of at least one additional
line.

J. As a meass of national defense.
Because It Is the duty-o- t the Government to

have a line to the Pacific, unobstructed at all sea-
sons ortheyear, lor the prompt transportation)!
troops and supplies, sbouli: trouble arise with any
lorelgn country, and the ports and cities of the
Pacific coast be exposed to insult or attack. Such
line to be sufficiently removed from our border to
enable It 'o be fully protected against tho move-
ment of anr hostile force.

s. As a local military necessi'y.
Because the experience or the nation on the

Central, Union and Kansas Pacific roads has
proven that tho rail and telegraph, and the facili-
ties thereby provided, furnish the only sure means
cf Intercepting and punishing tho hostile Indians,
and unmistakably Indicate the adoption or the
same methods topretent constant depredation In
Western Texas, New Mexico and Arizona, make
lire and property secure, and established thero
the lime law and order that prevail along the
present Paclhe lines.

4. As a measure of practical economy.
Becanse, as already shown by the experience of

the present Pacific road, the expense of main-
taining a military establishment for the protec-
tion ot the Southern territory against Indian
depredations will bo largely reduced, first, by
enabling the Government to transport troops and
supplies at tne filth of the present cost, and
second, by enabling it to dispense with the ser-
vices ol two thirds of the present force through
the facilities afforded for transportation and the
movement of troops, and thereby save lrorn eight
to ten millions of dollars per annum, and at the
same time provide more efficiently and econom-
ically for tho care and maintenance or the Indian
tribes who are under the charge or the Govern-
ment.

!. As a commercial necessity to the twelve
millions of i eople inhabiting a belt ot country
from rour hundred to seven hundred miles
in wldtb. and stretching along the entire
south Atlantic coast, the Gnir of Mexico and Old
Mexico to the Pacific ocean, who have no direct
communication with the Paclfi:, and, by reason
or their geographical position, cannot share In
the benefits conierrcd by the present I'aellic line.

6. As a direct saving to the people of the entire
country.

Because It will give a competing line between
the two oceans, both for the large local and
through traffic of this country and ror the great
through traffic of tho Sandwich Islands, India.
China, Japan, Australia and Western South
America, thereby conferring a substantial benefit
upen the entire nation.

Because In this manner thepeople of the United
States will best be protected against a monopoly
to whom they have loaned ji",00j,C00 of six por
cent. Government bonds and mado large grants
ol land to build the present Paclf: line, and far
whose benefit the Government Is now paying
yearly upwards or three additional millions out
or tho Treasury a corporation that has estab-
lished arbitrary rates lor transportation, and is
now reeking toperpetuste Itseiras a close corpora-Io-

and control Us lice, and such as it may
j hereafter bull.!, In Us own exclusive Interest. In- -

stead or making then an ojen highway such as
the t eople or this country hive a rlcht to demand.

7 Becauo the communication thus established
with the rich and productive States of old Mexico
would secure a large and lucrative traffic now
diverted to other ccuntries, and would thereby
Increase tl e revenues or the Government, while
at the same time the connections made with the
lines now projected rroni the capital ol Mexico
toitsnortliernbcrderwouldstlmulateandderelop
this trade ard enrich the citizens of our om
country by the exchange of oar manufactured
goods lor the products ol her soil and mines.

s. Because it Is the duty or the GoTcrs
i mentis protect the citizens whose guardianship

Itascumedundertreatyobligations In the acquisi
tion oi tne juexican territory in wnica tney were
resident, and also all other citizens who have
been Induced, by the grants made by the Go era-me-

to aid the building of railroads, to settle In
the Territories which those roads were Intended
to develop.

9. As a prudential and proper act to encourage
the people of the South, who may very justly, and
with great force, urge that whllo ?175,O0O,O0O or
the public moneys have been appropriated in the
Northern States and Territories since the organ!-;atio- n

cf the Government, there has been but
d'j cuo.tto expended fn the Southern States and

Territories.
10. Because not only will this road, as a means

of national defense, strengtticn the military arm
cf the Government, and at all times perfect the
security cf our Pacific coast against attack by
foretgs Powers, reduce the expenses or Its local
administration, bind cur country more closely to-
gether, facilitate communication with the Pacific
and with Old Mexico, develop sew traffic and the
agricultural products and great mineral wealth
or Texas, New Mexico and Arizona, bnt It will
also, by the demand for manufactures and pro-
ductions or every description, Ineludlnglron, steel,
cotton, wool, timber, and other material needed
In the construction ol engines, cars, bridges, ma-
chinery, buildings, etc., for the use or the road,
and by the laborers employed In building and
maintaining the same, give employment to the
furnaces, mills and machine-shop- s or the country,
and once more revive and stimulate the depressed
Industries of all sections.

And whereas, to secure to the Government and
the people these several advantages, and In addi-
tion thereto secure the return to the people of
co.tCO.OOO acres or land heretofore granted to build
the Cith parallel line and savo the building of
1.5C0 miles of road, It Is, In the judgment or this
conventlcn.sot only the right, but the duty or
the National Government to render such aid,
properly secured, restricted and guarded, as will
secure the prompt completion of the line referred
to, and ol such extensions as will give to all sec-
tions the advantages resulting therefrom; now,
belt resolved,

1. That a Southern line to the Pacific ocean
should be built, on or near the SM parallel, from
Shreveporl, via El Paso, to San Diego, where It
will make connection with the waters or the
Pacific la a safe and excellent harbor, and conneet
also with the railway lines now building from Sas
Francisco to the southern part or California, thus
securing a continuous line to that great city and
port.

'J. That there should also be constructed exten-
sions from the most eligible points on the Texas
and Pacific road to New Orleans, Memphis and
Vickburr, and from a point near the ons hundred
and third meridian to Vlnlta.in order to reach
the Mfssfsslppl river, and to connect with every
road and bailor of the Atlantic coast, and with
every railway east or the Rocky mountain slope.

s That to insure to the nation the greatest ben-
efits from this line or road, and to prevent Its be-
ing controlled in the Interest of any one party or
section or country, there should be established
such regulations as will maintain the road from
SLreveport to the Pacific as an open highway and
as a competing line to all rail-
roads, to be used oa equaltcrms by all connecting
roads which are now or may berealter bj built;
tlmilarregilatlons to be sppllel to the tranches
receiving tlmilar aid to the Texas and Pacific
trunk line.

4. That It should be built at the lowest cash
cost. Is order that the people shall be protected
against undue or oppressive charges, and shall be
secured la Its use at the lowest possible rates re-
quired to protect the comparatively small capital
actually expended on its construction a result
which can be greatly aided by us construction at
this time, when material and labor can bos scared
at prices much below those that have prevailed
for many years past and that Congress shall at
all times reserve the power to protect the peoplo
against speculation and oppression In the use of
this national highway.

5. That the building of the main line shonld
proceed under such regulations as will Insure tne
construction or the road continuously lrom the
point of Its present completion. In Texas, to San
Diego, In California, or until it meets an exten-
sion of the same Use from Sas Diego.

t. That the construction of such a line and
branches can be best seenred by the extension of
Government aid to tho Use and branches hereto-
fore mentioned in these resolutions, In the form of
a guarantee orintcrest,not principal, on a limited
amount of & per cent, construction bonds, payable
In filly years, so that the entire liability assumed
shall not In any event exceed 2,0C,0 per mile per
annum, nor the Interest on the actnal cost of the
Use and said branches; such liability to be se-

cured by a first mortgage upon all the railway
property and franchises or the companies and upon
the lands granted by the United States, and any
deficit In the earnings or the line and branches to
meet the interest maturing on these bonds while
tberoadls In coarse ol construction, to be met by
the deposit in the United States Treasury or

or the whole authorized Issue, and tba
rale of the same if It becomes necessary, after ap-
plying all net earnings a&d proceeds ot lands and

tho sums due for Government transportation,
mall and telegranh service, to meet the lntere t
so maturing as aforesaid, so that there shall be
no ontlay by the Government; these bonds to bo
Issued only to the actual amount of cash expended
upon the road and branches, and npon the certifi-
cate or sworn commissioners appointed by the
Government to supervise the building of the line
and branches, and their redemption at maturity
to be assured to purchasers and holders by

a sinking fund out of the revenues of the
road and branches, to be paid by the companies
Into the Treasury of the United State", of saeh
amount as may be sufficient to pay off and dls- -
charge tte entire bonded obligations or the com-

panies, on which the Government has guaranteed
the Interest.

T. That the president of this convention be re-

quested to preparelan address to the people of the
I'nlted SUtes, embodying the views iet forth In
preamble and resolutions adopted by this conven-
tion, and that he be authorized to appoint a com-

mittee of thirteen, who, with the president of this
convention, shall present an engrossed copy or the
proceedings or this convention, together with the
address, to the President or theUnlted States, the
presiding officer or the Senate, and the Speaker
or the Home ol Representatives: and to take such
further aetlos as In their judgment may be
deemed best to promote the objects and purposes
orthlscouventlon.

8. That duly certified copies of this preamble
and resolutions be also furnished to the Governors
of States, mayors or cities and. the commercial
and other bodies represented at the conveation,
and that they be earnestly solicited to advocite
the plan proposed.

u. That the secretary ot this convention have
the proceedings published In pamphlet form, and
also that tho newspaper press or the country be
requested to publish the same, so that the SUtcs,
municipal, commercial and other bodies here
represented, and those which may not be, shall
fully understand the objects and purposes of the
convention, namely: the securing or another
highway across the continent that mast prove
highly beneficial to the Government and the peo-

ple of evory section or oar country.
The Caution LabelTonCifjars.

A prominent firm or cigar manufacturers In
New York hare notified the Commissioner of In-

ternal Revenue that they are In the habit, when
requested by customers, of catting the caution
labels or the latter, bearing their names as pro-

prietors, on cigars, Instead of their own caution
labels. They say, too, that sometimes they paste
the customer's caution labor over their own.
They ask ir they do wrong. The Commissioner
answers that there are three cases In which the
proprietor's name as such, Instead or the

may be printed on the caution labels.
There are, first, where tho person elalmlng to be
the proprietor Is the owner of the factory; second,
when ho has a legal right or title to the particular
brand ot goods msnufactured; thfrd, whero the
cigars are expressly mado by him. Cigars fonnd
en the market with the purchaser's caution label
pasted on them fiirnlsb prtneeeie evidence that
tbey do not come under these heads, and may be
detained for seizure or investigation.

Legal-Tend- Botes.
Mr. Chittenden's bill for funding the legal-tend-

notes of the I'nlted States directs the
Secretary or the Treasury to sell to the highest
bidder for legal-tend- notes, (to be Immediately
canceled and destroyed,) by such methods as are
sow employed in the sale of Government gold
coin, the bonds or the United States for (4,000.030
per month for eight months or each year, begin-
ning with February and Including September,
the bonds to be coupon or registered, as may be
most far the advantage ot the Treasury for the
time being, to bear Interest at a rato not exceed-
ing 4'4 per cent. In gold coin per annum, the
principal to be payable In gold coin forty year3
from J anuary 1, 1S76. The bonds are made avail-
able by the National banks for deposit as se-

curity for circulation and other liabilities under
Erovlslons of existing laws relating to National

act to take eirect as soon as the
bonds can be prepared.

Resumption of Specie Payments.
Mr. Morrison's bill, preparatory to the redemp-tlo- n

of United States notes and the resumption
of specie payments, provides that from and after
the passage or the act the Secretary of the Treas-
ury shall retain In the Treasury, for the ultimate
redemption In coin, at par, of United States
notes, the coin received from all sources Is excess
of the requirements or the public debt until the
coin so retained shall amount to thirty per
centum ol tho United States notes then outstand-
ing. And until such coin shall amount to thirty
per centum or outstanding United States notes
so much or section three of the act to prorldo far
the resumption or specie payments as provides
far or relates to the redemption In coin of United
States cotes alter January 1, ls;o, Is suspended.

Supreme Court Business-tu- t

lUTiioniTY or citcr.cn committee-- .

In the case of Stott and others against Ruther-
ford, from the Supreme Court of the District, yes-

terday decided In the Supreme Court or the I ni-

ted State;, the question was whether the church
extension committee or Dr. Gurley's church was
authorized to lease the property In question. On
the trial there was a verdict for the committee,
bnt the General Term held that the lease oa Its
face showed no title in the committee, and re-
versed the judgment. The Supreme Court sow
reverses the judgment of the General Term, hold-
ing that every reasonable presumption Is to be
made In favor of the validity or the lease, and
that there Is nothing In the recitals Inconsistent
with the holding or the legal title by tho commit-
tee. In trust lor the better discharge or their du-
ties toward theproperty or the church.

Mr. BAYARD believe! the measure was dis-
astrous, and would do more harm than good.

Mr. HOWE discoursed on the evils olthe alco-
holic traffic, and thought It very proper to make
the Investigation.

Mr. BAYARD moved to Include opium In the
scope or the inquiry of the committee. Rejected.

Mr. MORRILL, of Me., read some or tne sta-
tistics of the liquor production of the country.
He said that the result or the action or the Gen-
eral Government In taking charge or the retail
liquor trade or the country had been to increase
the production and consumption or alcoholic
liquor;. By licensing the retail liquor traffic the
Government bad given Its moral sanction, and
the consumption had increased to sueh an extent
that we were now known all over the civilized
world as a nation or drunkards. The Govern-
ment raised an Immense revenue on this ac-
count, and It, would not do to say that It had
nothing to do with it. This alcohalle traffic was
the gliantlc crime or crimes. It caused more
pauperism and more misery than all other agen-
cies combined. He had no doubt or the power or
the Government to Instltuto a commission.

Without action the Senate went Into executive
session and adjourned.

The Details of Bit Ssdden Death.
CcaiBXBLAaD, Jas.S3. Oae of the most start.

Usg events which has ever occurred In this sec-

tion of Maryland for many years was the sadden
and unexpected death by accident of the Hon.
Francis Thomas, which took place yesterday
afternoon on the Baltimore and OMo railroad,
within sight or the tome of that distinguished
man, who was an honor to the State and to his
country. The particulars are as follows: Gov.
ernor Thomas had been to Cumberland all day
Friday attending to business matters, havinc
stopped here on bis return from Washington, Oa
Saturday he returned to his home at Frankvllle,
a small village In Garrett county, about thirty
five miles west from Cumberland, on the line or
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad, and about six
miles west or Piedmont, between that city and
Oakland, the eoooty town of Garrett county.
His residence was situated tn a sequestered spot
en the top of a small mountain, and tt has often
been pointed out to travelers as his home, where
he has lived quietly since his return from Peru,
taking great pride in Improving his land asd
raising sheep, having brought over several fins
specimens lrom Pern, which hays attracted
much attention among his friends.

ire Tnis BrrntED bpot
Governor Thomas was spending the remainder
of auselulllfe.ln peace and comfort apparently,
although many wondered why be chose such a
place for a residence, unless it was on account of
the beautiful mountain scenery which met the
eye on all sides.

He had quite a number of men employed In
getting cut locust posts, far fencing this land,
and they were at work on the mountain side
along the line ot the BalUmore and Ohio railroad.

A VICTIM TO COAL OIL.

Horrible Catastroplo at Geraintowa A

Woman Attempts to Lisht a Fire With
Coal Oil and Is Burned to Death.
It appears as If there never was to be an enl to

the carelessness by which these sickening horrors
are occasioned. There ts scarcely a day that does
not produce some frightful accident, resulting
from the ore or coal oil far the purpose of kindling;
fires, and there has not been a month, hardly a
week, since this Important household article has
come into general use,that a terrible death by fire,
through Us abuse, has not been recorded by the
newspapers. It seems very strange that peoplo
will sever take a lesson from the news of these
often recunlng horrors. It Is possibly onthesamo
principle ot human nature that a hardened trans.
stressor Is actuated again and again to commit his
villainies, though he knows and dreads the per
haps olten suffered penalty.

Some women are persistent In the Improper use
of coal oil, though dally apprised by newspaper
accounts, or by tbe misfortunes of their acquaint-
ances, ol the terrible consequences likely to
result, and thus risk not only their own lives, but
also these or their friends ani relatives around
them those nearest and dearest to their hearts
and or thtlr neighbors and or
tbe same hou'e.

The scene or the horrible aceiient we have to
chronicle this morning was at (iermantown, in a
house on Penn street, above Patten avenue, oc-

cupied by Mr. Samuel N. Firth, a carpenter by
trade, and his family, consrsttng or a wile, Sarah
Ann; one daughter, Ella, cloven years or age,
and a step-so- Herbert Neloo.

The following Is an account of the disaster as
given to cur reporter by Mr. Firth and his son:

Abont 3 o'clock yesterday morning Mrs. Firth,
according to her usual habi:, arose and kfndlel a
fire In tbe kitchen stove, to get breakfast ready
far tbe family. Her little danghter. Ells, accom-
panied her mother to assist her.

For a lew mlnntes Mr. Firth and Herbert heard
the two talking very plcasaatly, the last thin?
said being by Mrs. Firtb -- Now. Elite, as it's
rather late, I'll fix this fire up tn a hurry, anl
mako It burn right away." Theso words were
hardly spoken when Mr. Firth and Herbert, s:lll
In ted, heard a violent exploilon In the ki'ches.
The two Immediately rushed down stairs ani dis-
covered the whole kitchen occ solid name.

Mr. Firth states that the fire was so thi'-- and
violent that he could sen nothing In the kitchen
whatever tut a solid mass or fire. Through t&e
fire he heard the agonizing tones or his wife's
voice ringing In his ear "Samue1, oh, save me,
savo me "'

He heard nothing farther. He tried several
times to enter the kfte!ec, but each time was re-
pelled by the flames licking his nostrils as he
breathed.

Seeing all attempts to rescue his wire futile,
and ksowirg or no way to rend bis prey lrom the
fire fiend, Mr. FIrtb lou his self possession ant
ran through tbe hallway Into the backyard,
shouting "I ire ' and crying fcr help.

On his return the kitchen was filled with smoke,
the front door was open and his wife lay on the
street, her garment' still glowing, while she was
breathing her last. Itwastoodaik to see whether
she was still conscious or not.

Tbe little girl. Ella, though right tn the room
where the disaster occurred, luckily escaped wits
her life, though the Injuries she received may yet
prove ratal. She was attended by Drs- - Darrah
and llcff, who were immedtately called, and was,
at tieir request.sentto the Germantown hospital.

The little girl's statement was as fallows:
"As It was alter the ssual time for mother to

get up, she poured coal oil Into the store to get
tire started quickly. Mother was in the habit of
using coal oil when she was late. It was a

It was nearly full. There was fire In
the stove from last sight, but It was on the point
ol eclng cut, and mother did not have the time to
take out the coals and rekindle the old fire. As
socn as mother bezan pouring la the oil the firs
leaped cp Into the can. and then an explosion
tocic place, and tbe next 1 saw mother on fire from
head to foot, wnlle the whole kitchen overhead
was a floating fire. I ran oat ol the kitchen right
away to open the front door so as to let my
pocr mother out or the house. Then father came
down aid tried to get into the kitchen, and ran
down the backyard. Then I went back, and,
meellr g my mother at the kitchea door, took her
outcf ttehcuse.
